WHAT THE RACERS WANT.

Amendments BEcek Will .Nulunlt-nl St.

Louis.

Tom Eck has been selected by the racing
men as their representative at the national
assembly at St. Louis next month.

An important amendment to be offered
by Eck will be the foliowing:

That a limit be put on the size of pacing
machines in middle and long distance pace
races, confining them to tandems, trips and
quads, ridden by men, and that no electric
pacing machines shall be used except by spe-
cial sanction from the racing beard.

This is owing to the fact that quints and
sextels have been found to be a source of
danger to the riders. and that quads and
triplets have been found to be fast encugh
for any racing man, are easier to handle
and far preferable for pick-ups.

In order to give amateurs a chance to ride
in middle distance racing and in paced mile
races, ond to give promoters a chance to
on a special feature for the amateurs,
a rule introduced which will al-
low professionals to pace amateurs in races
and in trials against time.

The most important resolution that Eck
will have introduced on behalf of the racing
men provides as follows:

That every professional who races in Amer-
ica shall be entitled to join the League of
American Wheelmen upon payment of $3,
which shall be paid to the chairman of the
I.. A. W. racing board in order to sustain
that branch of the league. That no amateur
shall be allowed te compete in races until he
becomes a member of the league, upon pay-
ment of the regular fee required from any ap-
plicant.

The money recelved from this source shall
go to the board, and as there is fully 4,000
amateurs. this would give $8,000, while at

making a total of $14.000. exclusive of the
money obtained from the sanctions, fines. etc.

This money, according to Eck, will go to-
ward the paying of the running expenses of
the racing board. The chairman shall

EAT LEAST SO RUMOR SAYS.

| TOMORROW THE MAGNATE WILL
CONFER WITH EASTERN
LEAGUERS IN BUFFALO,

The Two Leagues Will Endeavor to
Get Together for Their
Own Protection.

All the mystery that has pertained
to the whereabouts of Manager Comis-
key, of the St. Paul Base Ball club,
has now been revealed. Commy has
been in Dubuque buying the club there
to use it as a farm for the St. Paul
club during the coming year, and in-
cidentally he took a run over to Des
Moines to see whether or not the Iowa
capital would be a good pilace for the
Western league to plant its eighth
ciub in. Then tomorrow Commy must
be in Buffalo, N. Y., where the confer-
ence of committees from the Eastern
and Western leagues is to be held to
consider measures for their protection
from the aggressive action of the big
fish. "It seems probable that eeveral
things of importance to base ball will
be acted upon there. It was called
cstensibly to arrange for a series of
post-season games between the cham-
pion teams of the two leagues, but this
will be secondary to other business. The
subject of accepting or rejecting the
proposed new drafting modifications of
the National league is the question of
prior importance. From the senti-
ments expressed by the individuals
who will represent their leagues at this
conference it would seem that the con-
ference will most likely recommend a
protest against the new clauses which
permit the National league to recall a
player after thirty days from any
minor league team to which they may
have loaned him, thus facilitating
farming. If they do decide on this pol-
icy for the two leading minor leagues,
it will be quite a question as to what
recognition they will get at the spring
nmieeting of the National league. 1In
case Brush galns control of the St.
Louis club, or a position by which he
can influence the action of that club,
it will be interesting to see whether
he will favor any modification of the
drafting and sale clauses which he and
Hart, of Chicago, had inserted at the
{ Philadelphia meeting. There are al-
{ ready objections to the way Brush has
been able to manipulate things because
of his connection with the Indianapolis
as well as the Cincinnati club, and
these objections are increased because
of the increased opportunities he would
tave for storing up players, provided
he had hold of both clubs. This would
seem to be a far more important
matter than the one objection that so
far has been raised to Brush being
rermitted by the National league to
dictate the policy of two club mem-
bers. namely, that, while there was no
direct evidence going to show the Na-
tional league that there would be any
hippodroming of games, yet the pub-
lic would be suspicious whenever there
were any contests between Cincinnati
and St. Louis, especially if there was
anything depending on the series.

HE TOOK R TUMBLE

A SERIOUS FALL TAYLORE'S FINISH
IN HIS RACE WITH STAR-
BUCK.

LEADING BY OVER A LAP.

FRENCHMAN SO BADLY HURT HE
WAS CARRIED FROM THE
TRACK.

CONTEST FIXED FOR 20 MILES,

Brought to an End When Only a
Quarter of the Distance Was
Covered.

PHILADELPHIA, Pa., Jan. 15.—The
twenty-mile paced race between Ed-
ouard Taylore, the French middle-dis- |
tance champion, and J. Frank Star-
buck, of this city, at Saenger hall to-
night, was spoiled by an unfortunate
accident to Taylore. The accident oc-
curred on the sixth mile. Taylore at
that time having gained a lead of a
lap, at Saenger hall, which is one-tenth
of a mile. On the next lap the tandem
team took him at a terrific clip around
the tureen-shaped course. As the for-
eigner turned into the homestretch the
spill took place. Taylore’s wheel dashed
up the incline toward the outside of the
track, and machine and rider brought
up against a post, the wheel being
smashed completely and Taylore re-
bounding and falling on the track. He
managed to get out of the road just as
Starbuck and his pacers came tearing |
around the turn, or otherwise more
men might have been hurt.

Taylore was not szriously injured. His
right shoulder was thrown out of
place and his left knee was wrenched.

While the race lasted Taylore im-
pressed the 8,000 spectators with his
ability, many comparing him with Jim-
my Michael. Starbuck, too, rode in
splendid shape, as his time of 10:28 for
five miles shows.

Taylore got the lead at the start, and
for the first mile it was a regular pro-
cession. Then the foreigner bz2gan to
draw away. At the end of the second
mile Taylore was almost a lap to the
gcod, and when the mishap occurred he
was over a lap ahead.

After that Starbuck reeled off mile |
after mile at a steady clip, merely
covering the twenty miles required to
secure first money.
