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CAME AS A SURPRISE

JAMES J. HILL'S CONDITIONAL GIFT
OF $20,000 TO HAMLINE
UNIVERSITY.

PROF. BRIDGMAN HAD CALLED

TO ASK THE GREAT NORTHERN
PRESIDENT TO HEAD A SUB-
SCRIPTION LIST.

SUCH GENEROSITY UNEXPECTED.

The Head of the Institution Now
Appeals to Its Friends—Whence
Came the Debt.

The announcement of the generous
offer of President James J. Hill, to con-
tribute $20,000 in cash to go towards
lifting the floating and bonded debt of
the Hamline university, on the condi-
tion that the faculty will take care of
the remainder of the indebtedness,
amounting to $15,000, was received with
joy by the members of the facu'ty and
the friends of the institution. Presi-
dent Bridgman is now devoting his
time with added zcal to raise the nec-
eszary £15,000, and hopes to have the
amount paid up by the next com-
mencement, which will be a proud day
for Hami e universiiy, as the debt

of 335,000 has for several years been a |

great impediment to the progress of
the institution, as the interest has
drained the comparatively small in-

come of the college to such an extent
that it has run behind in curren:
expenses,

The liberality of Mr. Hill is the talk
of the school, and the friends of the
institution are expected to come for-
ward and assist Dr. Bridgman in his
efforts to take advantage of Mr. Hill's
offer. Mr. Hill is thoroughly acquaint-
ed with the usefulness -of the institu-
tion, and has contributed largely in the
past towards its maintenance. Dr.
Bridgman has been aroused to the ne-
cessity of raising the debt since the
first of the year, and after consulting
with the faculty he decided to make a
concentrated effort, with the ascistancs
of the many friends and patrons of the
college, to 1lift the mortgage of $30 000
and the floating indebtedness of $35,000.
Krnowing Mr. Hill's kindly feeling to-
wards the institution, and the fact
that he had liberally contributed in the
past, President Bridgman called upon
Mr. Hill Saturday morning and asked
him if he would start the paper. Dr.
Bridgman did not ask for any speci-
fied amount, but requested that Mr.
Hill head the paper, and he would
try to raise the balance. Mr. Hill
thought the matter over for a short
time and then toid Dr. Bridgman to
g0 ahead with his movement to raise
the debt, and if they could raise $15,009
he would contribute $20,000 in cash as
soon as this was accomplished. Mr,
Hill’s offer came as a surprise to Dr.
Bridgman. It gave him new impetus,
and he went to work yesterday to raise
the necessary $15,000. He announced
at chapel yesterday that he would bhe
out of the city the rest of the week,
and it was understood among the
students and faculty that Dr. Bridg-
man'’s mission out of the city was con-
nected with the lifting of the debt.

The $35,000 is the only indebtedness
the college has acquired, and this was
at the beginning of the depression of
1893, just after the Science hall had
been completed. A portion was for
construction of this hall, and the re-
mainder for additions put on the ladies’
hall and the accruing interest during
the past four years, which the college
has not always been able to meert.
This debt is practically a llen on all
the holdings of the college, which
amount” to several hundred thousand
dollars, including real estate property
and endowments. Besides the build-
ings and grounds in Hamline, the in-
stitution owns property in Minneapolis
and many parts of the state, and also
property in Chicago. The property in
Chicago, however, is the only holding
of the college which is productive of
any revenue.

The college has paid 6 per cent
interest upon the mortgage, which has
weighed heavily upon the faculty and
those interested in the welfare of the
institution, to say nothing of the em-
barrassment of being in debt, which
has greatly hampered its usefulness
as an educational institution.

The munificent gift of President Hill
will practically put the college on its
feet again, with the assistance of the
faculty and friends. They feel that
they will be able to raise the $15,000
when they know there is $20,000 more
coming as soon as it has been donc.
This is not the first evidence of Mr.
Hill’'s liberallty in the matter of help-
ing deserving institutions.

MINNESOTA AT OMAHA,

Commercial Bodies Waking Upe—
Coming FPoultry Show.

The regular meeting of the executive board
of the Commerclal club was hald in the
club rooms yesterday afternoon. Secretary
Stine reported that over 100 manufacturers
had responded to the invitation of the club
for the manufacturers’ banquet, to be held
hjan. 28, and that this number included near-
ly all the representative manufacturers in
the city.

A communication was received from E. J.
Phelps, of Minneapolis, asking the St. Paul
Commerical club to take some actlon towards
sending an exhibition to the trans-Mississippi
exposition, held in Omaha, from June to No-
vember. The matter was referred to a com-
mittee, which will confer with the chamber
of commerce, with a view to taking steps
to co-operate with stmilar bodies from Min-
neapolls, to give Minnesota a renres> “iign
at the exposition. It Was saiu that Minne-
sota and Utah wei. .he only two trans-Mis-
sisslppi states, which had not made pro-
visions for either a building, or other repre-
sentation at the show. The committee will
consider the best plan to raise funds to
enable Minnesota to have a showing at this
expesition.

A committee was appointed to confer with
the state fair managers on providing enter-
tainment for visitors to the next state fair,
during the evenings of fair week. Thé com-
mittee consists of B. McGinnis, chairman;
H. C. McNair, B. Yanish, Walter J. Driscoll
and M. H. Merrick.

The board also passed the following resolu-
tion, indorsing the coming poultry show, to
be held in St. Paul, Feb. 11 to 12:

Whereas, This committee is Informed that
the Minnesota State Poultry assoclation will
hold a poultry exhibit in this city, ¥eb. 7
to 12 incluslve, at which will be exhibited
thorough bred fowls from all parts of the
Unted States, attracting to the city the agri-
cultural classes of the state as well as ex-
hibitors from all of the country, and

Whereas, We believe this industry to be one
of great importance to our state, even in its
present lmperfect stege of development, and
one capable of almost unlimtted increase, be
it, therefore,

Resolved, That we heartily endorse this
enterprise and recommend it to the jobbers
and citizens of St. Paul, as worthy of as-
sistance and encouragement in every possible
way.

STATE FAIR MANAGERS,

Seerelary and Treasurer Re-eleeied
—Premium List Revision,

The board of state fair managers met in
parlor B of the Windsor hotel yesterday, and
continued In session nearly all day.

CONFERENCE OF POPULISTS.

J. C. Hanley Tells of the Action ot
St. Louis.

Yesterday J. C. Hanley, member of the na-
tlonal organization committee of the People’s
pariy of this state, returned from a three-day
session of a conference between the national
committee of the People’s party and the na-
tional organization committee of the samez
party. Said Mr. Hanley last night:

The organization committee was appointed at
the Nashville conference July 4, 1897, as an

auxiliary national committee to act in call ng '

a national convention in the event tuat tha:
regular naticnal committee, of whica Sena or
Butler is the chairman, fails to d> =o. On
Nov. 23, 1897, a meeting of the National Or-
ganization committee was held at LaClede
hotel, St. Louls, and an address was issued
to the Populists of the country, urging them
to remain true to their party and principles.
They also declared in favor of an early na-

| tional convention to nominate a candidate for

president and vice president, to occur early
in April, 1898. An invitation was extended
also to Mr. Butler's committee to mect with
the corganization committee on Jan. 12, at St.
Louis, in conference to issue a call for the
national convention and arrange all details.
Two weeks or so before the Jan. 12 meetirg
was to occur, Mr. Butler, the national chair-
wrote J. H. Ferris, chairman of the
National Rcform Press association, a lerter,
requesting him to call the meeting of Jan. 12
off, and promising to use his influence to get
the national committee together and have the
organization committee abide by whatever
they would do. This proposition was ignored
and the meeting tock place as per schedule.

“It turned out that seventy-four members
of the Builer committee were present in
persen er by proxy, which was a consider-
able over a majority of the commi.tee. The
sesZlon was a very lively one; ths national
commiticemen of the South were maost vig-
orous in their protest of ths action of Mr.
Buder, and urged the complete severance of
the committees present from the domination
of Butler and his fusion policy. This radieal
step was opposed by the members of the
organization ccmmittee. They maintained
that there was no necess.ty for such reveiu-
t'onary acion, as they had already sccured
ceztrel of the national committee,

‘““I'he resolutiorn severing the Butler com-
mitee was finally withdrawn by Mr. Living-

i ston, of Missouri, member of the national
committee, who introduced it. The address
and resclutions were unanimously passed
amid gecd feeling.””

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CIVIL SERVIGE LAW

TEXT OF THE CHAPTER PRE-
PARED BY THE NEW CHAR-
TER' CoMyission.

RULES FOR MERIT SYSTEM..

WITH THE"” EXCEPTION OF THE

ELECTIVE OFPFICZRS AND
CHIEF CLERKS

AND THE HEADS 67 DEPARTMENTS

The Idea Is to Mave Everybody Pass
an Examinatisd Before Receiv-
ing’’Appointment.

The chapter, which is to be placad in
the new charter, now being prepared by
the charter commission, relating to civil
service and the appointment of a board
of civil service commissioners, will be
discussed ‘at the meeting of the com-
mission Friday evening. The commit-
tee, which has had this work in hand,
has prepared a report er chapter which
provides for the ‘appointment by the
mayor of a board of three commission-
ers who shall classify all the offices and
places of employrnent in the c.ty, and
thc same are to be filled after a com-
petitive examination before the board.
The plan being an innovation as far
as this city is eoncerned, it is likely
that the proposed chapter of the new
charter will be tho:6uzhly discussed by
the commission before any action is
taken. The matter will be a special
order for the sess.en Friday right, and
the chapt:r as submitted is given here-
with:

SECTION 1.

On the third Monday of June, 183§, the
mayor of the city of St. Paul, Minn., sha!l
appoint thiree persons,. ¢ 'ns and residents
of sald city, who shall constitute and be
known as the civil service commissioners, of
such city, and shall designate one of the per-
sons so appointed to serve for a term of three
years, one for a term of two ycars, and oze
for a term of one year from the first Moa-
day in July in the year of their appointment,
and until their respective successors are ap-
pointed and qualified; and in each and every
year after such first appointment the mayor

; shall, in like manper, ¢n the third Monday of

June, appoint cne person gs the successor of
the commissioner, whose term shall expire in
that year, to serve as-such commissioner for
three years from the first Monday of July
then ensuing, and until his successor is ap-
pointed and qualified. Two commissioners
shall constitute a quorum necessary for the
transaction of business. Any vacancy in the
office of commissioner occurring during the
term shall be filled for the unexpired term by
appointment by the mayor, and all appoint-
ments, both original and to fill vacancies, shall
be so made that not mcre than one commis-
sioner, or if but’'twe political parties were of-
chall)' registered at the last preceding elec-
tion, then not more than two commissioners,
shall, at the time of any appointment, be mem-
bers of the same political party. The mayor
may remove any commissioner for incompe-
tence, neglect of duty or malfeasance in ofiice,
but he shall within ten duys report in writ-
ing any such removal ‘to the city council with
the reascns therefor. Said commissioners
shall hold no lucrative office or employment
under the United States, the state of Minne-
sota, or any municipal corportion or political
division thercof, and each commissioner shall,
before entering upon the duties of his office
and within ten days after receiving notice of
his appointment, take and subscribe the.oath
o§ (t)(ﬂce prescribed by the constitution of this
state.

SECTION 2.
Said commissioners shall

carry out the purposes of this chapter and for
examinations, appéintments and promotions
in accordance with' itsy provisions,: and - the
comnnssioners may, from time to. time, make
changes in the original rules. The said com-
missioners shall supervise the administration
of the rules so established, and they shall, on
or before the first Monday in July in every
year, report to the mayor their “doings during
the preceding year, including any rules adopt-
cd under the provisomns of this section. The
mayor may require a report from said com-
missioners at any other time. All rules made
as herein provided. and all changes therein,
shall be published by said commissioners in
the official paper of said city, not less than
five, or more than ten days before they are to
80 into operation, and a copy for publie ex-
amination shall be kept on file at their office.

SECTION 5.

Said commissioners shall classify all the
offices and places of employment in said eity
with reference to the examinations herein-
after provided for, except thoss offices and
places mentioned in section flve (5) of this
chapter. The offices and places so classified
by the commissioners shall constitute the
classified civil servicewof said clty. From and
after the adoption of ,the rules hereinbefore
provided fqr, all appointments to subordinate
cffices, positions’ and ployments in the sev-
ral department§ of the service of said city,
which are subjact fo such rules, shall be
made by the respectlve heads of such de-
partments under!and'in accordance with the
provisions of sugh rules, and such heads of
departments shall respectively have power to
remove or discharge at pleasure any person
holding any s bordin_ate office, position or
employment in their Bre;:spectlvc‘dcpartments;
but except in tHe rasé of day laborers they
shail within ten days thereafter file with the
city clerk a written statement of the reasons
for such removal. or discharge. Provided,
that all appointmen .. to office or position
thercafter to be subjeét to such rules, made
after the 1st day of May, 1898, and before
the rules herem—provtged for shall have gone
In; effect, shall be DPovisional and not per-
manent appointments, and all appointments
to such offices or positions shall be subject
to examination and recommendation by the
civil service commissioners the same in
every respect as though they had not received
such temporary appointment.

SECTION 4.

All applicants for offices, places or em-
ployments in sald eclassified service, except
those mentioned in section five (5), shall be
subject to examination, which shall be pub-
lie, competitive and- free to all citizens of the
'United States, with specified limitations as to
residence, age, health, habits and moral
character. Such examinations shall be prac-
tical in their character, and shall relate to
those matters which fairly test the relative
capacity of the persons examined to discharge
the duties of the.positions to which they seek
to be appointed, and shall include tests of
physical qualifications and health, and when
appropriate manual skill. No question in
any examinration shall relate to political or
religious opinions or affiliations, and no ap-
pointment or selection to an office or for em-
ployment within the scope of these rules es-
tablished as aforesaid shall be in any manner
affected or influenced by such opinions or
afliliations,

make rules to

SECTION 5.

Officers who are sefected by the people, or
who are elected by thke city council pursuant
to the city charter, judges and clerks of elec-
tion, members and the secretary of city
boards or commissions, the superintendent,
principals and teachers of schools, the city
librarian, the city comptroller's chief clerk,
the city treasurer’'s chief clerk and his cash-
ier, the city engineer, his first assistant and
chief clerk, the city-‘élerk and his first as-
sistant, the corporation attorney and his first
assistant, the chief gineer of the fire de-
partment, the chief of police, the commis-
sioner of health and his first assistant, the
superintendent »f the fworkhouse, the super-
intendent of parks, the private secretary of
the mayor, a?d speclal watchmen whose
salaries are rot paid the city shall not be
included in such classified service.

SECTION 6.

The said commissianers shall appoint a
chief examiner whose duty it shall be, under
their directicn,so superintend any examina-
tions, held in sald city, under the provislons
of this charter. Such chief examiner shall be
ex-officio secretary of said civil service com-
missioners and ander direction of such com-
missioners he, as such secretary, shall keep
minutes of theif¥ procéédings, preserve all re-
ports made to them,¥keep a record of all
cxaminations made er thelr direction, and
perform such xer duties as the comm!s-
sioners may from time to time prescribe.
Ho shall be subjeei to -removal at any time
by seid commissioners. but they shall, within
ten days thereafter, file with the city clerk
a written statcment of the reasons for such
removal.

SECTION 17.

The comsuissloners shall control all exam'-
nations and may, whenever an examination is
to tike place, designate a suitable number
of persons, efther- In cr out of the official
zaervice of tha city, 'to bs examiners; and it
shall be the duty of such examiners, and if
‘n tha cfficial ecrvice: it sbail be a pari of
their official duty, wi‘hout exira compersa-
ticn, to conduct such- examianailon as the

commissioners may direct and to make re-
turn or report thereof to sa.d commissioners
and the commissioners may, at any time, sub-
stitule any other person, whether or not in
such service, in the place of any ome so
selected; and the commissioners may them-
selves, at any time, sct as examiners and
without appointing examiners. The examin-
ers at any examination shall not all be
members of the same political party.

SECTION 8. &

Notice of the tim>, place and general scope
of cvéry examination shall be given by the
boar@ by publicaticn twice each week for
the two weeks przsceding such examination
in the official paper of St. Paul, and such
notice shall be posted by said commission
in a conspicusus place in their cffice two
weeks before such an examination. Such
further notice of examinations may be given
as the commisssion may prescribe.

SECTION 9.

From the returns or reports of the ex-
aminers or frem the sxaminations made by
the commission, the commission shall pre-
pare a register for each grade or class of
positions in the classified service of said city
of the perscns whose general average stand-
ing upon examination for such grade or class
i3 not less than the minimum fixed by the
rules of such commission ad who are othsr-
wise eilgible; and such persons shall take
rank upon the register as candidates in tha
order of their relaiive excellence as determin-

ed by examination, without reference to
priority of exam’'natfon. 5
SECTION 10.

The commission shall, by its rules, provide
for promotion in such classified service on the
basis of ascertained merit and seniority in
service and examination, and shall provide in
all cases where it is praciicable that va-
cancies shall be filled by promotion. All ex-
aminations for promotion shall be competitive
among such members of the next lower rank
as desire to submir themselves to such ex-
amination, and the commission shall submit
to the appoiuting power the names of the
three applicants for each promotion having
the highes: rating. The methods of examina-
tion apd the rules governing the same and
the method of certifying shall be the same
as provided for applicants for original ap-
pointment,

SECTION 11,

The head of the department or office in
which a position classified under this chapter
is to be filled shall notify said commission
of that fact, ard said comm!ission shall certify
to the appointing cfficers the names and ad-
dresses of the (hiree candidates standing high-
he registers for the class or grade
to which said pesition belongs, and the said
appointing officer shall make the appointment
or promotion to such position from among the
three candidates so certified to him by the
commission, except that in cases of laborers,
where choi by competition is impracticabla,
sald commission may provide by its rules
in wha: manner selections shall be made from
among those candidates proved fit by exami-
nation. Said commission may strike off names
of candidates from the register after they
have remained therecn more than two years.
To prevent the stoppage of public business.
or to meet exiraord.nary exigencles, the head
of any department or ofiice may, with tha
approval of the commission make temporary
appointment to remain in force not exceeding
sixty days, and only till regular appointments
under the provisions of this chapter can be
made. The commissioner of health may, in
case of an epidemic, appoint such assistants
as he may deem necessary to remain in of-
fice only until such epidemic has ceased.

SECTION 12.

Immediate nctice in writing shall be glven
by the appointing power to said commission
of all appointments, permanent or temporary,
made in such classified civil service, and of
all transfers, promotions. resignations and
vacancies frcm any cause in such service and
of the date thereof; and a record of the
same shall be kept by sald commission. When
any office or place of employment is created
or abolished or the compensation attached
thereto altered, the officers or board making
such change shall immediately report it In
writing to said commission. *

SECTION 13.

The =ald commissioners shall inveatigate
the enforcement of this chapter and of tho
rules established by them. and the action
of the examiners provided for, and the con-
duct and action of the appointees in the clas-
sified service in the city of St. Paul, and may
Inquire as to the nature, tenure and com-
pensation of all offices and places in the pub-
lic service thereof. In the course of such in-
vestigations each commissioner shall have
power to administer oaths and said commis-
sion shall have power to secure by its sub-
poena both the attendance and testimony of
witnesses and the production of hooks and
papers relevant to such investization.

SECTION 14.

The said civil service commissioners shall
certify to the comptroller all appointments
to offices and places in the civil service of
the city subject to their rules. and all vacan-
cies occurring therein, whether by dismissal,
resignation or death. The comptroller of said
city shall not approve the payment of, or be
in any manner concerned in paying any salary
or wages to any person, subject to such rules,
for services as an officer cr employe, of said
city before the appcintment of such person to
the city service has been certified by the com-
mission to the comptroller, nor after the
vacation of such person’s cffice or employ-
ment shall have been so certified.

SECTION 15.

All officers of the city of St. Paul shall aid
said commission in all proper ways in
carrying out the provisions of this chapter.
The mayor of sald city shall cause suitable
rooms to be provided for such commission
at the expense of such city; and a sufficlent
sum of money shall be appropriated each year
to carry out the provisions of this chapter.
1 such a sum of money is not appropriated,
it shall be the duty of ine city comptroller
to countersign and the city treasurer to pay
out of the general fund on presemtation there-
of, all warrants of said commission signed by
its president and secretary, not exceeding in
any fiscal year the sum of $3,000.

SECTION 16.

No person cr officer shall wilfuily and cor-
ruptly, by himself or in co-operation with one
or more other persons, defeat, deceive or ob-
struct any person in respect to his or her
examination, or corruptly or falsely mark,
grade, estimate or report upon the-examina-
tlon or proper standing of any person exam-
ined heareunder, or ald in so doing, or wil-
fully or corruptly furnish to any person any
special or secret information for the pur-
pose of either improving or Injuring the
prospects or chances of any person SO ex-
amined, being or to be examined, being ap-
pointed, employed or promoted.

SECTION 17.

No officers or employes of the city of St.
Paul shall sclicit orally or by letter, or re-
ceive or be in any manner concerned in $0-
liciting or recelving any assessment, subscrip-
tion or contribution or pay any assessment,
for any party or political purpose whatever;
and no person shall solicit crally or by let.
ter, or be in any manner concerned in so-
liciting any assessment, contribution or pay-
ment for any party or political purpose what-
ever from any officer or employe in any de-
partment of the government of said city.
No officer or employer of said city shall dis-
charge or degrade or promote or in any man-
ner change the official rank or compensation
of any other officer or employe, or promise
or threaten to do so for giving or withhold-
ing or neglecting to make any contribution of
money or other valuable thing for any party
or political purpose, or for refusal or neglect
to render any party or political service. No
applicant for appointment, and no person
holding any public office or seeking a nomi-
natfon or election to any public ofice under
such city shall promise any such political
or party service. No applicant for appoint-
ment or promection in said classified civil ser-
vice shall either directly or indirectly pay or
promise to pay any money or other valuable
thing for or on account of his appointment
or promotion or proposed appointment or
promotion in such service; and no person
whatever shall receive or be in any way con-
cerned in receiving any money or other valua-
ble thing on account of making or further-
ing the making of any such appointment or
promotion.

SECTION 18.

Any person who shall wilfully or through
culpable negligence violate any of the pro-
visions of this chapter or any rule promul-
gated in accordance with the provisions there-
of shall be guilty of a misdemeanor, and shall
be subject to a fine or imprisonment or both,
at the discretion of the court, and on con-
viction thereof any public office or place of
public employment which such persons may
hold shall, by force of such comviction, be
rendered vacant, and such person shall be
incapable of holding any office or place of
pul';?ic employment in said city for a period
of five years from the date of such conviction,

SECTION 19.

The said commissioners shall cach receive a
salary, payable monthly, of two hundred
($200) dollars per annum. The chief examiner
shall receive a salary, payable monthly, to
be fixed by said commissinoers, but not to
exceed twelve hundred (31,200) dollars per
annum. The said commissioners may also
employ a clerk or typewriler at a salary,
payable menthly, cf not more than six hun-
dred ($600) dollars per annum; and the said
commissioners shall be allowed a sum, not to
exceed six hundred (3€09) dollars per annum,
for stationery and other incidental expenses.
The city council may, if they deem neces-
sary, grant any further sum of money for the
use of said commission, provided that the
entire amount appropriated for the use of
said commission or civil service department,
including salarles and all other expenses,
shall not exceed four thousand ($4,000) dol-
lars per annum.

POLICE TALK ABOUT IT FREELY.

Say There Is n “Nigger 1a the Wood-
pile,”” and They Want It
Palied Out.

A war is on among the police depart-
ment, the city attorney’s office and the
office of the county attorney over the
dismisgsal of a case in the municipal
court last Thursday, and charges are
freely made that undue influence was
allowed to prevail in the case, and that
the matter was ‘“fixed” from the time
the arrest was made. The responsi-
bility for the alleged irregular proceed-
ing is placed, by those concerned, upon
Assistant County Attorney Zollman,
and by him in turn upon City Prose-
cutor Hall. Mr. Hall passes the mat-
ter @n one step farther by saying that
he acted under instructions from Cor-
poration Attorney Markham. The po-
lice department is the aggressor in the
pending row, and the oflicers who made
the arrest declare that a full explana-
tion of the dismissal of the case will
be demanded.

The case in question is that of J. C.
Gardner and g female companion, who

were found in a boarding house on
Fourth street, near Exchange, Nov. 22,
nearly two months ago. The arrest

was made at the request of Gardner's
wife, who claims that her husband left
her and their two children over a year
ago and has since been more than at-
tentive to the woman arrested with
him Nov. 22. From the day of the ar-
rest every effort has been made to keep
the affair out of the papers, and,
tkrough leniencv somewhere, the case
was allowed to draz along without a
hearing until Dec. 29. when, it is al-
leged, by reason of more of the hidden
influence, the case was again continued
until Jan. 25. Last Thursday, Assist-
ant County Attorney Zollman appeared
before Judge Orr and requested that
the case be dismissed. This was done,
and gives rise to the charges and coun-
tercharges of bad faith. Lieut. Pothen,
Lieut. Boerner and Sergt. Davis, who
had charge of the case for the police,
claim that the dismissal was without

their consent or knowledge, and unhes- |

itatingly declare that the case was
“railroaded’” through, purposely, in the
interests of Gardner and the woman,
They declare it an outrage and withouat
precedent for a case to be disposed of
in such a manner, and they claim they
have evidence to prove the charge on
which the arrest was made.

“Such actlon is palpably a manipula- |

tion of court procedure,” c=aid Lieut.
Boerner, yesterday, when informed of
the discharge of Gardner, “and you can
be sure an explanation of the matter
will be demgnded.
