\u25a0figure of young Truman Griffin, of
Minneapolis, re-elected the veteran
secretary, H. Gordon Webster, of Min-
neapolis. The row which arose out of
the governor's refusal to appoint VVeb-
j-u-r, under the law which was up to
that time considered to be valid and
which the courts have subsequently

held to impose an unjust restriction,
•\u25a0will be remembered by all followers of
the governor's aggressive administra-
tion. It seems now that the governor,

Still smarting under the fact that Web-
eter continued to hold his position,
tried to force Griffin Into the secretary-
ship, but the board, a majority of
which was appointed before the inter-
pretation of the law by the governor
was made, refused to submit to his dic-
tation and re-elected Secretary Web-
fter, it appearing that there Is nothing

in the law to prevent the board from
< lccting a secretary from without its
membership. The position pays $1,200
per year.

WerkiiiK Girl Pays « Tribute to the
Friendly Association.

Its excellence, no one who has vis-
ited the Young Women's Friendly as-
sociation rooms dare dispute; for there
is not in the city of St. Paul a place
that does more to improve the condi-
tion of the working girl than this or-
ganization, the object of which is to
promote the general good of all women
who are obliged to battle with the
world every day in order to support
themselves

—
and sometimes to support

others. Such young women in many
cases live at a distance from theirplace of business or employment, so
that it is utterly impossible for them to
return to their homes when the noon
hour arrive?. Now, here is just where
the Young Women's Friendly associa-
tion comes to their aid, and furnishes
them with most delightful home-like
rooms, in which they may congregate
and eat their lunches; where they may
lie down on nice, soft couches, which
the association scatters about in quiet
corners for their physical comfort;
where they may sit in cosy rocking
chairs and read the best magazines
and news of the day; or where they
may put in a few minutes on a dainty
piece of fancy work during their hour
of recreation; and, of course, there are
also facilities for writing letters, the
writing materials being handed out
free of charge by the gentlemanly
manager of the rooms.

Any person entering the Young
Women's Friendly association rooms
between the hours of 12 and 1, on any
of the six working days, will find the
lunch room literally thronged with
young women, some of whom havt
come in and brought lunches with
them from their homes or elsewhere,
which they may here supplement with
a nice cup of coffee or tea

cocoa, at a nominal price per cup.
There is also a bill of fare provided
each day for lunch, consisting of hot
meats and vegetables, as well as stew-
ed fruits, which are sold to the girls
at reasonable rates.

It
is very easy for any girl to get a nice,
warm lunch for a mere trifle. The as-
sociation provides no waitresses, but
there are a number of tables in the
lunch room on which the young wom-
en spread their own lunches, on snowy
white cloths, with which the tables
are always covered; then, having fin-
ished their meal, they are required to
return any dishes they may have
brought from the counter, where the
food is handed out to them. The rooms
are also provided with nice lavatories
and toilet rooms and every other com-
fort of home.

There Is a piano on which the mu-
sically inclined may "drive dull care
away." And if the office girl has type-
writingto do, there is a machine stand-
Ing ther for her use.
Ihave tried to enumerate some of

the advantages of this place, and I
could say much more on the subject
had Ithe time and space in which to
do so; for, on my first visit to the
Young Women's Friendly association,
Iwas very much impressed and edi-
fied with the environments of therooms and with the general air of re-
finement and cleanliness that pervades
all things therein. Everything is kept
immaculately cle^an— and, above all,
thtre is an evident moral cleanliness
of inestimable value to any young girl
frequenting the place.

The way in which the organization
is conducted reflects unbounded credit
on the noble ladies of St. Paul who
have undertaken and are carrying on
this good work. And it is a fact, that
nowhere could be found a man more

adapted and more worthy to fill the
position of manager than is Mr. Lich-
tenberger, who is so quietly and con-
siderately kind to all the girls, and
who maintains such perfect order and
quietness all through the place.—

S. S. MANTON, A MUSICIAN LIVING

ON EAST SEVENTH STREET
HERE,

THINKS HE HAS NOW BEATEN

THE PROBLEM OF PERPETUAL, MO-
TION, "WHICH HAS BAFFLED

ALLPREVIOUS EPOCHS.

HARNESSING GRAVITY ITSELF

To (h<- Popnlnion otf the Machine
Which He Believe* Will Revo-

lutionize Indaitry.

S. S. Manton, a humble musician liv-
ing at 63 East Seventh street, claims
he has invented what has racked men's
brains for centuries to accomplish and
what has been the consuming desire of
great inventors of the age, and even
the lesser lights in the field of mechan-
ical achievement.

He claims to have invented a device
which willproduce perpetual motion in

the true sense of the word. He says

he has been working on the one idea
for six years, and during that time he
has made nearly 100 models, and has
at last, he claims, discovered the hid-
den element which his ignorance of has
caused all his previous attempts to
fail. His invention, he thinks, is the
true and only solution to the perpetual

motion problem, as he claims that he
has been able in his Invention to do
away with friction, the element which
has stood in the way of inventors in
their application of perpetual motion.

Manton appreciates the greatness of
the undertaking, the attainment of
which will transfer himself and daugh-
ter from a two-room flat on the third
floor of a block on Seventh street to
a palatial residence. He is very san-
guine over the outcome of his years of
labor, and positively asserts that it is
impossible for his invention to fail.

Manton, in his idea of perpetual mo-
tion, proposes to utilize the gravity of
the earth, and claims to have har-
nessed that unknown element as the
most potent factor in the persuasion
of the motion of his wheel or rather
wheels. Manton has a crude model of
his scheme, and the Globe publishes
an outline of a wheel by which a St.
Paul man proposes to revolutionize
modern mechanism by perfecting a per-
petual motion producer.

His plan is rather a new departure
from the usual alleged perpetual mo-
tion machine, and is rather novel in its
deviation from the old theories of pro-
ducing a continuous motion. His plan
is to construct two large wheels of
some light material, the structure to
be held together by an iron bar, which
will connect the two most distant
points on the circumference of the
wheel. This bar will be perfectly bal-
anced; at both ends of the bar is a
crescent-shaped arrangement on two
sides of the wheel, "A"in the diagram,
which is constructed of cork or some
inflated composition or floatable sub-
stance. The twin wheel is construct-
ed exactly the same as the one Just
described, except that the bearers or
arrangements on the two most distant
points connected with the Iron bar are
built at a different angle. The wheels
are sunk several feet in water, and
counterbalance each other so perfect-
ly that neither weight of the wheels
or the water makes any resistance. It
will be noticed from the diagram that
the wheel on the right is in working
posdtion, while the wheel on the left is
in a passive position, their equilibrium
and balance being perfect. When the
sides of the wheel which are fitted with
the cork or floatable material reach a
point on a bee line with the axle in
the water, the water being heavier than
the wheel, and the exceeding buoyancy
of the structure of its sides forces it
up with great force, and before the
wheel has finished its revolution it is
reinforced by the twin wheel. The
wheels are connected by cogs.

The question arises how to get the
cork or inflated material on the ends
of the iron bars into the water to a
point where they will be forced up, as
it requires just as much force to take
the bearers under v/ater as Is gained
in the upward revolution, and nothing
thereby is gained.

This is where Manton claims to have
discovered the secret of perpetual mo-
tion, and, of course, he won't tell how It
is done, for if he did some other man
would reap the profits of the achieve-
ment of his efforts in seeking fame and
fortune. Manton claims that he labored
six years to get the wheel to go down
into the water, and has at last overcome
the barrier, which has always confront-
ed him in his previous models. He says
last December he hit upon a very simple
mechanical contrivance, which will
draw the wheel under water, without
losing any motion, and it is by nothing
else, he claims, than the skillful utiliza-
tion of the gravity of the earth, through
the agency of an exceedingly simple me-
chanical arrangement of the iron bar
which connects the two most distant
points in the circumference of the wheel.
He claims his idea, if carried out, will
take the wheel rapidly under water, and
that the same agency will not retard the
progress of the wheel upwards. He
claims the wheels counter-balance each
other so perfectly, that no friction is
generated on the revolution. The
amount of power gained by each revo-
lution will be equal to the amount of
water displaced. Manton is very san-
guine over the success of his invention.
There is something unique about his
alleged discovery, in view of the fact
that he proposes to utilize the gravity
on the downward revolution of the
wheel, and the upward movement is

promoted by the amount of water it dis-
places, and the further fact that Man-
ton claims he has overcome the natural
order, and can utilize gravitation. In

producing a continuous movement. The
natural order would be when the part of
the wheel marked B reached the water
It would rest on the surface of the
WJiter, because of the floatable texture
of the bearers. Manton, claims that
mercury would be even more effective
than water.

Many people have gone mad trying to
accomplish what Manton claims to have
invented, and the achievement of which
would be the most colossal mechanical
invention of the twentieth Scentury. and
which would make the Inventor king of
inventors and undoubtedly the greatest
man of the time. The idea inventors
have followed ever since! the idea of
producing a perpetual motion was first
conceived, is to eliminate friction. It
is the friction which inventors have
been unable to overcome. The friction
on the axle and the resistance of the
atmosphere, all retard the progress of
any wheel. The less the friction the
nearer perpetual motion you get. It
has become an established fact among
mechanics that it would be impossible
to utterly eradicate friction from the
movement of machinery, or the working
of any mechanical device. Itis a well-
established law of mechanical engineer-
Ing that there is friction and lost mo-
tion in all machinery. Thus it will be
seen that should Manton in his inven-
tion be able to get the floatable portion
of the wheel under water without draw-
ing upon the amount of force gained by
the upward revolution, by utilizing
gravity, as he claims, and not have the

same element which forces the wheels
under the water, retard its upward pro-
gress, he will have a very fast increas-
ing perpetual motion; which would burst
thr wheel in a few minutes.

Manton claims to have harnessed
gravity.

THE NECESSITY OF THE HU-
MAN STOMACH.

SOME RECENT DISCOVERIES

BY GERMAN SAVANTS SEEM TO
HAVE BEEN ANTEDATED IN

ST. PAUL.

SIX YEARS AGO A WOMAN HERE

Suffered the Removal of Nearly All
That Orumi and Survived It

S csxfiilh.

The recent press reports of the total
removal of a man's stomach in New
York city, and another case last No-
vember in Switzerland, together with
the articles which have appeared Jn
the medicul journals of the country, |
asserting that the human stomach can
be removed and the patient get along on
the proper diet very well without it
and heralding the achievement as a
new departure in scientific medical re-
search, is exciting considerable com-
ment among local physicians, from the
fact that a similar operation was per-
formed in St. Paul six years ago, and
there has recently been a number of
operations where a portion of the
stomach has been removed. Just yes-
terday morning Dr. Wheaton perform-

ed an operation at the city hospital,
removing a portion of a man's stom-
ach for some cancerous affection.

The operation performed by Dr.
Ohage, assisted by Drs. Nelson an:l
Boeckman, six years ago was even
more remarkable than the cases which

'
have recently been the topic of discus- I
sion by physicians throughout the |
country, as nearly the entire stomach
was removed, besides another very vi-
tal organ at the same time. The op-
eration took place in St. Luke's hos-
pital, and the patient was a German
woman who lived on Pennsylvania aye- j
nue. Only a very small portion was j
left; in fact, the part of the stomach
which was not removed at the sitting
was not larger than the oesophagus

and fitted closely the lower intestine.
At the time of the operation Dr. Ohage j
did not have the improved appliances !
which have since been in use in opera- !
tions of like nature. The Murphy but- i
ton, used to connect the oesophagus i
and the lower intestine, which has I
made the operation less formidable in
late years, was not heard of at the
time. The attending doctors had to
join the bowels and the oesophagus by
sewing, which made the operation more
difficult than the one which is just
awakening the medical world. The pa-
tient recovered whollyfrom the opera-
tion and lived for four years after-
ward, and when death occurred it was
from pneumonia. The patient exper!- |
enced little inconvenience from the ab- j
sence of that most essential organ of
the human mechanism, which is often !
referred to by commonplace people as
the inner man.

There is a difference of opinion among
local physicians as to whether life can
be sustained after there has been a
tmal removal of the stomach. The first
experiment in this line was made upon
a dog some years ago. The stomach
was removed and the dog lived for
four months after the operation. The
majority of the physicians think that,
although the bowels will digest certain I
starchy foods and albuminous sub- j
stances, life cannot be sustained fcr any
considerable length r.f time through the !
agency of the digestive powers of the j
bowel3. The first man to bring the
operation before the public was the o-le-
brated German physician, Dr. Billroth,
of the university of Vienna, in 1881.
Since then many attempts have been
made in the leading medical Institutions
of the East and Europe to prove that a
man could get along without a stomach,
having met with only partial success.
Usually when the patient Is submitted
to an operation of this kind it has been
after a long wasting sickness, and he
dies from the shock of the operation.
Where the operation has been perform-

ed on a healthy person, as a rule the
patient has lived for a short time and
died.

From this fact the operation perform-
ed In St. Paul by local physicians six
years ago, was a doubly difficult and re-
markable case, as the patient not only
survived the almost total removal of the
stomach, but lived for several years aft-
er it, end finally died of a disease en-
tirely foreign to the cancerous affection
tor which the operation had been per-
formed.

The Globe has secured the opinions
of several of St. Paul's most prominent
surgeons on the subject, which shows
considerable difference of opinion of the
practicability of the operation, and ex-

pressions un the question which has
been the topic In medical circles of the
United States and Europe for some time
past.

Dr. Justus Ohage, who performed the
operation on the German woman six
years ago, said yesterday when asked
about the achievement of the Swiss phy-
sician last November: "Why, jvc did
the same thing here In St. Paul six
years ago, and the patient lived after
having over two-thirds of the stomach
removed. The intestines will digest all
starchy foods, and if the proper diet
is given the patient he can get along
without the aid of the stomach."

The operation is a difficult one, but
the stomach will stand more handling
than any of the other organs. The prin-
cipal danger in removing part of the
stomach for cancerous trouble is the
gloomy outlook for the recurrence of
the trouble.

Dr. Shimonek, who performed an op-
eration with Dr. Stamm, removing a
portion of a man's stomach two years
ago. said: "ItIs Impossible for a man
to live withmout the stomach; the
statement which has been made that
a person can get along without a stom-
ach is not physiological truth. When
you consider what the stomach is and
what it does, it is hard to believe that
one could get along without it. It is
much easier to remove the entire stom-
ach than a portion of it, which neces-
sitates sewing up the Hide, while when
the whole stomach is removed, the
Murphy button joins the upper chan-
nel of the organ witli the lower intes-
tine. A person cannot live any great
length of time without the stomach, as
they cannot get into their system the j
proper nutrition for its maintenance j
The skin would become parched and j
dry, and life would only be prolonged |
a short time by such an operation. At
best, the operation is a most formid-
able one, as the removal of the whole

i stomach would mean doaith in a short
time, and when the affected part is
removed there is probability of the re
currence of the trouble.

Dr. G. Stamm, who has had a num-
ber of cases of this nature, said the
stomach could be removed in its en-
tirety, but it was a dangerous opera-
tion and the patient seldom recovered.

Dr. Nelson, now coroner, who as- J
sisted Dr. Ohage In the removal of a

| woman's stomach six years ago, said
I he thought a person could subsist upon i
j the food digested in the l>owels, and j
I very easily if thero was a small por-

'
tion of the stomach left. The opera- j
tion and the results were most satis- !
factory.

Dr. Morley thought that the opera- {
tion was practicable, but only to pro-

j long life, as he Aid not think it was
possible to sustain life for any consid-e
rable length of time without the aid
of the stomach.
