CHICAGO, Jan. 23.—The Century

Road Club of America has extended
the hand of fellowship to profession-
als. The vote on the question of ad-
mitting professionals {o membership
was ordered some time ago by the ex-
ecutive committee of the organization,
and the ballot was taken by the com-
mittee on legislation. The vote, which
was by the national board, composed
of stae centurions and chairmen of
committees, was completed on the 18th,
and the committee met at the Great
Northern hotel today and counted the
vote. It was found that ocut of a total
vote of sixty-nine cast, sixty-four were
in favor of the amendment.

Every member of ' the committee,
composed of W. L. Kelrtenstein, chair-
man; Walter Faraday, of Wilmette; A.
L. Mace, of St. Paul, was present. G.
A. Foss, chairman of the membership
committee, and S. G. Andrus, national
secretary, met with the committee.
After the completion of the vote, the
committee considered numerous im-
portant amendments which have been |
proposed by members of the elub from
all sections of the country. One of the
most important of these is an amend-
ment giving the state divisions a por-
tion of the revenues of the club, to be
used in the extension of division work.
The professional amendment whicn
carried was originally proposed by A.
O. McGarrett, chairman of the road
record committee. For the purposes of
competition, professionals will be
placed by the executive committee in
a separate class.

CHANGES IN SCORING.

Chief Difference in  New Western

IFoothall Rules,

The revised football rules for the Western
colleges are out.

The alterations are nct so sweeping as
was generally expected, the most important
being that changing the ' present system of
scoring. A goal after touchdown will here-
after count but one additional point; goal
from drop kick will count four; from place
kick, three, and a safety two. Distance pen-
aliles arc imposed for roughness, and the
side scored on may have checice of kick-off.

Other changes suggested are in defining
the safety, allowing fifteen yards instead of
ten on the kick-out after a kick for goal on
the first down, permitting enly two minutes
of time taken out for injuries, and modifying
the penalty impositions when the ball is
close to the goal line. The committee re-
serves several suggestions on’duty of officials,
which will be submitted if the committee is
continucd.

New
Year's, according to the Celestizl calendar,
really commenced Saturday, but a lot of un-
finished business for which patrons were im-
patient made it necessary for the members
of St. Paul's Chinese colony to put off the
celebration until yesterday. Business cares
were laid aside to celebrate the advent of the
new year, according to the customs of the
Flowery Kingdom.

Chong's laundry, 484 Wabasha street, by
noon, and from then on until long past mid-
night the Mongolians held high revel. The

dinner, at which Chinese fruits, birds’ nest
soup and a number of native dishes consti-
tuted the menu, and not least among the
viands was an assortment of wines. During
the repast, punk, sandal wood and {ncense
were burned. During the afternoon the com-
pany drank enormous quantities of tea,
and smoked big black cigars and pipes.

In the evening a dozen of the Celestials
gathered about a large table in the rear of
Quong Chong's laundry and proceeded to the
national American card game, draw poker.
They all knew the game, and bet their chips,
opened jack pots and raked down their win-
nings with the sang froid of thoroughbreds.

The observance of the New Year's festival
will continue among the Chinamen for fifteen
days. There will be little work done and
most of the time given over to feasting and
rest. Next Sunday another “state’ dinner
will be given at Hum Bang's laundry, on
East Third street. Hum Bang is perhaps
the most influentlal among the local Mon-
gollans, and will spread a feast commensurate
with his high position. Every Chinaman in
the city has been invited to the dinner and a
repetition of yesterday’s enjoyment on a
larger scale will suffice to make the invi-
tation one of general acceptance.
