The city council, with but one dis-
senting vote, last night voted to ac-
cept the proposition submitted by cer-
tain of A. C. Haugan’'s bondsmen, look-
ing to a settlement of the several ac-
pending and of all claims
against the bondsmen in question.

Costly Breach of Promise for Assist-
ant Fire Chief Kenney.

The jury in the Kenney-Joyce breach
of promise case evidently had no
doubts as to the merits of the con-
troversy.

This
was a point of contention, the plaintif?
ciaiming he had written the first letter
and had asked to be allowed to call
Yesterday morning Kenney was again
called to the witness box and asked to
produce the letter as he had promised.
He said he had forgotten to bring it
with him.

TRUST COMPANY AFFAIRS.

They Are Thoroughly Explained by
Witness Webb.

In the case of the state against W. E.
Haskell the defense introduced a letter writ-
ten by Sténhen A. Foster for the purpose
of showing Foster’'s idea of the issue of the
bonds three months prior to the sale, and
the connection between the building sale and
the sale of the bonds.

Cheering Items of ';:News Far Out-
weigh Those of an Opposite
Character forthetWeek,

NEW YORK, Jan. 28.—Dun & Co.'s
weekly review of trade will say tomor-
row: The first month of the new year
has brought rather more inerease in
business, but less improvement in pri-
ces than was expected. With pay-
ments through clearing houses 7.3 per
cent larger than in 1892 and probably
the largest ever known in any month;
with railroad earnings 11.2 per cent
larger than the best of past years, the
fact that prices are very low only
shows more clearly the increase in
quantities of products” sold. Nor is
there any disposition to refuse orders,
even at present prices; indeed, the
competition of manufacturers seeking
orders alone prevents a rise. Most of
them have all they can manage, many
working night and day, and the great
steel concerns running on Sunday, but
the works not yet filled with orders
are seeking contracts at as low prices
as have ever been reached, indicating
that even these are not entirely un-
profitable. The settlement of wages on
a 10 per cent advance April 1 for 200,000
coal miners of the central region, with

other changes, will tend toward a
larger demand for products of all
kinds, though also toward some in-

crease in the cost of manufacture.

Wheat has been conspicuous, rising
5 cents for the week. Western receipts
have been 10,009,653 bushels in four
weeks, against 6,045,711 bushels last
year, but Atlantic exports have been
12,003,828 bushels in four weeks, against
7,103,674 yast year, and Paciflc exports,
without Tacoma, for the week were
4,015,583 bushels, against 2,454,995 bush-
els last year. So heavy an outgo, with
wheat over $1 per bushel and with corn
exports for the four weeks equaling
the extraordinary movement of last
year, discloses the strength of foreign
demand even better than current ac-
counts of disappceinting shipments from
Argentina and poor prospects in Rus-
sia,

Cotton has risen a sixteenth, not-
withstanding the strikes in Eastern
mills and the official report of a de-
crease of 10.5 per cent in British ex-
ports of cotton goods last year. The
cotton Industry is in more difficulty
than any other, not merely because
prices do not show much improvement
nor, as yet, the demand for goods,
though both are helped by the closing
of many mills, but largely because the
manufacturers and workers have con-
sidered too little the rapidly growing
production at the Seuth. The woolen
manufacture is doing well, and the
large mills are constantly buying wool,
even at current high prices, The iron
manufacturer is gefting larger orders
for finished produets, which crowd
many works almost beyond their ca-
pacity, although some others are still
in the market and keeping prices down.

FAVORABLE FEATURES

Far Outweigh the Unfavorable Ones
in the Trade Situation.
NEW YORK, Jan, 28.—Bradstreet’s
tomorrow will say: Favorable condi-

. tions in the trade situation continue to

far outweigh those of an opposite char-
acter. Stormy weather throughout a
large section of the country this week
has checked the movement of merchan-
dise, but a perceptihle increase in the
demand for seasonable goods is report-
ed as already resulting. The last week
of the month closes with increased ac-
tivity In many lines,.a number of price
advances, heavily increased bank clear-
ings, as compared with one year ago,
at nearly all principle eities; another

considerable droop in the number of
fallures reported, ‘large, exports of
cereals, particularly.wheat, corn and

flour, and per(:c-mlh}e qonﬁilence in
nearly all branches of trade as regards
the outlook for spring business. An-
other favorable feature of the week is
the slight but distinct improvement in
the cotton goods situation, in which
speculative activity 1s awakening. Print
cloths are higher and some makes of
gray and medium weight cottons are
more firmly held. -

Pig iron is reflecting the effect of
present unprecedented production and
a further weakening in prices is record-
ed at Eastern points. At the West,
however, consumption of pig and of
the finished produects of iron and steel
is reported Increasing so as to hold
prices firm. Large sales of bar steel
and rails are reported at Chicago and
St. Louis, with mills refusing to take
late
summer.

Boots and shoes hold the late advanoes |

and manufacturers of heavy weights

| will not take orders for fall delivery at

present prices. Wool is strong on large
sales and firm prices abroad. Prices
of most staple products are higher on

| the week; notlceable instances are those

of wheat, which is past the dollar
mark again at many Western markels.

The active demand for the Klondike

prices holding late advances. Collec-

tions are generally reported fair, those |

indicating backwardness coming most
generally from the South.

Cereal exports are again heavy, total
shipments of wheat, including flour, for

Corn exports have also
heavily increased from last week,

FEAR LAW MAY BE UPSET.

PLAINTIFF.

FORKEY GIVEN A HEARING.

Alleged Murderer Held for Trial—
General News of the North-
west.

BISMARCK, Jan. 28.—The Prohibi-
tionists of thé state are much alarmed
at the attack that has been made upon
onz of the vital features of the pro-
hibition law, from the standpoint of
the “drys,” in the writ of habeas corpus
that has been asked from the federal
court in the case of Norman Markusomn,
who was sentenced to the state peni-
tentiary for one year for illegal selling
of intoxicating liquors, and who began
upon his sentence some weeks ago. The
feature of the law which Is attacked
is the power of a judge to sentence an
offender to the penitentiary for con-
tempt without a jury trial, when it is
asked. And if this point of the law
should be upset, the Prohibitionists
would find it difficult to prosecute
liquor sellers with any degree of suc-
cess in the state. Feor this reason there
will be a het fight to uphold the law,
and the case will be carried to the su-
preme court of the United States,
whichever way it may be decided.

NO BREAK-AWAY.

George W. Hugg Muost Neep His
Amelia Hugg, the Court Decides.

FARGO, N. D., Jan. 28.—The divorce
suit of George W. Hugg versus Amelia
Hugg was decided in chamber today
by Judge Pollock. The decree is denied.
The case is one of the most celebrated
on record. Over eighteen thousand
pages of depositions having been tak-
en. The case started last September
and there was an army of prominent
legal talent on both sides. The parties
formerly resided at Baltimore, Md.,
where the plaintiff is secretary for one
