WASHINGTON. Jan. 29.— 1n accord-
> wiih the advertisement issued by!-
the navy department recently, pro-
posals were < >pe-m-cl in the office of Sec-

'
i tary Long today for the construction
of ;i government armor plant, for the j
tale t" the government of sites suit- j
able for such a plant and for the ma- j
ehinery and buildings necessary, if the i
j.. vernm< in decides to make its own j
b imor.

Tinre were twenty-nine bids, and
they covered every phase of the adver- \
tisement. Many of the proposals were j
merely offers to donate sites to the
government conditional upon the loca- i

tion of th' j plant; a number of others \u25a0\u25a0

were for the supply of machinery.
There were only two bids to furnish a
complete plant, and only one of those j
named a figure. The companies now• ngaged In the manufacture of armor j
for the navy did not submit proposals. '

The Huntington, \V. Va., chamber of
commerce offered to follow the speci-

fic iti"!is of the board and build a com- |
plete plant for (3,325,905, including sits,
buildings and machinery.

Another offer to supply a complete
plant came from the John P. Holland
Torpedo Boat company, of New York,
but no figure was named, the com- j
jiany simply offering to do this "for aj
sum of money and within a period I
less than estimated by the armor fac- i

lory board in its report. The bid was
'

accompanied by ihe expression of an \u25a0

opinion that '"armor should be includ- I
« «1 in the construction contracts of all
vessels, by which policy congress and
the country would understand the full |
cost of ships and their protection, and j
the price of armor would be reduced
and its delivery expedited.

Another proposal that commanded
some attention was that of the Rear-
1< k Engineering company, of Colum-
bus. O. This was a very complicated
proposal to supply each of the numer-
ous buildings, furnaces, boilers and so j
forth required, as well as 150 acres of.
land, at sums specified in each par-
ticular case. A special point of inter-
est about the bid was an accompany-
ing offer from the chamber of com-
merce of Columbus to donate the sum
of $500,000 to the government if the
plant were located in that city.

Hi me of the big Western tool concerns
are forward with offers to supply ma-
chinery needed for the plant. In this
list were the Morgan Engineering com-
pany, of Alliance. 0.. and the Niles
Tool Works, of Hamilton. O. A Marion
county, Indiana, corporation offered to
d< nate forty acres of land and fifty

wt lis of natural gas.
It will take some time to schedule all

of these bids, but, as soon as they can
be arranged, they will be sent to con-
gr< ss by Secretary Long for the infor-
mation of that body in case it desires
to embark the government in the man-
ufacture of armor.

CUT IN NAILDELIVERIES.

Order "\\ iiiNot Go Into Effect on the

Date Fixed.
WASHINGTON, Jan. 29.— The proposed cut

In mail deliveries in the large cities of the
Bast, which waa to become operative on Feb.
1, in order to avoid a deficiency in -the pres-
i<it appropriation, will not become operative
;a that time. It has been decided that the
best interests of the service require that the
proposed reduction be held in abeyance for a
time at least. This delay will give an oppor-
tunity for the house of representatives to
tike up the question of the deficiency appro-
pi iatlon asked for by Postmaster General
Gary. The hope of the officials is that the
money may be granted in order that there
may be no necessity to make any reduction in
the number of ihe deliveries.

The department has suspended the order is-
buc (1 to postmasters some time ago to reduce
their force to the extent that extra allowances
had been made since the first of the fiscal
year. There were loud protests against the
order, and congressional assistance being re-
garded as probable, officials yielded to the
popular demand against any reductions in
mail facilities.

CONTRACT IS SIGNED.

Work on the Sleeker Islnml Lock
and Dam Will Begin Soon.

WASHINGTON. .lan. 29.— Acting Secretary
if War Meiklejohn this afternoon signed ap-
prcval of ("apt. Abbott's plans for building
the .Meeker island lock and dam. This Is the
anal action in a matter of great import to
St. Paul. Minneapolis and the Northwest. It
means that when the entire system is com-pleted, ships drawing twenty feet will pass
up the river, and receive shipments from
both cities. The work of buliding approaches
and the substructure is to be done by day
labor, under direct supervision of the wardepartment and Capt. Abbott. It will be
commenced at once.

Judge Flandrau leaves for St. Paul today.
W. H. Kustis will start home this evening.

The Lower Brule and Rosebud Indian dele-
gations now here, have been resting since
their arrival. A conference will be held at
the Indian effiee on Monday, at which the
matter of removal of the Lower Brules to the
Rosebud reservation will be discussed.

If the senate holds an executive session on

Monday, a fo-vorable report will be made on
the nomination of Mrs. Agatha Patterson es
postmaster at Bismarck, and she willbe con-
firmed without opposition.

In a characteristic manner Senator Mason,
of Illinois, today expressed his opinion of the
vote on the Teller resolution in the senate
yesterday. "It is only another proof," said
he, "that Thomas Brackett Reed is the house
of representatives, and the senate is the house
of misrepre&entatlves. There was a million
majority for sound money in the country and
the senate gives fifteen majority for rotten
money. You may say that for me."

CIVII.SERVICE EXTENSION.

Interesting Flßures Brought Oat by

the Senate liivesti«?atlon.
"WASHINGTON. Jan. 29.—The senate com-

mittee on civilservice and retrenchment today
resumed its hearings. Will H. Lyons, of
Bellevue, Ky.. secretary to Senator Deboe,
testified that he had been a gauger for twen-
ty months. lie resigned the office. He said
he had taken the examination provided by
the civil service commission, and had failed,
because he said the examination was thor-
oughly impractical and of no proper applica-
tion to the service of a gauger.

John S. Proctor, president of the civil serv-
ice commission, maintained that deputy col-
lectors in the internal revenue department
ought to be kept in the classified service. He
said that collectors had said to him that un-
der the old system they had forced upon them
incompetent men as deputies, and Mr. Proc-
tor argued, therefore the present status of
the deputy collectors in the classified service
ought not to be disturbed by the enactment
of legislation modifying the present law.

Replying to questions by Mr. Lidge relating
generally to the civil service, Mr. Proctor
said that the average age of applicants ap-
pointed in the classified service was between
twenty-eight and rwenrv-nine years.

By Mr. Lodge's examination some interest-
ing figures were brought out as to the- e-.len-
sion of the classified service since 18S3. They
showed that, omitting the non-political
branches, 60,879 persons had, since ISB3, been
included in the classified service by executive
action. To 32,987 the rules were applied during
Republican administrations and 27,892 during
Democratic administrations. Through the
natural growth of the service 15.437 persons
had come into the service. By natural growth,
non-political inclusions and executive exten-
sions, tho total classified service is brought up
to 87,098. Nominally by executive action,
during Mr. Cleveland's second term, 41,768
positions were classified, and nominally by
the orders of May 6, 1896, 81,372 positions
were covered into the service. The latter
included, however, the navy yard employes,
the non-political branches and those examined
non-competitively for positions in the Indian
service, leaving the number of political posi-
tions, included in the order of May 6, 1896,
13,496.

PERITY INSTEAD OF THE
PENDING MEASURE.

ACRIMONY SHOWN AT TIMES.

REPUBLICANS ON THE DEFENSIVE
"WITH REGARD TO THE DIXG-

LEV BILL..

COON RAPIDS DAM ACT PASSED.

Almost the Entire Day Given Ik to

Oratorical Sparring for Parti-

san I'tirliOKCti.

WASHINGTON, Jan. 29.
—

There
seems to be no prospect of an abate-
ment of the political debate, which
has been in progress in the house dur-
ing the consideration of the appropria-

tion-bills. Again today almost the en-
tire session was consumed in the dis-
cussion of political topics. The con-
troverted question as to whether pros-
perity had arrived attracted the most
attention, and testimony pro and con
was offered throughout the day. At
times considerable acrimony was dis-
played, but, as a rule, the debate was
good-natured, both sides seeming to
recognize that it was merely a strug-
gle to score political advantage.

At the opening of the session a bill
to permit the building of a dam across
the Mississippi river at Coon rapids, at

the Northern limits of the city of Min-
neapolis, was passed.

The nominal business of the house
was the consideration of the District of
Columbia appropriation bill, in com-
mittee of the whole, but the debate
covered a range from the Teller reso-

lution to Hawaiian annexation.
The discussion became very animated

when the topic of prosperity was
reached. Mr. Richardson (Dem.. Term.)

precipitated it, and Messrs. Grosvenor
(Rep., O.), Cochran (Dem., Mo.), Hop-

kins (Rep., 111.), Mahany (Rep., N. V.)

and Fitzgerald (Dem., Mass.) took part.

The latter again brought up the New
England strikes, which have played
considerable part in the debate on pre-
vious days.

Mr. Simpkins (Rep., Mass.), in the
course of his reply, drew a round ap-
plause from the Democratic side by
stating that he frankly confessed that,

in his opinion, there were likely to be
more strikes under a protective than
under a free trade system. The ap-
plause ceased, however, and arose on
the other side when he added that this
was because, under a free trade sys-
tem, men would have no work, and,

when they did, it would be for what
they could get.

DINGLEY BILL ATTACKED.
For some time the debate was con-

fined to the business situation in Mas-
sachusetts, Messrs. Knox, McCall and
other Republicans of that state con-
testing the position advanced by Mr.
Fitzgerald that prosperity had not
come to the commonwealth under the
Dingley law.

Mr.Hepburn <Rep., Io.) created some
enthusiasm on the Republican side
when he lead the Dun review as an
answer to the Democratic critics of the
effects of the Dingley law. Members
of the house, said he, no matter what
their politics,have no right, in attempt-
ing to score a little cheap political cap-
ital, to become the libelers and slan-
derers of their country.

Mr. Allen (Dem., Miss.) enlivened the
proceedings with one of his witty
speeches. He said he was tired of hav-
ing Mr. Dingley get up every day and
explain why his bill had not met the
expectations of the country. It was
very absurd, he said, but it was with
the same serious, solemn mien with
which the Jewish clothier explained to
him how he was able to sell goods be-
low cost. Mr. Allen said he had not
met a business man in Tupelo. Miss.,

or elsewhere who bore testimony to
any appreciable improvement in busi-
ness.

Mr. Hawley (Rep., Tex.)—Who have
been your associates? (Lauchter.)

Mr. Allen—Never mind, they belong

to a crowd you can't get into (renewed
laughter).

In the course of some remarks in a
more serious vein, Mr. Allen aroused
the Democrats to applause by quoting

the following from a speech delivered
by President McKinley in the house in
1890, when the McKinley bill was under
consideration: "When merchandise is
cheapest, men are poorest, and the most
distressing experiences in the history

of our country
—

yea, in all human his-
tory—have been when everything was
the lowest and creapest measured by
gold, for everything was highest and
dearest measured by labor."

After some further remarks by Mr.

Dinsmore ( Dem., Ark.), Mr. Pit-
ney (Rep.. N. J.). Todd (Dem., Mich.)

and Mr. Hawley (Rep.. Tex.), at 5 p.
m., after completing seventeen pages

of the bill, the house adjourned.

FortlflcutioiiN Hill.

WASHINGTON. Jan. 23.— The fortifications
appropriation bill, providing for ihe extensive
s>stcm of sea coast defenses now in the
course of completion, was reported to the
house today. Itcarries ?4.1-14.012, as against
estimates made by the war department cf
$13,37R-,371.

TWIN CITY ENDEAVORERS

Will Celebrate TneHdaj. tlie Rirtli-
day of the Y. P. S. C. E.

Just seventeen years ago next Tuesday the
first Christian Endeavor society in the world
was organized in Portland. Me., by Rev. F.
E. Clark, the present president of the United
Society of Christian Endeavor. Since then
the growth has been phenomenal, and local
Endeavorers will join with the legion from
Minneapolis in commemorating the anniver-
sary. From a small straggling society the
organization has steadily increased its mem-
bership and power covering nearly every
country in the civilized world. At present its
members represent forty different denomina-
tions, and nearly every nationality under
the rays of the sun. There are 52,32fi socie-
ties now in existence, with an aggregate mem-
bership of 3.132.5tX>.

Next Tuesday the Twin City Endeavorers
will celebrate the anniversary of the birth of
th.c organization in a fitting manner. The cel-
ebration will take place in the Central Pres-
byterian church. An attractive programme

has been arranged by the unions of the two
cities.
It ie expected that at least 500 Endeavorers

will come over from Minneapolis. A good
many will come for the afternoon meeting,
but most of the men, will not come over uniil
after business hours. With the local En-
deavorers and the delegations from Minne-
apolis it is expected that nearly 2,000 will
be present at the evening meeting.

The afternoon will be given up to a work-
ers' conference. Four twenty-minute confer-
ences willbe lead by prominent Endeavorers.
The meeting will be in charge of A. W. Ste-
vens, president of the Minneapolis union. The
first discussion will be led by Arthur Ilelll-
well, of Minneapolis, on the lookout com-
mittee. Miss Minnie Ellingsori, of Blooming-
ton Ferry, state superintendent of junior
work, will lead the conference on state junior
work. Rev. C. H. Curtiss, assistanc pastor
of Westminster Presbyterian church, of Min-
neapolis, will lead on the prayer meeting
committee. The afternoon's exercises willbe
closed by a paper by Miss L. C. Fowble on
the Missionary committee.

One of the pleasantest features of the rally
"Will be a basket lunch at 6:30. Many of the
Minneapolis Endeavorers will come over in the
afternoon to be present at the conferences,
and will bring their lunches with them. The
St. Paul Endeavorers, will also, many of
them, luncheon In the church dining room.
Coffee willbe served fey the ladies of the St.
Paul union.

The evening meeting will*begin at 7:30 p.

m. 6barp, and will be presided over by Rev.
George E. Soper, pastor of the Plymouth
Congregational church. Preceding the devo-
tional exercises there will be. a service of
song. Trafford M. Jayne, of Minneapolis, will
give a historical sketch of the society, and
Rev. J. W. Cochran will talk on Christian
Endeavorers and the times.

TWO FIRES INA DAY.
/

St. Panl Flonr and Feed Company
Has a Doable Scorching.

The ware rooms of the St. Paul Flour
and Feed company, Fourth and Locust
streets, were totally destroyed by fire
shortly after midnight, causing an esti-
mated loss of $5,000. The fire is believed
to have been of an incendiary origin,
as the company suffeijed a^JSOO loss on
a barn containing four carloads of hay-
in the block below yestercfay morning,
and a man was seen to run rapidly
down Fourth street shortly before the
flames burst from the-jware rooms this
morning. The buliding was a one-story
frame structure about 100 -feet square,
with two-story office apartments on
the Locust street corner, >iand a small
two-story brick storeroom in the rear.
Itwas owned by Blodgett &Osgood.

The less on the building is estimated
at $1,500. None of the interested par-
ties could be seen, and the amount of
insurance is, therefore, unknown.

The fire started midway in the frame part
of the building, and when discovered by Night-
Watchman Hurley, of the Soo railroad, had
gained great headway. Hurley turned in a
"still

"
alarm, but before the arrival of the

fire department the entire structure was in a
blaze. The flames leaped high over the In-
flammable building and showers of sparks fly-
ing in all directions dangerously threatened
dwellings in the neighborhood. Several barns
closely adjacent to the burning building
caught lire at different times, but the horses
had been gotten out with the first intimation
of danger and the occasional attention of the
firemen to the barns kept the lire from
spreading.

During the early stages of the fire it was
reported that Peter Paulson, an employe of
the firm who sleeps in the office, had beenburned, but later Paulson was very much in
evidence in the flesh, and congratulating him.
self that he had spent the evening up town in-
stead of retiring at 8 o'clock as was his cus-
tom. -When the fire was burning most fierce-
ly several large piles of cord wood stacked
about the building caught fire, but compara-
tive little of this property was damaged.

Just as the fire was practically gotten
under control another fire broke out in ih<s
vicinity, In the second-hand store of S. F.Rose, at Seventh and John streets. Part of
the apparatus was at once disjia* -hed to
look after this fire, but here too, the flame*
had gained the advantage in a fierce sunt
and the buliding was badly damaged by the
time the fire was extinguished. Tho origin
of this lire is somewhat of a mystery, as no
one sleeps in the building and it s-.ema
unlikely that the fire started from sparks
from the flre two blocks south, as the direc-
tion or the wind would have apparently car-
ried the brands directly away trom the sec-
ond hand store. The loss on this building
and its contents is estimated at $700. Thelaundry of Wah Kee, 388 East Seventh
street, a Chinaman next door to the seat of
the fire, suffered some damage from water
and smoke. The loss on the building, p.ob-
abiy $400, is insured.

PRELATES AT ODDS.

>!sir. Martinelli and Archbishop
IlennesNy Fail to Agree. •

CHICAGO, Jan. 29.—A special from
Washington says: Mgr. Martinelli, tho
papal ablegate, is experiencing his first
difficulty in the administration of his
delicate office. Itis the result of fric-
tion between Archbishop John Hen-
nessy, of Dubuque, and the people of
Corpus Christi parish, at Fort
Dodge, 10. Very Rev. Thomas
M. I-enihan, pastor at Fort
Dodge, was promoted ten months
ago to the bishopric of Cheyenne. Wyo.
As pastor of Corpus Christi, he waa
one of the irremovable rectors of Arch-
bishop Hennessy's diocese. He was
r.lso the archiepisc-opal dean for the
counties of Boone, Story, Marshall,
Hamilton, Hardin and Green. Upon
his promotion many applicants sought
this desirable pastorate, but Arch-
bishop Hennessy refused to appoint a
successor.

Subsequently the archbishop an-
nounced the large and wealthy parish
of Fort Dodge would be divided into
three smaller ones. The citizens held
an indignation meeting, and forward-
ed a protest to Mgr. Martinelli, wh >

notified Archbishop Hennessy to sus-
pend the subdivision of the diocese un-
til the delegatal court could pass upon
the merits of the case. In reply. Arch-
bishop Hennessy wrote a brief note to
Mgr. Martinelli, stating that he de-
clined to accept this advice as there
was no necessity for outside interfer-
ence, since he was vested with full au-
thority as an archbishop to decide all
such matters for himself.

Mgr. Martinelli was affronted at this
curt disregard of his authority, and
immediately wrote and commanded
that the proceedings should be suspend-
ed immediately. No reply has be?n re-
ceived from Dubuque.
It is maintained that whi'e ordinarily

an archbishop is vested with plenary
authority, the wishes of his parishion-
ers are entitled to full consld 'ration. If
the canonical reservati ns are not com-
plied with it is held that the delegatal
court is permitted to set aside a decree.

DUBUQUE, 10.. Jan. 29.—Archbishop
Hennessy was seen tonight, but he
would neither confirm nor deny the
published reports concerning a clash
with Mgr. Martinelli and positively de-
clined to make any statement whab
concerning the affair.

He warned the mfn that they would
all be prosecuted with the utmcst rigor, that
their places would be filled immedat ly, ard
cone, under any circumstances, ever wou d
be reir;-tated in the company's service.

As a final blow, whin the th'.e! secretary
of the Amalgamated Society of Railway
Servants cf Great Britain went spec'al.y to
Cork to negotiate with the company, Manager
Croker absolutely refused to see him or to
recognize the right of tlie society to Inti I-
fere.

These h'gh-hancel and Draconian measures
have excited the intense admiration of
Croker's fellow railway managers, and if
he can carry out his daring programme he
will have inaugurated a new era in the his-
tory of railway striker". Up to the present
time, he has not succeeded in filling the
men's places, but a I'.mited traffic is b ins
kept up on the roid, the railway clerks act-
ing as guards and porters.
