SNOW AND EAW WIND-

WINTER SENT SOME OF HIS USUAL COM
PANlONS TO VISITHERE

Mercury Began to Drop Rapidly

and the Snow Stopped, but ItWas
Cold and Windy AllNight First
Seasonable Conditions Experi-

enced Here in Several Weeks.

Old Winter, who deserted St. Paul
almost the very day after his arrival
two months ago, came back yesterday
from his sojourn in the Eastern states.
Whether this Is but another flyingvis-
it or whether the old gentleman has
come to stay for the remainder of this
season, in his old-fashioned way, there
is no telling. But it is suspected that
he ls a little tired of those New Eng-
land folks and their Boston diet, and
will linger with his oldrtime friends,
even if he has to sit in May's lap for
a few days.

His arrival in St. Paul was heralded
by whistling winds that cut around
the corners of tall buildings at a high
rate of speed and a reduced rate of
temperature that picked up the dust,
whirled it around pedestrians and in-
sinuated it into their eyes and mouths
and altogether made things most un-
comfortable. But Old Winter was on
the way to put a stop to this. He got
here yesterday and proceeded to smoth-
er the irritating dust with a blanket
of the beautiful. At the same time, he
passed around and put a coat of frost
on the bulb of every thermometer in
town, that they might come down in
harmony with the snow. But, in his
enthusiasm, the old gentleman over-
reached himself a trifle, for the ther-
mometric spirits dropped so fast that
the snow flakes gave up the contest
and ceased to fall soon after sunset,

riiis was a disappointment to the cit-
izens in general and to liverymen in
particular, who were beginning to dust
iff their cutters and sleighs, which
liave been in a state of innocuous !

The average temperature at St. Paul
and vicinity during the month of Jan-
uary, as determined from the last
twenty-eight years' record, is 12 de-
crees; the mean for January, 1898, was
nearly double that, 2J degrees. The
?orresponding month in ISSO is the only
ne since 1870 that was warmer than it;

its mean being 28 degrees: the coldest
lanuary since 1870 was that of 1888.
sometimes referred to as "the one of
the last ice palace," when it averag-

ed 1 degree below zero. The highest

md lowct temperature registered last
month was 43 above and 2 below zero,
the dates being the sth and Ist, re-
spectively. While January, 1880, aver-
aged 3 degrees warmer, it was not a
month of such evenness as the one
Just ended, its highest and lowest be-
ing 18 above and 12 below zero. A
minimum temperature ranging from 10
to 41 below has been registered every
lanuary since 1870, except that of 1891,
when it was only 2 below zero, same
as that for last month.

The average precipitation

determined same as tem-

perature, is 0.98 of an inch;
nil the moisture had last month was
in the form of snow, that fell in suf-
ficient quantity to be measured on two
days, and yielded 0.04 inch of water.
The corresponding month in 1892 only-
had less, the amount being 0.02 inches.
The wettest January on record is cred-
ited to 18S1, when there was 4.34 inches
precipitation.

The mean barometer, reduced to sealevel, was 30.05 inches; highest 30.02, on
the Ist: lowest, 29.49, on the 7th. The
wind blew oftener from northwest
than from any other point; highest ve-
locity, northwest, 30 miles an hour, de-
termined from five minutes-' records on
the 30th.

KILLONE ANDPASS ONE

ALDERMEN DISPOSE OF TWO STREET
CAR ORDINANCES

The Albrecht Forfeiture Recalled
From the Committee and Killed

Tliat Granting the Change in
the Cable Passed Proposition
From the Alletnanuia About a
Settlement.

The board of aldermen at its meet-
ing last night killed the Albrecht ordin-
ance forfeiting the cable franchise, and
then by a vote of 10 to 1 adopted
the ordinance authorizing the changing
of the cable to an electric li.3.

The measure willgo to the assembly
for action tomorrow evening and a
number of the members of that body
seen last evening stated that there was
no doubt but that the ordinance would
pass the assembly.

The ordinance limits the life of the
franchise to Sept. 1, 1945, and provides
that the change shall be completed and
the line in operation on or before June30, 1898. A device is to be operated on
the Selby avenue hill. Transfers are
to be given from the line to all other
lines, including the Interurban, and
from all other lines to the new one.
The paving of Third and Fourth
streets is to be completed prior to Sept.
1, 1898.

The ordinance was reported back
from the corporation attorney with the
amendments as agreed to by the com-
mittee on streets. Mr. Markham also
called attention to the fact that under
the terms of the measure, transfers
were not given from the line to cars
running west on the Dafayette and
Rondo line nor to the line from cars
running east on the Lafayette and
Rondo line.

Immediately following the reading of
the communication from the corpora-
tion attorney. Aid. Kenny moved that
the Albrecht ordinance, now ln the
hands of the committee on streets, be
recalled. The motion was seconded by
Aid. Lindahl and carried by a vote of
6 to 5, those opposing it being Messrs.
Allard, Shepard, Sanborn, Kaldunski
and Bigelow.

On the roll call to adopt the ordin-
ance forfeiting the cable line franchise,
the vote was three in favor and eight,
against. Aid. Kenny, Lindahl and Bige-
low voting in the affirmative.

This settled the question of a for-
feiture and the new ordinance was
taken up for amendments. That pro-
viding for transfers to and from the
Lafayette and Rondo line was adopted
without dissent.

The provision allowing the company
to abandon the track on Prior avenue
between Marshall and University ave-
nues whenever the line should be oper-
ated as an Interurban line had been
eliminated by the corporation attor-
ney on the recommendation of the com-
mittee on streets.

Aid. Bell desired this provision placed
back.

Aid. Shepard objected and stated that
all tho residents of his ward were op-
posed to this section being inserted in
the ordinance. He asked that a delega-
tion from the Merriam park district be
heard on this subject, but as the roll
call had been ordered on the amend-
ment, Aid. Lindahl objected. The
amendment was lost by a vote of 7 to
4. those voting for it being Messrs. Bell,
Larson, Lindahl and Sanborn. The
rules were then suspended and the or-
dinance read by its title and adopted
by a vote of 10 to 1, Aid. Kenny being
the only one to vote against it.

The corporation attorney sent in a
proposition from the Allemannia bank
lor the adjustment of the claims of the
city against the bank. The proposition
was that the bank on Its reorganiza-
tion should pay to the city in cash, one-
fifth of the amount the city had on
deposit when the bank suspended. The
balance was to be paid in the form of
four certificates dated the day the bank
reopened and payable in one, two, three*
and four years, the certificates to draw
2 per cent per annum.

The proposition was referred to the
committee on ways and means, but
later in the session was recalled by
Aid. Sanborn, who stated that he un-
derstood speedy action was necessary.

Corporation Attorney Markham ex-
plained that when the bank suspended

the city had on depo?lt $120,000 in round
figures. Suit was now pending in the
district court against the sureties on
the bond, but each of the sureties had
answered denying all liability on the
bond. It was questionable whether th-
city could collect on the bond given
by the bank, as it was not approved
by the council until after the bank
failed. He urged that the proposition
be* either accepted or rejected in order
that he might go on with the suit
against the bondsmen. Ifthe city did
not accent the proposition it would
then stand in the position of an object-
ing creditor and this wouid prevent the
reorganization of the bank. He had
bten informed that the bank was to
reorganize with a capital of $100,000,
and from this sum the amount due the
state and the objecting creditors and
the $24,000 to be paid to the city, would
b*. disbursed.

Aid. Bigelow oppoj-id the passage of
the resolution accepting the proposi-
tion.

It was finally decided to adjourn to
meet Thursday evening, and in the
meantime the committee on ways and
means will consder the proposition.

The resolutions passed at the mass
meeting held at Market hall Monday
evening, were read after objections on
the part of some of the aldermen. Aft-
er., aids they were ordered filed.

Charles S. Cairns, counsel for the
Minnesota Telephone company, sent lv
a communication asking the council to
grant the right for a long distance tele-
phone. The company, the letter stat?d,
was one of four companies comprising
the Western Electric Telephone sys-
tem. The system had 3,000 miles of toll
lines in operation, particularly in
Southern Minnesota, Northern lowa,
extending into South Dakota, with con-
nections in Wisconsin. The stockhold-
ers include a large percentage of the
business men in the towns now reach-
ed by its lines. An ordinance granting
a long distance telephone franchise to
the company had been unanimously
passed by the city council of Minneapo-
lis in January, 1896. he said, and the
company is prepared, at an early date,
to Rive the business men and people
of St. Paul the same advantages pro-
vided the St. Paul council should grant
an equal right on f.ir terms to do busi-
ness. The communication was referred
to the committee on streets.

H. F. Phelps, press agent for the
Religious Liberty association, in a let-
ter requested the council to allow the
use of the east end of the second floor
cf the Market house for the opening
of a workingman's home. The request
was referred to the committee on ways
and means.

The resolution authorizing the health
commissioner to employ two additional
inspectors to look after the work of
the garbage contractors, was passed by
a vote of 8 to 3. The Inspectors are to
be paid $50 per month from the gen-
eral fund for their services.

Afternoon and Evening Meetings
Devoted to Commemoraiing the
Seventeenth Anniversary of the
First Yonug People's Society of
Christian Endeavor.

Yesterday was a red letter day for the
Christian Endeavorers of the Twin

ENTERTAINED BY SEYMOUR.
Large Audience at Park Church En-

joys His Lecture on *'l'red-
eriek the Great."

Charles W. Seymour, of New York,
delivered th,* first of a series of threa
historical lectures .it the Park Congre-
gational church last night. The sub.
ject was "Frederick the Great." The
lecture was given before the New Cen-
tury club, the Monday Art and Hlstroy
'•lass, th.- Current Topics classes, the
Thursday club and Mrs. Backus' Study
circles,

Mr. Seymour's lecture, while deeding
with one of the most conspicuous flg.
ures in European history, cone.-ruing
whose career all students of history
are more or less familiar, was none the
less enjoyed by the audience. Mr. Sey-
mour possesses a resonant voice and a
distinct enunciation, and is an iarnest,
vigorous speaker, thoroughly ln sym-
pathy with his subject.

His recital of the wonderful military
achievements* of Frederick the Greatwas interspersed withanecdotes of per-
sonal episodes in the life of the illus-
trious warrior, that imparted a pleas-
ing variety to the lecture. Mr. Sey-
mour, in speaking of the youth of
Frederick described his affectation, his
fi ndness for fancy dress and his oth,-r
diidi-.h propensity s.

The lectun- also related the amusing
.story of th.- sudden termination of tin;
friendship between Frederick and the
French poet and philosopher, Voltaire,
who used t,> polish up tin- French dog-
gerel that Qnser Fritz would insist
upon writing.

Mr. Seymour briefly reviewed tha
brilliant victories achieved by Fred-
erick the Great during the terrible
Seven Years' war. With nearly all
the countries of EUiope massing their
armies to defeat him and seize his lit-
tle kingdom of Prussia, ho had sue*
cessively defeated tlie armies of Sax-
ony, Austra, France and Russia, light-
ing all the while against overwhelming
odds in point of numbers and financial
resources. At last Catherine 11. of Rus-
sia, declared for peace, and then it was,
said Mr. Seymour, that sh.* induced
Fit deriek to commit the greatest crime
of his life, namely to participate in the
partition of Poland, to help dismi mber
and destroy a nation.

Mr. S.-yniour attributed the brilliant
success of Frederick the Great on the
11< -I*l of battle to his indomitable un-
binding will, which he inherited from
1 is father, and to the spirit of <-om-

hip t hat . ml. ared him to his hum
-

blest soldier. The lector, r give graphic
d scriptions of some of the famous bat-
tles won by tiie illustrious warrior, par-
ticularly of that bloody conflict In
which his Pots. lam guar. ls under
th. ir inspiring leader slew 34.000 Rus-
sians. Tli<> deep aft.-.tion of Frederick
for his sist. r, Wiihelmina, and his
despondency over her death, were
touched upon in a sympathetic manner.
Mr. Seymour brought his lecture to a
eli.s.- with a touching description of
tin- death of this illustrous man in the
seventy-sixth year of his lit'-.
