Special Issue* Were Strong; and
London Ignored the Talk of
Trouble With Spain, bnt Local
Traders Lost Heart, and Sharp Net
Losses Were Scored.

NEW YORK, Feb. B.—The stock market
succumbed to the Cuban scare today, ln
spite of London's Indifference to the fears
reflected by New York exchange, of a rup-
ture between the United States and Spain.
The strength of American securities in Lon- !
don was partly accounted for by the prog- ;
ress of the periodical settlement of accounts

'
on that exchange. Prices were bid up sharp- j
ly there before the opening here, and re-
suited ln a sympathetic rise in internationals j
at the opening. Not only was this the case, |
but when heaviness developed here Londou ;
was a liberal buyer at the decline, and a j
very Important factor In sustainig prices
during the forenoon.

Americans were in demand on other for-
eign bourses, and from Frankfort comes the
report that they were the feature and sus- i
taining force of the market. Denver & Rio i
Grande pfd was the favorite for London, and
it was able to hold a substantial gain to ;
the close, a conspicuous exception in this i
respect.

Quite a number of stocks developed ag-
gressive strength at one time or another dur- ,
ing the day. Metropolitan rose at one time i
4 points, but fluctuated feverishly below that I
in the final dealings. Michigan Central, I
Northwest, Omaha, Pullman, Lake Erie & ;
Western pid and a few less conspicuous stocks !

The earlier weakness of the market had
been to a large extent overcome by the

shaking-out since the .Maine was sent to
Havana. The covering of shorts made but a
feeble rally, and there was a disposition to
llnuidaticn before the close.

The money market weakened appreciably,
call loans being made at 1 per cent. Do-
mestic exchange at some interior points has !
turned sharply against New York, and the
withdrawal of an additional 10 per cent in-
stallment cf the government deposit of the
Union Pacific payment is due tomorrow. But
these factors were unavailable to hold the
money rate. The sharp rise in the sterling
exchange of %c in actual rates and %c In
posted rates is probaly attributable directly
to the weakening of the money market. Ex-
change bills are offered, however, at only %c I
above the demand rate for delivery ln April,I
and at % per cent above the demand rate i
for delivery in May.

Nor- Have Their Private Secretaries
to Do Their Writing.

Another field of enterprise has been opened
to women who are eager to be independent.
Itis that of acting as private secretaries for
leaders of fashionable society

Few women of fashion have the timeor inclination to attend to their corre-spondence with the promptness re-quired by the rules of etiquette, and asmany of them receive a large number of let-
ters every day that require attention the ser-
vices of a secretary have become a necessity.The secretary does not use a typewriter. So-ciety correspondence is not machine work- it
is all done by hand and pen. It is not es-
sential even that the secretary should useshorthand. The secretary opens the mailin the morning and arranges the letters in
their proper order. When madame is ready
the secretary reads the letters to her andnotes on the margin of each the nature of areply that is to be made. Madame merely re-marks, "Accept," "Decline, previous engage-
ment," or indicates by a word or two her
wishes.

The wording of the replies is left to thesecretary, who, therefore, must be fa-miliar with the various forms of pol te
phraseology and must write an aristocratic
"h-jiid." The work is not arduous and thepay is fairly good. It is pleasanter on the
whole than office work. Intelligence and tact
are the chief requisites, and there must be no
mistakes
