LOVE LAUGHS AT LOCKS

SCION OF A NOBLE MEXICAN FFAM-
ILY AND A PRISON MATRON WED

A Convict Sentenced Under an As-
sumed Name for Murder Done in
Self-Defense — A Meeting in
Prison—"Untiring Effort—A Par-
don and Then Wedding Bells.

KANSAS CITY, Mo., Feb. 8.—A sclon
of noble Mexican family languishing
unknown in the Kansas state peniten-
tlary for six years for murder done In
self-defense; his pardon after three
vears of untiring efforts on the part of
the matron of that institution and their
final marriage by a justice of the peace,
culminating in a revelation of his iden-
tity, are the chapters In a most re-
markable story of real life made pub-
lic here today.

The principals are Presciliana L. Cor-
pio, whose late father, Presciliana Cor-
pio, was a millionaire and ex-postmas-
ter general of Mexico, and Mrs. Mattle
U. Peebles, of Dispatch, Kan., g widow.

In the early ’'80s a young Mexican
who gave his name as Umillo Lopez,
came to Kansas City with a bunch of
cattle from Guana Juato, Mex., his
home.

One night he was lured into a resort
by a Mrs. Sam Dodson. Dodson soon
arrived on the scene and began mak-
ing trouble for the Mexican. Mrs. Dod-
son claimed in court later that Dod-
son was demanding an explanation of
the' Mexican’s conduct and the Mexi-
can said that Dodson and his wife had
tried to rob him. At any rate Lopez
stabbed Dodson to death.

Lopez could not talk English, and he
did not know how to go about making
a cdefense. The court assigned him an
attorney and in the trial he was con-
victed of murder. Judge Christopher
Reed sentenced him to thirty years in
the penitentiary.

Cupid in Prison.

At the penitentiary Lopez learned to
talk English fluently. He was sent
into the library frequently and there
met and became acquainted with the
matron, Mrs. Mattie U. Peebles. The
matron became interested in the good
looking man and as they afterwards
worked together she drew from him
this story.

Feeling that Lopez was innocent,
Mrs. Peebles set about to prove so to
the governor. She gathered facts to
show that the Kkilling of Dodson was
done in self-defense. Then she obtain-
ed the signatures of prominent men to
a -petition for his release.

It was three years ago that Mrs.
Peebles began to interest herself in
Lopez’s behalf, and on Jan. 19, of this
year, he was pardoned by Gov.

LAY REPRESENTATION.

Sirong Appeal for Equal Rights

Sent Out to Ciergymen.

CHICAGO, Feb. 8.—The Northwestern Chris-
tian Advocate of tomorrow wil contaln an ap-
peal, signed by a large number of laymen,
to be sent to every minister of the Methodist
Eplscopal church throughout the world.

A UNIFORM LABOR DAY!

CONGRESS WANTS TO REGULATE
THE HOURS IN THE STATES

Loveriag's Proposed Amendment to
the Constitution—Nceds Two-
Thirds of the Two Houses and a
Mujority in 'l‘hreq—l-‘onrtlu of the
Leglal:ﬂurou——Shqrt Sessliens,

Special to The St. Paul Globe,
WASHINGTON, Feb. 8—Represen-
tative Lovering's amendment to the
constitution, to give congress the pow-
er to regulate the hours of labor in
the states, stands a larger chance of
adoption than most proposals of the
kind. If the labor element of the coun-
try once become arcused on this sub-
Ject, as it is quite easy to see how
they might, it would be entirely possi-
ble to secure a two-thirds vote in both
houses of congress. That, at least, is
the prevailing opinion here. The con-
test would then come in gettinzg a2 ma-
jority in the legislatures of three-
fourths of the states, but as there is
an aggressive labor organization with

considerable power in every part of
the country, it is likely within the
reach of possibility that the amend-

ment would go through, and the first

addition made to the censtitution to
the United States, except as a war
measure, for nearly a century. Mr,
Lovering does not claim to be the

originator of the idea.

At least three other Massachusetls
congressmen have introduced the same
kind of a measure, Mr. Barrett in the

before and Mr. Davis a decade or o
ago. This does not encourage the view
that the amendment will be imme-
diately adopted. Mr. Barrett, when
asked how he happened to let Mr.
Lovering take this ammunition away
from him, declared that he was too
old a man to think of bringing about
an amendment to the constitution in
his lifetime. Mr. Barrett is thirty-nine4
years old. But the necessity for a
uniform regulation in regard to the
hours of labor was seemingly never so
great as now, with the tremendous
cotton mill depression in New Enge
land. It is the commonly expresseda
opinion of the large manufacturers
who come here that either the labor
laws of Massachuseits and New York
will have to be relaxed somewhat, or,
in the close competition of hard times,
business wiil go to loecalities where em-
ployers are less hampered.

Of course the number of hours of
labor is the great point, and they now
vary from fifty-eight in some states to
seventy-two per week in others. Mr.
Lovering is quite enthusiastic over the
reception his amendment is receiving,
and is far from believing that he art
the age of sixty is too old to live to
see it adopted.

Constitution of Hawnaii.

The other amendments to the consti-
tution, for which resolutions have been
introduced into congress this session,
are not so favorably situated. Tt is an
interesting fact that the constitution
of Hawaii, in common with that of
the late Confederate States of America,
gives a six-year term to the president
of the Republic, and makes him ineli-
gible to re-election. This is the aim of
Mr. Fitzgerald’'s amendment, but no
one supposes that it will be reported
from the committee, even though the
imitators of our constitution have al-
most invariably incorporated this idea.

Senator Hoar’'s amendment, to change
the date of inauguration from March
4 to April 30 has reeeived much favora-
ble notice in the newspapers. If that
change should be made, however, it
would be wise at the same time to re-
vige the whole congressional calendar,
As things now stand, it would be a de-
cided disadvantage to prolong, by eight
weeks, the time between the election
of a president and his inauguration.
From November till March is too long.
It Is a relic of the slow methods of
transportation and communication in
vogue 100 years ago. These four months
constitute a period” within which no
political party is in the fullest sense
responsible for the affairs of govern-
ment. If a party lost at the polls in
November, it may go ahead and carry
out almost any of its policies in the pe-
riod that remains, and there is no way
for the voting public to restrain them
or punish them. The Hawaiian islands
came very near belng annexed in this
manner in the winter of 1892-3. While
the weather would be much more favor-
able for the inaugural parade on the
30 of April—a day which, besides com-
memorating Washington’s installation
to the presidential office, {llustrates the
behindhind methods of the old confed-
eration—the plan has its advantages.

It would be a very bad time for con-
gress, if called in extra session, to un-
dertake its work with the hot summer
80 near at hand. There are many other
absurdities in our political calendar
even more In need of correction than
the unhappy selection of an inaugura-
tion day. It is ridiculous to elect a man
to congress in November of one year

ber of the year following. It is absurd
to get him here the first of December,
and, as soon as he has settled down
in his work, to send him back for three
weeks’ vacation over the holidays.

The' Short Session.

But for an expiring congress tha
short session that remains between De-
cember and March, after the elections
have taken place, is one of remarkable
utllity. Some of the best law-making
is done at such times. After a party
in control of the house has been de-
feated in the November elections, and
it sees that but four months of legis-
lative power remain, it is quite likely
to grapple courageously with questions
which it has been before too timid to
touch. The act for the resumption of
specle payments and alsc for the
establishment of the present civil sery-
fce reform system both came about jn
this way. It is quite possible that the
short session beginning next December
may do something for currency reform,
or at least will go so far as to commit
the Republican party squarely to that
iseue. The trouble now with currency
reform is that congress and the public
are not fully awake to its needs, and
so on one slde of the house we have
indifference and timidity, and on the
other side a defiant oppesition, united
for free silver. When inquiry is made
as to why the Republican party does
not push vigorously for currency re-
form, it is not the proper answer to
say that the senate is so desperate, but
the indifference of the house leaders is
the first and greater obstacle.

They do not as yet believe that re-
forms in our currency system are ab-
solutely necessary to the proper main-
tenance of the existing gold standard,
although the party has made great ad-
vance in that particular in the last
year. Mr. Cannon, the chairman of the
appropriation committee, evidently
thinks currency reform a myth. If we
have revenue enough, he believes there

will be doing its full duty to let things
alone.

Senator Thurston, of Nebraska, a
close friend of the president, told the
Union League Club of Baltimore last
week that he was thankful to say that
rno further currency agitation or dis-
cussion was desirable or necessary.
This is a somewhat prevailing opinion,
nor is there much evidence that the
larger public outside of congress is any
more aroused on the subject. As one
representative facetiously remarked:
“There are just two men in my district
who want currency reform; one is an
Indianapolis conference delegate, who
writes me about six letters a week on
the subject, and myself.”

On the other hand, the enthusiastic
currency reformers declare that the
present is the last throw of the dice;
that unless the only sound money par-
ty, in its period of power, will take up

Truth Between the Two.

The truth probably lies midway bhe-
tween these views. 1t is quite likely
that the sound money cause will not
be hopelessly wrecked, even if noth-

ing is done for currency reform by

standard could be mightily strength-
ened by such corrections of existing
laws as have been recommended by
Secretarics Carlisle and Gage and
Presidents Cleveland and McKinley.
