CALL ON BLANCO. -

HAVANA., Feb. 22 —Consul General

States court of Inquiry into the loss
of the battleship Maine called this
morning on Capt. Gen. Blanco and Ad-
miral Manterola. When these cere-
monies were ended the court returned
to the United States light house ten-
der Mangrove and resumed its sessions.

It is believed that a number of bodies
will be recovered from the forward part
of the Maine today. A majority of the
remains are understood to be those of
firemen, and many of them are said
to have been mutilated in the struggle
for life, which the divers say must
have been frightful.

DAVIS DISCUSSES SPAIN

NO OVERT ACT OF WAR HAS AS
YET BEEN COMMITTED

Minnesota Senator the Guest of the
Michigan Republicans, and Great
Interest Attached to His Words
on Aceount of His Positilon on
the Feorelgn Affairs Committee.

DETROIT, Mich.,, Feb. 22.—Lobbies
of the principal hotels were filled to-
day with Republicans from all over
the state, who are here to attend the
Michigan club annual banquet and
other Republican events.

A reception was held this afternoon
at the residence of D. M. Ferry, chair-
man of the Republican state central
committee. The guests of honor were
Senator C. W. Fairbanks, of Indiana;
Benator Cushman K. Davis, of Minne-
scta, and Wililam F. Curley, of
Omaha.

An informal “at home” was held all
day in the Michigan club rooms, cham-
ber of commerce building.

One of the principal subjects of com-
ment was the increasing strength of
Gov. Pingree, who is now falrly con-
ceded to be his own successor, even by
the Republican politicians who have
hitherto opposed him.

Tonight occurred the annual banquet
of the Michigan club. Nearly five hun-
dred members were seated at the
tables. At the speaker’s table on the
stage were a score of Republican lead-
ers of national reputation.

Great interest centered in the utter-
ances of Senator Cushman K. Davis, ef
Minnesota, whose topie, “Our Foreign
Relations,” was considered of special
impeort on account of Senator Davis’
position as chairman of the senate com-
mittee on foreign relations.

Senator Davis Speaks.

Senator Davis spoke of the vastness
and intricacy of our foreign relations.
Said he: “We too often ferget that
humanity in the state and socially is
subjected to laws of development and
control which no legislature can enact
or repeal. A nation is a great and com-
posite human being, a human-levia-
thian, entitled to rights, subject to du-
ties and penalties. Nations develop and
decay in proportion as they cbserve the
rules formed by the accretions and
wisdom of the ages in mankind's ex-
periences.

“Many Influences which sway the
tide of human affairs are wholly out-
side of enactments. Monetary values,
relations of credit and exchanges of
balances were written in no code or
enactments in any time. They are In-
trinsic in the wisdom of all peoples.
‘When a nation, a party seeks to evade
or overcome these natural laws it will
fail and overwhelm its country in dis-
aster. The effects of the violation of
these world's laws are not confined to
the place where the violation is per-
petrated. Like a tidal wave it shakes

the foundations of all the structures
of order.

“If our states have differences, the
supreme court adjusts them. Between
independent nations we have no such
tribunals. They cannot without sac-
rifice of their Independence be sub-
Jected to such a2 method.

“This was the difficulty with Mr.
Cleveland’s arblitration treaty. It pro-
vided that all pecunilary claims exceed-

ing one hundred thousand pounds be
left to arbitration tribunals.”

Concerning present questions Sena-
tor Davis explained the status of the
Alaskan boundary and of Hawaiian
annexation questions. He reviewed
the arguments for annexation hereto-
fore made in his committee and in the
senate. Concerning our Spanish rela-
tions Senator Davis said:

We have suffered from Spain’'s pro-
crastinating pollcy always. While no
overt act of war has transpired there
have been several oeccasions where we
have been perilously near it.

There has been reigning in Cuba. an

Insurrection, a terrible strife for lib- !

erty which has been met by Spain
with examples of horrors which have
deeply shocked the civilized world and
more especially the people of the
Urited States.

“l speak, however, from the ead,
not from the heart. I do not wishh to
fire your enthusiasm to any unwar-
ranted conelusions. The duty of the
corgress and of the president is con-
fined solely to the interests and ad-
vantages of the people of the United
States. However, profoundly our
sympathies may be stirred (and God
knows my heart sympathizes with
these struggling patriots as much as
any man's) we are still brought back
to the question of what in connection
with our foreign relations is for the
interest, honor and dignity of the peo-
plcv(é'i the United States,

- at would Washington say were
he here today? *“No. entangiing al-
liances; no entanglements with for-
elgn powers.” When the South Amer-
fcan states revolted In 1810, many of
our people clamored for beligerent
measures; the history of the time of
Monroe and Adams reads much like
that of the present, but it was not
until 1825 that the United States recog-
nized the belligerency of those strug-
gling nations.

Policy of Moderation.

Where the hand of cruelty or Indig-
nity is laid on our people, better war
by land and sea than peace under such
clreumstances, but so long as no Amer-
ican is deprived of his rights and liber-
ties (speaking from the head, not the
heart) in the interests of my own coun-
try only, I implore you (and I would
tkat my volce could reach all our peo-
ple), I implore you let us be moderate
in act and in word.

I am eommissioned to bring vou no
word frem the government. but I have
seen our president weighing these ques-
tions of the hour. A large portion of
our people wish to drive him forward
and into war. Let us take the advice
of Capt. Sigsbee and suspend judgment
on the Maine disaster. If then our
dark forebodings are justified by the
investlgation, be assured President Mc-
Kinley and the United States govern-
ment will not be found wanting in any
act which that dreadful circumstance
skall render necessary.

Does anybody suppose that MeKin-
ley, the ex-soldier, that our Jchn Sher-
man, your own Gen. Alger, John D.
Long and the United States senate and
house lightly feel, or slightingly put
aside these great questions? It is easy
for one not having these responsibili-
ties “‘doing something right away,” but
impose these respensibilities upon thos=
who thus complain and they would
approve the present course of the presi-
dent of the United States.’

In concluding, Senator Davis said he
favored building so many modern war-
ships that foreign governments would
deem it useless to watch or attack our
shores. He pointed to the record of the
Republican  diplomacy as sufficient
guaranty of wisdom in future conduect

DAY FREE FROM RUMORS

NO SENSATIONS REGARDING THE MAINE
SPRUNG AT WASHINGTON

Signing of the Wreceking Contract
the Feature of the Proceedings |
at the Navy Department, the Only
One Where Business Was Not Sas- |
pended.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 22.—All the
government departments were closed |
in Washington today save the navy !
department, where a few of the offi- |
cials assembled to receive any dis-
batches that might arrive and to close !
the contract with the wreckers for the
recovery of the effects on the Maine |
and the vessel herself if that be prac- i
ticable. The signing of the wreckiug |
centract was the most important event |
of the day and this concluded, the of- |
ficials closed up shop and went home |
to enjoy a respite from the rush of the |
past week. i

Capt. Sigsbee was heard from in a |
dispatch which indicates that close at-
tention will be given to the coal bunk- |
ers by the naval court ef inquiry.

Washington officials unquestionablw|
have been for some time preparing for !
any emergency that may arise, but |
appearances at the department today
would indicate that any necessary |
orders already have been given and
that the situation was not one calling |
for immediate activity at Washington. |

The Castine and Cincinnati in ac- |
cordance with orders made known |
scme time ago are to move much |
further north to West Indian waters, |
and at Norfolk the monitor Terror has |
been ordered to be in readiness and |
meay be sent to New York later. ‘

The senate passed a bill to add two |
artillery regiments to the strength of |
the army. This measure has been |
urged for many months by officials of |
the war department who foresaw that |
wkile congress of late years had taken
measures for the protection of our
ccasts by considerable appropria.tions_
for extensive works and great guns, it |
had not provided the men necessary to |
cperate these engines of war. Should |
the house pass the bill it will enable |
the department to carry out plans ft
has long had in view.

Criticisms lately passed upon the
state of the army and our fortifications
have caused Increased activity in mili-
tary matters and to some extent this
is responsible for reports arriving from
varous quarters of movements at army
posts.

Report Denied.

A report was circulated that Gen.
Miles, as commander of the army, had
issued additional orders for troops at
all forts to be on the alert and ready
for immediate action, but this was
promptly denied by the general's chief
of staff. Nothing whatever of a sen-
sational character occurred in Wash-
ington, and, on the whole, the day was
free of rumors by comparison with its
immediate predecessors for the past
week or more.

Probably Lieutenant Commander
Wainwright, the executive officer of
the Maine, now in Havana, will be as-
signed to the duty of inspecting the
wrecking work as it proceeds.

The officers of the two wrecking com-
panies today said that, after the expe-
dition was assembled in Havana har-
bor. a complete inspection of the wreck
would be made, and the exact line of
work determined upon. The facilities
will be so ample that all of the divers
will be able to work at one time on dif-
ferent parts of the wreck. Most of the
lifting will be done by a smaller der-
rick, which is of sufficient capacity for
the lighter upper works of the Maine,
but it will take the monster derrick
Menarch to lift-the huge turrets of the
Maine and the guns mounted within
them. Capt. Hugheys stated that the
purpose was not to separate the big
guns from the turrets, but to lift them
as a whole. This will be a tremendous l
undertaking, as the combined weight
of each gun and turret is sixty-six
tons. The Monarch can lift 260 tons,
80 there is ample margin of lifting
power.

The wreckers were loath to express
an opinilon as to thelr ability to raise
the hull of the Malne. Mr. Chapman
and Capt. Humphreys stated that noth-
ing but a close personal inspection
would permit a decision on that point.
They are hopeful, however, that tha
shilp can be brought to the surface.
The iron barge Lone Star will be used
to receive the turrets, guns and wreck-
age, and, as fast as loads are made
up, she will be towed to the Norfoik
navy yard.

Wrecking Plans.

The plans of the wrecking expedition
for the relief of the Maine were com-
pleted today after long conferences be-
tween Secretary Long and the represen-
tatives of the Merritt & Chapman com-
pany, of New York. and the Boston
Towboat company. The companies had
expected to begin work in Havana har-
bor in about a week, but at the last
moment Secretary Long insisted that
a provision should be made for sending
forward at once at least one large
wrecking boat with divers and equip--
ments. This was agreed to, and a dis-
patch was sent to the captatn of the
sea wrecker, Right Arm, now at Key
West, to suspend his private work
there and proceed at once to Havena.
It the Right Arm has started north,
a torpedo boat will be sent after her
with orders to proceed to Havana.

The commander of the Right Arm
fs ordered to place himself with his
divers and machinery under the orders
of Capt Sigsbee, who thus will be free
to avall himself of their services in the
recovery of bodies or any particularly
desirable piece of equipment of prop-
erty before the regular wrecking opera-
tions begin. These are emergency steps
which precede the main wrecking ex-
pecition, which will be ocutfitted at
Beston, New York and Norfolk, with
a view teo beginning extensive opera-
tions within a week.

The terms of the contract concluded
and signed today provide for the pay-
ment to the wrecking companies the
sum of $871 per day for their regular
plant, and an additional payment of
$500 per day for the use of the Monarch,
while the latter is actually employed.
An express provision is made that the

by the prompt and/ensnimous action of
congress upon the jéint resolution, Seec-
retary Long belleves he is fully justified
in making the abeve terms with the
wreckers, though at first thought the
per diem compensaiion seems large. It
must be borne in mind however, he
said today, that this wiil eonstitute the
largest wrecking expedition ever equip-
ped in this country. Moreover, the
wreckers expressed a willingness to
gou to work in the usual way that they
serve underwriters, namely to do the
wrecking and then take the award of
a boerd of arbitrz2eors. This plan,
however, was not op2n to the govern-
ment which iv eompeiled by law to fix
exact terms in advance.

A clause of the contract requires-the
companies to proceed with all dispatch
and in a business-like manner with
the work of wreeking, and though this
haste adds to the cost of the work, it
is believed to be necesmary in view of
the peossibility of th2 early appearance
of yellow fever at Havana harbor, with
the approach of the rainy season next
month. 3 e

A government eofficial kigh in au-
thority in the lime of engineering has
advanced several theories to account
for the destruction of the batileship
He says that the proper way
to secure information as to the cause
of the explosion would be to cofferdam
the Maine, as It would be almost im-
possible for divers to jvdge of the
cause from persopal observation,

Not Cenciusive.

He says the fact that plates may

have been blown cutward is not posi- |

tive evidence, or even an indication
that the explosion was internal; that
a torpedo exploded in clese proximity
or any where within thirty feet of the
vessel would cause & concussion which
would result in pulling the plates out
of the bottom of the vessel, thus giv-
ing a layman the impressfon that the
explosion came from the inside; that
a cofferdam would enable the commis-
sion to discover the wires, if any, con-
necting the torpedo with the land; that
these wires will undoubtedly be intact
on the bottom of thie harbor: that it
would be impossible to pull them in
from the shore, as the weight of the
mud would cause them to cling so
closely to the bottom tnat they could
not be drawn in.

A torpedo or mine exploded In the
bottom of the harber would disturb the
surface of the water but very liitle;
whereas, if it were exploded within five
or ten feet from the top, it might cause
the water to shoot up as high as 200
feet. It will be remembered that sev-
eral eye witnesses claimed that sprays
of water and debris were thrown many
hundred feet—in fact; that portlons of
the vessel fell on the steamship Wash-
ington, lying at anchor over a cable
length away. Assuming these state-
ments to be true, they would seem to
indicate that the torpedo was near the
surface when it exploded. Practically
the same effect would have been pro-
dueed if one of the magazines had ex-
ploded. "His concluslons were that it
will require the most ecareful Investi-
gation, and that th< exact facts may
not be known for several weeks, pos-
sibly never.

Sigshee’s Theory.

The following telegram was received

by the navy department this after-
noon from Capt. Sigsbee:
Send to Forsyth for Sigsbee, transverse

gectional drawing of Maine through for-
ward ten-inch magazine and shell room,
showing pocket coal bumkers.

This request was immediately com-
plied with. It s supposed that Capt.
Sigshee wants these drawings to as-
sist in the work of wrecking the ship,
as they would be a great aid to the
divers. They will be useful also as the
basis for the testimony now being
taken by the court of inquiry at Ha-
vana. The fact that it is deemed es-
sential that the drawings shall show
the pocket coal bunkers, which abut
on the magazine, is evidence that Capt.
Sigsbee has in mind the spontaneous
combustion theory, though it does not
follow by any means that he i{s com-
mitted to it.

Some of the employesof the navy de-
partment have been ing estimates
of the amount of money that will be
required to meet the demands of the
jeint reselution which Mr. Bouteile
proposes to introduce in the house, al-
lowing a year’s pay to the families of
the dead sailors, and the money for
lost clothing and effects, not to exceed
a year’s pay, to the survivers. It fixes
the sum at not to exceed $150.000.

“Should it be proved that the Maine
was destroyed by an outside explosion,
with the knowledge of Spanish officials,
President McKlinley will demand an in-
demnity of from $13,000,000 to $15,000,-
000.” This statement was made today
by an officer of the navy department,
who is thoroughly conversant with the
present Spanish situation.

“It was decided at the confersnce of
the president and several cabinet offi-
cers today,” he contlnued, “that the
Spanish government was bound to pro-
tect the vessels of a friendly nation in
one of its harbors, and if the Maine
was destroyed by a submarine mine or
torpedo, whether witk the knowledge
of officials or neot, that government
must be responsible. The value of the
vessel s estimated at 3$5,000,000. The
rest is to be paid to relatives of officers
and men who lost their lives by the
destruction of the vessel.”™

An Ugly Rumor.

There was a very unpleasant story
afloat last night. It is to the effect
that there Is a traitor connected with
the war department who has sold to
Spain secret information concerning
the fortifications of New York harbor,
which were suppesed to be known only
to the chi®® engineer and a few of his
most trusied associates.

ANTI-HAWAIIAN SPEECH

THE FIRST GUN FIRED IN THE HOUSE
BY A REPUBLICAN

Many Members of His Own Party
and the Galleries Joined In Giy-
ing Mr. Johnson the Heartiest
Applanse of This Sesslon—Day
Devoted te Politieal Addresses.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 22.—Washing-
ton’s birthday was celebrated in the
house, gfter a motion of Mr. Bailey to
2djourn had been voted down, with a
vast deal of political spe<ch-making,
and it was also signalized by the firing
of the first gun in opposition to Ha-
wailian annexation.

Mr. Joehnson, an Indiana Republican,
delivered a speech that electrified the
house and the galleries in d=nunciation
of what he termed an attempt to cut
loose from the traditional policy of
the United States and enter upon a
schemf_.- of colonization that had proved
the ruin of empires and of nations. He
vred some very strong alnguage, but
his remarks were enthusiastically ap-
plauded and the minority and many
tR_e-r.ubllcans joined in the demonstra-
ion.

Mr. Johnson, in epening, referred to
the contest now on in the senate over
Hawaiian annexation, and said the
friends and supporters of the treaty,
both inside and outside of the senate,
were turning heaven and earth t® se-
cure its adoption, and that President
McKinley was laboring to change the
convictions of senatcrial opponents of
tt.xe measure. He discussed the recent
vigit of President Dole and suggested
that the Hawaiian nation, unlike the
United States, had everything to gain
ard nothing to lose:- “I am opposed to
the annexation of Hawaiff,” he contin-
ued, “because I believe the people of
Hawaii are opposed to it. I am not to
be confused by this special plea that
the real sentiment of the people of the
Sandwlich islands is only to be obtain-
ed from the views of those who have
assumed to govern them.”

Color to Saspleion.

Whether the present government of
Hawali was a de facto or a de jure
government, he declared that it misrep-
resented the peopls of Hawali whose
rights it was ready to proffer away.

“When it was charged, in 1893, at the
time when the republic succeeded the
monarchy, that the revolution was ald-
ed by Interposition of American eciti-
zens, I did not believe it was true”
sald Mr. Johnson, “and I denied it
vigorously at the time, but the persis-
tency with which this treaty of annexa-
tion is being pressed, gives color to the
accusation then made, and which I
then so earnestly denounced.”

Mr. Johnson, continuing, gave some
of the reasons which Impelled him to
opposition to annexation. The annex-
ation of Hawail would establish a bad
precedent which we would be urgsd to
follow at an early day. The appetite
grew by whet it fed upon. Today the
cry was, “Glve us Hawail;” tomorrow
it would be, “Give us Cuba,” and the
next day, “Give us Samoa.”

These appeals would ail be justified
by the pleasant sophistries which ap-
pealed to our vanity and cupidity until
at last “we would find ourselves irre-
trievably committed to a policy un-
necessary to the material happiness of
our people, hurrying along a path
which was strewn with the wrecks of
empires and of nations. (Applause.)

“Let us not be known and execrated
as the ‘Boistering bullies of the West-
ern hemisphere,” Our country {i{s all-
powerful. The world concedes our
strength.

“While I am proud of our navy,” |

continued Mr. Johnson, impressively,
“I sometimes think that the powerful
battieships we have built have bred a
feeling of intolerance and insolence.
It is not more true that a plethoric
treasury breeds public plunder
that a well equipped army and navy
rashly lead to friction and war.

speeches.
Mr. Miers (Dem., Ind.) made a vig-

orous arraignment of gold monometal-
lism and the Republican party. Mr.
Jones (fusionist, Wash.) delivered a
general speech in opposition to ex-
isting conditions which aroused the
minority to enthusiasm, and Mr. Simp-
son (Pop., Kan) created some amuse-
ment by some of his rather unique ob-
servations.
Wenlth Defended.

Mr. Walker (Rep., Mass.) replled to
Mr. Simpson denouncing the other side
for its reiterated aspersions of men of
wealth.

Turning to the Southern members, he
declared impulsively that he had given
to the cause of education in the Scouth
more than all cf them together haa
contributed.

“Figure it out.” said he with feeling,
“and vyou will find I have given two
dollars for every one you have con-
tributed. I am tired of this abuse. I
stand here in the integrity of an honest
life. I have given away more than [
now possess. You have driven me to
this statement, now hang your heads
in shame.” (Great applause on Repub-
lican side.)

Before the debate began Mr. Cannon
took the flcor and made a general ex-
planation of the features of the sundry
civil bill which was nominally before
the house. While the bill was not ex.
travagant, Mr. Cannon said, it waa
liberal in its provisions for the publie
service. He pointed out In detail the
various Increases and reductions in the
bill and the new provisions 2f law.

Mr. Smith (Rep., Mich.) criticised the
provision in the bill creating an ad-
visory beoard of nine commissioners to
the Paris expeosition to serve without
compensation. He said it was discrim-
inating against those who were not
wealthy enough to serve without sal-

ary.

Mr. Simpson (Pop., Kan.)) suggested
that if the provision stood as racoa-
mended the millionaires with speeial
interests would go to Paris, amuse
themselves and attain social glory.

At 5 p. m. the house adjourned.

CREW OF TWENTY LOST

BRITISH SHIP ASIA WRECKED ON THE
NANTUCKET S8SHOALS

Two Bodies From the Ill-Fated
Craft Washed Ashore—Wreck-
age Along the New England Coast f
Indicates Further Loss of Life
During the Recent Gale.

—The British ship Asia, Capt. Dakin,
from Mantla for this port, is supposed |
to have been wrecked on Nantucket
Shoals during the recent storm and her
entire crew of probably twenty men
have perished. The body of a man |
and a Itttle girl were recovered from a
portion of a floating hull near the |
Handkerchief light ship this afterncon
by the tug E. V. McCaulley.

Capt. Haley, of this city, telephoned
tonight that while the tug boat E. V
McCauley was steaming out to the
barge Excelsior, he saw positive evi- |
dence of the wreck of a large square- |
rigged vessel and recovered two badies |
frem a portion of a dismantled hull

Capt. Haley states that while near
the Handkerchief lightship the tug
passed through a large agnount of
wreckage, including bales of hemp,
broken spars and broken ship timbers
Drifting in the midst of this mass was
a pertion of the wreck on which the
bodies were lashed. It was discovered
that the bodles were those of a man
and a little girl, apparently ten or |
twelve years old. They were fast i{n
the mizzen chainse

The tug quickly headed in the direc-
tion of the wreck, and the crew
leased the bodles, and the tug return-
ed immediately to Woodshall, where
the newe was sent to this city.

He was the
owner of a line of cabs in St. Paul
Four days ago he went to Chicago on
some business and was expected to re-
turn in a day or two.
