The destruction of the battleship
Maine in Havana harbor has attracted
general attention to the subject of sub-
marine initif-s, and. though much has
been published about these engines of
defense, very little information has
been given about the system of laying
:jv.'\ operating them.

At tliis very moment the engineer
corps of the United States army is busy
making arrangements to plant mines
In the harbors of the American coast
so, if war is declared against Spain,
the United States will be prepared t<>
<:*;:1 out to Spanish sailors the same
kind of medicine that it has been sus-

lews and the stoutest ship is made a

Controlled mines are of Blmilar ap-
pearance to the self-acting kind, but
th^y are operated by men on shore by
means of electric wires. They may also
Ik- made to explode by contact. When
arranged to work automatically they

are provided with a circuit closer simi-
lar to that in a self-acting mine. Only
a single wire is used for conveying

the current, but there are two voltaic
batteries, one the signaling, the other
the firinp battery- The signaling bat-
tery operates the mechanism and
switches in the firing battery so there
is a complete electrical circuit through

the fuses. This rings a signal bell on
sbore, the firing battery is automatical-
ly switched in and the mine explodes.

Automatic mines require stations on
shore, where operators may control
them. For obvious reasons such sta-
tions must be concealed, for if discov-
ered by a hostile fleet they could be
bombarded, and it would be impossible
for operators to occupy them. With
no < -ne to set them off the largest mine
would be deprived of its power. The
observers in a station are provided with
charts showing the precise location of
every mine and powerful maiine glas«is

Uncle Sam manufactures his sub-
marine mines at Wille't's Point, Long
Island sound, and there experts in the
gentle art of killingenemies are con-
stantly employed experimenting' with
dynamite and other playthings of war
and perfecting devices to maintain the
supremacy on land and sea of Uncle
Sam.

There In a secret chamber are stor-
ed hydrographic charts of every har-
bor on either coast, and the proposed
location of every mine is plotted out on
them, po that it is only necessary to
pive the word to have every harbor
changed to a danger spot.

For a long time such mines have
been planted in New York bay anl
the waters of Long Island sound, but,
as there has been no occasion to use
them, they have attracted no notice.

A sub-marine mine is more dreaded
by a ship's crew bound on a hostile
errand than a fleet of war ships or a
dozen forts. As long as they can se>-
an enemy, sailors are content to tight,
but a hidden foe as terrible as a mine
Will make the stoutest hearts quail.

It la agreed among naval men that a
commander Is justified in declining to
attempt an entrance to a harbor known
to be protected by mines, and that no
charge of cowardice can be laid at his
dcor for so doing-; for to try t" force
a passngv through mines is to saii
straight into the jaws of death, to

As many of these mines as m:iy be
thought necessary may be planted in
a harbor and connected by wires so
that they may be set off one at a time
or all together. Care must be taken,
however, not to plant them t< 0 close to-
gether for one may explode anoth< r by

To obviate Buch da.ngvrs
is one of the delicate branches of the
business, at the same time the mines
must be so placed that it will be im-
possible for an enemy's ships to pass
one line of them without coming"" within
the destructive radius of the other
mint s.

But no matter how well placed a mln-'
innv l»- it la of very little use if a
fort is not near to protect it. For a
hostile nVet may lay counter minis to

blow it up, and thus rendi r it Ineffec-
tive. But if a fort is in the vicinity
its mns may k'-ep a fleet Interested in
other work.

Clear daylight I? essential to the suc-
cessful operation of imiii^h. for in wet
or fofrgy weather observers are unable
to dlstirtgruish vessels approaching.
Ordinary darkness is no liar to their
operation, for thr movements of ships
may be observed by means of p iweriui
searchlights, though, of course, such
lierhta wculd enable the enemy also to• watch on th^ men en .-h re.

was not until the Confederates employ-
ed them against the Northern navy
during ih.- Civil war that the possi-
bilities of that method of defense w re
realized. The first were rather crude
affairs, but Improvements were made,
and when the war closed they had be-

recognized as a legitimate and
nil engine of protection. Since

then some of the brightest minds in the
army service have made the construc-
tion of such mines their life study, and
in that branch of warfare at least,
Uncle Sam is as well posted as any of
bis esteemed contemporaries.

Electrical fuses are used in all mines
now. Such a fuse is a copper case an
inch longand quarter-inch indiameter,
containing fulminate of mercury. The

\u25a0pf-n end of the copper case is closed
with wood or sulphur, and through this

rpass two copper wires, the ends
of which are joined by a piece of very
fine platinum wire. This fine wire is
\u25a0wrapped in with gun cotton before the
plug is inserted. When a current of

ricity Is sent through the wires
the platinum wire is heated white hot,
the gun cotton is ignited, that in turn
ignites the fulminate of mercury, which
explodes, and the detonation 6ets off
the dynamite or powder, and the mine
does its work.

A sub-marine mine is a charge of
dynamite or other explosive, Inclosed
within an iron water-tight case, which
Is plactd In the water at such a depth
that a vessel passing over it may be
blown up.

A self-acting mine will explode as
Boon as a vessel comes in contact with
It, but an automatic mine is operated
from rhore. There are also ground
mines, of both descriptions, which are
sunk in shallow waters. They are diffi-
cult to detect and the force of their ex-
plosion is greater than that of floating
mines.

In order to be effective a mine should
be as near to the surface of the water
as practicable, so that a ship may re-

For this reason they are usually moor-
ed about two fathoms below the Bur-
