WAR SPIRIT RAMPANT

HOUSE PASSES HIM, IMIOVIDIXG
TWO AIVriM.ERY REGIMENTS

Openly Accepted as v War Metis-
ure I»>- Siirakrm.

WASHINGTON, March 7.—The spirit
of patriotism was rampant iiTthe housetoday, and, by an almost unanimous
vote, the Hawley bill, providing fur
two additional regiments of artillery,
was passed under suspension of the
rules.

No effort was made to obstruct ac-
tion, but Mr. liailey, the Democraticleader, pleaded for more time than the
forty minutes allowed under the rule,
and because it was refused, after the
bill had been passed, he inaugurated a
filibuster against District of Columbia i
leglslatloh that continued all day. Mr,
Bailey desired to speak in favor of tht-
bill, but could not get time.

Mr. Hull. In opening the debate, ex-
plained briefly the necessity for these
men to man the coast defenses of the
country. Uy July 1, he said, 244 guns
and 232 mortars would be mounted.
These guns required eighteen men each
to handle them and in time of war six-
ty. There were 4,02.r > artillerymen all
told in the service. The guns emplaced
July 1 would require seven thousand
men, regardless of any exigency that
might arise. Even if no exigency arose
these men, he insisted, would be neces-
sary to care for the fortifications and
the guns upon which we were expend-
ing millions of dollars. The charge that
this hill was an attempt to Increase th-
standing army, to be used possibly to
overawe the cities, he said, he consid-
ered too frivolous to discuss.

War Heatnrc.
Mr. Cos, in opposing the bill, said ha

would vote as cheerfully as any man
in the house for this bill, if it were
needed for the national defense as a
war measure, but he argued that the
president, as commarder-in-chicf of thj
army, had authority to detail imn from j
the other branches of the service, the
cavalry and infantry, and that such de- !
tails could man and care for the coast
defenses without increases? permanent-
ly the Btanding army.

Mr. Bt'Jknap (Rep., 111.), a son of ex-
Secretary of War Belknap, and Mr. Mc-
Clellan (Dem., N. V.). a son of Gen.McCleilan, both warmly advocated the
passage of the bill in brief speeches,
and Mr. Hay (Dem., Va.) created the
first open enthusiasm by declaring him-
self in favor of taking every step neces-
sary now to prepare for the emergency
which confronts the country.

Mr. Jones (Dem., Va.). the other
Democrat who opposed the bill, insist-
ed that the bill was not a war measure. I
as it had been recommended for several !
years.

Mr. Shafroth (Col.) caused a roi'nd of
applause when he expressed his regret j
that a single voice should be raised
against such a bill at such a time.
There was no denying the fact that our
foreign relations with Spain were on
the eve of a rupture.

War ought to be averted ifpossible,
but we ought to prepare at once, he
said, for every emergency.

Spain Forcing; War.
Mr. Williams (Dem., Mies.) said that

while his voice was now, as ever, for
peace, it &?emed absolutely certain that
Spain was forcing us into war to extri-
cate the reigning family from the des.
placed by the futile attempts to sub-
perate straits in which it was
jugate Cuba. He had been for Cuban
belligerency and Cuban Independence,
and if war was to come, as a result of
our sympathy for those who were
struggling for their freedom, he would
not refuse to give his vote to any meas-

DONS'PLIGHTDESPERATE

FINANCIAL STRAITS MAY »Il!VE

Sl'AlN TO AGGRESSIVE ACTION

War Soures SliHrpJj- Reflected In »be
London Ston-.k Market I'iessure

Kroin Paris to Sell Madrid Secur-

itleM—Spnnlah-American Compli-

cation Regarded as Most Serious.

NEW YORK, March 7.—Evening
Post's London financial cablegram:
The stock markets here were flat and
demoralized today by political scares,
consols and similar securities closing
quiet at the lowest. The scares were
all the mo-re potent, coming on the eve
of the settlement.

Americans opened flat and gave way
steadily on home and continental sell-
ing. The arbitrage houses gave no sup-
port till afternoon, when the support
was considerable. Prices closed prac-
tically at the lowest, including for-
eigners, Spanish securities being one-
fourth lower.

There was much pressure from Paris
to sell Spanish securities, as also
Turkish securities and all internation-
al and South American stocks. Still,
considering the intricacies of the politi-
cal complications, today's fall was no
more than could be expected.

Trouble is feared at the settlement,
if there is no recovery prior thereto.

Bar gold is in demand for American
importers at about 77s lOd. Most of
the gold arrivals by the Cape boat are
believed to have been sold to New
York. Of about 500,000 pounds of Jap-
anese yen in the open market, a con-
siderable portion is believed to have
been bought by New York, but' the
Bank of England has raised the buy-
ing price of yen to 76s sd, and some
may go to the bank. Probably 400,000
pounds in all were bought here today
for New York.
It is not generally known that one

clause of the Japanese loan contract
provided for the withdrawal of Euro-
pean bankers from the contract, if at
the time of issue the political situa-
tion should be critical.

The loan probably would have been
issued next Saturday, and it is be-
lieved in city circles that Russia's de-
mand that China shall settle the points
raised by the former within five days
is significant, including, among other
objects, the defeat of the loan project.

The position of Spain and the United
States attracted the most attention.
City financiers attach much importance
to the desperate condition of Spanish
finances and believe that JUis may
prompt Spain to aggressive action, or,
at least, prevent Spain from with-
drawing from the position taken. If
the worst happens, it is believed that
Paris may render financial assistance
to Spain, French interest in Spanish
stocks being large. At the same time
Spanish stocks are not iheld quite so
largely jn^Franoe as they were a few
years ago. •\u25a0»—.* -<«.-^'».,-«*"••

Long's remark that the Spanish gov-
ernment is beyond suspicion of any
deliberate share in the matter. But
they come back promptly to the pointthat, granting their assumption of an
outside explosion, the Spanish govern-
ment must be held responsible on the
ground that proper precautions would
have prevented the disaster. In any
event, they declare, war is inevitable.
Ifwe do not seek it of our own accord
we shall -drift into it," and this, they
argue, would put us in an ignoble light
before the world; hence, ifwe have got
to have war anyway, why not bring
it on promptly, while our own state of
preparation is still tetter than Spain's.
One of these men, whose name is al-
most equally well-known on two con-
tinents, presented the jingo case toyour correspondent today in compre-
hensive style.

"Strong pressure," said he, "has been
and will be brought to bear upon the
president to induce him to make a
strictly commercial affair of this, by
asking Spain for damages in money.
It seems to me, if anything were calcu-
lated to strengthen the impression some
foreigners have of us, that the al-
mighty dollar is first in our thoughts,
waking or sleeping, it is this. There
are some things which no money -willpay for, and which a man would feel
ashamed to try to liquidate in dollars
and cents."

"Yet you did not feel that way when
President Harrison made terms with
Chili on a money basis?" he was re-
minded.

"That was a different matter. The
assault upon our sailors inValparaiso,
while probably inspired by dislike of
the United States, was after all an as-
sault upon individuals, and not the
same as Ifsome miscreant had attack-
ed the riip to which they belonged,
and which was in a sense a part of the
United States."

"The president may not appreciate
your distinction; but what would you
have him do Instead of demanding
money indemnity?"

Demand Cuba's Freedom.
"We -would have him demand the

freedom of Cuba as the only compensa-
tion we could afford to accept in view
of all the circumstances. No matter
what may be said in proof that Spain
had no share officially in the matter,
there willalways remain Inthe popular,
mind a feeling that there was at least
a singular series of coincidences, and
that the fact that the occurrencewas

not received due consideration in judg-

every day life on accident may happen
to you on your neighbor's premises, and
he may assure you of his deep regret,
and offer you reparation as far as
money willbuy that, and yet the at-
tending circumstances may be such
that ifyou are a frank man you can-
not bring yourself to accept these
terms. Ifthe Maine waft blown up In
Havana harbor, even by no direct con-
nivance of the Spanish government,
we have a right to assume that Spain

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Justified in taking that colony away
and putting it under a government
which would insure the safetly of all
visiting ships of friendly nations. In
other words, we should have a right
to say to Spain, 'You cannot control
the anarchist element in this popula-
tion-; so get out.'

"
"Applyingthe same logic, what would

have happened ifthe explosion had tak-
en place at Santander or Corunna, in
Spain, Instead of at Havana, in Cuba.?
Would you then have ordered the Span-
ish government out of Spain, on like
grounds?"

'"Then we should have had no such
means of redress as now. We cannot

j argue from the one case to the other,
because the conditions are entirely dif-
ferent, and any way the matter is not
one for discussion on grounds of logic
and consistency. The greatest acts in
history would not bear the tests which
you would apply to this situation. We
all know the results of Lincoln's issue
of his emancipation proclamation; yet
there is not a constitutional lawyer in
the country who will pretend to have' discovered, even to this day, a clause
in the Constitution Justifying that act.
At the time the proclamation was is-
sued, not a few radicals criticised 1t on
the ground that it ought to have been
done nearly two years before. Between
the constitutional lawyers and these
critics, if we trusted the matter to
them, Mr.Lincoln would figure in his-
tory as one of the great blunderers of
his era; and yet all the world knows
that the thing he did, and his method
of doing it, and the time he chose for
it, were the best possible, whether they
violated all the canons or not. There

the payer's property? Would it not bemore merciful to take all the payer's
visible assets at once, and give him his
full discharge?"

The Other Side.
As an antidote to this sort of reason-

Ing another public man of prominence,
who has made a study of foreign
finance, said today:

result. It takes two nations' to go to
war, and war costs a tremendous price;
