WHAT ONE DEMOCRAT THINKS OF

"Ihave read very carefully the opin-
ion of Mr. Townley relative to the legal
Standing of the city Democracy," said
:igentleman yesterday, who is interest-
ed in the Buccess of the party at the
coming election, "and while there can
be no question of Mr. Townley's desire
t. tender such advice as willoperate in
the best Interests of the Democraitle
party, yet Iam satisfied that he is in
error when he states that the 'Demo-
cratic citizens' is the only Democratic
party here that willhave a legal stand-
ing this Bpring.

"That name was adopted two years
ago only as an exigency, which does
not -xist at the present time. The
Democratic party of this city cannot be
consigned to legal oblivion because of
an Irregularity In calling a convention.
There Is. there must be, a nucleus to
th. party

soma power to call the

party together Into a convention. The
only question is

—
where does that power

rest ?
"It must reside Inone of the follow-

ing places: In the committee repre-
sented by Mr. R. \V. Bell; In the city
committee, which assumed to call the
convention of two years ago over which
Mr.Bcannell presided, or in the county
committee, of which Mr. Townley is
thi chairman.
"Inorder to have the matter definitely

settled, my suggestion to the party
workers is this: Let the old city com.
mittee meet and issue a call for a con-
vention. Let the county committee !s-
--pue a call for a convention to take place
at the same time and place; ifeither
of tlu-He committees is the legal one
the convention will thus be legal, and
a petition Of 800 or more voters, origi-

nated by this convention, will insure
the placing of the candidates' names
on the official ballot.

"If this is not done, but instead a
•Democrat-Citizens' convention called,
Mr. Bell's committee will hold an os-
tensibly 'Democratic' convention, and
secure the requisite petition for its
candidates, using the word 'Democrat'
as the party appellation, which title
not being disputed by any other body
Of voters formed into a convention,
muFt stand, whether the 'Bell' com-
mittee be legal or not.

"Thus there will be at least two
tickets In the field, one using the term
'Democrat' and the other. 'Democrat-
Citizens'

if the prosramme proposed

by Mr. Townley should go through,
which would mean inevitable disaster
and defeat for the Democratic party.

"The Democratic voters must choose
for themselves which course they will
pursue, and they must bear in mind
that Messrs Bell and Scannell are no
fools.and will not neglect to avail them-
selves of any advantage secured
through mistakes committed by those
to whom they are opposed.

WOULDN'T INDORSE DOHAIV.

Third Ward Republicans Are am
Thoroughly Divided as Poitdible.

The Republican precinct commltteemen of
the Third ward refused at a meeting last
night, to Indorse the administration which
has controlled the city for the past two
years, but they did offer to "shed every drop
of blood in their bodies in the defense of
the flag in case of a war with Spain."

A resolution drawn by C. B. Davidson,
which was introduced as soon as the roll
had been called and it was found there was
a quorum present, read as follows:

Resolved, by the Third ward precinct com-
mltteemen, That as loyal Republicans we
regard with pride and satisfaction the im-
provements that have been made and the
good government which has prevailed in our
city during the last two years under Repub-
lican rule, and while we have not as yet
reached an agreement as to choice of can-
didates for the offices of mayor, comptroller,
assemblymen and municipal judges, we here-
by express our appreciation of the wise, ef-
ficient and economical manner In which the
present Incumbents have performed their of-
licial dutii's.

Col. Sam Lowenstein objected to the pas-
sage of the resolution. It was nonsense, he
said, to have a handful of people from the
Third ward Indorse and seek to convey the
Impression that the Third ward favored any
particular candidate for mayor or other of-
fices. This could be attended to at the pri-
maries, and the resolution would be proper
when the grand old party assembled in" con-
vention.

J. C. Reichardt also opposed the resolu-
tion. He said "any mayor who would ap-
point a school board of Republicans, who
would vote to retain two Democratic officials
in their positions, need expect no Indorse-
ment."

Col. Lowensteln's motion to lay the reso-
lution on the table was adopted without a
voice being raised to the contrary.

After delegating Chairman Brandhorst to
hand in a list of names for judges of elec-
tion to the Republican city committee and
adopting the resolution that all the mem-
bers of the committee would rally to the
support of the flag in ease of a war with
Spain, the meeting adjourned.

J. C. Reichardt, who is a radical Kiefer
striker, dared any man in the Third ward
to oppose Col. Kiefer, and as he appeared to-
be directing his remarks to Register of Deeds
Krahmer, that gentleman announced that he
did not intend to oppose Kiefer or any of the
other candidates, but to remain neutral.

The committee then adjourned to the old
Salvation Army barracks, where a meeting
to organize a Third Ward Republican club
was being held. When ihe hall was reached
there was another row.

John Harris, on being Informed that an
organization had been effected with W. H.
Kelly as president, Harry Simmons as vice
president, and J. M. Cooley as secretary, de-
nounced the club, and claimed that it was In
the Interests of Edward Feldhauser formayor.

Col. Lowenstein said the thing was a snnp
game. No notice had been given of the
intention to form a club, and he, for one,
would rot stand it.

J. C. Reichart followed In the same strain.
The names of the flfty-six present were

registered and after a deal of wrangling the
following temporary officers were chosen:
President, W. H. Kelly; secretary, C. B.
Davlson; treasurer, A. G. Tong; sergeant-at-
arms, Horace Brown.

The club will elect permanent officers next
Tuesday evening.

WANT TOBY RETAINED.

Colored Citizens Have a Protect to

File With the Fire
Board.

At a meeting of colored citizens held
last evening at A. O. U. W. hall, a
committee was appointed to meet with
the pastor and trustees of the African
Methodist church, March 10, at which
time resolutions will be drafted and
passed, touching on the assassination of
J. W. Baker, the postmaster at Lake
City, S. C.

The committee Includes the following:

l/oomis, P. L. McGhee, J. Q. Adams,
Samuel Harding and George E. James.

The attention of the meeting was
called to the proposed removal from the
fire department of Fred Toby, owing
to the fact that he was a Democrat.
A resolution was passed recommend-
ing that Mr. Toby be retained and that
no other colored man be removed from
the fire department, except for cause.

A committee, consisting of E. P.
Wade, J. Q. Adams and William Gard-
ner, was appointed to wait on the board,
of fire commissioners and inform that
bc-dy of the action taken.

CHARTER COMMISSION GUARDS

AGAINST A POSSIBLE DEFICIT

ProvlMion Made Whereby $50,000
May He Appropriated From the
General Fund, if NeooNsni-y The
Financial Chapter Still Under
ConNiderntion.

The charter commission means busi-
ness. Realizing that the time is short,
it 13 henceforth going to meet every
night, save Sunday nights.

There was a bare quorum present
last night. Pierce Busier completed it
when he walked in at 8:15 p. m.

Without any delay, the consideration
of chapter 5, on finances, was resumed.
City Comptroller McCardy being pres-
ent.

Continuing, the commission consider-
ed the succeeding sections of Title 1.,
covering "public accounts," and adopt-
ed the remaining1 seven sections, as
recommended by the committee.

Title 11., which deals with "the public
expenditures," was then taken up.

After some discussion section 1 of
Title 11. was adopted.

The section provides that the com-
mon council shall, by a two-thirds vote,
in December of each year, fix the
amount to be expended by each de-
partment of the city government.

The next section brought a most
important matter to the attention of
the commission. It contains a subdi-
vision providing for an appropriation
of $50,000 from the general fund, in
aid of the schools. The new paragraph
of the subdivision, which was adopted,
reads as follows, after providing for
the usual school Income:

Provided, however, that If, In the .pinion
of the common council, the maximum
amount of tax permitted to be ratsi-1 Tor

the expenses of the puclic schools of the
said school district, by said charter, shall
be Insufficient for their economical tv;p it
and maintenance, including ii-iivuue pc oo!
accommodations, in any year, the common
council may aprropriate j.si.l set aide, oat
of that part of the revenues of the city f r
such year, aiiang from souv^js uth»-r tiian
the direct taxation of property, a s'-im not
exceeding fifty thousand r"o!l;i s (S6O 000), to
be used solely for the following purposes.
viz.: For acquiring sites; erecting, flttng
up and furnishing additional public school
buildings and accommodations; for making
additions to or improvements of existing
public school buildings and accommoda-
tions; for repairing, maintaining and re-
newing the heating and ventilating appa-

PARLOR CONFERENCE

It* Physical, Intellectual Jind Eth-

ical Bearings Are Explained by

Students of the Subject Secret

"The Educational Problem" by Miss
Estelle M. Darrah; "The Ethical Prob-
lem" by the Rev. Dr. P. R. Heffron,

and "The Charity Problem" by the Rev.
George F. Soper. At the conclusion of
the reading of the papers, there was a
general discussion, participated in by

Dr. Smith, Professor Curtiss, Rev E.

P. Savage, Dr. A. J. Stone and Misa

Laura Hand. ._

"The question of heredity," said Dr.
Sweeney. "Is interesting from every point

of view It is natural for us to expect that
when we sow wheat we should reap the
same; that when we mow the grasses from
the meadow, by some mysterious force the

same abundant harvest willbe replaced.
"The transmission oiacquired qualities or

beings is really the basis of evo'.ution. The

tranfniission of mental traits and qualities
Is as less definite than the physical. The
advancement of civilization has been more
rapid than the development of the brain
power of certain of the race.

"Nature has caet us as in a mold ,.adapt-

ing us as well as she can to the purposes
of our life, and has given us the physical
endowments which shape our future. Alone
W"Leirt to ourselves our lives are as arbi-
trarily marked out for us as the course* of.
the planets. We are what our cellular
protoplasmic organization shall determine,

unless we are acted upon by other influ-
ences And, fortunately, powerful as he-

redity Is, there is a force Infinitely greater,

a potentfality vastly more intelligent, in-

spired by a higher and more noble pur-
pose. Educafon is the saving clause, in the
decree of fate. Education is the power
which acting slowly and without apparent
results upon the individual, impresses upon
the species its beneficent and powerful in-
fluence By this means the mental ana
physical gifts of heredity are trained and
developed, so that from the blind decrees
of fate we are satisfied to accomplish the
fullest and most complete purpose of our
existence."
Intreating of "The Educational Prob-

lem" Miss Darrah said, among other
things:

Education has to deal with three classes,

the fit, the unfit and the fittest. Our unfit
forms a very small minority. There are
two influences at work In the development

of the race, degeneration and the survival
of the fittest. The vitalityof our ancestors
was vigorous; the resulting race Is emi-
nently fit to survive. The weak have either
been unab'.e to reproduce themselves be-

cause of increasing competition for food
and clothing, or their children have been
unable to survive.

From a theoretical standpoint, we have

no right to assume the utter unfltness at
conception of any living being, though hys-
terical conditions and improper nourish-

ment of the mother may bring the child into

the world an Inevitable failure. Moreover,
experience bears out this generalization.

Even In that greatly overworked family,

the Jukes, six-sevenths of whose 709 regis-

tered members are criminals, children taken
at birth into good surroundings grow up

decent and Industrious. Of the supposedly
unfit inmates- of the Elmira reformatory,
83 per cent are reformed. With much less
rigid commitment laws, 70 per cent of our
own state training school graduates are at
work and doing well. A family which has
furnished four thieves to the state Bchool
has seen all four returned to become honest
\u25a0workmen.

The speaker recommended:
1. Free opportunity for the fittest to

realize their plan unhampered by a required
routine.

2. School physicians to forcibly remove
from parents children being made unfit by
drink, tobacco, immorality or disease.

3. A course of study flexible enough to
allow special cases special treatment.

ratus thereof; or procuring, maintaining
and repairing furniture for the same; and
for procuring fuel for heating the same;
but no part of said appropriation shall beused for erecting any additional public
school buildings, except in pursuance of an
ordinance of the common council, passed
by the \o-u-s of at least three-fourths (%) of
all the members of each body thereof. The
city comptroller, In case of any such ap-
propriation, is i.required to open a sepa-
rate fund account, to be known as the
"School Accommodation Fund," to which
he shall credit all amounts so set apart,
and to which he shall charge all expendi-
tures made therefrom by the common coun-
cil; and he shall make- ail such reports inregard to the condition of such fund, and
such recommendations concerning the same,
as he is required by this charter to make
in regard to other separate funds.
Before the question was put on tho

adoption of the foregoing paragraph,
Mr. Butler afeked Col. Clough if he
whs convinced: that it would relieve the
present situation as to the schools. Col.
Clough declared that he was confident
it would, and the paragraph was adopt-
ed.

Paragraphs 1t0,25 were then adopted,
after they had been read, with the ex-
ception of filling in the blanks as to
the total expenditures of each depart-
ment per year.

The blank in the paragraph providing
for a contingent fund to be used by
the common council, "to promote the
general welfare of the city," was filled.
It was the sense of the commission
that the amount ought not to be less
than $10,000. Mr.Dean thought it ought
to be less, but he stood alone.

The last paragraph of section 2,
regulating expenditures, caused some
debate. It provides that expenditures
by the water department for exten-
sions of or additions to the water plant
and works of the city shall be such
as the common council shall authorize,
from time to time, upon recommenda-
tion of the board of water commission- I
ers, by ordinance, to be passed by vote
of three-fourths (%) of all the members j
of each body.

Expenditures for repairs, main-
tenance, and operation of the water
supply plant and works, other than
salaries of officers and clerk hire, shall i
be determined, from time to time, by ]
the board of water commissioners, as |
the need therefor shall appear to said |
board.

Mr. Butler was opposed to the prin-
ciple of allowing the common council
to coerce the various boards In mat-
ters under their control.

Col. Clough said that the real pur-
pose of the paragraph was to restrict I
the power of the common council.

The paragraphs under section 2 of.
Title 11. were then formally adopted,
ond the commission adjourned until to-
night.

Rev. Dr. P. R. Heffron spoke on the
"Ethical Problem" branch.

••Are we justified in saying," he asked,
that heredity gives rise to an ethical prob-
lem? What possible connection can therebe between ethics and heredity? No one

doubts that environment has a great dealto do with our manners. But what has
heredity to do with making one good or
bad? If the moral sense of conscience isto be the judge, and pleasure or utilitythesole standard, the field of ethics will bemuch restricted.

"Mere knowledge is not enough. Thepagan poet spoke the truth when he said:'
'I see what is good and I approve it,

but Ido what is evil.'
"And Paul has expressed the same idea

in his forceful words:"
'For what Iwould, that Ido not; but

•what Ihate, that Ido.'
"Right conscience must become a second

nature. Legislation cannot reach the
moral sense. Healthy morality transmits
itself. Knowledge willnot do alone; prac-
tice must be added. The great secret ofthe solution of the ethical problem lies
with the parent. Napoleon, once asked
what he. would do to produce a great nation,
answered: 'I would train the mothers.'

"
"The Chaiity Problem" was dealt

with in an interesting way by the Rev.
George F. Soper.

"The education of the people has," hesaid, "produced great gain in methods. Yet,
in spite of all this magnificent gain in plan,
method and spirit in dealing with the char-ity problem, pauperism is steadily on the
increase. My theme is. strictly speaking,
'Heredity and Pauperism." Statisticians
have not yet been able to measure the fullstrength of heredity in the place of moral
conduct. While there has come to us fromEuropean countries much of their scum, and
dregs and disease for us to fumigate,clean, cure and control the danger is not
as great from foreign immigration as wemay suppose."

'If you want to reform a aman'sad Emer-
eon, you must begin with his grandfather.'
In the solution of this problem of pauper-
ism we are convinced that the great need
is to train and teach those who will natur-ally become parents, so that they may
know how to care for their health, earn an
honeet living and live self-respecting citi-
zens. It is possible, by a proper environ-
ment and teaching, to awaken new instincts,
latent capabilities and dormant energies,
which shall master and subdue vicious te-
dencles and elevate those who, under samecircumstances, would be paupers and crim-
inals, into comparatively decent, self-sup-
porting and self-respecting people.

"The final solution of the problem must
come through those who have a profound
feeling that those who are strong ought to
bear the burdens of the weak. He who
would reform must gain the co-operation of
those to whom he ministers.
