CREE INDIANS BEG.

They Want to Share in Uncle Sam's
Bounty.

HELENA, Mont.,, March 9.—Buffalo Coat,
chief of the Cree Indians in Montana, ac-
companied by his cousin, White Snake, and
an interpreter, pald a visit to the executive
office yesterday afternoon. The chief desired
to call on Gov. Smith, but the governor
was in Butte, and the object of his visit
was not accomplished. Buffalo Coat wanted
to impress the governor with the need of
his people for government assistance. He
sald that his people were going hungry, that
they wanted land and plows and horses so
that they could raise crops and be self-sup-
porting.

The Crees are not wards of this govern-
ment, and have no rights which the United
States is bound to respect. Two years ago
the Crees, who had invaded Montana from
Canada, were deported across the line, the
United States and Dominion governments
having charge of deportation. The Indians
were then removed to a reservation on which
another Cree tribe lived, but did not stay
long, for they gradually crossed the line
again, either in families or small bands, un-
til all of those deported two years ago are
again in the state. There are now 300 Crees
in Montana according to Buffalo Coat. The
tribe as a whole is in pitiable condition, liv-
ing mainly on slaughter house refuse. Their
deportation was only accomplished through
vigorous efforts upon the part of Gov. Rick-
ards, through the medium of the state de-
partment at Washington, and now it is
feared the same steps will have to be taken
again to rid the state ol their charge.

WAR OF THE RAILROADS

PRESIDENT VAN HORNE ACTING IN
SELF-DEFENSE

So He Says in an !njtervlew in Wash-
lnztnm——unnor)'l‘hgg the Rate Is
to Be Cut to $5 In a Few Days—
It Lacks Authoritative Confirma-
tion, ]

WASHINGTON, vp. C,, March 9.—
President W. C. an }iorne, of the
Canadian Pacific, Is Here“and in an in-
terview today paid ‘his Pespect to the
transcontinental roads as follows:
“But without waiting to see what
we would do, these lines began to cut
rates, secretly. Of this we have abund-
ant evidence, in the shape of tickets,
bought at prices which the companies
would not‘redeem. This left the Can-
adian Pacific no other alternative than
of an open tariff, which is flled with
the interstate commerce commission.
“Every time secret cuts are made,
this is our recourse. This is all there
is of the rate war, between us and some
of the American companies, and our
position is purely self defense.”

COMPROMISE IS POSSIBLE.

The Western Roads Will Attend a
Meeting_at New York.

CHICAGO, March 9.—There is a pos-
sibility that the trouble over transcon-
tinental rates between the Canadian
Pacific and the roads of the United
States may be settled next week. Chalr-
man Caldwell, of the Western Passen-
ger assoclation, received a joint tele-
gram today signed by Chairman Don-
ald, of the Central Passenger associa-
tion, and Commissioner Farmer, of the
Trunk Line association, asking if the
Western roads would agree to meet
the lines of the Central Passenger com-
mittee and of the Trunk Line associa-
tion in New York next Tuesday.

It is understood that the Canadian
Paciflc will also be represented at the
meeting.

Chairman Caldwell replied for the
Western roads to the effect that they
would be represented.

Nothing more than this is known by
the Western roads, but they say that
they are willing to do all that they
honorably can to settle the troubles
between the American lines and the
Canadian Pacific. 3

The meeting of the Western roads,
called for today to consider the best
thing to be done in relation to the last
cuts in rates made by the Canadian
Pacific, did not do anything of im-
portance. It was agreed that the Grand
Trunk shall be allowed to make flat
rates from New England points to
North Pacific coast points for the pur-
pose of meeting the competition of the
Canadian Pacific if it desires to do so.
This was the only thing done at the
meeting, the balance of the session be-
ing taken up by routine matters.

There was some evidence today that
the transcontinental rate row is be-
ginning to affect local rates. Twoé
tickets reading over the Lake Shore
road from points in the Northwest
were found in the hands of scalpers.
The Lake Shore has not thrown open
its line for the use of cut rates in con-
nection with through business, ana
why it should be selected as the line
likely to stand a thing of that sort in
its local traffic is a mystery. The tick-
ets were taken up and the road issuing
them will be brought up with a round
turn.

ANOTHER CUT POSSIBLE.

Rumer That Lacks Confirmation
Says the Rate WIill Go te $3.

Quite a stir was created yesterday by the
unofficial statement that the Canadian Pa-
cific had filed with thé interstate commerce
commission a new tariff, which will reduce
the rate to the Pacific coast to $5, effective
on Saturday.

While it has been understood that the
Canadian Pacific people meant to tear things
wide open when once they started, it was
not thought they would so completely dis-
figure the tariff rates, until the $10 second-
class rate was announced and made effective
today.

While no authority could be secured for the
new rate of $5, it was reported that notice
of the intention to quote it had been for-
warded to the commission.

This latest reduction, if found to be on the
card, will be promptly met by both the Great
Northern and Northern Pacific.

Conversation with some of the transcon-
tinental passenger men yesterday brought
forth the rather reluctant statement that
whatever rates were made by the Canadian
road would be met without’ delay. It was
learned that Mr. McNicoll, of the Canadian
Pacific, has consented to attend a meeting
of the trunk lines in New York so that the
end of the trouble may not be very far off.

The attitude taken by both Mr. - Fee, of
the Northern Pacific,c and Mr. Whitney, of
the Great Northern, is that they are now,
as they always have been, ready to discuss
the differences there are in a business-like
manner at any time. They both urge that
the situation is the same now as it has been,
and that when the Canadian Pacific people
are willing to get down tox business there
will be no obstacle offered.

The added fact that the passenger meet-
ing called for yesterday In Chicago has been,
by common consent, deferred until the 15th,
when it will be held in New York, would
make it appear that an understanding of
some sort looking to the restoration of the
normal rates has been reached by some of
the powers that be.

SHIPMENTS IN TRANSIT

MERCHANDISE
PASSING

l"qll THE WEST
THROUGH CANADA

Figures Compiled in the Treasury
Department at Washington—For
eign Paper on the Action of the
Canadian Paeific Railroad—
Around the Local Offices.

Some interesting figures were recelv-
ed at the office of Traffic Manager
Hannaford, of the Northern Pacific
company, yesterday, from the Wash-
ington attorney of the road in the
shape of a circular issued by the treas-
ury department showing the transit of
merchandise through Canada from this
country during the year 1897. The cir-
cular is compiled by W. B. Howell, as-
sistant secretary, and shows the fol-
lowing totals in the various depart-
ments:

The list of American ports through
which this merchandise passed includes
Bangor and Portland, Me., Island Pond,
Newport, Richmond and St. Albans,
Vt.,, Buffalo, Ogdensburg and Suspen-
slon Bridge, N. Y., Detroit and Huron,
Mich., and Pembina, N. D.

The ports through which the most of
this American merchandise passed were
Detroit, with over half the grand total
of tons; Huron, with a quarter of the
whole, and then Suspension Bridge and
Ogdensburg.

SEEN FROM A DISTANCE.

How the Frankfurter Zeitung Re-
gards the Present Rate War.

The annual meeting of the Canadian Pac:fic
railroad company takes place Wednesday,
April 6, and the present policy being pur-
sued by the officials of the company have set
some of the financial as well as operating
men to thinking.

Taking into consideration the attitude of
the road to the American lines in the pres-
ent rate war, the comment of the Frankiurt-
er Zeitung, a paper which is read by a num-
ber of men who have their money invested
in the stock of the road, may not be uninter-
esting. It says:

It appears that active competition has once
morg broken out among the American rcads
and Canadian Pacific is now somewhat prom-
inent In the matter. This road is accused of
wantonly invading the territory of American
railways, compelling them to defend them-
selves by cutting rates at heavy expense.

As regards the rate war we understand
that while the American roads are willing to
make and maintain the same rates as those
made by the anadian Pacific, the latter roads
insist on having a differential even on
Alaska business, although it has great
natural advantages over the American roads
in handling this business. .

It is naturally difficult at this distance to
form an exact opinion regarding Canadian Pa-
cific action. It is, however, greatly to be re-
gretted that the stability of American rail-
rcad relations should be again impaired by
competition and rate wars. That such a
policy will also injure the earnings of Ca-
nadian Pacific is self evident. We advise
European stockholders not to remain indit-
ferent to this matter, but to request ex-
haustive explanatfon from the management
at the annual meeting April 6,

TRAVEL ON THE TRAILS.

Dyea and Skaguay Are Reported to
Be Rather Congested.

An Alaska bulletin, just issued by the
Great Northern publicity department, con-
tains the following:

Travel on the Dyea and Skaguay trails is
becoming quite congested.

March 1 there was a camp of about 700
people at Shteep camp, on the Dyea trail,
and there were about 3,000 more scattered
along the fourteen miles of road batwesn
there and Dyea. For ten days a fearful
storm had prevailed, rendering it impossible
for any one to cross the summit. The tram-
way could not be operated during this per.od.

The prospects are that the season will b»

cold and late, and, with the immense number |
of people going in every week, the jam will |

become so great that when the weather doecs
become favorable the crowded econdition of
the trail will prevent rapid movement. Docks

have been completed at Dyea, which will
greatly facilitate the unloading of vessels.

The Brackett wagon road from Skaguay
to Summit lake is nearing completion, and
will be open for business about April 1. It
is a “‘toll”” road, and the cost of using it will
be about the same as the tramway charges
on the Dyea trail, and at Skaguay you do
your own packing. At the present time the
travel from Skaguay is up the river bed, and
the trail is said to be in as good condition as
could be expected at this season. Storms are
as frequent there as at Dyea. A great deal
of sickness has developed on the Skaguay
trail and in the town, caused by the in-
clement weather, and the frail shelters in
which the majority of the Klondikers live.

Many large parties are going into the Cop-
per river country, but their destination is so
remote from civilizatlon that no reports have
been received from them.

Milwaukee Pulls Out.

MILWAUKEE, March 9.—The Chicago,
Milwaukee *& St. Paul railroad, it is re-
ported, will not, after this month, contribute
more than its portion of a sum- sufficient to
pay the expense of one commissioner, secre-
tary and enough clerks to contfnue the pub-
lication of the joint freight traffic by the
Western Joint Trafiic bureau, located in
Chicago. The bureau employes something
like 100 men, an excessive number, it is
said. t is probable that notice will be given
to half of the employes that their services
will not be needed after March 3l.

Lake and Rail Line.

MILWAUKEE, Wis.,, March 9.—Another
lake and rail line from this city to the East-
ern seaboard will be put in operation as
soon as navigation opens.

The new line will be from Milwaukee to
Pary sound, by lake steamers, which will
leave this city three times a week for the
sound, the same number arriving here from
that point.

Bonding Privilege.

SPOKANE, Wash., March 9.—The Spokane
chamber of commerce last evening adopted
unanimously resolutions in favor of the con-
tinuance of the bonding privilege to Canadian
railroads, and requesting the Washington
congressional delegation to oppose the bill
now - pending for the rescinding of such
privileges.
