THEIR HEARTS WHITE

COLORED PEOPLE WANT A CHANCE
TO FIGHT SPAIN

Ask the President to Call Upon the
Negroes of the North and South
to Organize the Cuban Army of
Invasicgn—Fever-Proof if Not
Bullet-Proof,

While a number of organizations
throughout the country have offered
their services to the president in case
of a war with Spain, none of them have
volunteered in the manner of J. Frank
‘Wheaton for the colored citizens of the
United States. Mr. Wheaton has re-
ceived a number of letters from colored
men of the state and from the South,
and they all want the president to give
them an opportunity to whip Spain
alone and unaided, and in support of
this request offer several valid reasons
for the granting of it. These are con-
tained in Mr. Wheaton's letter sent to
the president yesterday, and which is
as follows:

Minneapolis, Minn., March 9, 798,
President Wm. McKinley,
Washington, D. C.
Mr. President:

Not ouly because one of the boys from
my native heme, in Hagerstown, Md.,
went down to death with the noble crew
of the Maine. Not only because more than
thirty colored men perished on that fearful
night, when nearly 300 of our countrymen
were, without warning, blown into eternity;
but because our patriotism impels us, do we
pray of you to grant the colored men of our
country an opportunity to whip Spain for
her gross insult to our flag and honor.

There is no use to sacrifice thousands of
lives of our white countrymen to the fever
of Cuba. The black Americans are fever
proof. We can endure the climate success-
fully. Nothing can molest us but Spanish
bullets, and those we do not fear; for in
ten days we guarantee to raise an army of
75,000 black men to wipe out the Spanish
army, and perch victory upon the American
banner,

Remembering that Crispus Attucks, a
negro, was the first man to spill blocd in the
Revolutionary war; and that in the wars
of 1812, 1845 and 1861 black men earnestly
fought for the S:ars and Stripes.- we are
eager to demonstrate the superiority of our
.Strength In freedom, over the disadvantages
under which we fought in bondage. Sin-
cerely yours. —J. Frank Wheaton.

WANAMAKER WILL RUN

CANDIDATE OF THE ANTI-QUAY
REPUBLICANS FOR GOVERNOR

Formal Letter of Acceptance to the
Committee Which Over a Monih
Ago Offred Support to the Ex-
Postmaster General on Behalf of
the Pennsylvania Business Men.

PHILADELPHIA, Pa., March 9.—
John Wanamaker will be the candidate
of the Businessmen’s Republican league
for governor. He gave out his letter
of acceptance tonight, addressed to the
notification committee appointed at the
meeting of representatives from nearly
all the countles in the state held in this
city on Feb. 7.

Mr. Wanamaker's delay of over a
month has led many of his friends to
believe that he would decline the nomi-
nation. He has been ill for some days,
but is now much better, and he stated
tonight that he will begin active politi-
cal work at once. It was intimated
that Mr. Wanamaker will be his own
campaign manager.

The letter of acceptance is as follows:

I consent to be a candidate for governor
in pursuance with your request. My reply
to you has been necessarily delayed. These
are the reasons: I have not wanted to be-
come a candidate and add to my labors the
duties of personally conducting a cam-
paign. I have been endeavoring to persuade
you to select anyone of a dozen men of
the state available for the place.

I ardently hoped that the leaders of the
Republican party would accept the notice
served upon them by the Bourse meeting
that the people intended to have something
to say as to who should be their next gov-

ernor.

The developments of the past two weeks
have been Invaluable to your cause and con-
clusive upon me in determining my action.

The crisis upon us is serious in its bear-
ing upon the future standing and prosperity
of the state. Since the last three county

conventions I have had a clearer vision of
the dangers of the situation—and now, after
taking ample time to analyze existing con-
ditions and having carefully considered
every phase of the situation from al po-
litical standpolnts, I have arrived at this
final decision with a comprehensive knowl-
edge of what the contest involves personally
and what the chances of success are,

No False Hopes.

I am nelther decelved nor influenced by
false hopes and know full well what my
prospects of success are, with the delegate
electing machinery In the hands of the
enemy, with the primaries and conventions
80 manipulated as to defeat instead of
register the will of the voters; with the
same high-handed methods that were em-
ployed to send an almost solld delegation
to the last national conventlon, instructed
for Senator Quay, when an overwhelming
majority of the voters of the state were
for McKinley; with manufactured contests
and bogus claims to be sustained by a
state committee that can be relled upon to
seat enough contesting delegates to glve
the machine candidate a majority—as was
done at last year’s state conventlon with
the deleint.es of the Twenty-seventh dis-
trict of Philadelphia—and the contest that
is now set up, thout a scintilla of
regularity or Ie%alltﬁ in the Twenty-fourth
district of Philadelphia, involving six dele-
fates, and with a chairman who gives time-
y warning that the state olagn.nlzation will
be against me if nominated.
