NO PROVISION FOR THEM

COMPTROLLER M'CARDY TALKS OF
EXTRA STREET LAMPS

Those Ordered by the Council Over
and Above 216 Mus{ Not Be Placed
—Tax Levy Budget Did Not Pro-
vide for Them—City
itures Must Be Reduced.

Expend-

Comptroller McCardy yesterday noti-
fied the St. Paul Gas company that the
order passed recently by the board of
public works and the city council, or-
dering 256 arc lights for the year, would
not be all paid for by the city. The
comptroller states that he will pay for
216 lights, but that the extra forty, if
located and operated by the gas com-
pany, will not be paid for.

Speaking of the matter yesterday the
comptroller said:

“In the tax levy budget for 1898, in ad-
dition to the 120 lights now in service, pro-
vision was made for ninety-six additional
ones, making 216 in all. 1 have been in-
formed by the board of public works that
after consultation with the members of the
council this number has been increased
forty, making a total of 256.

*“No provision was made in the tax levy
budget for any lights in addition to the
216, although in the contract for the year,
made with the gas company, additional
lamps may be lccated if ordered by the
council and the order recognized by the
company.

“Of course this provision of the contract
carries with i1t the question as to whether
there will be money to pay for the addi-
tional lamps. The matter was brought to
my attention by the resolution passed by
the council, ordering the 256 lamps, and I
have notificd the gas company that no pay-
ment will be made except for the 216 lamps
provided for In the budget.

““The board of public works claim that
the income for the lighting fund will be
suficient to pay for the additional lamp-.
As to this contention 1 can say that the
board has not sufficient information on this
subject upon which to allow them to ba:e
an opinion.

“The facts are the February settlement
for this year from the county treasurer
shows that $241,064.43 was received from

taxes, while the same settlement in 1897

showed the receipts to be $¢ a dif-

ference in favor of last ycar o .49,
“With the receipts shortened s early

in the year It is not wise to increase the
expense for lighting or any other depart-
ment over the amount provided for in the
budget. Each department of the city, In-
stead of increasing the expenditures will
have to sail a trifle closer to the wind t“an
before. It will be Nov. 1, owing to the
plan of paying taxes in two installments
this year, before the city will know just
where it is at in the matter of increasing
expenditures.”

RUSSIAN THISTLE IS GONE.

Farmers of the State Succeed in
Eradicating the Obnoxious Weed
Almost Entirely.

The Russian thistle, which at one
time threatened to devastate the crops
of .farmers of the state, has almost
entirely disappeared from the prairies
of Minnesota.

Gov. Clough stated yesterday that
the preventative measures passed by
the legislature and adopted by the
farmers of the state, had bzen largely
instrumental in eliminating the thistle
from Minnesota. There was, however,
some other element which had helped
to bring this about.

A member cf the faculty of the
state agricultural school had stated
recently that the heavy rainfall of the
last two years had not been conducive
of its growth. During dry weather
the thistle grew rapidly and the sced
quickly matured. The heavy winds in
the Northwest of late years might
have something to do with the dis-
appearance of the weed.

Gov. Clough stated that the farmsrs
of the Red river valley had been es-
pecially jubilant over the eradication
of the weed, owing to the fact that
it was In that section that the great-
est damage was feared.

In many parts of the state the thistle
had made its appearance, but in no
place was the weed so prevalent as in
the valley of the Red river. Some
times a township would bhe effected.
and not another weed could be found
in the whole county, but in the north-
western part of the state its growth
had permeated the whole district.

The Russian thistle was first intro-
duced into the Dakotas in flaxseed in
1873. It was supposed to have origin-
ated in Russia, although its growth
and general character is quite differ-
ent from the obnoxious weed of that
country. It is said that a plant two
or three feet in diameter, weighing two
or three pounds, would vield at ma-
turity 20,000 seeds, which,in dry weath-
er, were loosen2d from the plant and
carried away by the wind.

Thp .leglslature of 1895 passed a law
providing for the appointment by the
.town supervisors of a ‘“‘weed agent”
in the affected localities. The county
commissioners could, by resolutiuri,
ccme in under the law and the super-
visors appoint an agent to look after
the destruction of the weed in their
respective towns.

The law provides that a day shall
be named by the county commission-
ers for the destruction of the thistles,
an'd any person upon whose lands the
thistle was found growing after that
was liable to a maximum fine of $100.

The county shall fix the salary of
the weed agents, the law says, and
also pass upon his bills for expense
lig“carrylng out the intention of the

The_expense of exterminating
weed is met by taxation. The amount
in all cases was so small, however,
that it worked no hardship whatever
upon the taxpavers, and at the same
time their erops were protected.

Another enactment of the legislature
nf'1895 provides that townships shall
build fences' on the township line, to
{Jre\'ent the seed blowing across coun-
ry.

Prof. Snyder,
said:

“Peas and beans are vegetable foods, rich
in the nutriment present in meat. One
pound of beans contain one-fourth more of
the proteln, or vital nutrient, than ordi-
nary steak. Peas and beans should be more
extensively used.

‘‘Cheese is another article of food rich in
vital nutriment. A pound of cheese is in
food value more than equal to a pound and
a half of beef steak. Cheese is not indi-
gestible, but slow of digestion, and when
properly used is an aid to digestion.

““The daily food should be properly bal-
anced, so as to contain all of the nutri-
ients required by the body. Vital nutri-
ients to renew worn-out tissue and fat and
starch for the production of heat and
energy.”’

A PALACE ON WHEELS

NEW NORTHWESTERN TRAIN BE-
TWEEN ST. PAUL AND CHICAGO

It Is Complete in Every Detall, and

Unsurpassed on Any Line In the
United States —— Compartment
Cars Afford Absolute Privacy to

the Individual or Family,

The Northwestern road has just in-
troduced into its service between St.
Paul and Chicago one of the most com-
plete trains that covers a like dis-
of 500 miles, during the night
time in the United States.

The train is made up of Wagner cars
of the most complete finish, and each
car is lighted by electricity and gas;
the latter on the Pintsch light system.
The dining car alone has forty-four
electric lamps, and there are 359 in-
side electric lights, in addition to the
Pintsch gas burners, on each of these
limited trains.; and there are forty-five
outside electric lights. These are
placed at the corners of the cars, and
are protected by hoods.

On Thursday night the train came
through from Chicago In the face of a
northwest sleet and snow storm, and,
on its arrival in St. Paul, the eleven
cars, which comprised the train, were
a complete sheet of ice and snow on
the storm side. Icicles hung from the
roof and from the steps, but the whole
side of the train was frosted over, and,
as it passed through Hudson, it pre-
sented a remarkable appearance.

The train is vestibuled and possesses
the added feature of a large plate-
glass window, affording an outlook
from the platform and without inter-

ference with the accordion scheme
of the combination. The vesti-
bules are the full width of the cars

and provide a broad platform enclos-
ure, covered with heavy rubber tiling
on the floors.

In connection with each train there
are compartment and parlor cars, din-
ing cars and the ordinary sleeping
car with the smoker. All these are
furnished in walnut, mahogany,

oak. bird’'s-eve maple and rose wood,
and inlaid with many fascinating de-
signs. There is also much richness

in the tapestry of the trimmings, with
different patterns for each room.

The compartment cars are of the
same style as those which are in use
on Eastern roads. They afford absolute
privacy, either to the individual who
may desire exclusiveness, or the cou-
ple or family who may choose to travel
with this method of modern comfort.
Every room is furnished with toilet
conveniences of the most modern con-
struction. A cut-glass decanter filled

with Waukesha spring water is also
provided for each room.
A Journey of Comfort.
That which will most forcibly im-

press the traveler is the ease and com-
fort which the journey affords. Leav-
ing Chicago in one of these parlor cars
one can hardly realize that he is be-
vond the limits of his own drawing
room, dining room or parlor. Perhaps
the tribute to the Chicago & North-
western Railway company may seem
gratuitous, but there is no question at
all as to the quality of the road bed
between Chicago and St. Paul.

Frank Thompson, when he was gen-
eral manager of the Pennsylvania Ralil-
road company, was a persistent advo-
cate in the perfection of ballast as ap-
plied to road beds. He insisted upon

carrying his ideas into the system, and |

the development of them has brought
about the perfection of the Pennsy:-
vania railroad.

Marvin Hughitt, the president of the
Chicago and Northwestern road, is not
lacking in the knowledge of what a
road bed should be for the comfort of
passengers, and during his manage-
ment of the past twelve years has
crept forward into the elevation of a
system which rivals the Pennsylvania
railroad itself.

The introduction of this most beauti-
ful train upon the run between Chi-
cago and St. Paul s unquestionably a
tribute to the desire of all travelers for
comfort in the progress of their wan-
derings, and it is especially a tribute
to the good taste of the patrons of the
road between the metropolis at the
head of L.ake Michigan, and that of the
Northwest, comprised within the limits
of the Twin Cities.

There is a buffet and a llbrary car
attached to this train. The chairs are
upholstered in leather. All the daily
papers, magazines, perfodicals and a
library of standard works form a part
of the equipment. There is a car also
in connection with this train which is
especially acceptable to people with
limited means. There are many per-
sons who when they start out to travel,
feel that they cannot spend the mone,
necessary to provide them with ali-
night comforts and who are contear
to spend thelr hours of darkness in »
chair. In order to meet this class a
car has been provided in which a per-
son can recline with ease, and enjoy a
night of rest at a very little cost.

Lizhts Are Everywhere.

Special attentlon has been given to
the lighting of these trains. There is
a reading light in each secticn and
compartment, enabling each passenger
to enjoy himseif wiih a light corre
sponding to that of his own library.
