CHICAGO, March 12.—The break in Wall
street mace another ‘‘bad quarter of an
hour’” in wheat today, causing July to break
about 2¢. There was another struggle in May
between the Leiter and Armour interests,
but Leiter managed to maintain the former
price. Leiter applied to the directors for a
marginal price on May wheat, which tended
to relieve the tenslon toward the close. The
day’s decline in July was 1'jc. Everything
else on the floor showed weakness, especially
provisions, declines of T%@25¢ being recorded
in that market. Corn closed a shade lower,
and oats lost L @3gc.

Wheat started off as if a rally after the
weakness of yesterday was to take place.
Holders were encouraged by the steadiness
shown by the foreign markets, especially
Liverpool, in the face of yesterday’s tumble

in prices here. It was also known that
Leiter had placed additional shipping or-
ders of nearly 150,000 bu. Offerings at first

were in comparatively small volume, while
quite a good scattered demand was apparent.

Sales were made for July at the opening at
881,@88%c. This was ,¢c over yesterday's
closing price, and the buying demand was
good enough to add another small fraction
to the price in a short time. The market
held fairly steady for some time at around
that price, but finally the weakness in Wall
street giving rise to apprehensions of liquida-
tion in everything else, brought longs into
the market to unload. It also resulted in an
almost total cutting off of support, and pro-
fessional shorts, taking advantage of that
fact, hammered the price down rapidly.

For about fifteen minutes the market was
exceptionally weak, July selllng down with-
out a stop to 863c, a break of 2%c from the
high point. ‘The decline brought a good many
stop-loss orders, and considerable selling was
also done thrcugh fear of another attack
on May by the big bears. In this, however,
holders were agreeably disappointed. Plenty
of May was offered, but there was nothing
like the concerted attempt to break the mar-
Xket, which took place yesterday, and Lelter’'s
brokers had comparatively little difficulty in
iteeping the price at $1.04. Another influen-
“~! factor was the New York bank state-

Tne narket after getting down to 863c for
July, gradually grew quieter. The steadiness
of May had a good effect on the nerves of
¥he July holders and brought some of the
Carly sellers back. Shorts who had big
vrofits on the break also covered freely and
t.1e price gradually crept back to 867c.
