Coiiiniittee Appointed and One
Mcanlon Held Another Meeting
Today < hi<<w;<> Men Waiting.

NEW YORK, March 15.—Representa-
tives of nearly all the railroads in the
New Eng-land and Western states were
present today at a meeting of passen-
grer agents at the rooms of the Trunk
Line association in the Jersey Central
building.

The purpose of the meeting was to
consider ways and means for bring-
ing to a close the rate war precipitated
by the Canadian Pacific line in the
Northwest.
It is expected that the subcommit-

tee which went to Montreal several
weeks ago to endeavor to effect a set-
tlement with the Canadian Pacific may
submit a comprehensive report of its
work and recommend that action of a
decisive character be taken to bring
the fight to a close.

The agents took a recess at 1:30
o'clock and appointed a special com-
mittee to prepare a plan for the set-
tlement of existing troubles.

The special committee deliberated un-
til late this afternoon, when it report-
ed that an agreement had not been
reached and asked that the meeting
be adjourned until 2 o'clock tomorrow
afternoon, so that further deliberation
could be had. The desired adjournment
Vas granted.

CHICAGO, March 15.—The Western
roads have all their preparations made
for the meeting of a further cut in
the rates to the basis of $5 in second-
class rates from St. Paul to North Pa-
cific coast points in case the meeting
at New York does not result in a set-
itlement of the trouble with the Ca-
nadian Pacific.

All of the Western roads are hoping
that the end of the fight Is at hand,
but they are ready to meet further
cuts if they are found necessary. It is
the general opinion that a further cut

rate will follow closely on the adjourn-
ment of the New York meeting, if some
terms are not agreed upon with the
Canadian Pacific.

WESTERN TRAFFIC BUREAU.

Expense of Running It Is to Be
Reduced by tlic Roads.

CHICAGO, March 15.—The presidents
of the Western roads which are mem-
bers of the Western Joint Traffic as-
sociation held a meeting today for the
purpose of considering the future of
the organization. After some discus-
sion, it was decided that the matter
should be postponed untilMarch 22.

The feeling is growing among the
members of the bureau that the only
thing to do is to transform the bureau
into a simple medium for the issuing of
rate sheets. As the thing now stands
it is so expensive, in the opinion of
many of the roads, that there is little
justification for keeping it up.

Ever since the promulgation of the
supreme court decision, which declared
that all organizations similar to that of
the Western Freight Traffic bureau
are illegal, the bureau has found it
impossible to maintain rates in any
part of its territory.

There are ten commissioners drawing
large salaries, and, under existing cir-
cumstances, they have little or nothing
to do. It is proposed to reduce the
number of these officials to one. There
Is no complaint of the manner ofhand-
ling the work of the bureau, but the
roads simply feel that they are pay-
ing large sums of money for some-
thing which they cannot get as long
as the supreme court decision hangs
over them.

Some of the roads are advancing the
opinion that there will be trouble in
the rates if the bueau is wiped out of
existence, but there can hardly be more
trouble than there has been. The
bureau cannot maintain rates, and they
are not likelyto become more demoral-
ized after the organization has ceased
to exist than they are at the present
time.

FLOUR-CARRYING L.INES.

John Moshlk's fertile mind has been
planning for the past month for liberty.
The condemned murderer of John Lem-
ko, who will expiate his crime upon
the gallows Friday, has proved a sec-
ond Harry Hayward. He tried to bribe
his guard, but the scheme fell through.

Guard William Peterson has been
discharged by Sheriff Phillips. Peter-
son has been watching Moshik for
nearly three months. It was Peterson
whom Moshik almost killed in his des-
perate attempt to escape last January.
Two weeks ago, or less, the watches
were shortened from twelve to eight
hours each, and two men were put on
guard during each watch.

About a week ago Peterson went to
his superiors and said that Moshik had
attempted to bribe him. Upon being
questioned the prisoner admitted ev-
erything. It is said, and he said that
Peterson had agreed to liberate him
for $700, the amount of the mortgage
on Peterson's property. However, the
money was too much for Moshik to
raise, but he thought that he' could get

I$600. But the money was not forth-
coming, and Peterson gave the plot
away in spite of his promise to Moshik
to forever keep it quiet.

The plot In detail is as follows:
With a self-made saw Moshik has cut
out three bars in his cell nearest the
window in the jail tower. The cuts
he had carefully filled with soap, so
that they could not be detected. At
the proper time, Moshik was to break
the bars, lift the window, which would
be unfastened for him, and let himself
down to the fourth floor by means of
the sheet ropes which were found in
his cell recently. Then he was to es-
cape by the fourth floor, which is un-
finished. Plans of the floor were to be
furnished him. Moshik is said to have
made the statement that he would nev-
er be captured alive.

When the scheme fell through the
prisoner naturally began to dislike hia
guard. Sheriff Phillips has had the
matter under consideration, and let his
deputy out as easily as possible yester-
day.

The guard is also alleged to have
given the prisoner a considerable num-
ber of matches, which the latter tried
to swallow, as well as cigar stump.-,
as a slow method of killinghimself.
However, Moshik's stomach could not
hold this foreign matter.

CALLOWS ALL RIGHT.

The Machinery on Which Monhlk: In

to Re Hungred.

The gallows upon which John Moshik is to
be hanged for the murder of John Lemke,

was tested yesterday, and found to work ad-
mirably, without noise or friction, a credit 10
the work of the contractor.

The utmost care was used in the test.
The rope was taken from tho sheriff's office
to the loft in the Hennepin county Jail,
where the execution is to take place. It is
a 9-16-inch hemp, its breaking strain being
estimated at 2,228 pound*. The hang-man's
knot was tied by Sheriff Phillips holding the
noose. Jailor Duffleld, the rope, while Deputy
Clement wound the rope and turned the knot.
It was a perfect noose at the first trial.

A heavy sack waa secured, and into it was
weighed 2CO pound's of sand. It wa3 bound
with rope, and placed upon the trap. The
noose was fastened about the sack, and the
rope hauled taut to the beam above. It waa
then let down six feet, eight Inches, to allow
for that much drop, and was fastened to the
beam above. No knot was used In the fasten-ing. A plum line was dropped from the beam
to the renter of the trap, and the rope al-
lowed to hang with its noos© over th« front
of the beam. Then the slack rope of the un-
used end was wcuud about the beam a dozen
times, and the end half hitched to the beam.

Sheriff Phillips stepped to the lever, and
pulled it. The bag shot down like a shot,
but the rope did uot receive ths full weight
as the stretch of the new rope allowed thebag to strike tho floor. Another trial was
made with better results. The rope willbe
allowed to stretch by the weight of the sack,
and when the prisoner drops from the trap,
there will be no stretch of any account. Hewillbe allowed the full drop of sU feet eight
Inches.

DABROW STILL TALKING.

Promises to Conelndc His Tall*
Early Today.

The Kingdom case, on trial In Minneapo-
lis, will go to the Jury today. H. G. Wil-
son and Samuel B. Todd testified yesterday
morning, and several men from distant Min-
nesota towns swore that the book company
had a first-class reputation. J. E. Rlcketta
and C. L. Morrlll were recalled and contra-
dicted each other.

Mr. Darrow then addressed the Jury. He
told the Jury that the case against the book
company waa proved to the satisfaction of
any fair man and elucidated the testimony In
detail. He referred to the Fort Madison
case and contrasted the stories and the mo-
tives of the parties present at the interview
in which it waa alleged that a bribe had
been offered Morrill. On the one side was
Morrlll, with no end to serve; on the other,
two employes of the company, and they ad-
mitted enough of the story told to Morrlll to
show that there was something In It. The
story as to the Joliet affair was another re-
markable occurrence. Campbell claimed he
had been offered $300 by the company, but
the agent said the $300 was for another pur-
pose. The remarkable fact was that the
$300 was agreed to by both parties. The
affidavit of the Joliet school director, offered
In evidence by the company, was proof In
itself, of all the crimes charged against the
company by the Kingdom.

Mr. Darrow had not finished his argument
when court adjourned, and he willconclude
the first thing today.

DIED OF HEART DISEASE.

Mrs. Nellie Womlmcker Passes Away
Suddenly at a Hotel.

Mrs. Nellie L. Wombacker was found dead
In bed yesterday morning In room 123, Hotel
Vendome. Mrs. Wombacker went to the
hotel Monday night. Tuesday morning the
chambermaid waited some little time before
going to the room, and when she did rap at
the door there was no response. Being sure
that the woman had not gone away, the maid
called the clerk, and he found the door un-
locked and the woman lyingon the bed dead.
The face waa covered with pillows,but other-
wise nothing waß unusual.

The hotel people notified the coroner, and
an Investigation waa made. Two letters ad-
dressed to Mrs. Nellie Wombacker, at Du-
luth, were found. The writer was evidently
the woman's husband, as he signed himself
H. J. Wombacker. 34 Walnut street, Chicago.
One letter stated that the writer had obtained
rooms on the West side, and he wanted his
wife to go to Chicago and live there. The
The writer said that he enclosed money for
the trip. Mrs. Wombacker had $3 In her
purse, besides two baggage checks of the
Great Northern railroad. The coroner took
possession of the letters and checks, sent
word to Mr. Wombacker, and, later In the
day, decided that Mrs. Wombacker died of
heart disease.

FLOUR RATES ADVANCED.

Circulars Announcing the Increase
Distributed Yenterday.

Tariffs naming advanced rates on flour
from Minneapolis to Eaa'ern points were dis-
tributed ytsterday, to take effect March 21.

The new tariff names a proportional rato
of 10 cents, Minneapolis to Chicago, on busi-
ness destined to points east of the Western
termini of the trunk lines, and 12% cents
on shipments destined to Chicago local.

Instructions have been received by repre-
sentatives of the Eastern trunk lines to
restore the rates from Chicago to trunk line
territory on April 1.

This will make a through rate on flour from
Minneapolis to New York on that date, of
20 cents per 100 pounds, but in all proba-
bility the all-rail line3will announce through
rates. Minneapolis to New York, at 3 cents
above any lake and rail rate that may be
established, which is the differential agreed
to at a trunk line meeting held In New York
two weeks ago.
