There was no specific endorsement,
that formality having been gone
through with at a previous meeting of
the club, but each and every one of
the speakers agreed that by hard work
the present incumbent of the mayor's
chair could be rerominated and re-
elected. :

Mayor Doran was sent for after the
meeting had warmed up by electing
permanent officers and listened to a
speech by Fire Commissioner Yanish.
The mayor was intrcduced by the
chairman of the meeting as the present
and future mayor of the city, and the
seventy-five enthusiasts present greet-
ed his appearance with applause.
Mayor Doran in a short speech said:

It is true I am the present mayor, but
time alone can tell whether I will be the
future one. Two years ago I was placed at
the head of the city government and what
the record has been must be the one to
go on in the coming contest.

The position is a trying one and requires
a deal of tact. My position for the past
two years has been a hard one, owing to
the number of citizens out of work. The
demand for something to do has been so
great that at the present time there are
over 300 applicaticns for appointment on the
police force on file,

For every position there has been a large
number of cand.dates. It has been a very
trying position for me with as little tact
as I have. For every office there has hren
fifty applications and each one of the num-
ber was firmly convinced that he was the
only deserving one. As a result there has
been forty-nine persons dizappointed for
each one appointed.

As to the conduct of the administration,
80 far as the city's business is concerned,
you are all familiar. I have not set my-
self up as a paragon of virtue or a financier,
but I have not permitted any one under my
contrcl to take ome cent that did not be-
long to him.

The mayor alluded to the action
taken by him in preventing the pur-
chase of a tract of land for Phalen
park, which, he said, had been valued
at $100,006, and was in reality worth
only about $5,000. He handed the Re-
publican party a large bouquet on the
reduction of the city debt and the de-
crease in the valuation of real proparty
throughout the city.  Continuing, he
said:

We hope and I hope -that the coming
election will be a glorious triumph for the
Republican party. This can only be done
by getting together and bringing about
harmony, which is lacking in the other
party. It appears to me that the other
party is desrupted owing to a desire for
personal benefits rather than anything else.

There is no reason why the Republican
party should nct be united. If they nomi-
nate suitable candidates they w.ll go for-
ward to a greater victory than was achieved
in 1896.

When the meeting was called to or-
der M. K. Williams, the chairman, was
nominated by M. D. Carroll for the po-
sition of president of the club. Mr.
Williams declined, for the reason, he
said, that he did not know where he
was at. He might not be in the ecity
and was looking for work. He took'
particular pains to put the accent on
the latter part of his statement, but
nc one offered him a position.

Mr. Carroll then nominated E. E. Me-
Donald. Mr. McDonald was not pres-
ent, but the chairman stated that Mr.
McDonald had informed him he would
fall in line and the election was made
unanimously.

Charles R. Wood was elected secre-
tary on motion of Chief of Police Goss,
and Percy D. Godfrey, who was absent,
was elected treasurer,

It was then discovered that there was
no vice president of the club, but on
motion of Chief Goss this was remi-
died by the election of Assemblyman
Dix. =

A recess of ten minutes was taken
to allow members to sign the member-
ship roll. Of the audience present
about half subscribed their names, and
the secretary announced that 120 had
joined the club, which considering that
cnly eighty-eight, ineluding a dozen
Loys, were present was astonishing.

Fire Commissioner Yanish belng call-
ed on made a plea for the.administra-
tion, which he said had been an honest
and capable one. Thesonly regret was
that the mayor had rigt endugh offices
to go arcund. “Some’'of yg:fu are a lit-

tle sore, but it could not bé, helped. All
could not be appointed. ach of th=
eleven wards was clamoring for ap-
pointments, and some one: had to be
left cut. .

“If certain boards refused to oust
Democrats, it was not. the fault of the
mayor. He cannot dietates to his ap-
pointees. If the members of the board
disregarded their duty to the Republi-
can party, the mayor should not be
blamed. What has the mayor done
that we can find fault with?”

Chief Goss shifted uneasily in his
chair, and C. S. Schurman glared at
the speaker, but, as no one broke the
silence, Mr. Yanish ¢ontinued.

“We hear a deal of complaint, but
the most of it is because he lives in
the Sixth ward. Every citizen of the
Sixth ward should be ‘proud of and
stand by him, and, if we start out and
work hard, F. B. Doran can be nom-
inated and elected.” 5

A Shaw, W. B. Stoner, Paul
Quehl, B. F. Latta, Sam Boyd and
Percy D. Godfrey followed in short

speeches and all promised to take off
their coats and work for the renom-
ination of F. B. Doran,

W. K. Williams put ardamper on the
enthusiasm which had been worked up
by saying it was possible the delega-
tion from the ward could be carried
for Mr. Doran, but it would be no boy’s
play, and work would have to be done
in each precinct.

FLEET IS FORMIDABLE

STRONGEST AMERICA HAS AS-
SEMBLED SINCE THE WAR

Four Battleships and Three Crulsers
Included in the Squadron Off Key
West—TFern Ordered to Havana,
While the Montgomery Thus Re-
lieved Will Join the Fleet——This
Move Not Made to Please the

WASHINGTON, March 16.—The Fern
sailed for Havana from Key West
this afternoon. She goes to relieve the
Montgomery as a home for the officers
engaged in supervising the wrecking
operations in Havana harbor.

It is stated that the Montgomery is
not withdrawn owing to any sugges-
tion from Spanish sources that her
presence is not desired.

It was the announced intention of
Secretary Long when the cruiser was
sent to Havana to keep her there only
so long as the Fern should be engaged
in the work of distributing relief
among the sufferers in Eastern Cuba.
This task having been finished and
owing to the return of the court of in-
quiry from Havana, there being fewer
persons to accommodate, the Fern
which is better equiped than the Mont-
gomery to assist in the wrecking oper-
ations, is returned to her position.

Up to the close of office hours, the
navy department, though it knew of-
ficially that the court of inquiry had
come over to Key West from Havana,
was not informed as to the findings or
plans of the court.

The fleet at Key West will be aug-
mented within the next day or two by
the arrival of the gunboat Annapolls,
the torpedo boat Foote and the naval
tugs Leyden and Namoset, while the
gunboat Helena is now on her way
from the European station under or-
ders to report at Key West. The Hel-
ena reported her arrival today at Fun-
chal on her way to join the fleet.

Formidable Fleet.

These and the other vessels previous-
ly ordered to that point constitute the
largest assemblage of war vessels made
since the demonstration following the
Virginius affair, ‘and considering effec~
tiveness and armament, it is the
strongest assemblage of ships for other
than review purposes since the war.

The fleet now at Key West and Tor~
tugas is as follows:

Cruisers—New York, Detroit and Marble-

cad.

Battleships—Massachusetts, Indiana, Iowa

and Texas.

Gunboat—Nashville. 2
Dispatch Boat—Fern.

Torpedo Boats—Dupont, Cushing,

Winslow and Ericcson.

To these will soon be added the five
vessels now en route there.

In addition to these the Montgom-
ery is at Havana and is practically a
part of the fleet; the gunboats Wil-
mington and Castine and cruiser Cin-
cinnati are at Barbadoes; the New-
port at Colon, with the Puritan, New-
ark, Amphitrite and other ships of the
North Atlantic squadron at points
along the coast further northward.

Meanwhile it appears that there is a
much larger supply of vessels at home
available for naval use than was gen-
erally supposed. Many of them will
make very efficient cruisers and gun-
boats, almost equal to vessels of the
unprotected cruiser type now In the
navy.

Such a vessel is the yacht Mayflower,
acquired today. She can be transformed
easily, owing to her staunch construc-
tion, into a good dispatch boat or a
small cruiser about equal to the Cas-
tine class, although lacking the protec-
tive deck of the latter.
