WORLD LIGHTWEIGHT HONORS
AT STAKE AT CLEVELAND

Kid Lavigne and Jack Daly So
Evenly Matched That Neither
Could Gain an Advantage Sufli-

cient to Carry a Decision—Harry
the Victor in the Star Six-Round
Hought Fought at Chicago.

CLEVELAND, O.,, March 17.—The
twenty-round go between Kid Lavigne
and Jack Daly for the lightweight
championship of the world, at the Cen-
tral armory tonight, resulted in a

ﬂ.m\\'t The fighting was fast and furi- |
ous from the start, but the contest-
ants were so evenly matched that

neither could gain an advantage over

the other sufficient to get a decision
in his favor.

The armory, in which the fight oc-
curred, was crowded to its utmost
capacity early in the evening before
the preliminary contest began. Tick-
ets could not be had after 7 o'clock,

though offers of $15 and $20 for seats
were freely made., The spectators in-

cluded sporting men from Philadel-
phia, Pittsburg, Cincinnati, Detroit,
Buffalo and other cities, and none of

them were disappointed in the exhibi-
tion.

The men never rested in the third, and
nw a pretty round. Just before the bell
sounded Lavigne landed a straight left on

the stomach. It was a d one.
In the fourth round Lavigne landed with
the left in the face. Lavigne rushed Daly.

Daly sent mn a right swing. The honors
were even, the rallies being warm. Both
jabbed. Daly landed left full on the jaw
and sent La ne down, Lavigne came up
quickly. The finish was lively. Lavigne

went down again. y
Round five opened with lively sparring.
Daly got a left on the jaw and a rally fol-

lowed. In-fighting followed. Daly landed
heavily with left on Lavigne's jaw.

They were up against the ropes in the
sixth, and Lavigne was cuffed hard.

Lavigne landed a hot one on the eve. Daly
countered on the jaw. Quick work follow-
ed. Daly landed on the cheek. The round
closed with the men in good shape.

Round seven opened with a right and left
counter. ly landed heavily on the stom-
ach, and r ved a hard one on he jaw.

Daly landed with his right on the jaw in
the eighth, but Lavigne countered hard.
The Kid landed viciously with the left on
the face, the hardest blow yet. Daly again
landed with the left on the jaw, and in
return received a tap on the stomach.

In the ninth Lavigne jabbed hard with
the left, but Daly stopped him nicely. They
went at it hard. Lavigne landed on the
cheek. Lavigne landed hard on shoulder.
Signs of weariness shown.

Round ten opened with harmless tapping.
Lavigne slipped, going down on all fours.
Lavigne made false move, received a blow
in the face and put his head through the
ropes. Round ended with easy in-fighting.

In the eleventh Lavigne sent in an ef-
fective drive on Daly’s chest. Daly count-

ered on the cheek. Both ducked and La-
nigne landed heavily on the chest. Daly
displayed good generalship.

Round twelve was a bad mix-up; vicious
sparring at close quarters. Lavigne guard-

ed well, and finally landed on the chest
with his right. The round was mostly mix-
ups.

Looking for openings was the feature of
the thirteenth. The Kid landed heavily on
ribs. Daly ducked. Lavigne landed heavily
on chest,

In the fourteenth Daly was dodging, but
received a right swing on the face. Daly
responded In the same fashion, and after-
ward landed with a left on the jaw twice.

Daly landed hard on the jaw with a right
swing in the fifteenth. Cautious sparring
at close quarters closed the round.

In round sixteen, after light tapping, La-
vigne landed on stomach and Daly countered
on jaw. Aggressive work followed, Lavigne
pushing Daly hard.

Heavy in-fighting marked the seventeenth.
Lavigne’'s left eye opened again. The round
closed with sharp countering. Daly’s round
all the way through.

Lavigne took a hard blow on the nose, and
fierce jabs were exchanged in the
elghteenth. Lavigne received two viecious
rights on the stomach. Lavigne landed hard
on the foce twice.

Both sparred for an opening in the nine-
teenth. Lavigne landed a left on the body.
In-fighting in the center. Got together and
went at it hammer and tongs. Lavigne
landed fiercely on the ribs twice. Warm
fighting.

Vicious blows In the center of the ring
opened the last round. Daly landed a left
on the face. Another even exchange of
blows. Lavigne landed a left on Daly’'s face.
Daly countered, fierce slapping and jabbing.
Lavigne landed with left and twice with
right on body. Referee called a draw.

Connors Put Up a Clean, Hard and
Gritty Fight.

CHICAGO, March 17.—Jimmy Barry, of Chl-
cago, defeated Johnny Connors, of Springfield,
Ill., in a six-round contest at Tattersall’s to-
night before a crowd of 7,000 people.
men welghed close to 110 pounds, Connors
having a trifie the better of the weight. He
put up a game fight, but was never in it at
any stage, and Barry battered him all around
the ring in the last three rounds.

In the final round Barry landed his left on
the jaw, staggering Connors; then he put his
right hard on the jaw, a right on the ear
and another right on the jaw, without a re-
turn.

Connors was getting very groggy and Barry
rushed him to the repes, hitting him all over
the face and head with right and left swings,

When Connors broke away Barry followed
him up with a left on the mouth, a left on
the jaw. Then came a succession of swings
on the jaw that soon had Connors nearly
helpl®ss. He was going fast, but stuck to
his work and fought back to the last. When
the gong sounded for the end of the limit
he was hardly able to keep his feet, and it
was only a question of a short time when
he would have been put out.

He was clearly outclassed by Barry, but
from first to last he made a clean, hard
and gritty fight.

In the first fight of the evening, Harry Har-
ris, of Chicago, secured the decision from
Link Pope, of Streator, Ill. The men met
at 130 pounds.

Billy Stift and Al Schrosbee, heavyweights,
of Chicago, came next for six rounds, at 168
pounds, the former getting the decision.

George Kerwin, of Chicago, and Otto Sie-
Joff, of Detroit, fought a draw of six rounds.

In the first round of the go between Jack
Everhar't, of New Orleans, and Kid Mec-
Glynn, of Philadelphia, Everhardt dropped
McGlynn with a right swing on the face.
MeGlynn was strong at the finish, and caught
Everhardt a hard right on the face as the
round ©hded. In the second and third, Ever-
hardt had all the best of it. McGlynn, who,
it is said, had not trained a day, showed
great courage and skill, and sent Everhardt's
head back three times with right counters.
McGlynn was bleeding from the right eye at
the close of the third.

McGlynn was sent down with a stiff right
on the jaw in the first ha'f of the fourth, and
then Everhardt put it all over him, McGlynn

eing groggy at the close.

McGlynn never had a chance after the open-
ing of the fifth, and Everhardt battered him
all over the ring. The police stopped the
fight after two minutes, McGlynn being hardly
able to keep his feet.

The opinion will not decide which
branch of the Democratic party shall
be recognized, and this contention wiil
have to be fought out before the coun-
cil, which will have the final decision,

unless the matter Is taken into the
courts.
“If Mr. Arvosin is a candidate for

mayor, the First ward will support him
to a man,” said a city official who re-
sides in that ward.

“We will have no throwing off for
Doran, however, and, if the scheme
is to have Arosin get the indorsement
and then swing the delegation into line
for Doran, the former assemblyman
will find that he has made the mis-
take of his lifr =0 far as his political
aspirations ar. concerned.”

‘‘No, Louis Nash is not a member
of the Workingmen’s Political league,”
said a member of that organization
vesterday.

SMOKED CANARY BIRDS.

Do Clouds From a i’lpe Develop a
Rich Color in Their Plumage?

A little old shoemaker, who has a busy,
old style cobbilng shop on: the east side, is
a bird fancier and he has peculaiar-ideas
about eanaries. One night last week he was
sitting on his leather-covered bench, smok-
ing an extremely odorous quality of tobacco
in a black pipe.

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ARE HOLDING IT T00 HIGH

OWNERS OF WEST THIRD
STREET PROPERTY

Asking Faney Figures for Some of
the Lots Along the Bluff—One of

the Propositions for a Market

Temporarily Up Against a Bar-
rier—Possible That Satisfactory
Terms May Yet Be Reached.

The plan outlined in The Globe of
‘Wednesday, looking to the exchange of
the present market house for other
property, including a site for a new
market house as well as one for a
public library building, with an addi-
tional consideration to provide for the
erection, not only of suitable mark:®y
house sheds, but of a library building
as well, has received, in a quiet way,
much favorable criticism. The Globe
is not at liberty, just now, to indicate
the plot for the proposed library site
further than to state that it is within
a radius of about two blocks from the
present market house, and consequently
in the center of the city and accessible
by street car lines from all sections.

It is understood that an option on
the property for th= library site is al-
ready secured, but that negotiations
are not concluded in connection with
that on the bluff on the south gide of
Third street, between Washington and
Exchange strects, on which it is hoped
that the market house may be located.

At the time Mr. Benz submitted his
proposition for the establishment of the
market house on West Third street, be-
yond the West Publishing company's
establishment, the statement was made
that all the land embraced in the tract
could be secured on a basis of moderate
valuation. It seems, however, that in
the negotiations for the property be-
tween Washington and Exchange
streets, some of the owners are inclin-
ed to appraise their property at too
high a figure to suit the real estate
agents engaged in the development of
the enterprise, thus presenting a bar-
rier to the immediate closing of the
deal.

This is regarded as unfortunate, inas-
much as it is claimed that the land in
question is totally unadapted to im-
provement in any other way except by
the expenditure of an immense sum of
money, and this is not likely to be
forthcoming in the near future, if at
all.

It is questionable to the minds of
many who have been asked to express
their opinions on the subject whether,
in the event of the location of a mar-
ket at any point along the bluff, the
property contiguous thereto will be
materially benefited. Indeed, there are
some who argue that the establishment
of a market house anywhere must et-
fect unfavorably the value of all prop-
erty immediately adjacent, unless it is
of such character as may be utilized
for store uses in direct connection with
the produce commission trade.

It is pointed out, therefore, that the
ocwners who are holding out for ex-
cessive prices can hope to gain nothing
thereby, while they succeed in defeat-
ing a measure of great benefit to the
entire city, inasmuch as, if the proper-
ty cannot be secured for market hous=
purposes, it is likely to remain idle
and unproductive for many years to
come. One of the gentlemen familiar
with the project said yesterday:

“This is always the way here in St.
Paul. An owner will hold on to hig
property and go around complaining
of the burden he is carrying and the
general worthlessness of city real es-
tate; but let somebody come along and,
in buying property contiguous, make
him a reasonable offer for his, up goes
his price, and on it he stands until
the negotiators drop the business and
seek some other place for improves
ment.

‘1 have seen this done so often here
that it makes me sick. This project
is a good one, provided it can be car-
rled out legally, which seems to be
the case, and it will, indeed, be an
unfortunate thing for the city if it is
at last defeated hecause of the obsti-
nacy of owners of property which is
practically worthless for any other
purpose.”

The parties interested were active
yesterday in trying to come to terms,
and it is understood that concessions
calculated to effect the closing of the
deal were deemed not improbable.

PLAN FOR COMPROMISE.

SUGGESTION THAT MAY END THE
PACIFIC RATE WAR

Undetermined Questions to He Sub-
mitted to a Board of Arbitration
——No Reductions in Fares to BHe
Made Pending Such Action—The
Plan to Be Submitted to the Inter-
ested Roads for Some Action.

NEW YORK, March 17.—The com-
mittee of passenger agents appointed
to devise a plan for the settlement of
the rate war in the Northwest met to-
day.

The members of the subcommittee
appointed to take action In the matter
were present, and a minority report
was made. The minority report was
signed by J. R. Watson, New England
Passenger association; D. B. Martin,
Trunk Line assoclation, and A. J.
Smith. They reported that the conten-
tions and differences between the
Grand Trunk, the Canadian Pacific and
their respective connections were so
sharply drawn and defined as to pre-
clude the adoption of a basis of ad-
justment acceptable to those interest-
ed.

They request an Immediate and
equitable adjustment of all questions
in dispute, and recommend that the
contending parties each submit to the
meeting in writing the premises for the
contentions eof thelr respective com-
panies, as fellows:

First—All questions in which the Canadian

Pacific and the Grand TrunX lines are
alone interested.
Second—Such  questions as collectively

affect the interest and territory of the

several companies.

Third—Such questions as individually affect
the companies or other lines interested
in the questions submitted.

Should the contending companies fail
to adjust the differences submitted un-
der this resolution by mutual agree-
ment, such undetermined questions
shall be promptly submitted to a dis-
interested board of arbitration, whose
decision shall be binding for one year
and continue in effect thereafter until
changed by mutual agreement or ar-
bitration, subject to thirty days’ ad-
vance notice.

No reduction in current fares nor in-
creased allowance of commissions shall
be made pending decisions of arbitrat-
tribution of immigrant traffic from
ors, and that, from April 1, the dis-
the port of New York shall be resumed
and regulated as in effect Feb. 1, 1898.

The report was accepted, and the
following committee was appointed to
consider the whole subject and report
at a general meeting to be held tomor-
row: Manager McNicholl, Passenger
Agent Davis, Agent Heafferd and Gen-
eral Passenger Agent Whitney.

This committee will confer with Mr.
Shaughnessy, of the Canadian Pacific;
Messrs. Hayes and Reaves, of the
Grand Trunk line, and Mr. Newman,
of the Great Northern, and Mr. Han-
naford, of ther Northern Pacific.

ASSOCIATED CHARITIES FILLS
MR. JACKSON'S PLACE

A. W. Gutridge Chosen at a Mecting
Held Yesterday
Will Assume the Duties of the
Office Tomorrow——SecretaryJack-

The officers and executive commit-
tee of the Associated Charities met
vesterday afternoon and elected A. W.
Gutridge secretary to succeed James
F. Jackson, who has resigned.

Mr. Jackson will make way for Mr.
Gutridge tomorrow, and on the 1st of
April he will enter upon his new duties
as secretary of the state board of cor-
rections and charities.

Only one vote was cast against Mr.
Gutridge on the first ballot, and that
one was quickly changed, and the elec-
tlon was made unanimous. Mr. Gut-
ridge has been connected with the As-
sociated Charities, as financial co:-
lector, about two years, and is familiar
with the work of the organization.

Secretary Jackson's annual report
was received. He suggested the con-
tinuation of the Provident fund in the
vicinity of schools where they are
now maintained, during vacation. He
recommended W. L. Gohde for investi-
gator to fill the vacancy in that office.

In regard to the provident fund, the
report said:

December 31 there were 372 depositors,
having $191.58 on deposit. February 28 there
were 1,284 depositors, having a net deposit
of $601, and the balance to the credit of this
fund in the bank had risen from $203.46 to
$444.13. The growth in the number of de-
positors and the amount deposited greatly
increases the personal, as well as the eco-
nomic benefit of the fund.

Reference to the Friendly Visitors iIs made
as follows: The quality of work done by
the Friendly Visitors is fully up to the
standard of last year, and the meetings are
being well attended. There are a less num-
ber of visitors, because we have had no cne
to secure recruits to offset those who were
compelled to leave the work by sickness or
by removal.

I have been able to give the work more
attention than last year, but I have fully
recognized the need of an agent who should
give her whole time to friendly visiting;
she should facilitate and encourage the
work and be on the constant alert for its
development. s

The duties are the most difficult to ex-
plain of any about the establishment, but
they are real, and they are important. It is
not her duty to do the work for the Friendly
Visitors, but it is well established that the
Friendly Visitors do more and better work
with the agent than without, and I sincerely
hope that one may be had carly next fall.

It seeme fitting at this time to recall some
of the work of the Associated Charities.
The association is now composed of forty-
four societies and institutions, each repre-
sented on the corporate board by duly ap-
pointed delegates, and most of these constit-
uent members have contributed to the sup-
port of the association.

The relations are entirely harmonious. Co-
operation continues to grow in amount and
fn quality; it is recognized that the Associ-
ated Charities holds its distinctive lines of
work, and there is an increasing disposition
on the part of institutions and sociotivs to
leave the work of investigation to the Asso-
ciated Charities, and more fully to use its
records and reports, and, in general, to util-
{ze the means provided by it for the relief
and Improvement of the unfortunate. We
do all investigating for the board of control,
the Protestant orphan asylum and others,
and much for the Rellef society, the King's
Daughters’ Ald society and members of
other charities.

We now have reports from all societies
keeping records, and the Assoclated Chari-
ties’ registry of 12,000 names prcbably shows
98 per cent of all who have applied to any
society during the past flve years.

In conclusion Mr, Jackson says:

Having served this organization through

its development, from nothing o a promi-
nent position among American charit'es,
I shall yet maintain a clcse personal inter-
est in its further growth, and in its in-

creasing usefulness. I rezlize that the
conditions of work have afforded me, as
general secretary of your association, ex-

periences and opportunities of training such
as come to few people, and I am consciocus
of a large debt of obligation to the mem-
bers of this board for advice and support
In the years past. On entering the work
of, the state board, I ask a continuance
of that advice and support from each of
you, in your individual and in your official
capacities.

The report of Treasurer Emerson W,
Peet shows that there was a balance
in the treasury on Jan. 1 of $166. The
indications are that the year will cloga
with the organization free of debt.
