Their apprehension,
it will be hoticed, has two degrees, the
positive and the superlative. The first
degree rises in their apprehension thag
some iconoclastic Democrat may su-
persede them in their several districts.
For this they see ground enough in the
general conditions, The second degree,
the “exceedingly so, in fact,” stage,
rises in the apparition of Van Sant as
a nominee for :governor and, looming
up dark and sinister behind him, thes
shadow of Clough as a candidate for
United States senator. It is this that
makes them “exceedingly so, in fact.”
They hope to be able to stagger through
under the load of a good state ticket;
but, handicapped by that combination,
they are sure they will fall by the
wayside.

The superlative degree of the appre-
hension of the Superfluous Six is also
superfluous. They do not carry the
state ticket; neither does it carry them.
Their names are not on the same bal-
lot. The voter debates with himself
over two separate propositions; the
state nominees on one ballot and the
representatives and county nominees
on another. He passes judgment by
the one on the state issues and the
merits of the candidates. That dis-
posed of, hs judges the other. The six
superfluities have sufficient cause for
alarm under the first degree of their
apprehension. They will have all they
care to do to explain why the promises
of their campaign two yvears ago have
not been kept. That will keep thelr
wits busy, and drain all their re-
sources.

Jolin B. Brisbin Is Deaxd.

Another of the men who have been
influential in the birth and develop-
ment of the state has passed away. For
more than half of the forty-five vears
since Mr. Brisbin united his fortunes
with those of the territory that has
since developed into the state, he was
prominent in public affairs and forceful
in giving them direction. In the stats,
among the older people, he is chiefly
identified with the struggle that was
made to remove the state capital from
St. Paul to St. Peter, in which, as the
presiding officer cf the senate, he balk-
ed the promoters of the removal by his
parliamentary skill in their efforts to
pass a duplicate of the bill which Jo
Roulette had with him in an upper
room of the International hotel, wait-
ing for the session to expire.

During all thege years Mr. Brisbin
was an active member of the Demo-
cratic party, and chairman of its state
committee during a number of them.
After his retirement from active par-
ticipation in party councils he retained
his interest in party movements and
his figure was always one of the group
of veterans on the platform at state
conventions. His Democracy was rug-
ged and tenacious, impatient of com-
promising expedients and knowing no
such werd as surrender.

The Disadvantage of **Tact.”’

We are getting frequent illustrations
of that mental formation of the presi-
dent that compels him to the effort to
please every one by agreeing with each.
It is what the politician of small cali-
ber calls his tact; the avoidance of
offending, and thereby saving votes in
a contest where votes count. In limited
circles and for a limited period this
disposition brings success. But when
success has installed the tactful one
in a place where the responsibilitics
are great and the inescapable final de-
cision must be made, the futility of
“tact,” its destructiveness, appears,

_The foundations of reputation it has so

painfully reared crumble away under
it. It destroys itself. The adherents
gained by its plausibility are repelled
by their disappointments. It does not
bring the compensation that comes to
the man so placed who esteems it his
duty to please first his better self, for,
however much and many such a one
offends, he draws to himszIf a compen-
sating number of supporters.

We have had many and are to have
in the three years to come more illus-
trations of this in the differing and
contrary impressions which those who
have spoken with the president on
policies in which they were interested
have brought away with them.

NATURE'S MOOD UGLY.

Fatalities From Windstorm at St.
Louix and at Blue Milly, a Small
Missouri Town,

ST. LOUIS, March 22.—The May,
Stern & Co. furniture warehouse at
Olive and Nineteenth streets was
blown down today. The building was
partially burned last week. The body
of Philip Brady has been taken from
the ruins, and the police and firemen
who were called to the scene are
searching for others. It is not yet
known how many men were about the
building when its walls fell, but it is
not believed there was further loss of
life.

KANSAS CITY, March 22.—A storm
today wrecked fourteen houses and de-
stroyed many smaller buildings at Blue
Mills, Mo., a little village near Summit
of the Hill, about ten miles north of
Irndependence, on the Missouri Pacific
road today. The only house occupied,
that of Martin Hugler, was carried a
distance of 120 feet. Hugler was in-
ternally injured and may die. Neither
Mrs. Hugler nor the children were in-

jured. The property damage was
nominal.

South of Liberty, Mo., several
houses were blown down and
fences were scattered. One man,

William Archer, was seriously hurt in
the destruction of his house. Archer’'s
wife and brother-in-law escaped to the
cellar, receiving but slight bruises.

Three miles from Liberty the Ruth
Iwing school house was destroyed. It
was unoccupied. John Elliott’s house
was blown down and the roof torn off
Dr. Miller’s house, while Mrs. Hard-
wick's and John Lightburn’s houses
were more or less badly damaged. It
is believed no one else was injured.

KANSAS CITY, March 22.—The most
severe storm of 'the season is in prog-
ress in the southwest and west, Em-
poria, Kan., reports a fall of 40 degrees
in temperature since last night, and
Wichita, Florence and other Kansas
points make like reports. Beatrice,
Neb., reports a fall of 70 degrees in
the past twelve hours. Vegetables have
been ruined, and it is believed that
tr]uit crops have been seriously damag-
ed.

IEmporia, Kan., March 22.—A genuine
blizzard prevailed today in this por-
tion of Kansas with no indications at
neon of its letting up.

OMAHA, March 22.—A terrific bliz-
zard prevails throughout Nebraska.
The mercury has fallen 40 degrees. The
wind is seventy-five miles per hour.
Zero weather is announced for tonight.
The storm is particularly hard on cat-

tle and winter wheat. The severe
weather is general throughout the

West.
PINGREE'S PLAN PRESENTED.

Scheme to Tax Cerporations Read to

the Legislature Assembied in
Special Session.
LANSING, Mich.,, March 22.—The
Michigan legislature assembled this

afternoon, having been called by Gov.
Pingree to consider the governor's
proposed measures for Increasing taxes
upon railroads, express, telegraph and
telephone companies.

In the senate protests were entered
against Senators Covell and Preston,
Republicans, and Senator Hughes,
Democrat, continuing in their seats.
The two former had been appointed to
federal offices and the latter had
moved from his district. Covell and
Preston are anti-Pingree Republicans,
while Hughes favors the Pingree taxa-
tion bill. Tt is considered improbable
that the Pingree measures will pass
the senate unless radicaly amended.

Gov. Pingree read his corporation
taxation message to the joint session.
Its leading points were that the fram-
ers of the state constitution intended
that all taxes be based on the cash
value of the property; that taxes
should be levied upon public franchises
as well as other proverty; that the
present system of specific taxes upon
railway earnings is unsatisfactory and
wrong; that the tax upon Mich-
igan rallroads chall be less than
a quarter of 1 per cent upon their own
sworn valuations, and less than one-
eleventh of the percentage pald by
other tax payers.

The governor recommended authorl-
zation of appointment of a state board
to make equitable valuations of the
property of such corporations at their
cash values and to assess them at the
average rate of the taxes. The bill was
introduced covering all these points.

CHINA REFUSES JUSTICE.

Demand on the Government by For-
elgn Consuls——Chinese Ricters
Go Unpunished.

SHANGHAI, March 22—Further tela-
grams from Chung King I'u, regarding
the sacking of the Methodist Medical
mission, show that the Chinese militia
is now there in large force, and re-
fuses to allow the execution of the
death sentence passed upon the mur-
derer of the student who was killed by
the rioters, who destroyed the mission,
as announced in these dispatches on
March 16.

The foreign consuls have demanded
that the Taotai disperse the militia,
execute the murderer, arrest the lead-
ers of the rioters, pay 500,000 taels for
the property destroyed and allow the
mission to reoccupy its premises.

AFRAID OF REPRISALS,

America Brought Into a Tariff De-
bate in the French Senate.

PARIS, March 22.—During the dis-
cussion in the senate today of the bill
ta increase the customs duties on pork
and hog products, M. Siegfried, repre-
senting the Seine Inferieure, moved
to reduce the general tariff on lard
from 40 to 25 francs to a minimum
tariff of from 25 to 5 francs, pointing
out that otherwise other coumntries,
notably the United States, might re-
taliate.

The premier, M. Meline, replied that
the United States would make a bad
mistake in resorting to reprisals since
the United States was the first to pro-
tect herself with high duties. The bill
was adopted.

there is, show him to me, and I'll be
the first to denounce him. Is there
such a man on the floor? Are we Re-
publicans of the Second district not to
be trusted to go into convention and
nominate whom we please without fear
of dictation. And why should we as-
sume to say to the rest of the state
that we are more righteous than other
Republicans; that we alone want a
clean man to lead the state ticket?
‘Who is this man that overshacows the
rest of the party. Is there one so dom-
inant that we must take a club to
down him? I do not think it. These
resolutions are unmeaning and should
rot be adopted.”

Gen. Baker Spouts.

Then Gen. Baker got the floor and
made the speech of the conventlon.
He did not mince matters. He told
them that Van Sant was Clough’'s man
and that if he had not already agreed
to do Clough’s bidding in the event of
his election he would not be Clough’s
man. And he told them plainly that if
the Republican party of the second dis-
trict did not now serve notice on the
governor and Van Sant that the ma-
chine would not be allowed to dictate,
then the chances for Republican suc-
cess in the state in the fall would be
small, and it was likely that dislike of
machine methods would cost the party
their congressional representation. He
spoke with more feeling than any of
the other speakers had evinced and
was eloquent at times. First referring
to the questions that had been asked
ds to the need for this meeting and its
irregularity he said:

“You are here because you believe that
the Republican party is menaced. If there
was no danger you would not be here. The
note of warning has been sounded by half
the papers in the state. The danger that
menaces the party is the machine. Gentle-
men, I have seen two governors of this state
nominate their successors, and it we_do not
take some action the same thing will occur
agaln. Do we want it to go out to the
world that the state of Minnesota, like Now
York and Pennsylvania, is dominated by a
boss. and that the Republican party is in
the hands of a few men, to do with as they
please? Are we the slaves of this political
ring? There I8 no use dodging. The ques-
tion is equarely before us. Are we to sub-
mit? I hope that this body will take such
action as will break up machine rule. The
returns of the last two elections show the
danger of it. Two years ago the candidate
for governor was pulled through by the
presidential ticket, but I warn you that this
is an off year. Even in the presidential year
the hostility to the candidate cost the party
thousands of votes, because the people knew
that he was nominated by the machine.
Look out for this year. There is no presi-
dent to pull the governor through, and the
boys will cut loose and kick up their heels
in spite of party ties. You may—you prob-
ably will—nominate a machine man—I may
have to vote for a machine man-—but can
you elect him? On the four occasions when
the Republican candidate for governor was
on the verge of defeat the nominee was a
machine man. The four were Austin, Me-
Gill, Merriam and Clough. Nothing but ac-
cident saved them. Those men were never
menaced as this one Is that you may be
forced to nominate now. Why are we to
fear it? Because on the 27th day of Janu-
ary last Van Sant declared in the columns
of the press that he had secured the in-
dorsement of Clough, and would be a candi-
date. The governor had tendered him his
support. Now, what did Van Sant premise
the governor when the latter promised to
support him? What sort of a deal was
made, I ask? Why did Clough make the
man from Winona his political legatee?

‘‘Gentlemen, there is mo use for us to re-
sist those resolutions here, for, if we do, the
people will adopt them when the politiclans
g0 home. Van Sant 1is the legatee of
Clough, and will get about the same vote
as Clough did.” (Here Gen. Baker read the
election returns, showing the weakness of
(‘qugh. and demonstrated how he had run
behind his ticket in nearly every county in
the Second district.) “If,* sajq he, ““Clough
ran behind his ticket to a dangerous point
in this district, won't it take Maxim guns
to pull Clough's man through? Plainly, gen-
tlemen, you are courting defeat.

How nany congressmen can
you elect with a machine candidate at the
head of the ticket?

Mr. Everett wanted It understood
that he was no man’s man and was
not for Van Sant, but thought the
passage of such a resolution as was
offered would disrupt the party.

“It we pass the resolution where will we
be? What will we do” (Mr. Hays—Support
the nominec.) We will have to accept the
man we condemn now and Gen. Baker will
have to swallow his words. I, tor one, do
not want to put a club in the hands of
the enemy. Why should this gathering as-
sume to be the people of the Second dis-
trict. This meeting and resolution reminds
me of the nine tailors of Tooley street who
resclved as ‘We, the people of England.’
I am ready to indorsa anyone but I w.ll not
sit down on any good man. If we don't
like Van Sant and are Republicans, why,
if he is nominated, we will allow the bitter
dose to be crammed down our threats.”

Mr. Carlson wanted it understood he
would support any nominee. He would
swallow the machine, if there was a
machine, and he begged someone to
show him this machine about which
there had been so much talk. Clough
was a bugaboo with which to frighten
children. He concluded by moving
that the resolutions be laid upon the
table. .

Then the row started that lasted un-
til the finish. A dozen men got up at
once and Sheridan Abbott was recog-
nized.

While he was talking the chair put
the question on Mr. Carlson's motion to
table and declared it defeated.

He
would submit the motion to a
vote by countles and there
was an uproar over the meth-
od of putting it. It was decided
that those voting should hold up their
hands and the tellers should go through
the hall and count them. Of the three
hundred people in the hall one-half ra-
frained from voting. But it took the
other half twenty minutes to be count-
ed. Meantime Col. Estes protested
against counting the hands that be-
longed to the Mankato machine, and
Mr. Abbott wanted to know why it
toock twice as long to count a dozen
hands raised in the negative as it did
to count 150 in the affirmative—which
flings were not allowed tc go unan-
swered. Both parties were represented
in the tellers, and when they an-
nounced that the motion had been lost
by a vote of 77 to 70, there was an out-
break of mingled applause and hisses,
and Mr. Everett put on his coat and
proceeded to lead his forces out of the
hall amidst cries of “cowards,” “How
about Dave and Sam?’ and other
taunts. Before the administration
forces had got out Chairman Fuak hur-
riedly put a motlon to pass the reso-

lutions, and it was carried viva voce
with little opposition.

In Other Districts.

As some one remarked it was only
for the sake of “killing the coon. dead-
er” that the chair was instructed to
appoint a committee of three to act
as conferees with other districts in
bringing about meetings in every dis-
trict in the state,

The meeting generated a good deal
of bitterness and only a few politicians
remained to the banquet that was
scheduled to take place at the Saul-
paugh. The leaders of the various
parties were bitter enough at . each
other and the Van Sant men declared
that the result of the meeting would
be the assurance of the Winona man’s
nomination. The others said he Avas
dead as any gentleman could be.

STATE BOARD OF CONTROL.

Conference of Representatives of
Various Iowa Charities Will Ask
for One.

The conference had under consideration the
subject of establishing a state board. Mr.

It will do away with the trustecs of
all the asylums and correctional and charit-
able institutions, leaving their government
in the hands of a board of seven trustees.

Mr. Hart thinks the legislature of JIowd
will undoubtedly adopt the plan recommended
by the conference.
