DRIVEN DOWN BY DRIBBLES

BUYING OF NEW YORK STOCKS
AT A VERY LOW EBB

Offerings to Sell Were Not Heavy,
but There Was No Demand, and
Lossens of Between Two and Three
Points Were Scored for the Stand-
ard Shares—Cuban Bogle Man
Dominated the Market.

NEW YORK, March 22.—Offerings to sell
were not heavy In today’s stock market, ex-
cept in a few stocks and Intermittently. But
the buying demand was at so low an ebb
that even the desultory offerings that were
dribbled upon the market drove prices down-
ward almost continuously. The result is
seen In net losses of between 2 and 3 points
in a great many of the standard railroad
stocks and leading Intustrials and of over
3 points In the local traction specialties,

Durning the morning session there were
evidences of an attempt to support prices
in a few stocks, due to the efforts of a large
operator recently returned to the street.
There was also extensive covering by an-
other of the largest operators in the street,
who has recently been a persistent seller.
The slightest indication of a rise In prices
brought out such heavy offerings all through
the list that the half-formed purpose appar-
ent to bid up prices for the rest of the day
was abandoned.

Apparently a burst of animation in tha
final hour was due to considerable short
selling, as there was a tendency to rally on
covering just before the close, but this rally
was so feeble that the covering movement
was given over and prices fell away to about
the lowest at the close.

The great bulk of the dealings was in the
grangers, Union Pacific preferred, Sugar and
the local traction stocks. The railroad stocks
were affected by the reports of the blizzard
in the West. Sugar continued depressed on
the bellef that the company was on the verge
of a war for supremacy in the trade.

The local traction stocks were affected by
the threatened complications growing out of
the proposed rapid transit project.

But, while these special causes had an ap-
preciable influence, the shadow on the market
was the development of the government's
Cuban policy, in which all circies feel cer-
tain a crisis is now imminent. Evidently
no one wants to buy stocks until this ques-
tion is settled.

Another feature of the day was a further
announcement of gold engaged for import
and a concurrent easing off in exchange
rates. It was felt yesterday that the gold move-
ment had probably come to an end for the
present, and this was believed to be due to
a prospect of easier money rates, and it
was looked upon with favor by the specu-
lative community. According to this rea-
soning, the resumption today of the gold
movement might be regarded as an unfavor-
able factor, though the further influx of gold
must be for easier money, even though it is
not the index that easy conditions have al-
ready arrived.

The dullness in the bond market was even
more pronounced than that in stocks, but the
losses were comparatively small. Total sales,
$1,073,000. United Slates bs registered were 1%
higher, the old 4s coupon % higher and the
2s 15 lower bid today.

CURRENT MEASURE CARRIES
THIRTY-SIX MILLIONS

Provisions Made for Three Bat(le-
ships of the First Class, and for
a Number of Smaller Vessels to
Be Added to the Navy—House
Committee Discusses the Military
Reorganization Aect.

WASHINGTON, March 22.—The nav-
al appropriation biil as reported to the
house today carries a total of $35,683,058,
an increase over last year of $3,764,432,
and over the current estimates of $2,-
514,824,

For the increase of the navy the bill
allows to be constructed by contract
three sea-going coast defense battle-
ships, designed to carry the heaviest
armor and most powerful ordnance,
displacement 11,000 tons, with the high-
est practicable speed for their class,
to cost, exclusive of armament, not ex-
ceeding $3,000,000 each, one to be named
the Maine; six torpedo boats, 150 tons
displacement, and six torpedo boat de-
£troyers, about 350 tons displacement,
to cost not exceeding $2,340,000; and
one gunboat to take the place of the
United ,States steamer Michigan, to
cost, exclusive of armament, not over
$260,000, to be built on the great lakes.

One of these sea-going battleships is
to be built on the Pacific coast.

The contracts for all these ships shall
be let within sixty days from the
enactment of the bill.

New Dry Doicks.

For the construction of timber dry
docks, $200,000 each is allowed, each to
be not less than 700 feet long and suffi-
cient to meet probable future require-
ments of the largest vessels. They are
to be located at Portsmouth, N. H.,
Boston, Mass., League Island, Penn.,
and Mare Island, Cal. The total cost
when completed not to exceed $850,000
each.

At Alglers, La., a dry dock 1s to be
built of steel (floating type known as
the combined floating and graving self-
docking dock), capable of lifting a ves-
sel of 15,000 tons displacement and
twenty-seven feet draft of water, to
cost, including moorings and wharfs,
$850,000, of which $200,000 is appropriat.
ed this year.

The secretary is to direct the ap-
pointment of a board of naval officers
to determine the desirability of lo-
cating and constructing a dry dock in
the harbor of Galveston, Tex., and
to report to congress at the next ses-
sion.

The miiitary affairs committee of the
house today completed consideration of
the army reorganization bill and ore
dered a favorable report upon it. Asg
agreed upon only a few changes were
made. The section authorizing the
president to recruit the skeleton regl-
ments “in time of war” was changed
20 as to make it more specific, limiting
such authority toa time of actual hos-
tilitles after a declaration of war had
been made.

An additional section was added as
a precaution, providing that nothing in
the act should be construed as an an-
thorization to Increase the enlisted
force of the army in time of peace.

Section 5, empowering the president
to authorize each regiment to draw itg
recruits from such state or states a
he might designate, was amended s
as to provide that each state should b¢
entitled to furnish its quota before rec
cruits should be drawn from designat«<
ed states.

Chairman Hull, of the military com.
mittee, will secure action on the bil{
at the earliest possible moment. It may
require a special rule to get the bill
before the house.

GALLINGER WILL TALK.

Scheduled to Discuss the Cuoban
Question in the Senate Tcoday.

WASHINGTON, March 22.—A feat-
ure of the senate proceedings today
was an extended speech by Mr. Caffery,
of Louisiana, in support of the pending
national quarantine bill. In the course
of his argument Mr. Caffery said that
he wanted the whole quarantine power
in the hands of the United States gov-
ernment, the only authority which
could make a quarantine effective, and
he added that he was a8 staunch a
states rights advocate as any man.

Mr. Carter, of Montana, of the coma
mittee on territories, cal™d up the
measure reported by him making fur-
ther provisions for a civil government
of Alaska, and addressed the senate at
length upon it.

Mr. Gallinger (N. H.) announced he
would address the senate tomorrow on
the Cuban question.

Mr. Foraker, of Ohio, presented the
credentials of his colleague, Mr. Hanna,
for the term as United States senator
covering six years from March 4. 1899,
The credentials were read and order-
ed filed.
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
