FIGHTING ON THE NILE.

Angie-Egyptian Cavalry Pairsl At-
tacked by Dervishes, Who Were
Priven Tnck.

ATBARA (on the Nile), March 23.—
An Anglo-Egyptian cavalry patrol was
in conflict with a large party of dervish
horsemen on Monday, eleven miles up
the river. An engagement tcok place
in which hand-to-hand encounters with
spears occurred, and the dervishes
were driven back. The horse artillery
went to the support of the Anglo-Egyp-
tian cavalry and shelled the dervishes
at 1,500 yards, doing considerable ex-
ecution. The Anglo-Egyptian loss was
seven men killed and eight wounded.
The patrol returned to Rashuli before
midnight, bringing the wounded. No
British officers were wounded.

A force of 400 dervish cavalry appear-
ed a few miles from here on Meonday
morning. It was met by a squadron of
cavalry and a force of Soudanese, who
drove off the dervishes with consider-
able loss, following them some miles
beyond Abadar.

Reduction of Korce.

NATIONS' AIRY NAVIE

GEN. GREELY ASKS FOR MONEY

FOR WAR BALOONS

Chief Signal Officer of the Army Be-
Heves They Would Be of Great
Service In the Event of Hostilities
—Congress Has Always Refused
the Money for Such Experiments
—Dry Tortugas Bids Opened.

WASHINGTON, March 23.—Secretary
Alger had with him in conference for
some time today Gen. A. W. Greely,
chief signal officer of the army. Gen.
Greely has urged upon the secretary
the importance of an allotment of
money for the purpose of connecting
the various parts of the fortifications
at seaport cities by means of electrical
communlications, and in response to his
representations on this subject work
in that direction is about to begin in
New York harbor.

Another matter which Gen. Greely
thinks of great importance to the army
in case of hostilities 1s the employment
of balloons for observation purposes.
He has asked repeatedly for an ap-
propriation from congress for experi-
ments In this line, but, thus far, his
efforts to obtain money have been un-
successful. He hopes that some money
may be soon put at his command for
experimenting with balloons, as he be-
lieves they would be invaluable for
many purposes in time of war.

For instance, he says, while floating
in the air off the coast around any of
the seaport cities they could observe
the presence of ships of the enemy's
fleet at a great distance off ghore, and
by means of the cable attached to them
and connecting with telegraphic in-
struments below could disseminate in-
formation of the fact while the ships
were yet a great distance off.

Balloons, moreover, he thinks, would
be of great value to the military
branch of the scrvice.

Should an army of occupation be
sent to Cuba, the balloons would he
of use, it is thought, in the observa-
tions of the operations of the enemy's
army, the country being quite thickly
wocded, so that it would be impossible
some times to ascertain the movements
of the opposing troops while on the
ground.

The war department opened bids to-
day for extensive improvements at Dry
Tortugas and Key West, a formal
transfer having been effected as re-
gards Tortugas, which passes from the
treasury to the war department. These
conslist of two solid steel piers to bhe
censtructed at Dry Tortugas, with two
extensive coal sheds and an elaborate
mechanical equipment for loading na-
val vessels with coal.

At Key West the improvements con-
sist of a steel pier and two coal sheds,

with similar machinery for loading
warships with coal. The bids ranged
from $1,151,000 for the entire work
