Ter-
wilkge. & Dwight having about 6.000 bushels
of grain on hand, and the Spencer Grain
\u25a0company and the Hunting Elevator company
:i!_o each having considerable grain In their
houses.

All the buildings, as well as the contents,
were insured to about three-fourths of the
value. Among the companies interested are
the Scottish Colon. St. Paul Fire and Ma-
rine and the Philadelphia t'nderwriters". AH
the elevators, with, possibly, the exception of
tlie Farmers', will be rebuilt at once.

State Can't Have the Lands.
PIERRE. S. D.. March 2...-In making se-

lections of lands for the state, the land de-
partment selected about 80,000 acres on thatportion of tho Sioux reservation which lies
east of the river, in the Pierre and Huron
land districts. Of this amount practically
:;'J,'Vn) acres was Indemnity lands, and thebalance, or -4.000 acres, for the various state
Institutions. These selections were made dur-
ing a course of years, from the opening of
these lands to settlement, and a portion of
them had been, patented to the state. But
under a recent ruling of the secretary of theinterior, all of these selections must revert
to the government. The holding Is based on
the theory that these lands are held in trust
for tho Indians, and the payments receivedfor the same is a trust fund for the Indian
benefit.

A Klondike fo* Shnrpe.
ADA. Minn., March 25.— The jury in theRiiarpe-Larson libel case, after deliberating

eleven hours, brought lv a verdict for Sharps
ln the amount of $7__. Sharpc is the coun-
ty attorney for Norman county, and while
acting in that capacity was criticised by B.B. Larson, a prominent and wealthy merchantof Halstad. through the Halstad Reporter, as
being dishonest and unfit for the office he
filled. This took place In 1896. and Sharpe
received a verdict of $500. This was carried
to tho supreme court and the verdict sus-
tained. On top of this, Larson wrote another
communication to the Reporter, reiterating his
former statements and now Sharpe gets an-
other verdict of $750, or $1,250 In all.

Settlers I'onrlng In.
JAMESTOWN. N. D, March 25.—Over 400

settlers arrived in the James river valley
Thursday, eight car loads coming from Vir-
ginia, five from Indiana, and one from
Nebraska, beside smaller parties from other
states. A single train of sixteen passenger
cars was sent out of here to distribute the
settlers in the valley from here north. The
settlers bring their horses and cattle, theirducks, chickens, turkeys and hogs with tb_>m,
besides consiberable farm machinery, and
their household goods. Many have secured
lands and willat once begin the erection of
buildings: the others who have not definite
locations in view will prospect for a time.

STIRS UP THE COUNCIL

CHARGES OF THE GRAND JURY

WILL BE LOOKED INTO
'

Minneapolis City lallurs Appoint n

Committee nnd Appropriate
Funds With Which <l><> Imputa-
tion of Dishonesty by City om-
elals will lie ..Hlicr Substan-
tiated or Disproved.

The Minneapolis council cleared up an
Immense amount of business ai its lust
night's session, most of which was accom-
plished by the president and clerk. Severalnew ordinances were proposed, and otherswere vmt upon their pas. age.

The matter which called for greatest inter-
est on the part of the gentlemen of the coun-cil was the report of a special committeeappointed at a former meeting to recommendproper a. \u25a0tion to be taken concerning the re-
port of the grand jury of Hennepin county,
which made wholesale charges of corruption
against city officials. The report had been
drawn up by A:d. Webster, and it willbe In-teresting reading for members of Ihe grand
jury. The motion to adopt was carried unan-
imously, appropriating $300, or so much
thereof aa should be necessary, for expenses
in carrying out the recommendation of the
committee.

The resolution in substance condemns the
action of the grand Jury inmaking lis charges
general and net specifying any official on
whom i's suspicions rest. Three hundreddollars wus appropriated, and a committeeappointed to investigate the charges of theJury.

The resolution was adopted without de-bate, the only talk being a hot speech by Aid.
Webster, in which he charged the grand jury
with having violated their oaths in not rind-ing indictments against the parties they be-
lieved to be guilty. President Love ap-
pointed AM. Webster, Adams and Crosby to
act as a high board of inquiry in the matter.

A report was made by a committee ap-
pointed to receive bids for publishing 10,000
copies of the new charter for general distri-
bu'lon. and the printing ordered.Aid. Dwyer's Idea of making use of the
workhouse prisoners for brtaklng stone forthe city. Instead of for the board of chari-
ties and corrections, was adopted by the
council upon a motion to that effect.

A report which promised to start a war,
to the effect that the fire department force be
reduced and that two fire houses, one at Lyn-
dale and Forty-second street, and one a!
Minnehaha avenue and Lake street, be aban-
doned, was laid upon the table, after brief
discussion. Itmay be heard from hereafter.

DIVORCE! NOW WANTED.

Mac Alice Lock-wood Not Satisfied
With Oiu- Triumph.

Mrs. Alice Lockwood, whose sensational
action in .Minneapolis for alit nation of t_e

affections of her husband resulted in a verdr t

for heavy damages against his parents, some
time ago, has commenced an action for di-
vorce against Edwin L. Lockwojd, on the
ground of cruelty, in which she sets up thatlie owns property valued at ?7,C03.

The husband will fight the action and in
answer has stated that his wile deserted h m
without cause or provocation, and also gives
the value of his property at $2,000. He also
sets up the fact that she was paid $10,00.) be-
cause of the judgment spcured against his
parents, he having furnished a part of the
money, and having agreed to pay the balance
to them. He paid $2,152 attorney fees, ex-
penses of the trial, and his parents were
oblig.d to moitgage their heme to pay the
judgment, he paying the intercs. upon the
lc.n.

The wife files a denial to a portion of the
answer, and sayc that if her hu.band paid
any of the judgment it was no legal obliga-
tion and was a fraud upon her right to re-
cover of him in a divorce action.

DANISH PRESS TO WITHDRAW.

Independent Press Association Soon

to He Formed.

A movement 1_ on foot to organize an in-
dependent press association of Danish pub-

lishers and editors. It Is being quietly fos-
tered by some of the laading Danish pub-
lishers, and willundoubtedly material! >c _cmc
time this summer, at a meeting, which iti3I
proposed to hold in Omaha during the trans-
continental exposition. There are about r.v.n-
ty Danish papers in this country ifflr.t i.l_ss
standing, and their proprietors .ire of the
opinion that there is enough mutual jrter-
ests to warrant the organization if an in-
dependent aS;_eiation.

This movement will, however, liave but lit-
tle effect on the Norwegian-Dan'sh Cress as-
sociation that at present exists. Although
the name includes the Danish, but three
Danish publishers have joined the ai.ocia-
tion. The total membership is nearly fifty,
and all the others are Norwi giaii papsrs.

Wants Salvage Corps Increased.
In his annual report of the work of theMinneapolis Salvage corp., Supt. J. T. Ruane

says that the corps as at present equipped is
too small to cover the immense amount ofterritory in Minneapolis. He suggests that
another station be added, or that a doublecompany be maintained at the present station.
This latter plan would necessitate only four
additional men. The corps at present con-
sists cf the superintendent, captain, lieu-tenant, nine patrolmen, fire reporter andauxiliary patrolmen. During the past year
the number of alarms responded to has been31_. The corps was on duty 246 hours 35
minutes. It spread 75. covers, and used thechemical 2S times.

Huiiiljus Steal Gold Leaf.
Burglars visited the Dayton building Min-neapolis, cqpflnlng their efforts to the 'officesof dentists. Dr. Edward Shumpik lost $10

worth of gold leaf. His door was pried open
with a jimmy. In his cabinet were sets of
valuable tools, which were not disturbed, asthe cabinet was well made of hard wood and
resisted the efforts of the thieves.

Dr. G. A. Bennett lost $25 worth of goldleaf, but nothing else was disturbed. The
outer doors of his office were not marked, but
the inner ones were badly marred from efforts
at an entrance.

'Phone Company Ready to Sign.
The Minneapolis city attorney's office was

visited yesterday by a representative of the
Mississippi Valley Telephone company, who
desired to secure copies of the contract and
bond for the signatures of the officers of theconcern. The- ordinance must be formally ac-cepted and a deposit of $5,000 must be mado
within thirty days of the signing of the ordi-
nance, and it Is believed that the company
willbe on time.

Racing Cyclists Organize.

The Flour City Cyclists is the name of a
wheelmen's club organized last evening at
the South Side skating rink, Minneapolis. The
project has been under consideration for some
time, and two preliminary meetings have been
held. The club will be of special benefit to
the lacing class, but it is hoped that such
features will in time be added to the club
as to interest other wheelmen. The primary
intention of the club is to secure training
quarters, and possibly build a track for the
special berefit of the racing men. This par-
ticular feature willbe passed upon later.

He Lost His Faith.
Sam Welssman, hailing from North Da-

kota, took too much faith In a couple of
strangers the other evening, aud Is now
minus $500. He arrived in Minneapolis
Wednesday night, and at the station met the
two men, who made themselves agreeable
and invited him to their rooms. There, by
use of a drugged liquor, Welssman was ren-
dered; unconscious and robbed. He reported
the matter to the police, with a good descrip-
tion of the men.

Fatal Trip on the Ice.
ANOKA, Minn., March 25.—Last night at 11

o'clock a man tried to cross the Rum riveron tho Ice near the Pleasant street bridge,
but broke through. His cries for help at-
tracted the attention of Edward S. Goeldner,
city assessor, returning from tho Woodmanlodge. Goeldner went to his assistance, and
after a desperate struggle, succeeded in res-
cuslng him. The cries aroused Henry Push,
who lives on the opposite side of the river.
He, with a neighbor, Btarted to the rescue
ln a small row boat, which became capsized
in the middle of the stream, but they heldto the boat until others had been aroused andcame to their rescue. Push died in less thanan hour from exposure. He leaves a wife and
six children.

KINGSTON, Jamaica, March 25.—Aprivate letter, dat«<_ three days hjjo,
from Manzanilio, received here by. a

schooner, says the condition of the
Spanißh troops there is terrible. It
adds that starvation and disease pre-
vail everywhere, and that the govern-
ment forces have sustained heavy loss-
es ln recent skirmishes with the in-
surgents, the wounded being brought
to town in cart loads.

The letter says, in conclusion, that
even without the Intervention of the
United Htates the war cannot last two
months longer.
