TEN SHIPS FOR CRUISERS

EXTENSIVE PURCHASE BY THE
NAVY DEPARTMENT

In the Way of War Preparations
This Was the Most Impertant De-
velopment of the Day——Reports
Indicate That All Available Ves-
sels Are Being Concentrated for

Actlon at Points Along the Coast.

NEW YORK, Apbril 4—The naval
auxillary board today added ten aux-
iliary cruisers to the vessels owned by
the government. The vessels are:

The Kansas City, of the Savannah
line, 3,679 tons.

The Carascas, 3,584 tons, and the
Venezuela, 2,843 tons, of the Red D
line.

El Sol, 4,523 tons; El Norte, 4,659 tons:
Kl Rio and El Sud, 4,665 tons each, of
the Borgen Steamship line.

The,Yorktown, the Jamestown, 2,898
tons each, and the Princess Anne, 3,079
tons, of the Old Dominion line.

WASHINGTON, April 4—With the
exception of the purchase of ten steam-
ships for use as auxiliary cruisers today
was devoid of development in the mili-
tary and naval branches of the govern-
ment. There were the usual constant
conferences between the various bu-
reau chiefs of both departments, and
both Secretary Long and Secretary Al-
ger had numerous callers from the
capitol. ' No orders, it was stated, have
t»gen sent to either the fleet at Key
West or the squadron at Hampton
Roads, and no confirmation could be
obtained of the report that sea orders
had been sent the battleship Texas at
New York.

Secretary Long held a brief confer-
ence with Secretary Alger during the
afternoon and left the department
shortly after 4 o’clock, much earlier
than has been his custom for the past
few weeks. Up to the hour of his de-
parture it was stated that no advices
had been received regarding any move-
ments of the Spanish torpedo fleet or
other Spanish vessels. Neither had the

No decision has yet been reached by
the authorities as to the location of the
proposed nawval base on the gulf coast,
the matter being still under considera-
tion.

Secretary Alger has decided to rec-
ommend to the president that an addi-
tional allotment from the emergency
fund be made for the use of the ord-
nance bureau of the army. The ord-
nance department is still lacking am-
munition for the sea coast fortifica-
tions, and extra allotments will be used
for this purpose.

It has been decided to detain for a
time at the Chickamauga battlefleld the
Twenty-fifth regiment of infantry,
which is about to leave the various
forts in Montana for service at Key
West and Dry Tortugas. The reason
for this action is said to be the fact
that the water supply at either of the
above named places is not satisfactory
at present. Chickamauga, Gen. Miles
says, is an excellent place for the con-
centration of a large body of troops,
and it is believed the location has been
seriously considered by Secretary Al-
ger as a point for the preliminary gath-
ering of troops in case of war.

Fleets Mobilizing.

The navy department was informed
late this afternoon of the arrival of the
dynamite cruiser Vesuvius at Norfolk
today from Washington.

Reports received at the navy depart-
ment today indlcate a general move-
ment for the concentration of war-
ships at Key West and other points on
the coast where their services may be
required in the event of hostilities.

The monitor Terror, the gunboat
Newport and the tug Leyden have ar-
rived at Key West. The fleet cruiser
Minneapolis has arrived at Newport
News for duty with the flying squad-
ron. The gunboat Bancroft, recently
detached from the European station,
arrived at Boston and will be at once
put in condition for active service. She
is said te be in need of a general over-
bauling. The yacht Mayflower, recently
transformed into a dispatch boat, has
arrived at Norfolk, and this {s taken
as an indication that she will be as-
signed to duty with the flying squad-
ron. The revenue cutter Hudson also
has reported her arrival at Norfolk,
where she is to undergo reconstruction
into a gunboat.

The torpedo boat Somers, purchased
in Germany, arrived at Weymouth thig
morning on her way to_the United
States. The monitor Monadnock has aT-
rived at Mare Island. The steam col-
lier Saturn has arrived at the Brook-
lyn navy yard. The yacht Josephine ar-
rived at League Island navy yard this
morning, and will be converted at once
into a torpedo boat destroyer. She will
be renamed the Vixen.

Gen. Wilson, chief of engineers, has
taken prompt action for the immedi-
ate utilization of the additional allot-
ment of $1,000,000 made to his depart-
ment by the president. Orders have
been given for the resumption of
work on fortifications, and arrange-
ments have been made algo for the es-
tablishment of a system of subma-
rine mines and torpedoes at harbhors
along the coast where such means of
defense are deemed essential in case
of hostilities.

These orders have necessitated a par-
tial rearrangement of the engineer de-
partment as at present organized.

TWO STEAMERS SENT FROM KEY
WEST TO HAVANA

Sudden Departure of the Bache and
the Mnngrove, Followed by a Re-
vival cf the Stories of Trouble in
the Cubsn Capital—Safe Egress
for American Citizens in Case
There Is an Uprising.

KEY WEST, Fla., April 4 —Acting
under orders from ‘Washington, Capt.
Sampson, commander of the TUnited
States fleet in these waters, sent the
survey beat Bache today from the
Tortugas to Havana.

WAR SPEECHES IN SENATE

THE MAINE DISASTER OPENLY
CHARGED TO SPAIN

Matter Handled by Mr. Perkins, of
California, With No Mincing of
Words—The President Eiimi-
nated as a Factor by Rawlins, of
Utah, Who Held That Congress
Should Now Declare War,

WASHINGTON, April 4—It was
frankly and openly charged in the sen-
ate today by Mr. Perkins, of California,
that Spain was responsible for the
Maine disaster, as it had been brought
about by Spanish machinations and
Spanish treachery.

The speech of Mr. Perkins was only
one of four prepared addresses upon
the Cuban question delivered today.
Mr. Clay, of Georgia, while hoping for
a peaceful solution of the problem
which the country is now facing, de-
clared strongly in favor of the inde-
pendence of the Cubans, and pledg=d
to the administration the loyal support
of the ‘South, which, in the event of
war, would have to bear the brunt of
the conflict. Mr. Perkins took sub-
stantially the same ground, and his
vigorous treatment of the Maine dis-
aster aroused the crowded galleries to
enthusiastic applause. Mr., Mantle, of
‘Montana, while expressing confidence
in the administration, maintained that
the time had now arrived, and action
must be taken to the end that Cuba
should be free. Mr. Rawlins, of Utah,
entirely eliminated the president from
consideration in his speech, holding
that the case against Spain was al-
ready made up and that with congress
rested the responsibility of declaring
war. For congress to wait longer was
only to invite criticism. He declared
for the most vigorous action immedi-
ately.

After the Cuban speeches had been
delivered the senate resumed consid-
eration of the sundry civil bill and
finished thirty-three pages before ad-
journment.

Perkins Speaks Out.

Despite the specific statement that
the president’s message would not be
sent to congress today and the inferen-
tlal understanding that the subject of
Cuba ‘might not be even referred to,
the people came to the capitol by the
thousands.

It was a great audlence that looked
down on the chamber where the senate
convened. Every seat in the gallery
except the diplomatic was filled, and
even in the diplomatic gallery there
were several members of foreign lega-
tions.

Senator Pettigrew (S. D.) presented a
telegram signed by more than 100 of
his contituents, reading: All parties
here want Spanish torpedo flotilla turn-
ed back or destroyed; patience exhaust-
ed.

Quite unexpectedly the discussion of
the Cuban question was precipitated
and set speeches were delivered upon
it.

In opening his remarks Mr. Perkins
saild that he felt it his duty to speak
not only for himself, but in behalf of
the people whom he represented.

Mr. Perkins, who has had a life-time
of experience in the handling of great
vessels, discussed the destruction of
the Maine from the view of an expert.
He declared that our sailors and offi-
oers had been beguiled by the deception
of the Spaniards to a place in a friend-
1y harbor and there, without a minute’s
warning, been blown into eternity.

It would have been impossible, Mr.
Perkins said, for any man or set of
men 'to place in the harbor of Havana
mines or torpedoes with out the knowl-
edge of the government authorities. No
impartial judge would fail, after con-
sidering all the facts presented, to
place the responsibility for the crime
upon the Spanish government through
its authorized officials.

“This most hideous crime of the nine-
teenth century,” declared Mr. Perkins
vehemently, “was an act of war and J

I believe that it is so regarded by the
nations of the world.”

GALLERIES APPLAUD BAILEY.

Warlike Temper Displayed During
the House Sesslon.

WASHINGTON, April 4—While there were
no attempts to force consideration for a
resolution regarding the Cuban situailcn in
the house today there was a brief cutbreak
in the course of which the warlike temper of
the crowded galleries was so manifest that
Speaker Reed threatened to clear them if It
was repeated.

The outbreak occurred over a bill to author-
ize the president to erect temporary forti-
flcations, in case of emergency, upon land
when the written consent of the owner was
obtained, without awaiting the long process
of legal ccndemnation.

This led to a demand by Mr. Bailey, the
Democratic leader, for information as to the
facts that warranted all these war measures.
The particular statement which aroused the

alleries was to the effect that whil> the

emocrats were willing to wait any reascn-
able time for the president to transmit a mes-
sage that would meet the approval of the
American people they would not wait a
minute for him to continue negotiations with
‘“‘the butchers of Spain.”

When the demonstrations in the gellerls
were recbuked by the sneaker, he de.lared
that the gallerfes were the American people
in miniature.

Mr. Cannon accused Mr. Bailey of ‘“‘pos-
turing” and playing to the galleries.

The bill was passed and it was arranged
that the army reorganizaticn bill should Le
taken up on Wednesday unless a report was
made from the committec on foreign affaiis.
The remainder of the day passed without
incident in the transaction of District of
Columbia business.

During the morning thousands swarmed
through the corridors of the house clamoring
for admission to the galleries.

ULTIMATUM TO M’KINLEY

RADICAL REPUBLICANS WILL ACT
WEDNESDAY ON CUBA

If the President's Message Is Not
Ready Befere That Time the For-
aker Armed Intervention Resslu-
tion Will He Pressed at Both
Ends of the Capitol—All Actiom
in Commiitee Heid Over.

WASHINGTON, April 4.—After a
conference between certain Republicang
of the house committee on foreign af-
fairs, and certain Republicans of the
senate committee on foreign relatlons,
with a view to concerted action, the
committee appointed by the confer-
ence of house Republicans, which had
several meetings last week, decided to
pestpone the meeting of the conference
which was to have been held tonight,
urntil 11 o'clock Wednesday morning.

If it is apparent, at that time, there
is to further delay in the transmission
of the message, the Republicans of
both house and senate, these Republi-
cans say, are to walt no longer, and
action along the line of the Foraker
armed intervention resolution, with a
strong reference to the blowing up of
the Maine, is to be pressed at both ends
of the capitol.

MAINE DISASTER.

MUCH OF

Definite Conclusion as to the Senate
Resolution Reached.

WASHINGTON, April 4.—The senate
committee on foreign relations resumed
its sitting today. The committee has
arrived at a definite conclusion as to
the resolution it will recommend, and
Senator Davis has prepared the report
to accompany the resolution. This re-
port will deal with the situation in
vigorous language and it is understood
that much will be made in it of the
Maine disaster. The committee has ac-
cepted the finding of the court of in-
quiry so far as it goes, but has exer-
cised the prercgative of extending the
inquiry and drawing conclusions in ad-
vance of those drawn by the Maine
court. This report will be in the nature
of an address to the country, in justifi-
cation of the resolutions to be reported
by the committee.

The committee now expects to be able
to report on the same day that the
president’s message is received, and
mnembers of the committee still look for
a message that will be in, perfect ac-

cord with thelr resolutions, so that it
will recommend both the recogni
and a declaration favorable to ir
vention. The president has been
formed of the probable character of t
committee’'s report, but what, if ar
comment he made has not been made
publiec. ‘
