Swiaging Back Into Line.

St. Paul Democrats may well feel
that things are coming our way this
year. Democratic success is in the
air, and, now and then, as opportunity
opens, it descends upon some city and
sweeps everything before it.

The latest to get back into line, after
having gone wandering off among the
thorny paths of Republican adminis-
tration for six years, is the goedily city
of Milwaukee. Two years ago Rauden-
busch, Republican, was elected mayor
by a plurality of over 6,000, to succeed
a Republican who _had gone in by a
large plurality. This year Rose, Dem-
ocrat, after a hot campaign, in which
he was the target for all the mud that
could be gathered by eager hands, is
elected mayor by a plurality of over
8,000; a. Republican plurality of over
6,000 turned into a Democratic plural-
ity of over 8,000, and a majority of over
6,000, in two years.

A short time ago Indianapolis, that
went for McKinley with a rush, elected
Taggart, Democrat, for mayor. New
York city yilelds her government to a
reunited Democracy. Boston returns
Quincy to the mayor’s chair in spite
of the Irwin there who bellowed the
same roars which are now being
dinned into our ears. When the bal-
lots were counted, that ‘‘champion of
the people” did not muster enough to
form the basis of an affidavit that he
was in the race at all.

The cause of these changes is vari-
ously explained, but the one sufficient
one is the same that will work victory
for the Democratic ticket here, disgust
with the outcome of experimentation
with Republican methods and ideas of
municipal government. Intense dissat-
isfaction with the national administra-
tion, its plentitude of promise and
paucity of performance, although un-
related to city government, had its in-
fluence, supplementing municipal fail-
ures and warranting the conviction
that no good whatever can come out
of the Nazareth of Republicanism.
Let us get together and duplicate, in
St. Paul in May, the victory won by
Democrats in Milwaukee in April.

FORTY YEARS AGO.

Just forty years ago today a meeting was
held in Red Wing, Minn., to encourage im-
migration into this state. The meeting was
the result of considerable agitation of the
subject by the press. The vast resources
of the state, then undeveloped, gave the im-
petus to the movement.

The executive committee appointed at the
original meeting consisted of:

Ignatius Donnelly, Ninninger; J. w.
North, Northfield; L. D. Newall, Prescott;
William Hale, Cannon Falls; G. S. Winslow,
Hastings.

The original headquarters of the assocla-
tion was at Red Wing, but was subsequent-
ly moved to St. Paul.

Forty years ago D. L. Kingsbury, at pres-
ent assistant librarian of the State His-
torical society, started one of the first news-
papers in the state and the first in Wright
county. The paper was called the Wright
County Times, and for a number of years
was the leading paper in that section. Mr.
Kirgsbury locks back with a great deal of
pleasure to the time when he was everything,
from printer’s devil up to chief editorial
writer,

Rev. J. D: Pope, the paster of the Bap-
tist church of this city, baptized thirteen
perscns at his Sibley street church, the first
Baptist church in the city.

The city of St. Paul was divided into four
election wards.

A new female seminary was opened by
Rev. J. G. Rhieldaffer. The school was for
years onc of the best ladies’ seminaries in
the state,

The first instaliment of payment on the
first issue of stock of the St. Paul Gas Light
company became due. The stock was con-
sidered gilt-edged.

A priscner convicted for forgery broke out
of the county jail and made his way to
Chicago. To secure the arrest of the prison-
er it was necessary for Sheriff Brackett to
g0 to Washington before he cculd secure ex-
tradition papers. In those territorial days
documents of that nature were all issued at
the nation’s capital.

A German immigration society was organ-

ized, with the following ofiicers:
President—C. H. Schurmeier.
Secretary—f. Wipperman.
Corresponding Secretary—F. Willius.

This was another crganization which did
much towards peopling the state. Correspon-
dence was carried on with agents in Germany.
Some of the best German citizens of the state
were secured through the agency of the as-
sociation,

The I1llinoin Central, Galena & Chicago
Union Reilway ccmpany cpened cffices in St.
Paul, with Capt. George at the head of the
local staff. The old-tlmers all entertain many
happy recollections of Capt. George, whose
hospitality made him one of the mest pop-
ular men in the most progressive city of the
‘West, St. Paul.

The grading of St. Peter street was com-
menced, and it was prophesled that it would
bacome cne of the best resident streets in
the city. The street was then graded to Sum-
mit avenue.

HOUSE OF HOPE CHURCH AN-
NUAL MEETING

Reports of the Varicus Departments
of the Institution Show It to Be
in a “rosperous Condition, Mor-
ally and Financially—No Debt
and a Balpnce in the Treasurer’'s
Hands of Over $5,000.

The congregation of the House of
Hope Presbyterian church held its
forty-third anhnual meeting last night
in the church parlors and reviewed
the work-of: the various departments
of the church organization for the past
year. 1

Alexander Ramsey presided and Is-
rael B. B.'Sprague and H. Knox Taylor
acted as elerks.

The repertsimade by the session, the
board of trustees and the various aux-
iliary branches of the church showed
the church work to be in a most pros-
perous condition, not only from a
financial standpoint, but from the ex-
cellent work accomplished through the
various armsof the ehurch during the
vear. -

Besides contributing $23,104, its mem-
bers have raised $7,500 witkin two
weeks to build a new mission building
on Bradley street in which to carry on
the Hope chapel work, which has long
been one of the most worthy depart-
ments of the church work.

It is expected that work on the new
building will begin in a few weeks.

The session reported that its work
had been marked this year by an era
of success which had greatly encour-
aged the members. Although it had
felt the stringency of the times, it was
by dint of self-sacrifice that it had
maintained the benevolent work of the
church and met all current expenses
without becoming incumbered with a
church debt. The session, in looking
back over the year, had been impressed
by the material increase in numbers
and devotion of its members. In
starting the year anew, it looked for-

The principal
functions, of the board was to aid the
poor of the church. The work neces-
sarily was gone in a quiet way, but it
was nevertheless efficient. In several
cases they had made the last days of
scme of its aged members easy by sub-
stantial assistance.

J. H. Neal, president of the Christian
Endeavor soclety, made his annual re-
port. The society was sixty-five strong
and contributed $161 last year, devoted
to benevolent purposes.

Rev. C. W. Scovel made a statement
as to the work at Hope chapel. The
Sunday school averaged between 300
and 400, and both primary and inter-
mediate departments were crowded for
reom.
