He Will Do MtKalonar) Work Among

the Natives of the Islands of (lie

Inland Sea oif Jniiim Was in

St. I'Niil Yesterday on His Way
From KiiKland to Kobe,

Julian.

Ina temple at Kobe, Japan, there are
iniuK'-s of 10,000 gods; each image holds
in its hands, or bears on Its head,
smaller linages e>f yet six other gods.
Bach god typifies some attribute which
muft be cultivated, according to the
Shinto system.

In the islands of the Inland sea of
:lie natives, fishermen and peas-

ants generally are devoted to the wor-
ship of this host of divinities, and
Capt. Luke Washington Bickel has un-
dertaken tlie work of displacing all
these venerable fictions and supplant-
ing them in the affections of the peo-
ple by imparting to them a knowledge
of tlie God of Christianity.
It ia a large order that Capt. Bickel

;,
- taken, but he looks the sort of

man that would not be daunted by the
siz'. of any enterprise. He was at the
Merchants' yesterday, with his wife
ar.d child, stopping a day for rest on
his journey from L«ondon, England, to

K< be, Japan. He is a sea captain, not
a minister, but he is going to carry
the Christian creed Into practically un-
known countries, to people who have
riot only never heard of Christianity,
but who have never even seen a Euro-
pean. He goes out for the American
Baptist union.

Capt. Blckel's mission is unique. He
will go into the inland sea In a gospel
ebip that will be built for the pur-
pew-. In the territory that has been
assigned him there are thousands of
Islands very thickly populated. The
people are said to be peaceful, cleanly
and industrious. The field is said to
in an excellent one for missionary
work.

The one difficulty In the way has
been a lack of means for reaching them.
Recently a well known owner of mer-
chant vessels contributed $10,000 to the
American Baptist union to be used In
the construction of a ship that might
be used for the purpose of exploiting
tfi> gospel in these remote islands.

Capt. Bickel, who has been in the
English merchant marine nearly all his
life, though he is an American by birth,
was offered the charge of the mission
and accepted it. He has been engaged
In missionary work among the sailors
in London for some few years. His
father is the Rev. P. W. Bickel, well
known to people familiar with. the
work of the American Baptist society,
and his brother was formerly engaged
In newspaper work in Minneapolis.

"My plans are all definitely made,"'
said Capt. Bickel to a Globe report-
er. "Ihave plans for a schooner-rig-
ged vessel of about sixty tons burden.
6he will be built at. Kobe, and there I
Jrtll make my headquarters. The ves-
sel will neit be built to carry cargo, and
there will be no commercial side to the
enterprise. Missionaries who are also
traders have not been successful. The
schooner will be arranged only for res-
idential purpose, so far as the interior
*!s concerned. She will be stoutly built,
for she will see some rough voyaging. I
Will take with me an assistant nativemissionary, but will have no white as-
sistant except my wife.

"The work among the Islanders will
be- absolutely new, and my movements
Will he guided altogether by circum-
Btancee when Iget to the inland sea.
Iam provided with charts and all other
aids to navigation, but will,of course,
have to depend on native pilots for
Borne time.

"It will probably take a year to build
the ship and outfit. Ido not know
anything of the Japanese language,
and will devote myself to acquiring a
knowledge of it while Iam building
the ship. What my period of service
will be Idon't know. It will depend
on the success Imeet with. Itis like-
ly to be lifelong, though, for the people
nmong whom Iam going are very
numerous, and they have never even
heard of Christianity."

Capt. Bickel will leave for the west
on the overland train today.

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HAS CUBA A GOVERNMENT

SENOR QUESADA MAKES A

STATEMENT

ClniniH of the Spaniards That An-
archy ileimiN In the Eastern Por-

tion of the Island Refuted hy

FiH'ures and Document* >>>
the Washington Member of the

Junta.

WASHINGTON, April 10.—Senor
Gonzalo de Quesada, the diplomatic
representative of the Cuban insurgents,
today issued the following signed state-
ment to show that the Insurgents have
a regularly organized civilgovernment
whose Independence can be recognized:

"Itis circulated by the enemies of the
independence that they have no gov-
ernment or civilorganization to recog-
nize. It is admitted by all that there
Is a Cuban army, which has forced
Spain to confess her inability to re- |
establish her control of the island; the
triumphs and hardships of the Cuban
soldiers are written up every day, but
the more admirable example of the vir-
tue and capacity of the people of Cuba,
the creation and workings of a civil
organization are lost sight of.

"And yet there is no writer who has
Visited the Island, Kuglish or Ameri- j
can, who has not told the world of the [
government of the rtpublic of Cuba.
At this moment a short sketch of the
laws and officers of the republic cannot
fail to interest the American pee>pie
and serve to dispel any doubt In the
mind of senators and cmgressmen who ,
will be called upon to vote for a lego- j
lution recognizing the republic.

"From the very inception of the rev- I

olution the Cubans provided for a civ 1
power. The Cuban revolutionary par-
t\, which pfeoaiTtd and directed th*|
movement, was a civil organization j
headed by Jose Marti, most zealous in I
establishing the paramount influence of
the law over the sword.

"Gen. Gomez, then and throughout
all the reve>lution, has shown himse-lf
desirous that the civil authoritf. s j
should have the supieme power. When
he and Marti landed, their first aim

was to constitute a provisional gov-
ernment. Gomez, as well as all the ]
other military leadeis, recognized Marti j
as the civil head. After the meeting i
of Gomez, Maceo and Marti at Mejo-
rana, on May 4, 1895, a call for the elec- j
tion of representatives of the Cuban
people to form a civil government was
made, and Marti and Gomez marched
to the central provinces to arrange for
this important event. The decrees of
that time are laws signed by both
Gomez and Marti.

"The death of Marti postponed for a
time the selection of representatives,
but in the beginning of September,
IM>5, the call previously issued was
complied with.

"Representatives from each of the
provinces of Santiago, Puerto Principe,
Santa Clara and the Western part of
the island comprising the provinces of j
Matanzas and Habana, making twenty
In all, were elected to the constituent |
assembly, which was to establish a j
civil government, republican in form- ;

"The constituent assembly, composed i
of doctors, lawyers and distinguished
Cubans, met at Jimaguayu, in the
province of Puerto Principe, on the
13th of September, 1895. It was duly
organized; it solemnly declared the
independence of Cuba and Its separa-
tion from the Spanish monarchy, and
confirmed the existence of the republic
of Cuba among the political divisions
of the world. The constitution, based
on democratic and republican princi-
ples, was to be In force two years,
unless the freedom of Cuba was obtain-
ed previous to the expiration of that
time.

The First OHteers.
"On the 18th of September, the fol-

lowing officers of the government were
elected by the constituent assembly, in
accordance with the terms of the con-
stitution:
President, Salvador Cisneros Betancourt, of

Puerto Principe.
Vice president, Bartolome Maso, of Man-

zanillo.
Secretary of war, Carlos Roloff, of Santa

Clara.
Secretary of the treasury, Severo Pina, of

Sancti Spiritus.
Secretary of the- interior, Santiago Garcia

Canizares, of Remedloa.
Secretary of foreign relations, Rafael M.

Pontuondo, of Santiago de Cuba.
Sub-secretary of war, Marie Monoca, of

Matanzas.
Sub-secretary of the treasury, Joaquin Cas-

tillo, of Santiago de Cuba.
Sub-secretary of the interior, Carlos Du-

bois, of Baracoa.
Sub-secretary of foreign relations, Fermin

Valdez Dominguez, .of Habana.
"The installation of these officers

duly followed. The election of the
genenal-in-chief and the second In
command, who is to bear the title of
lieutenant general, was then had, and
resulted in the unanimous election of
Maximo Gomez and Antonio Maceo t re-
spectively.

"On the same day the constituent
assembly elected by acclamation as
delegate plenipotentiary and general
agent abroad of the Cuban republic,
Thomas Estrada Palma.

"During the two years of the Cisne-
ros administration and up to the pres-
ent time of Maso's, the civil authori-
ties of the republic have exercised
their functions throughout the terri-
tory controlled by the republic of
Cuba, which is about three-fourths of
the island. There is a civil governor
In every province who has his subor-
dinates and employes. The provinces
are divided into prefectures, under the
supervision of the secretary of the in-
terior. The duties of the prefects are
various, and are subject to special
laws. That these prefectures are in
working operation, the official tele-
grams of the Spanish press affnrrl in-
numerable proofs. Gen. Blanco, in a
communication to his government, un-
der date of March 12, published in all
the Madrid papers, says:

"Havana— Captain General to Minister
of War: In operations of columns in the
East, the military lines of the enemy be-
tween Bayamo, Manzanillo and Canto were
broken. Also destroying the civil organiza-
tion which they had in that territory for
two years.

""Documents were filed before the
senate committee of foreign relations
last April, which were published as
Document No. 19, Fifty-fifth congress,
first session, which provided that the
civil government legislated as to com-
merce, government workshops, manu-
factories, coast inspectors, postoffiees,
stamps have been issued, public
schools established, civil marriages
provided, the public treasury is well
organized, taxes being collected andamounting to hundreds of thousands
of dollars.

Civil Government Supreme.

"President Cisneros, and afterwards
President Maso, issued state papers
as they became opportune. The mili-
tary authorities are subordinate to the
civil government. Inmany documents
the generals so declare It, and Gen.
Gomez, the commander-in-chief, duly
took the oath to the constitution. In
July, 1896, he published the following
circular:

"Headquarters of the Army of Libera-
tion—This headquarters being Informed of
the unworthy proceedings of some -chiefs
and officers of the army with regard to the
civil authorities of the republic, and re-solved, as it is, not to consent in any casenor by any person that the sacred prin-
ciples of discipline, subordination and mo-rality of the revolution should be disregard-
ed, but that respect should be rendered to
the majesty of its democratic Institutions,
Itreminds all chiefs and officers of tbe in-
evitable duty which they have to respect
the funcUonaries of the civil government,
according to their rank.

"The military authorities are obliged to
give the decisive protection of their force
to the civil authorities for the better ful-
Ailment of their duties.

"The chiefs of the corps, divisions andbrigades will chastise severely all subor- »
dlnates against whom any complaints may
be made of their bad conduct in this re-
spect, they being answerable to this head-

quarters for their leniency or Indifference.
P. Y. L. Remanaguns, 22d July, 1896. The
General-in-Chief.

—"Maximo Gomez.
"The general reports of the civilgov-

ernor of the East, Carlos Manuel de
Cespedes, for the years 1896 and 1897,
quoted in one of Senator Morgan's
speeches, confirm every one of our
statements and are worthy of perusal.
Five newspapers are also published in
the republic, El Cubano Libre, La In-
dependencia, El Boletin de la Guerra,
La Sanidad, La* Vilas. Books have
also been published, the first being
the primer for the public schools.

"Pursuant to the mandate contained
inthe constitution of 1893, a constituent
assembly was convoked to meet in Oc-
tober, 1897, to revise the laws and to
elect new officers. The government
council passed an electoral law, and
twenty-four representatives were cho-
sen from the six provinces by all the
citizens of the republic, those in the
army, as well as the civilians; the elec-
tion was untrammeled by the military.
In a notable letter of Gen. Callxto Gar-
cia, a translation of which reached
President McKinley, he told how in
Santiago de Cuba he gave his vote
the same as the soldier and peasant,
and how inspiring It was to see the
people exercise the right of suffrage in
districts controlled entirely by the re-
public.

"It was a brilliant congress which
sat the months of October and Novem-
ber. Dr. MendfZ Capote, ex-professor
of law In the Havana university, was
president. The outgoing secretaries of
state submitted their reports, which
were examined and passed upon by
committees appointed for the purpose.
A new constitution was adopted on the
2<Hh of October, 1897. which will be in
force two years, unless Independence
is obta'ned beforehand, when an as-
sembly shall be called to provide tem-
por?rily for the government and ad-
ministration of the republic, until a
definite constituent assembly shall
meet.

"The preamble says:
"We, the representatives of the Cuban peo-

ple, freelj meeting in constituent assembly,
convoked by virtue of the mandate con-
tained in the constitution of the 16th ofSeptember. 1895. ratify our firm and un-
shaken resolve of obtaining the absolute and
immediate Independence of the bland in
order to establish In It a democratic repub-
lic, and Inspiring ourselves In the present
necessities of the revolution we decree the
following constitution:

The Constltntlon.
"The constitution determines what. Is

called the republic, who are citizens,
their in-dividual and political rights,
the officers of the government, their
powers and provides for the assembling
of the representatives.

"The principal articles are:
"Article 6. Cubans and foreigners willbe

protected in their religious opinions and in
the practice of their respective cults, aslong as these are not opposed to public
morals.

"Article 8. Education is free in all the
territory of the republic.

"Article 10. The electoral right shall be
regulated by the government on the basis
of universal suffrage.

"Article 17. The administration of Justice
In reference to civil matters belongs to the
civil authorities and its procedure shall be
regulated by a law.

"Article 22. Besides the powers conferred
upon it by other articles of this constitution,
the government council has the following:

"1. To make all laws and regulations re-
garding the revolution and the military,
civiland politicallife of the Cuban people.

"2. To resolve the petitions addressed to
it, ordering those which are not properly
tiansmitted to take their due course.

"3. To dppose for just cause and under
its responsibility any counselor or su6-
secretary. This resolution shall be reported
to the first assembly, and can only be passed
by the affirmative votes of four councilors.

"4. To appoint a secretary and sub-secre-
tary for the transacting of business in any
department, when both positions shall have
been vacant for two months.

"6. To appoint and remove public func-
tionaries of all classes in the manner pro-
vided by law, ordering that thay shall be sub-
mitted to the courts of justice in the proper

cases.
•'6. To determine the policy of the war

and the general lines of the campaign, and
to intervene, when, in their judgment, there
be found motive for it, in the military opera-
tions, always by means of the generals of
the nation.

"7. To raise troops, to declare reprisals,
and to grant letters of marque.

"8. To grant military ranks from sub-
lieutenants to major general, in the form
established by the law of military organi-
zation.

"9. To issue paper money, to coin money,
fixing its kind and value.

"10. To contract loans. determining
when they shall become due, the Inter-
ests, discounts, commissions, and guaran-
ties, and to make all negotiations advised
by the public weal, being strictly responsi- j
Die for the use it shall make of these facul-
ties and of those provided in the previous
articles.

"11. To levy taxes, to decree the invest-
ment of the public funds, and to ask and
approve the accounts of the same.

"12. To determine the foreign policy and
to appoint an remove agents, representa-

tives and delegates of all classes.
"13. To grant passports.
"14. To issue the safe conduct necessary

for the discharge of the functions of the
government.

"15. To make treaties with other powers,
choosing trie commissioners who are to
celebrate them: but without being able to
delegate in them its final approval. The
one of peace with Spain must be ratified
by the assembly, and. cannot be initiated
but on the basis of the absolute and lm-

\u25a0 mediate independence of all of the island
of Cuba.

"Article 31. The secretary of war will
be the superior chief in rank of the army

"No. 3. That the government can name

"No. 4. That there shall be a chief for

j through the general In chief, for the aec-
| onds.

"Pursuant to the constitution, which
!is published in document 129 of the
iFifty-fifth congress, second session,'

the new government was elected as fol-
lows:

"Vice president, Domingo Mendez Capote.
"Secretary of war, Jose B. Aleman.
"Secretary of foreign relations, Andres Mo-

reno de Latorre.
"Secretary of the treasury, Ernesto Fonste

Sterling.
"Secretary of the interior, Dr. Manuel R.

Silva.
"Sub-secretary of war, Rafael de Cardenas.
"Sub-secretary of the treasury, Col. Sa-

turnino Lastra.
"Sub-secretary of foreign relations, Nicolas

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DAIRY EXHIBIT AT OMAHA

MINNESOTA MEN PLAN FOR

REPRESENTATION

Secretary Crlckniore, of the State
Dairymen's Association, Commu-
nicates With the Creameries
Throughout the State ABigEx-
hibit o* Butter Already Assured—

Creamery- Men Are Interested.

A correspondence has been carried on
by Secretary Robert Crlckmore, of the
Slate Dairymen's association, and the
creamery men of the state during the
week with reference to the Minnesota
dairy exhibit at the Omaha exposition
this summer.

Mr. Crlckmore has met with flatter-
ing success in his efforts in this direc-
tion and has already enough prize but-
ter promised to make the *dalry exhib-
it from this state one of the features
of the exposition.

The creamery men, with little excep-
tion, have taken hold of the project
with great Interest. Mr. Crickmore
says the exhibit will come fully up to
the standard of the Topeka exhibit.

The only drawback which has been
experienced by the committee appoint-
ed by the Minnesota commissioners is
the matter of transportation.

The exposition will be held during
Ihe summer, and necessarily great care
will have to be taken in transporting
the butter to retain Its scoring quali-
ties.

Mr. Crlckmore will be in the city
this week and willcall upon the rail-
road companies to make arrangements
for a special refrigerator service be-
tween St. Paul and Omaha just before
the opening of the big show,

Mr. Crickmore stated that Minnesota
creamery men need have no hesitancy
in entering their exhibits, as- they
would be fully protected from the at-
mospheric conditions, and great care
would be taken Inhandling the pack-
ages.

It is expected that the state corps of
dairy organizers willresume the road
on Monday, April 18. Although the
season for opening new creameries is
practically over, the corps can do much
to further the dairy interests of the
state after the farmers have completed
their seeding.

A well known creamery man said
yesterday that he thought the build-
ing season this year would be much
later than usual. He thought there
was time yet for considerable work
in this field.

Cornish, Curtiss & Greene, ereamerv
outfitters, have secured contracts for
creameries at the following places
during the past waek: Spicer, Minn.;
Roscoe, Minn.; Fairfield, Minn.; Elm-
dale, Minn.

The business of the outfitters at this
season is largely composed of supply
orders. A number of orders have been
received from creameries which are
making thorough renovations of their
plants this spring. The season's busi-
ness has been marked by an unusually-
large number of creameries which have
been equipped with additional sepa-
rators and other improvements addedduring the spring.

tinct exhibits and entries of butter, oneeach in the months of June. July, September
and October, on such day of the month as
shall be determined by the superintendent ofthis department.
It shall be the duty of the superintendent

to notify by registered letter each exhib-
itor at least ten days in advance of the
date when such exhibits are to be Judged,
and each exhibitor shall within sixty hours
after said notice is received .forward his ex-
hibit either by express or refrigerator
freight, all charges prepaid.

Not less than ten days from the date of
mailing of the notices herein required, the
exhibits of butter shall be judged; said
judging to be from a commercial standpoint
by recognized experts and according to the
following scale or score:

No exhibit scoring less than 90 points

shall be ont'tled to any portion of the cash
premium offered.

As soon as the judging Is completed all
exhibits, unless otherwise disposed of.by
the owner, willbe sod to the best advan-
tage by the superintendent and the proceeds
roTvitted to the owner, and accompanying
said remittance shall be a copy of the score
of said exhibit, signed by said superintend-
ent.
In the awarding of cash premiums an entry

made in any month by an exhibitor shall
be entitled to i's proportionate share of sa:d
premium, provided that no exhibitor shall
be allowed to make more than one entry
in each month, except that companies op-
orating more then one separate and distinct
creamery or factory may make entries from
each of said croameries or factories.

All pro rata premiums will be divided
among the entries In the lot scoring above
the stated minimum (90 po ;nts) in propor-
tion to the points scored above said mini-
mum.

An enthusiastic creamers' meeting
was held at Bryant, S. D., March 12.
The question of reopening the creamery
was discussed, and it was decided to
canvass the territory tributary to Bry-
ant to find how many cows could be
pledged. The banks agreed to furnish
money on easy terms to buy 200 more
cows. The leading business men also
agreed to buy no more butter from
farmers livingwithin a radius of eight
miles of town.

The manufacture of fancy cheese in
this country is rapidly increasing, and
probably there is no part of dairying
that pays better than this work. At
present most of the fancy cheese is
imported, although nearly all of the
famous varieties are made on a small
scale In this country.

The Merton creamery, near Owaton-
na, Minn., received during the year
2,623,820 pounds of milk, which yielded
113,723 pounds of butter. The aver-
age teat is reported at 3.4, and the
over-run was 19.4, or in other words
100 pounds of butter fat made 119.4
pounds of butter. The cost of manu-
facture was $1.77 for 100 pounds of
butter.

The number of creameries In South
Dakota Increased from five In1893 to
145 in 1897, and the value of their
product from $67,392 in 1832 to $1,088,000
in 1897.
In the St. Paul Dairy Reporter of

March 29 appears an article on "Our
Butter in England" from the pen of W.
R. Kenny, Manchester, England, which
every buttermaker in Minnesota should
read. He admits that Minnesota makes
good butter, but says It does not
bring the top price in English markets,
because it lacks the characteristics
which the English consumer wants in
his butter. He further states that cer-
tainly we do not want to ship butter
across the ocean unless we intend to
receive the highest possible price, and
if we do intend to receive the best
markets we must cater a little to the
English taste. We must work for cer-
tain results for certain markets.

Nine dairy dealers of Allegheny coun-
ty. Pa., were found guilty of selling
oleomargarine, or imitation butter, in
opposition to the law the other day,
and a fine of $10 and costs was imposed
in each case.

Pasteurization is supposed to have
received a set-back at the Topeka con-
vention. The tub exhibition by Mr.
Schuknecht seems to have received at
the hands of the judges a lower scoring
than almost any other exhibit, but this
condition is explained by Mr. Sohuk-
neeht as having been brought about by
the fact that in his anxiety to produce
something extraordinarily fine he car-
ried the ripeningprocess too far, which,
as he says, gave him the quality and
flavor desired, but In the shipment,
through careless handling, this fine
aroma was dissipated and lost when
scored nearly a week later. Of course
there is Just enough in the result to
enable critics to find a peg on which to
hang objections to the process, but the
fact still remains that the butter Mr.
Schuknecht has been turning out at
the Albert Lea creamery under this pro-
cess has been fetching two to three
cents higher price than the Elgin quo-
tations. After all, the market is the
final arbiter as to the success or failure
of any process, and judged by this
standard there is no record where pas-
teurized butter has not brought as a
rule top prices.

A creamery in Newark, N. J., is using
skim-milk in the manufacture of a
product for putting the glazing on fine
quality paper. The Newark Herald
says: "The Standard Butter Company
of Owego has now commenced the
manufacture of their new product
which is to utilize and create a value
for their skim-milk, and thus allow the
payment of better prices for
milk. The product is a sizing to be
used by paper manufacturers to put
the glazing on fine quality papers.
Heretofore a fine quality of glue with
other compounds has been used, but it
was recently discovered that a much
better and cheaper sizing could be
made from skim milk. The Standard
company has now made a five-year
contract to furnish this to some large
paper manufacturers. At the creamery
inthis village, in charge of N. Haster,
the new product is now being made.
The skim-milk is nut in a vat, treated
with chemicals and heated until curd
is formed, then the curd is washed and
pressed and shipped to the headquar-
ters at Owego. There the curd is
ground fine and put in a large and im-
proved drying kiln, where it is dried in
about twelve hours, then bagged and
is ready for shipment."
