VOTING ON THE CHARTER.

City Officials Who Hope for Re-elec-
tion Are Oppesed to Its Pas-
sage.

The question of the number of votes it wiil
take to adopt the new charter is aga!n being
agitated. A number of the present city of-
ficlals who are deluding themselves with the
idea that they will be re-clected are opposed
to the charter for the reason that it reduces
salaries.

One of the officials was in consultati>n with
Assistant Corporation Attorney Phillips yes-
terday over the number of votes which {t
wculd take to pass the charter.

The constitutional amendment adopted by
the voters in 1896 relating to the charter for
cities and villages contains the following
clause:

Such charter shall be submitted to the
qualified voters of such city or village at
the next election thereafter and if four-
sevenths of the qualified voters voting at
such election shall ratify the same it shall
at the end of thirty days thereafter become
the charter of such city or village.”
Chapter 255 of the General Laws passed
by the last legislature cn the same subject

says:

Such charter shall be submitted to the
qualified voters of such city or village at the
next electicn thereafter or a spec.al election
called for that purpose, and if four-sevenths
of the cualified voters voting upon its
adoption at such election shall ratify the
same it shall, at the erd of thirty days, be-
come the charter of such city or village.
Assistant Corporation Atturney Phillips is

of the opinion that the constitutional amend-
ment and the law passed by the legislature
mean the same, but admits that if there is
any question as to whether the charter re-
quires four-sevenths of tliose voting at the
election or four-sevenths of those voting on
the question to carry it the constituticnal
amendment wiil take precedence.

It Is Repoirted That Hé Has Accepted
the Presidency of the Big Trunk
Line—Is Now in the East Con-
ferring With the Directors of the
Road — Takes Mr
Place. ¢

CLEVELAND, O, April 14—W. H.
Newman, second vice president of the
Great Northern railway, it is reported
here, has accepted the presidency of
the Lake Shore & Michigan Southern
road, which has been unoccupied since
8. R. Callaway retired from it recent-
ly.

The report that Mr. Newman was to
be the new chief executive of the Lake
Shere had been circulated on Wall
street for a few days past, and has
been verified today upon information
received from an undisputed source.

Mr. Newman is at present in New
York and has been closeted with a
number of the directors of that road
since his arrival there. It is under-
stood that he has formally notified
President J. J. Hill, of the Great North-
ern, of his intentions, but no official
action will be taken upon his notifica-
tion until Mr. Hill returns from Europe,

The report of Mr. Newman's change will
not come altogether as a surprise to local
railroad men, for upon that official’'s de-
Jharture for the Kast a number ventured (o
say that there was something in the wind.
It was conceded that as there was no
meeting in’ New York to attract Mr. New-
man’s presence, and in the absence of the
president Mr. Newman would not make
such a trip at this time for pleasure or
minor business, either personal or relating
to the Great Northern railway.

Upon ipquiry at Mr. Newman’s offices
yesterday, with respect to his trip to
New York, his secretary professed ig-
norance as to the nature of the journey.
Mr. Newman did not evidently give
the news of his change much publicity.

Mr. Newman has been with the Great
Northern two years.

Mr. Newman commenced his railway ex-
perience in July, 1866, with Thomas A.
Scott, on the Texas Pacific, in Texas. When
Mr. Gou'd obtained possedsion of the Texas
Pacific and united it with his Southwest-
ern system, he apppinted Mr. Newman
traflic manager. From that pos tion he went
to the Chicago & ‘Northivestern, as third
vice president, in ‘charge of the traffic
where he remained for seven years. From
there he became the second vice president of
the Great Nortkern road, which positicn hs
now holds. In taking the place of the presi-
dent of the Lake Shore 'he returns again
to the Vanderbilt system, in which he has
had his largest experienge and made his
reputation so that the appointment is re-
garded virtually as a ,%rumotlon in the
vanderbilt system. & !
