DULUTH HARBOR IMPROVEMENTS.
Judgment Entered in Condemnation

Proceedinzs in the U. S, Court.

Judgment was entered in the United
States district court yesterday in cer-
tain condemnation proceedings brought

by the war department against owners
of property in Duluth required in order
to improve the canal leading frem the
lake to the Duluth harbor.

As has already been mentioned.in The
Globe, for some time past the Duluth
canal has been much too narrow to care
for all the traffic at the head of the
lakes. By the action of the ‘war de-
partment as much land as was possible
was obtalned through direct purchase,
for the purpose of widening the canal
to about twice its present width, deep-
ening it and extending the plers out
fnto the lake, g0 as to enable steamers
to enter in any kind of weather.

A part of the property required could
not be secured by purchase and the war
department Instituted condemnation
proceedings.

Commissioners were appointed and
filed their appraisals and yesterday the
matter came up in the district court
on a motion to confirm the award of
the commissioners as to certain owners
only, the time not having yet expired
in which others might take appeal.

As to five Jots the commissioners’ re-
port was confirmed and judgment enter-
ed vesting title In the United Statews,
and awarding $19,000 to the two claim-
ants. The government was by the same
Judgment ordered to pay into court the
$19,000.

There have been but two appeals
taken during the entire proceedings,
one in behalf of Frederick C. Squires,
of Minneapolis, and the other in behalf
of the estate of Wilhelm Boeing. These
appeals will be heard during the next
gession of the United States district
court, convening at Duluth, May 10
next,

The work of the Duluth harbor im-
provement will be prosecuted just as
soon as title to the United States of the
property in question is confirmed. It is
the intention of the war department to
rush the work as quickly as portions of
the land are acquired.

ARGUED FOR DISMISSAL,

State Rests in the Keefe Case and
Defense Begins Today.

The state rested In the Keefe case
yesterday afternoon at 4 o'clock, and
’lerce Butler, for the defense, argued
& motion to dismiss on the ground that
the evidence did not warrant the case
being sent to the jury.

Mr, Butler argued that without the
testimony of Robert Bell, who had
leaded guilty to perjury, and had been
rought from the reformatory to give
evidence, the state had made no case.

Judge Brill denied the motion, stating
that there was some corroborative tes-
¢imony in addition to Bell's evidence,
which should be allowed to be consider-
ed by the jury.

Carrie Bell, wife of Robert Bell, tes-
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tified for the state that Keefe had offer-
ed her money to secure affidavits that
her husband was in Minneapolis on the
day which he testified to in the clvil
action.

Donald E. McKinnon, a police official
from Winnipeg, identified a letter writ-
ten by Keefe, which had been sent to
Burns while he was In jail at Winnipeg.

Robert Kirkland testified that Burns
and Bell boarded at his hotel in St.
Paul, and that J. L. Strauch paid the
board.

Three witneses, who witnessed the
accident which resulted in the death of
R. Krane, testified that they saw
neither Burns nor Bell at the scene of
the accident, as they had sworn to in
the civil action,

The defense will commence this
morning the introduction of testimony.

SEEN AT ST.PAUL HOTELS

VISITORS FROM MINNESOTA TOWNS
TALK TO THE GLOBE

D. F. MeGrath, of St. Charles, Once
Member of the Legislature, Says
the Farmers in His District Are
Prosperocus—Prospects of Dollar
Wheat Offer Much Encourage-
ment—Range Cattle Scarce.

D. F. McGrath, of St. Charles, a
prominent Democrat and once member
of the legislature, was registered at the
Merchants' hotel yesterday.

In speaking of the progress made by
the farmers In his district with their
spring seeding, he said:

“Nearly half the seeding down our
way has been completed. Some of the
farmers have some little work to do in
the field yet, but the end of this week
will see all the crop in.

“The wheat acreage in the vicinity ol
St. Charles will fully double that of a
vear ago. The satisfactory returns ob-
tained from wheat raising of late years
and the high price this spring and the
prospects of dollar wheat next fall,
have all encouraged our farmers f{z
growing the golden product.

“There is also this year an exception-
ally large acreage of flax, not only in
our vicinity but all over Southern Min-
nesota. Farmers are putting great
faith in flax this year.

“Up to some years ago it was thought
by our farmers that wheat could not be
successfully and profitably raised in
our section, but the highly satisfactory
raesults of five years past has fully es-
tablished the practicability of wheat
raising in our section of the state.”

J. P. Phalen, of Fargo, N. D., was
at the Merchants’. )

“There will be a great scarcity of
range cattle this coming season,” said
Mr. Phalen, “so much so that many of
the big cattie men in North Dakota are
now selling out with a view to going
out of business for the present at least.

“I think the scarcity will be felt to a
greater extent in Montana than it will
be in the Dakotas, as Montana depends
more on the cattle industry than we do.

“The vast inroads made upon the
range herds last fall by the unusually
heavy shipments to St. Paul and
Chicago have scarcely left any stock on
the ranges.

I think unless feeders can be secured
from _the South, it will be a severe blow
to North Dakota. The cattle men are,
however, in hopes of securing oumds
cattle for feeding purposes this spring.

Lieut. Gov. J. L. Gibbs, of Geneva,
was In the city yesterday.

“There has been great activity among
our farmers during the last fortnight,”
sald the governor. “Flax, wheat and
oats, are the favorite crops this year.
Not as much wheat is being put in this
year as heretofore. There seems to be
a leaning on the part of our farmers
to a diversity of cereals, rather than
an exclusive wheat crop. Corn plant-
ing will commence in earnest about
May 10.

“Comparatively few farm mortgages
aro outstanding in Freeborn county at
present. The few held against farm
property have been mostly given by
young men who have bought farms on
time. X

“The prospects for an abundant har-
vest never seemed brighter to our farm-
ers.”

Nels McInnis, of Virginia, was in the
city yesterday. He reports that there
has been quite an awakening of the
mining business along the Vermillion
and Messaba ranges. Several mines
which have been closed for over a year
are expected to open shortly.

Col. F. H. Irons, of Fargo, was seen
at the Merchants’. Col. Irons is largely
interested in mines down in Arkansas.

“To begin with,” said the colonel,
speaking of his wventures, ‘‘this is no
stock floating scheme. We have no
stock for sale. Several North Dakota
men and myself bought over 1,200 acres
in mining claims on the border of the
Ozark mountains in Howard county,
extending over an erea of thirty miles.
That nugget,” sald he, holding up a
small Jump of the yellow stuff, “is
worth $4 and came from four pounds
of ore. We are going to name our
mines after Northwestern places and
people, and give those six-foot Arkan-
sas8 miners a lesson In Northern enter-
prise.”

ST. PAUL AND DULUTH ROAD
WILL RAISE $5,000,000

First Morigage Consnlidated Bonds
to That Amount Will Be Issued—
Will Be Used to Fay Up Old Obli-
gations and Make lmprovenien(l
——Action Taken at & Meeting of
the Stockholders Yesterday.

The stockholders of the St. Paul &
Duluth Railroad company held a spe-
cial meeting in the office of Vice Pres-
ident and General Manager A. B.
Plough yesterday morning and decided
upon the issuance of $5,000,000 flrst
mortgage consolidated bonds to take
up old obligations and make improve-
ments.

Rate of interest on the bonds Iis
not to exceed 5 per cent per annum
and will cover all the property of the
company, with the exception of the
lands, the land and stumpage con-
tracts and proceeds thereof, to be dis-
posed of as follows:

Three million dollars to be reserved for re-
tiring at maturity:

There are outstanding $210,000 of the Tay-
lor's Falls & Lake Superior Railroad com-
pany’s first mortgage 6 per cent bonds, ma-
turing Jan. 1, 1914, to meet the payment of
which the frustees have in the sinking fund
1,360 shares of St. Paul & Duluth Rallroad
company preferred stock, which is annually
increased by the dividends declared on these
shares.

There are a'so outstanding $500,000 of the
Duluth Short Line Railway company’s first
inolrmtgsage 5 per cent bonds, maturing Sept.

The St. Paul & Duluth company owns
more than 96 per cent of the stock of the
branch lines above mentioned.

In the annual report of the company for
the year ending Dec. 81, 1888, attention was
called to an expenditure for construction. bet-
terment and equipment from the land and
stumpage trust fund, under resolution of the
stockholders of June 20, 1887, which authorized
the temporary use of the trust fund for such
purpose.

Subsequently, at the stockholders’ meeting
of June 17, 1889, the direc'ors were instructed
to take the necessary means to restore this
amount to the trust fund.

On Dec. 31, 1888, the amount of the land
and stumpage trust fund which had been
s0 used was $788.566.40. During the year end-
ing June 30, 1892, $97,790 was returned thereto
from the earnings of the company. The bal-
ance now due said trust fund is $690,775.40.

In accordance with the laws of the United
States, the freight equipment is being pro-
vided with automatic coupler and air braﬂea.
The cost has heretofore been charged to oper-
ating expense, as there is no source other
than income from which such expenditures
can be made. It is estimated that it will cost
$175,000 to finlsh this work, and the law re-
quires that it be completed within two years.

Reference has been made in the annual re-
ports, of recent years, to the work which has
been done in the reduction of grades, the cost
of which has also been a charge upon in-
come. To complete this work, go that the
full benefit of that which has already been
accomplished may be recelved, a further esti-
mated expenditure of about $100,000 will be
necessary. 3 .

The addition ‘of frelght cars of the present
standard weight, to the equipment, would
greatly Improve the earning capacity of the
company and its economy of operation.

The dividends upon the preferred stock are
limited to 7 per cent. During the last thim
teen years they have averaged more than 6§
per cent, and in no year has less than 5 per
cent been paid. If the balance of the money
taken from the land and stumpage trust fund
above referred to had been returned and a
corresponding amount of preferred stock re-
tired there would have been an average sav-
Ing of $41,446 each year in the amount Te-
quired for the payment of the dividend on
outstanding preferred stock. This saving
should ba contrasted with the addition to
fixed charges of $27,735. The balance due to
the land and stumpage trust fund when re-
stored will ba used in ce with the
plan of “purchase, sale and reorganization.”’

The increased number of tons which can
be hauled in trains by completing the grade
reductions, it is estimated, will reduce the
operating expenses much more than the in-
terest upon the cost of such work.

The Consolidation Coal company, whose
mines are on the Baltimore & Ohio raiiroad
near Cumberland, Md., ship considerable coal
to San Francisco for smithing purposes, and
the cost of the coal at the mines and the
price at which it is's0ld to consumers in cer-
tain parts of California has developed an in-
teresting situation ‘with reference to trans-
portation charges.

The company gets 85 cents a ton for the
coal at the mines and then it Is sent over the
B. & 0. to Locust Point, where it is loaded
on vessels and goes around the Horn to San
Francisco. From there it is shipped by rafl
to the interior points and then placed in sacks
and carried on mules to the small mining set-
tlements scattered through the mountains.
This coal is retailed jn these settlements,
some being hundreds of miles from the rall-
road, at $100.a ton, or 5 cents a pound.

THREATEN THE FORESTS

AMENDMENT TO SUNDRY CIVIL AP-
PROPRIATION BILL

Gen., Andrews Calls Attention to a
Matter Which He Thinks the
Friends of the Forests Should
Protest Against—Says Under the
Amendment the Wilderness
Would Be Open to Plunder.

“There 1s pending in congress an
amendment to the sundry civil appro-
priation bill to absolutely suspend the
president’s orders establishing national
forest reserves in the Western states
and ‘territories; the pretext being' that
the reserves are prejudicial to mining,”
said Gen. C. C. Andrews yesterday.

“This pretext, however, will be found
utterly groundiess, if one will examine
the provistons of law for regulating the
reserves,” continued the general, ‘in
the sundry civil appropriation act of
June 4, 1897. Those provisions, by the
way, are the most important ever en-
acted by oongress for the care of the
natlonal forests, and will be found on
pages 34 to 36, United States Statutes,
First session Fifty-fifth congress. The
following passages show that congress,
in creating these forest reservations,
has studiously protected the mining in-
terests:

It s not the purpose or intent of these
provisions, or of the act providing for
such reservations, to authorize the inclu-
sjon therein: of lands more valuable for
the mineral thereln, or for agricultural pur-
poses, than for forest Iu-pone..

The sécretafy of the interfor may permit,
under regulations to be prescribed by him,
the use of timber and stone found upon such
reservations, free of charge, by bona fide

settlers, miners, residents and proepec
for minerals, for fire wood, f ng, hnlid-
ing, mining, prospecting an er domes-

sons for such purposes.

All waters on such reservations may be
used for domestic, mining, milling or irri-
gatlon purposes,- etc. * & ®-

Occupied the Witness Stand in the
Hearing in the North Dakota Rate
Case Yesterday—Tells of the
Manner in Which the Great
Northern Is Operated — Total
Amount of Bends Outstanding.

The hearing in the North Dakota
rate case before Master in Chancery
LoveHe, w: resumed yesterday in the
office of Vica President Lamont, in the
Northern Pacific building.

Col. William P. Clough, vice presi-
dent of the Great Northern railway,
was on the witness stand, and in an-
swer to questions, asked by M. D.
Grover, chief counsel of the system,
made a historical and statistical state-
ment of the Great Northern system.
Vice President Clough said:

The Great Northern Rallway company does
not own any rallroad; it leases anf operates
the system of rallroads owned by the St.
Paul, Minneapolis & Manitoba Raliway com-

Washington. These leased railways have a
total mlleage-of 3,830.72 miles of main track
and 503.56 miles of sidetrack, making 4,334.28
miles of track all together. The lease under
which this_mlleage is operated by the Great
Northern Rallway company was executed
Feb. 1, 1890, and perfected on that day, and
its term is 999 years.

The Great Northern owns all the capital
stock of the Eastern Rallway company, of
Minnesota, the Montana Central Rallway
company, the Willmar & Sjoux Falls Rall-
way company, the Duluth, Watertown & Pa-
cific way company, the Minneapolis
Union Railway company, the Minneapolis
Western Railway company, and the Northern
Steamshlr company.
