Christian Miller and Wilford Taylor, |
together with their families, occupy, i
jointly, the second story of the tene- j
merit. Quarrels between the families
have been frequent. This afternoon j
Taylor was engaged in washing in a
rear room Mrs. Miller entered with j
a basin, in which Fh? had some tomato
plants. ,c he placed the basin on the ]
Window sill. Taylor remonstrated, and
told her to take her stuff away. Mrs.
Miller replied with vigor. Taylor kick-
ed the basin and plants out of the
window.

At this juncture, her husband en- j
tereil. Words, which led to blows, pass- .
ed between Taylor and Miller. The j
former seized a hammer and struck
Miller on the head. The men fought \desperately. Miller was forced to the ;

head .if the stairs, where Taylor strmk !
him again with the hammer, knocking j
him down the stairs. Miller got up
and went to the wood shed, procured an ]
ax and returned to seek satisfaction. |
Mr. and Mrs. Taylor locked them- I
selves in their rooms. Miller chopped j
the door down with the ax. Taylor
tried to defend himself with the ham-
mer, which he still had in his hands.
Miller chopped his antagonist on the
head, laying his head open" for five
Inches. The wounded man was taken
to a hospital, where he died at 10:20
tonight, without having gained con-
sciousness.

Miller escaped, but a posse is in pur-
suit. At 11 o'clock Deputy Sheriff
Chrlssler telephoned the county jail
from Mondovi, thirty miles from here,
that he was on the track of Miller.

Must Pay a Fine of WOO and Go io I

BISMARCK. N. D., April 15.—Attorney

Taylor Crum. of Fargo, must go to jail for
sixty days and pay a fine of 1200 for con- i
tempt of Judge Pollock, the decision ln the j
contempt proceeding against him having been I
affirmed by the supreme court today.

The Crum case is one of the most interest-
ing to the bar of North Dakota, before the I
term of supreme court, because of the noto- I
rlety defendant has obtained through the
Btate In his manner of practicing law.

The record in the present case shows that I
last fall Crum being called to assist in a case
in which his wife was the principal attorney, !
savagely attacked .ludge Pollock, designating I
him a "contemptible cur," and applying other
epithets.

Crum was summarily adjudged guilty of
enntempt and sentenced to fine and imprison-
ment. Afterwards disbarment proceedings i
were brought against him by the bar asso- i

elation' cf Cass county, ar.d he was disbarred.
Both cases were appealed by him to the su- i
preme court, and that tribunal today affirmed
the lower caurt in the- co-tempt case.

The disbarment proceed. ngs have been |
a:gued before the court, but no decision has j
been handed down. The opinion in. the case
was written by Judge Wnliin and goes fully
Into the matter of contempt. The only Ques-tion to be considered, ae.-ording to the de-
em :i of the court, is the power of the trial
Court to punish summarily for contempt, j
This power the supreme court holds as be-longing to the district court, and it is not
for the upper court to Question whether the
pox'Vr was wisely used or not. The contempt
was flagrant and as the constitution gives !
district Judges power to preserve order and
decorum it is necessary that the court beupheld.

Beguiled I.nto a Mock. Marriage Cere-

mony and Rohhed ot Nearly IpSOO

ed hy the Grand Jai-y on Charge |

of Manslaughter in the Second
Degree.

John Erickson, a prosperous raloonkeeper of!
Roselle, Minn., rues the day that he c<me to
Minneapolis. Wife, money and jewelry are i
gone as a result of his visit.

The central figure in the little drama, which \
was enacted Thursday, and en into the wee, |
sma' hours of Friday morning, is a man ;
past middle age. He came to visit Mlane- i
apolis to have a good time and lncld?nta!ly to j
secure a wife. He obtained both. However, j
his money is gone, hla wife has flown and |
he will return to his home, a sadder, but a :
wiser man, as a result of his varied ex- j
periences.

Mr. Erickson had about $430 when he set i
foot in Minneapolis two days ago. He de- j
posited $370 of this with a Hennepin avenue j
saloon man. whom he knew. Then he stir.ci !
out to take a look at the town. He met a j
woman with whom he spent his money lavish- |
ly. Erickson told the woman that lie wa3 !
looking for a wife and she seemed to meo:
his tastes. The siren agreed that he was
just the man she was looking for and it
was decided that their lives should be made
one. Erickson was well intoxicated by this
time. A justice of the peace was seat for,
but when he saw the circumstances he re-
fused to tie the knot. Then, it is claimed,
a "Sake" ceremony was performed by a man
who impersonated a minister, the license be-

ing issued by another, who claimed to be a;

clerk of the court.
Previous to the alleged marriage Erickson

took his blushing "bride" out to purchase
her wsddirg pressnts. At a d.y good 3s ore
he bought dresses and furnishings, and af-
ter this a ]?w?lry establishment was -Waited,
where watches, rings and diamonds wore pur-
chased. In all Erickson is said to havo
spent about $100 for his "wedding' gifts.

During Thursday evening when Eriekson'a
roll cf money had diminished he went to
his improvised banker aud withinw what
he had deposited. Then the victim,his "bride"
and several friends of the latter attended a
dance at Normanna hall. Here Brxiraea was
lavish in his expenditures. He purchased
wine ar.d drinks, but finally objected to pay-
ing further when the male "friends" ran up
a little bill. The result was that a litt.'e
squall appeared en the horizon. A special

policeman who was on the scene arrssted
Erickson for drunken-less, and he slept off

the results of his prodigious "Jag" within tho
confines of the South side police station, in
the police court yesterday he paid a fine of
$10.

When Erickson came to his senses he had
$20 left. During the high time at the dance
his "wife" is sail to have asserted her rights
by taking his pocketbook, saying that, as sho
was his better half, she would care for his
roll. It was not long before she had dis-
appeared, and she has not since been se.ru.
Mr. Erickson's diamond ring was also miss-
ing when he realized that he was in Min-
neapolis.

The victim did not so much regret the loss
of his money as he did that of his wife.
Yesterday he said that he wanted his wife,
and he seemed to be much disappointed rhat
she had disappeared.

ZIMMERMANINDICTED.

Manslaughter ln the Second Degree
Is Churged.

The grand jury has comi letcd the investiga-

tion of the case of the shooting of Harry
Stafford by Officer Zimmerman, and has re-

turned an indictment for manslaughter la
the second degree. This form cf indictment
charges the direct use of a deadly weapon. In
a careless manner, without a felonious intent,
and a conviction under It would mean a term
of imprisonment probably not to exceed
eighteen months.

The jury made a report ln the afternoon,
handing in a batch of Indictments and then
adjourned to meet May 10. This ls an early
meeting, and shows that the court is anxious
to get through with the criminal calendar
this term.

FLYING SQUADRON BACK

COMMODORE SCHLEY'S SHIPS

IN FEOM PSACTICE CBTJISE

On a Call to Quartern the Brooklyn
Wan Ready to Ucgln Action ln
Lens Than Four Minute, Good

Work Done InPractice Willi the
Guiin All the Officer* and Men
Are Well Pleaded.

FORT MONROE, Va.. April 15.—The
flying squadron, tho dopiirture of which
caused so much excitement on Wednes-
day, returned today to anchorage at
Fort Monroe, after . having completed
two days and two nights of arduous
labor, with satisfaction to its com-
manding officer.

Commodore Schley wanted the cap-
tains of the fleet to know each other in
the movement of their vessels and to
be able to answer quickly to ail sig-
r.als for movements liable to he made
in an engagement. Running down toCape Henry on Wednesday afternoon
the squadron was taken fifteen miles
out to sea, at the same time
maneuvering in response to ths signals
from the flagship.

All the big vessels responded quickly,
the heavy battleships Massachusetts
ar.d Texas being- especially and sur-
prisingly quick. JJ.ne of battle was
formed with the Brooklyn on the right,
the Massachusetts to the left of the
Brooklyn, the Minneapolis to the left of
the Massachusetts, the Columbia next,
and the Texas on the extreme left. The
signal to anchor in line was obeyed so
well that an almost perfect alignment
was obtained. Anchorage was made on
Wednesday night, fifteen miles east :>£
Cape Charles light,near the Sguthern
drill grounds.

Thursday morning -found very un-
favorable conditions for either, man-
euvering or using the guns, the weath-
er being intensely disagreeable with a
heavy rain and hailstorm and a high
sea, but Commodore \u25a0 Schley decided to
go out and begin the maneuver. The
Massachusetts dipped her low nose in
the water time after time, taking on
tons of water, but was handled beauti-
fully coming up to alignment or cir-
cling more quickly thafn a light cruiser.

The other vessels also were quick to
respond to signals... This drill was kept
up all day and at nightfall anchorage
was made at a point thirteen miles
from Cape Charles. After dark signal
work by electric llgh.t was practiced for
two hours.

Call to Quartern.
At 9 o'clock, when most of the officers

and men had prepared to retire, the
call to quarters and battle calls were
sounded. On the Brooklyn so quickly
was the work done that every division
officer had reported "ready" in four
minutes, and the ship was ready for
battle with water-tight compartments
closed, ammunition hoisted to guns,
turrets swinging, battle hatches down
and the crews at the guns ready to
shoot.

The other ships reported almost as
quickly.

Friday morning was given up to
practice at the guns, all the ships put-
ting out targets at 800 yards. The gun-
ners on the Brooklyn cut the flag from
the top of their target within twentyminutes, remarkable work when it is
considered that the target was but
eighteen inches square and the flag-
staff but two inches wide.

At 1 o'clock the ships were signaled
by Commodore Schley to head for
Hampton Roads for anchorage, with
the exception of the Texas, which was
ordered to remain out and try her big
guns and improved turrets with solid
shot.. The rest of the squadron anchor-
ed off Fort Monroe at 5 o'clock.

The Texas ran into Hampton Roads
about 6 o'clock and joined the squad-
ron. Capt. Philip said the new turret j
arrangement had worked satisfactorily
and the big gun could be loaded by
Lieut. Haesler's new automatic ar-
rangement at any angle and very
quickly. He could Are more than twice
as many shots now, he said, than un-
der the old English arrangement.

The Columbia and Minneapolis went
up to Newport News tonight after coal.
Commodore Schley is very much pleas-
ed with the skillful way in which the
new crews of the Minneapolis and Co-
lumbia obeyed signa's.

The Brooklyn in anchoring tonight
lost one of her big anchors, the chain
breaking. The Norfolk navy yard peo-
ple will recover it.

BROOKE TO COMMAND.

Troopa Prom' Fort Sheridan Start
Sonth This Morning.

CHICAGO, April 15.—Gen. John R.
Brooke, commandir.g the Department
of the Lakes, reeetved orders from the
war department at Washington at T

o'clock this evening directing the trans-
portation of the troops under his com-
mand to the South. The order had
been anticipated and preparations were
well under way trpon its receipt. Rail-
road officials have their trains ready
and by tomorrow morning the routes
for reaching the South willbe laid out.

The Fourth regiment at Fort Sheri-
dan will board the cars for Chicago
early tomorrow morning and by the
time the trains are loaded Assistant
Quartermaster Lee will have contracts
made with railroads leading to the
South. Col. Lee's plans are so well
matured that it will require but a few-
hours to complete arrangements for tho
movement of the entire department.

Gen. Brooke, as major-general, will
be the highest official in the South.
Army officers regard this as tanta-
mount as to his commanding the de-
partment. Gen. Brooke and his aids
arranged tonight for his immediate de-
parture for Chickamauga. Of the
troops, those at Ft. Thomas will prob-
ably be the first to reach the Gulf
coast.

At Ft. Sheridan news that the com-
mand was ordered South created much
enthusiasm. Although the troops have
been in marching order for several
weeks the actual order to move was
received with wild cheers and demon-
strations of Joy.
