WAR CLOUD HANGING LOW

MILITARY CIRCLES IN ST. PAUL
VERY MUCH ALIVE

At Armi Headquarters Every One
Busy Yesterday Arranging for the
Transportation of Troops and
Equipment to the South—Fort
Snelling Officers and Privates
Packing Up—National Guard.

The war cloud hung heavy over St.
Paul yesterday.

All branches of the army and nation-
al guard were alive to the latest phu;
of the situation. The orders ismlllel‘
Friday evening left no room for furthe

_doubt as to the intentlons of the na-

h-
tional overnment in the Spanis
Am-erlcang crisis. From early morning
until late last evening army omclers
were on the jump recelving and issulng
orders and carrying out mslructlor.ls.ﬂ

Gen. Wade and the officers of his stai
were at the Army building at a.r} ea.r};
hour and they plunged into the work Ot
arranging for the transportation t?
troops and camp equipments to the
points of rendezvous. They kept the
wires hot between the department
headquarters and the several posts in
the department.

The rf?rst. thing they did was to (;all
upon the several railroads running
from St. Paul for bids for -carryfhg the
troops and horses, with baggage, :('5.-
ttons and fodder to the South, and h-
rected that the bids be sent in to the
Army building not later than noox; :0-
day.

“‘1&&]. Da.nfeﬂ D. Wheeler, chief quar-
termaster of the department, telegraph-
ed to every post commander in the de-
partment Friday night, for statments
covering the number of men in each
command, the number of horses, the
amount of baggage and food to be car-
ried, and other detalls necessary to ar-
rangements for transportation and in
the morning he had received definite
information on all such points.

The officers will travel South in first-
class cars, the enlisted men in tourist
cars, and box and stock cars will be
provided for the horses —and army
mules. Each soldler will be aHowed to
carry 150 pounds of baggage free.

Gen. Wade expects to start south to-
night. He will be accompanied by
Lieut. Col. Arthur MacArthur, adju-
tant general; Maj. Wheeler, First Lleu-
tenant William E. Almy, of the Fifth
cavalry, and First Lieutenant George
W. Read, of the same regiment, aids.
The party will go to Tampa, where they
will establish department headquarters.

Some of the Western infantry troops
will be stationed at Tampa, and the
rest will go to Mobile. The cavalry
regiments in the department of Dz}kota
will go to Chickamauga. The Eighth
cavalry, however, will remain West for
the present. Several troops of the
Eighth will stay at Fort Meade, on2
at Fort Yates, and two of the Fourth
will guard Yellowstone National park.

Fort Snelling Aective.

There was activity at Fort Snelling
yesterday. From the moment the sig-
nal gun greeted the rising sun until
long after it saluted the setting sun
officers and men were busy preparing
to move in expectation of not return-
ing to this post put the finishing
touches to their packing. Carpets were
rolled, furniture arranged for shipment
to other pointe, and every preparation
completed for vacating the fort perma-
nently.

The ladies, who are to remain until
they are directed by the government to
go, packed their husbands' trunks and
agsisted as much as possible in the
preparations to depart. There were
many heavy hearts among them, and
they did not manifest much gayety.

The usual weekly company inspection
was held in the morning. Every com-
pany was lined up on the green in front
of the company quarters, and the cap-
tains of each passed criticism upon
their appearance.

to an outsider that it was anything out
of the ordinary, but there were few
who' did not realize that perhaps it
might be one of the last inspections
that some of them would be called
upon to respond to,

As soon as the men were dismissed
they made a rush for the trolley cars,
and in a short time they were swarm-
ing into St. Paul. They flocked to the
dry goods stores, where they purchas-
ed necessary outfits for Southern trav-
el. The men provided themselves with
everything they thought they would
need in the fleld. For several hours the
streets in the retail district were alive
with the soldlers.

Col. Page came into the city early
in the day and consulted with Gen.
Wade. He told Gen. Wade that his
men would be ready to move tomorrow
and was directed to be ready at any
hour ‘tomorrow to start. Orders were
issued to the regiment to put away all
superfluous equipment and they were
reduced to a camp standing. They
were provided with tin cups and dishes,
such as they will use In the fleld, and
the guartermaster took every articie
that could be called a luxury and gave
receipts for them so they may be re-
turned to their owners when they re-
turn. X

The Third regiment will march from
the fort through St. Paul on the way
to the train, and the people of the city
will give the men a royal send-off. The
regiment has been at Fort Snelling ten
years and its officers are prominently
identified with St. Paul society, and’ it
is the wish of every one to manifest
the esteem in which they are held.
There will be undoubtedly such a
demonstration in this city as has never
been seen here for the Fighting Third
from colonel down to water-carrier, is
the most popular military organization
in the Northwest.

State National Guard.

The state natlonal guard is not go-
ing to be caught napping during the
prevailing war excitement. The ' first
steps were taken yesterday for increas-
ing it to the full war strength.

This decision was made after a con-
ference between Gov. Clough, Adjutant
General Muehlberg and Brigadier Gen-
eral Bend in the governor's office. At
the conclusion of the meeting the fol-
lowing order was issued:

The commanding officers of the infantry
companies and artillery batteries composing
the National guard of this state will im-
mediately take steps to recruit their com-
mands up to 100 men each. All recruits
above the maximum peace footing of sev-
enty-six men will be carried upon the
muster roll as provisional recruits, to be
discharged iIn case their services are not
needed for field service. Ex-members of
the national guard will be preferred for
this service:

An instantaneous response was made
to this order by Capt. Ed S. Bean, of
Company D, First regiment, who issued
a notice that he wanted sixty able-
bodied men for his company. He will
be at the armory today from 10 o’clock
this morning until 5 this afternoon. He
will be there to recruit all day tomor-
row.

The armory will be open every day
this week in order to give other cap-
tains a chance to enlist men for the
ranks.

Capt. Bean is quite jubilant over the
fact. that -his company is the first in
the state to call for recruits.

All ex-members of the national guard
in this state are required by the ad-
jutant general’s order to be ready to
respond to a call to arms. It is thought
that from these alone five regiments
can be raised in this state.

Every arrangement for the trans-
portation of troops will be made by
the officers of the national guard and
if a general call is made for them they
will be prepared to move at short no-
tice.

Interest at the Armory.

There was a good deal of excitement
at the armory last evening. The mem-
bers of the several companies were on
hand discussing the probabllities of
their being called to the front. Com-
pany C had a squad drill under Capt.
Robinson. The men were unusualiy at-
tentive to the regulations, and went
through the evolutions with precision.

A number of former members of the
company called during the evening and
told Capt. Robinson they wanted to re-
enlist if there was trouble. Capt. Rob-
inson will establish recruiting quarters
in his company room today.

All the captains were at the armory
during the evening and made arrange-
ments to comply with the order of the
adjutant general to increase the mem-
bership of their companies to the full
fighting strength. Recruits must come
up to the physical requirements of the
regular service., They must be of
sound bodies and able to endure long
marches.

Company C will have a drill in ex-
tended order today at Kittsondale. It
will be held in the afternoon.

“Capt. Treatt Spear, Company E,
First regiment, said that his company
needs forty able-bodied men to make
tp the 100. They must be men be-
tween the ages of twenty-one and
thirty-five. There will be officers at the
armory today from 10 a. m. to 1 p. m.,
to enlist any who may desire to join the
company and also again Tuesday even-
ing. In fact, any time almost that a
man wants to enlist he can be accom-
medated.

Capt. Spear says it will be an advan-
tage to enlist at once. The men who
join the company just now will have
some advantage at least over those who
come in later.
