WASHINGTON, April 16.—The Re-
publican members of the ways and
means committee of the house have
practically completed the preparation
of the revenue measure, which will be
passed to raise revenue sufficient to
pivseeute the war.

The members propose that the pres-
et; sreneration shall bear the burdens
Of the war, and, proceeding upon that
theory, they have prepared a bill that
Will raise between $100,000,000 to $120.-

--addltional revenue per annum.
The bill will provide for an additional
tax of $1 per barrel upon beer, from
Which $80,000,000 will be raised. On
manufactured tobacco and snuff, the
Internal revenue tax will be increased
frcaj 0 to 12 cents. This is expected
to raise $15,000,000 of revenue. The in-
cn ise on cigars and cigarettes has
not been absolutely fixed, but probably
Will be $1 on all classes. From this
|5.0©6,006 is expected.

The proposition which the senate
placed on the tariff bill, but which
\u25a0went on conference, to tax all j
stocks and transfers of corporations
la embodied in the measure, together
\u25a0with practically all the scheme of in-
ternal revenue taxation of the act of
1866, which includes a stamp tax on all
checks, drafts and all instruments of
business (mortgages, loans and bonds),
a tax on patent and proprietary mcdi- \
Cines, and a tax on telegraph mes- !
sages and express packages is also in-
corporated in the bill.

This scheme of taxation is estimated
to raise $£5,000,000. The tax on propri-
etary and patent medicines will l>e 2
cents on package or bottle retailing at
25 cents or under, and 4 cents on those
retailing above that price. The tax on
telegraph messages will be 1 cent onI
al! messages which collect 25 cents or j
less, and 2 cents on all above 25 cents.

NO CAU FOR THE MILITIA

M'KINLEY WILL WAIT FOR AN

ACT OF CONGRESS

Rnmor Set nt Rent l>y an Author.
Itntlve Statement From tlie Sec-
retary- of War Gen. Mile* Pre-

!>nrinn to Transfer His Headquar-
terH to Atlanta Officers Annlk'ii-
efl io Duty in the •li-partincuts.

WASHINGTON, April 16.—Secretary
Alger, In reply to a specific Inquiry on
the subject, said today that no call on
the militia,of the several states willbe
made by the president until congress
passes a resolution of intervention.

This authoritative statement dispos-
es of the rumors that have been per-
sistently circulated during the past
few days that a call of this kind will
be made within a certain specified
time.

The action thus far taken by the gov-
ernment in the matter of troops has
been confined entirely to the issue of
orders for the concentration of the reg-
ular army In the South.

Four or five days will elapse before
Gtn. Miles will start South to take ac-
tive command of the army in the field.
The expectation is that he will take
with him his personal staff, as follows:
Lieut. Col. J. C. Oilmore, adjutant gen-
eral; Capt. Micheler, of the Fifth cav-
alry; Capt. M. P. Maus, First infantry;
Capt. Edward Davis, Third artillery,
and Chief Clerk J. B. Morton, of the
general's office.

Gen. Wilson, chief of the engineers,
is making arrangements to have a
pontoon or bridge train at the disposal
of the army to facilitate the move-
ments of the troops on the march, and
it is probable a train of this character
will form part of the army on its way
to the various rendezvous on the South-
ern coasts.

All of the officers attached to the
artillery school at Fort Monroe, Va.,
and also the officers on duty at colleges
and institutions of learning as profes-
ors of military tactics and instruction
have been ordered to join their regi-
ments.

Gen. Miles said this afternoon that
the movements of troops to the South,
ordered yesterday, will not begin until
Monday morning at tho earliest. There
was no special occasion for haste in thematter, he said, and there were also
certain formalities to be observed in
arranging with the railroad companies
for their transportation.

Although no definite information on
that point could be obtained this after-
noon, it is said that the Sixth oavalry
at Fort Meyer, and the Fourth artillery
at Washington barracks will hardly
s>tart on their journey South before
Monday evening or Tuesday morning
next.

An important conference was held
this afternoon in the office of the sec-
retary of war, the purpose of which
was to perfect arrangements for the
use of the national guard _of the states
and territories in the national defense,
in case it becomes necessary to rein-
force the regular army. There were
present: Secretary Alger, Gen. Miles,
Adjt. Gen. Corbin, Col. Wagner, of the
military bureau of information; Repre-
sentative Hull, chairman of the house
military committee, and the adjutant
generals of the national guard organi-
zations ln nearly every state and terri-
tory in the Union.
It was announced at the navy de-

partment there was no present neces-
sity for the assignment of naval ves-
sels for transportation of troops toCuba, in the event that such a step
was determined upon. It was explain-
ed that the war department would have
entire charge and direction of the
transfer of troops by land and water,
and that it is now engaged in making
complete preparations for the charter
of steam vessels for use in transport-
ing the military to Cuba in the event
that such a movement is ordered by
the president.

The only part that the navy would
play in a case of this kind would be to
send a suitable fleet of war ships alons?
with the expedition for its protection
and safe conduct.

The general understanding among
military and naval officials is that the
army and navy, when the proper time
arrives, will make a joint demonstra-
tion in great force against the Spanish
capital in Cuba, and that smaller ex-
peditions willbe organized for the pur-
pose of landing troops at Matanzas,
Santiago de Cuba, Cienfuegos and
other points on the island, with a view
to the capture or surrender of thoSpanish army and the establishment of
a single government in Cuba.

CALL, FOR VOLUNTEERS.

ItWillNot Be Made Without Author-
ity of Congresii,

WASHINGTON, April16.—Adjt.Gen.
Corbin said today in the most positive
terms that no call for volunteers formilitary service, either militiamen or
others, would be made unless such a
step is authorized by congress and ap-
proved by the president. He said that
all the details of such a call rested in
the hands of the president, and so faras he (Gen. Corbin) knew nothing had
yet been settled in the matter, beyond
a decision to make such a call in case
it became necessary and was fully au-
thorized by the action of congress.
It was impossible for him to say at

this time how many men are likely to
be called out under the first call, but in
other quarters it was learned that the
president had practically decided, in
the event of legislation to that end, to
issue a proclamation asking for 50,000
volunteers. Gen. Corbin said that, if
this was done, the call would be ap-
portioned among the different statesand territories, according to their pop-
ulation, and that organization of the
forces would be left entirely to the
judgment of the governor of the sev-
eral states and territories, upon whom
would devolve also the duty and power
of selecting all the officers of the dif-
ferent volunteer organizations.

The war department recognizes the
complete jurisdiction of the governors
in the matter of the organization of
the volunteer troops raised in their re-
spective states.
