STATE FIRE UNDERWRITERS.
Movement f<<r the ifrßiniljiil'iiiiof an

Association Im Btkrted by Joim
Koigers Jr.

John Rogers Jr., state committeeman of
the National Association of Local Fire Un-
derwriters, has begun the movement for the

Mu'.ual protection and the
promotion of soelnl intercourse among the
local agents is msde the chief point. Many

BUSINESS MEN ARE MOVING

WANT THE LOCATION OF THE

UNION DEPOT CHANGED

A Petition Addressed to tbe Chamber

of Commerce Soliciting: Its In-

fluence Has Been in Circulation

Since March 81, and Hum Been-
Widely Signed A Second Peti-

tion WillBe Circulated.

Since March 31, a petition has been In

circulation among the retail merchants
of St. Paul, addressed to the chamber
of commerce, and solicting their in-
fl'.t nee to secure a change of location
of the union passenger depot in this
city.

The petition is printed below, together
with the names of those who have thus
far signed it. Ageneral petition is also
in circulation, to whteh several hundred
names are likely to be appended. The
petitions and signatures follow:
~To the President and Board of Directors of

tbe Chamber of Commerce of the City of St.
Paul—

Gentlemen: We, the undersigned retail
merchants of the ctly of St. Paul, do hereby
respectfully solicit the aid and co-operation
•f your honorable body for the furtherance
of the imrpovement hereinafter Indicated:

"We would respectfully represent that, from
Information derived through the public press, |
wc learn that the directors of the Union
Depot c -mpany are contemplating the en- |
larg. ment and alteration of the present depot :
building at the foot of Sibley street, and re- ]
pairs thereof, at considerable expense.

In the opinion of the undersigned mer-
chants of St. Paul, such enlargement and re-
pairs, associated with the depot building on

the existing site, will add nothing to the
welfare of the city, but will only defer the
Inevitable location of a union passenger depot j
for all. or nearly all. the railroad enter-
ing this city, in a more central place than j
that now occupied, to the great advantage

especially of these identified with the retail
trade of St. Paul.

We would respectfully ask that the influ-

enca of your honorable body should be ex-
tended, with a view to urging the directors
of the Union Depot company to abandon their
present purpose of improving the existing i
depot, because ot its unsuitable and ineon- |
venlent location to the general community;

and that they be urged to locate such un:jn
passenger depot at some point more closely

connected by street car communication with
Hie retail district of the ctiy, and with larger

adaptation to such Increased street car fac.li-
tles than can possibly ever be afforded by

the continuance of the location of the doi:ot
on Its present site.

In this connection, we would respectfully |

suggest that the site of the present union |
depot can. without detriment to the inter-

ests of the several railroad companies, be

utilized for freight purposes exclusively, to

their own advantage aa well as to the en-
larged convenience of the wholesale mer-
chants of this city.

As a result of the growth of the city of

St Paul, the business portion, or so much of

It as Is known essentially and distinctively

as the shopping or retail district, has became

central between Fifth and Seventh streets,

and consequently not only remote from the

present depot, but Inaccessible to out-of-town
shoppers by reason of the fact that the pres-
ent depot ls located at the foot of a hill,

on the edge of the city; and that, on ac-
count of such location, street car communica-
tion does not appear available or practicable.
Because of the absence of such car communi-
cation and facilities the retail dealers have
suffered much lors of trade; and Minn=apolis

has derived much advantage from this loss

of trade to St. Paul because of the easy

communication between the railroad depots

and the retail district there.
Without expressing any preference as to the

desirabtlltv of one locality over another, so
long as it is within easy reach of the retail
district we would respectfully call attention
to the desirability of available ground in the
vicinity cf Bast Seventh street and Kittson
street either to the northward or southward;
and pjlutto the fact that such locality is not
only central with reference to all sections of

the cltv. but that It ls already easily acces-
sible by street car lines, and that It is a

location which is in all respects acceptable
to the retail merchants In St, Paul.

years the postal service of St. Paul
has grown from the crude facilities
offered by a post trader to the elabor-
ate system of the present day.

Instead of the two-room hut of 18^6
the postal service will soon be conduct-
ed from the mcgnilicent structure now
in course of erection on Fifth street,
adjoining Rice park, a picture of which
accompanies this article.

St. Paul has hud twelve postmas-
ters, including the present official, Rob-
ert A. Smith. In the fifty-two years
of its existence the postoffice has been
moved seven times, and it is expected
that the eighth transfer will be made
not many months from now, when the
department will occupy the new post-
office building spoken of.

The first postmaster of St. Paul was
Henry Jackson, an Indian trader and

a pioneer of prominence in the North-
west. He conducted the then incon-
siderable business attached to his posi-
tion in a small one-story log house
which stood cn the river bank between
Jackson and Robert streets.

One-half of the diminutive headquar-
ters building was occupied by a shoe-
maker. The duities of postmaster at
that time consisted of receiving the
sacks of mail from tne stages when
they rolled in from their long overlandtrips, or catching the bags as they
were tossed off the deck of a steamer,
distributing the tetters in an alphebet-
ically arranged set of pigeon holes and
waiting for the citizens to come aroundand call for their mail.

The postmaster would occasionally
intrust the burden of his duties to hisneighbor, the shoemaker, and shoulderhis gun and accompany a few fellow
townsmen on a trip into the country
looking for Indians, or p ssib'y a hc-sethief.

In1849 tl-e postoffice was moved to a
small log building that stood on thecorner now occupied by the Merchantshotel, Jackson street and Third street.
Jacob W. Bass, who owned a ware-
house on the river bank, was appointed
postmaster on July 5 of that year.

The postoffice proper was conducted
in the front room of the ground floor.
Which was also used as the office of a

hotel which occupied the buliding.Thiswas then the heart of the city and the
hotel, which shared honors with the
postoffice, was considered a hostelry of
no mean repute.

The third removal was made to a
building situated on Third street, be-
tween Minnesota street and Robert
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street, on the left hand side going
down.

William H. Forbes took charge of the
postoffice on March 18, 1853. He was of
the firm of Forbes & Kittson, Indian
traders and dry goods merchants. The
late Commodore Kittson was a member
of the firm.

Mr. Forbes was at. one,. time a gov-
ernment agent on the Sioux reservation.

While Mr.Forbes was postmaster the
offlce was again moved. This time the
postal quarters were moved to a two-
story brick building on Bridge square,
overlooking the Mississippi river. Since
then an addition has been made to the
structure, and it is now used as a beer
garden, known as the "Tivoli."

Here the personnel of the local post-
office department was Increased by the
addition of a clerk to help in the dis-
tribution of letters. The Clerk, or as-
sistant postmaster, was al'so superin-

Charles S. Cabe was appointed to the
postmastership. The postmaster

during Mr. Cabe's administration of

; the postal duties here, It was again'considered necessary to change the lo-
;cation of the postoffice building, and
;Postmaster Cabe and his assistant
| packed up a few books, shouldered the
'. few parcels of furniture and re-estab-
:lished themselves on; the first floor of;the old Baldwin school building, which
;used to stand on Fifth street, facing

\u25a0 Rice park, on the site how' occupied by
the new postoffice building.

By this time the city of St. Paul had
assumed quite respectable proportions,
and it became necessary for the post-
master to engage the services of a
number of assistants.

Mr. Cabe was retired on March 12,
1860, and William M.Corcoran appoint-
ed in his place. Mr. Corcoran ls still
living,and ls a nephew of the million-
aire, W. W. Corooran, of Boston, who
presented to that city its beautiful art
galleTy.

Mr. Corcoran was succeeded on April
2, 1861, by Charles Nichols, a dry goods
merchant, who decided that the quar-
ters used by his department were not
commodious enough and moved his out-
fit to Third street, between Market
street and Washington street, in theroom now used by Chief of Police Goss
as his private office.

The Third street office was kept until
Jacob H. Stewart became postmaster.
He was appointed March 14, 1865, and
during his regime the affice was re-
moved to the old Grand opera house
block on Wabasha, between Third
street arid Fourth street: A large room
on the ground floor was occupied by
the department.

Postmaster Steward was a physician
by occupation. He was a man very
prominent in politics, having been in
congress and once occupying the
mayor's chair.

Joseph A. Wheelcck was next in thc
line of postmasters. He was appointed
on March 4, 1870, and selected P.
O'Brien as his assistant. Mr. O'Brien
has served in the capacity of assistant
postmaster of St. Paul ever since, and
is now in his twenty-eighth year of ac-
tive service.

Two important events in the history
of this city's postal department occured
during the postmaslership of Mr.
Wheelock.

On Feb. 1, 1873, the postoffice was
moved to its present building,corner of
Fifth and Wabasha streets.

On Aug. 1, 1873, eight carriers were
appointed on lhe postoffice force, which
act was hailed by th \u25a0 residents of this
city as a long stride in the line of
progress'iveness and civilization. The
nunnber of carriers hired now is 110.

Dr. "David Day, lately d?c ased.whosememory is kindly cherished by all St.Paul people, was appointed to succeed
Mr. Wheelcck on July 1, 1875.

Dr. Day drew the fust plan of the
old court house and superintended the
construction of the present city hall.

In 1892 Henry A. Castle was placed
in the postmaster's chair. Mr. Castle
is at present auditor of the postoffice
department at Washington, D. C.

The present postmaster, Robert A.Smith, was appointed- Nov. 1, 1896.
Of thr> seven buildings formerly used

as postoffiees of this city, only threeIare now standing, viz.; the structure on
j Bridge square, krown as the "Tivoli"
I garden; Chief Goss' room at police

headquarters, and the old Grand opera
house block on Wabasha street, be-
tween Third and Fourth streets.

The others have been torn down to'
make room for new buildings.

Work was begun on the new post-
j office buildng in 1889, and when it is
j completed, it will be one of the finest
edifices of its kind in the country.

SIXTY MILLIONS IN COLD

THIS TOTAL HAS NOW BEEN

IMPORTED OR ENGAGED

The Country Has So Much Money
That It Ia Prepared to Meet Ex-
penditures Even of Extraordinary
Magnitude Without Embarrass-
ment New York Banks Have
Held Their Own inCash.

I

NEW YORK, April 16.—The Finan-
cier says: Despite the heavy and con-
tinued demand for funds from the in-
terior, the clearing- house banks, ac-
cording to their statement for the cur-
rent week, were able, not only to hold
their own in the way of cash, but add-
ed over $2,000,000 to surplus reserve,
making the latter item the largest re-
ported since Jan. 1. In the light of
present events, the statement must be
regarded as favorable, since it reveals
the wonderfully strong position of the
banks.

Ordinarily, it would mean lower
money rates this week, but, unless a
paciflc solution of the Spanish crisis
presents itself, no such reduction may
be anticipated.

The operations of the week brought
about a shrinkage of $7 697,930 in loans,
due to continued liquidation and
the entire absence of new business,
the banks confining themselves to the
needs of their own customers. Out-of-
town banks, it is worthy of note, ari
dolrg some buying in this market,
tempted by the stringent rates. De-
posits were reduced $6,637,600, owing
largely to withdrawals of balances.
The interior movement is shown in
the loss of $3,824,200 in legal tenders.
Specie imports account for the gain
of $4,554,400 gold, and the net result
was an increase of nearly $750 000 cash.
The loss in deposits lowered the re-
serve requirements $1,579,400. This,
added to the cash gain, swelled the
surplus as above.

The country has now imported or en-
gaged over $60,000,000 of gold, but the
New York banks today hold $2,-
-000,000 more in cash than when the
movement started. The specie receiv-
ed has merely replaced the withdraw-
als by interior banks, and it is a prob-
lem whether the future demand on
New York will be as heavy as antici-
pated.

Domestic exchange is at a heavy dis-
count at interior cities, and from all
that can be learned the cash with-
drawn is not being employed at home.
The fact that outside institutions are
loaning money here is not without sig-
nificance. The outlook favors continued
imports of gold, and these, with the
heavy disbursements being made by
the treasury, may operate to produce
an easier state of affairs.
It would not be surprising ifpresent

rates proved to be the maximum for
the year. The country has so much
money that it is prepared to meet ex-
penditures of an extraordinary mag-
nitude without embarrassment. The
trouble now Is that this is being-
hoarded, rather than put into use.

W. G. Conrad, the Great Falls Mill-

ionaire, Says It Is a BIS Indus-
try.

W. G. Conrad, the Great Falls mil-lionaire banker, stock man and mer-chant, was a guest at the Ryan yes-
terday with his family.

In speaking of the Montana stockbusiness Mr. Conrad said:
"Ithink the number of range cattleshipped East this year will be greatlyin excess of previous years. Beef andmutton willnecessarily go much higher

f the nation should become engaged
in war. Even at the present prices,
which are much higher than those pre-
vailing in 1897, there is vast sums ofmoney made in mutton and beef Thecattle business during the last yearhas not been what might have beenexpected, but the cattle men are look-,
ing forward to a good year and Ithink,
taking ail in all, the future of the cat-tle industry of Montana is certainlybright.
"In1896, 8,Q00,000 pounds of wool w.~»shipped from Montana sheep; last year*

10,000,000 pounds went out of Montana, !
and Ithink this year the clipwillrange
anywhere between twelve and fifteenmillion pounds. Montana sheep are
raised principally for their wool, al-though there are men who make aspecialty of breeding fine sheep, and
the climate and geographical condi-
tions of the state are most favorable to
the perpetuation of fancy stock. It has
been claimed by Australian breedersthat the United States, and Montanaespecially, will never be able to com-pete with the Australian product. This
is not true. We can breed just as finesheep in this country as they We
have all the facilities and experience
to do it. The finer the sheep the finer
the wool, of course, and the high price
which our product commands abroadcertainly bespeaks of the skill of oursheep raisers in the business.

"The sheep and cattle business of
Montana is growing from year to year,
and yet there are hundreds of thou-

sands of acres of excellent grazing land
which has not been utilized.

"Considerable property has been
changing hands in Montana of late;
not alone have Eastern syndicates beenbuying up the land for speculative pur-
poses, but merchants and farmers have
been buying and building and inBu>tte,
Great Falls and all the principal cities
of the state, much building has beengoing on.

"Business in general In Montana is
booming, merchants are purchasing
large stocks for the summer trade and
should the war scare materialize every-
thing will go very high in our state.

"The silver mines of the state have
been shut down for several years be-
cause of the depreciated value of sil-
ver. Only about six mines are in oper-
ation in the state. Copper mining has
taken the place of silver mining in a
measure. Last year about 60,000,009
pounds of copper was produced."
