SELECTED ANEARLY DATE FOE

REPUBLICAN CONVENTION

Tains Hivby Finds Little Comfort aa
a Member of the Minority of the
Committee Hlh Suggestions Are
Spurned and His Appeal for a

I.ate Convention Turned Dawn—

S-igr&eHtloiiM for a V. S. Senator.

David M. Clcug-h may be all sorts of
a political chump, as some of the Re-
publican party organs have insisted,
but he has succeeded in forcing his
man Van Sant on to the Republicans,
as far as the state central committee
of that party is concerned.

The committee met yesterday after-
noon at the Windfor hotel and demon-
strated in one short round tlhat the
anti-machine people were not within
shoottng distance of controlling the
body for anything. They were beat out
on every proposition they made, and
those of them who were in the Man-
kato conference as against dough were j
either very slVeplsh and willingto taks
their medicine, or loud in their prom-
ises of bolting in ease Van Sant was
nominated. They won't, though— won't
bolt. They'll take it, and some of them
were anxious to call on the governor,
as soon as the meeting was over, and
make their peace.

Tarns Bixby, Who pulled Clough
through in the fall of '96, was sat down
upon jUSt as though he never had cut
any more figure in the councils of the
pai\y than Col. Wade does. He was
in the lead of the opposition, and h«
hardly got a respectful hearing.

The trial of strength came immedi-
ately after Chairman Warner called
the meeting to order. There was but
one member absent.

Dan Shell started matters by moving
that the state convention be held in
St. Paul on June 30.

Tarns Bixby wanted to amend, mak-
ing the date July 15, and he appealed
to the committee to make the campaign
a short one and give the poor men a
chance to get into the game. No poor
man could afford to take a nomination
in the face of such a long campaign.

Lemuel Pyrites Hunt, of Mankato,
supported the amendment of Bixby,
and when he got through talking they
took a vote and sat down on the op-
position by a vote of 15 to 9.

Just by way of keeping up a front
the opposition didn't want to agree to
the slate date for the county conven-
tions for the election of delegates to

\the state convention. Mr. Hunt again
protested, and the date was changed
from June 25 to June 23. That was the
only crumb of comfort given Mr. Bix-
by.

In the matter of apportionment the
machine proposition of one delegate for
every 250 was agreed to. Fred Schiff-
mann ironically begged the committee
to base the apportionment on the vote
cast for Clough, instead of that given
to McKinley. He wanted the sturdy
Republicans of Ramsey county to be
recognized in this manner. He was
scoffed at, and the apportionment fixed
on the McKinley vote, with five dele-
gates-aMarge for each county

—
mak-ing a convention of 1.173 members.

Tarns Bixby had a form for a call
which covered up a woodefhuck in tfie
form of a clause requiring the voters
at the primaries to agree on a candi-
date for the United States senate.

Somebody discovered the woodcthuck
and there was some momentary alarm.
Mr. Bixby explained that there was
only one candidate and that was Sena-
tor Davis. The move disarmed the op-
position to Davis, for they did not dare
to show their hands, and after Mr.
Schiffmann had told them that the
move would be a bad one, citing the ex-
perience of Senator Haima to prove it,
the call was adopted including the

Some minor business was disposed of
after the adoption of the call and the
committee then adjourned. It was de-
cided to hold the convention in the
Auditorium building.

The essential features of the call may
be summed in the following:

A Republican state convention for the
state of Minnesota will be held on the 30tfi
day of June, A. D. IS9B, at 12 o'clock noon,
in the city of St. Paul, for the purpose of
expressing the choice of the Republican
party of the state of Minnesota for United
States senator to be elected by the legis-
lature of 1899. and for the purpose of plac-
ing in nomination candidates for governor,
lieutenant governor, secretary of state, state
auditor, state treasurer, attorney general,
clerk of the supreme court and three judges
of the supreme court, and for the transition
of such other business as may properly
come before the convention.

All voters who are in sympathy with the
principles advocated by the Republican
party and who desire its success, regard-
less of the past political affiliations, are In-
vited to participate in the selection of dele-
gate* to this convention.

The following resolution was adopted by
the committee:

Resolved, That each county shall be en-
titled to one delegate for each 250 votes or
major fraction thereof, cast for the Republi-
can candidate for president in1896, and that
each county be allowed in addition thereto
flvo delegates at large.

sentation in the convention, as followa:

RAYMOND AVENUE BRIDGE

ALDEKMEN PASS A PRELIMI-
NARY ORDER

Take Sncfc Action Upon the Advice
of City Engineer Rnndlett St.
Paul City Hallway Company Seeks
an Ordinance for Its New Inter-
urltiin Line Hammergren and
NrnH Clalinw Reach a Settlement.

The board of aldermen last • night
passed a preliminary order providing
for the construction of the new Ray-
mond avenue bridge.

This action was taken upon the ad-
vice of the city engineer, who wrote
to tJhe council as follows:

On account of the decision of the courtthat the Northern Pacific Railway con>pany Is not liable for the construction of abridge on Raymond avenue over the right
of way, there will be a lack of funds In
the bridge appropriation to complete the
structure In accordance with the plana and
specifications previously submitted, but by
building two spans of steel structure over
the Great Northern and Transfer grounds
and putting ina wooden structure over the
grounds of the Northern Pacific, a bridge
with twenty-four feet road-way and two six-
foot sidewalks can be constructed at a cost
which will probably exceed by a small
amount the money already provided.
If the bridge is to be constructed this

year an order should be given at once.
An ordinance was presented to the

board by Aid. Allard, granting to the
St. Paul City Railway company rights
along certain streets necessary to the
construction of the new interurban line.
The franchise covers a period of thirty
years. Referred to the committee on
streets.

The ordinance requiring the union
label to appear on all job printing done
for the city was put on its final read-
Ing and passed.

A resolution instructing the city clerk
to advertise for proposals from banks
to act as depositories for city money,
was passed.

An ordinance providing for the pay-
ment to John Hammergren of $1,000 in
settlement of his claim against the city,
was passed, and like action was taken
in regard to the settlement with Nels
Ness for $300.

T,he fire board was authorized to ad-
vertise for bids for a new fire engine,
and to condemn certain horses and re-
place them.

The matter of the apportionment of
the 515 gas lamps, submitted by the
board of public works, was referred to
the committee on streets.

A final order for the boulevarding of
Burr and Maple streets was passed,

A number Of petitions, protesting
against the granting of a liquor license
to Hotel Aberden, were received and
referred to the committee on licenses.

A claim for $550 for injuries received
by one Marie Neujahr on the sidewalk
of Mackuibin street, was referred to the
committee on claims.

The board confirmed the contract
awarded Fielding & Shepley for laying
and repairing cedar pavement on cer-
tain streets.

Six applications for liquor licenses
were favorably acted upon.

An amendment to the ordinance, fix-
Ing the polling places, was passed,
changing the booth inthe First district
of the Seventh ward to 334 Dayton
avenue.

Resolutions, providing for the con-
struction of cycle paths, were passed
as follows:
