TO SEE BATTERY A DRILL
ARMORY AGAIN CROWDED

WITH MEN AND WOMEN

Boys Are Rapidly Getting; ln Shape

to Go to the Front List of Those
"Whose Xniut's Were Added to the

Honor Itoll Yesterday Most of
i

the (mvi.an it-.. Supplied With the
IVecessary Equipment.

Stirring war news from Key West
yesterday and the ce:-tainty that hos-
tilities had commenced between this
country and Spain, drew an immense
crowd to the armory last evening to
•witness the drill of Battery A and of
recruits. The scenes of the previous
evening were repeated. The armory
was so crowded that at an early hour
the officers found it necessary to close
the doors and to admit only members
of the companies. The large crowd
that was obliged to remain outside was
compensated for the disappointment
by drills which were held in the street.

3attery A never showed to better ad-
vantage. Not a man was absent and
they went through their evolutions
with perfect precision.

The regular members of the battery
•drilled in the hall. Every available
foot of space was occupied by specta-
tors, of whom the women formed a
good proportion. The men were in
command of Lieutenants Larson and
Allen. When they had drilled in
marching, the battery's two guns were
•wheeled out upon the floor and the men
went through the gun drill. They

chewed that they are perfectly familiar
with gunnery, and the celerity with
which they handled the guns and cais-
sons eliceted well deserved applause.

While the uniformed men were dril-
ling ln the hall Capt. Rooch was dril-
ling recruits in the street. He had
three platoons, or six sections, and he
marched them down Sixth street, past
the postoffice and to Robert street.
Crowds followed the men and cheered
them. They turned at the Hotel Ryan
and there Capt. Rooch showed the
crowds of spectators what raw recruits
could do. It was the first time that
tmeh a large body of recruits had been
si-en in the streets, and though they
had had little training, they did re-
markably well. Every man realized
tliat they were not engaged in play,
but that it was serious work which
they were doing, and every one tried to
observe instructions. The result was
an excellent drill.

The men marched back to the
armory, and there on Sixth street they
continued to go through the move-
ments. As none of them had drilled
except in small squads before, it was
remarkable that they performed the
evolutions so well.

At the conclusion of the battery's
gun drill the recruits were marched
into the hall, where they were lin-?d
up with the uniformed men. As the
entire battery stood there they made
an imposing appearance. There were
160 men in line. Capt. Rooch stepped
to the center of the hall and addressed
the men. He said he wanted them all
to report at the armory at 2 o'clock
this afternoon, or as near that hour
as possible. He said the battery was
likely to be called into active service
within two or three days, and he want-
ed to know upon whom he could de-
pend to respond to the muster roll
when it is called. He said that those
\u25a0who did not feel able to go to the front
on account of family obligations should
not hesitate to say so and stay home.

men, and vacancies would be filled from
among the recruits.

When the men were dismissed they
gave three cheers for the captain. \u25a0

Capt. Rooch told a reporter that he
had more men already than he can
handle. He said he was very much
pleased with the class of volunteers.
They were all healthy, and they repre-
sented all trades useful in a battery.
There were among them horsemen,
riders, farriers, horseshoers, mechan-
ics, harness makers, blacksmiths, elec-
tricians, telegraph operators and drug-
gists, and they would all be found use-
ful in the field.

The battery is to give a dance for
the benefit of the Maine fund. It was
to take place iMay 6, the date of the
annual inspection, but the inspection
has been postponed one week, and in
consequence the dance will be held one
week later than at first Intended. Thebattery boys do not expect to be here
to dance, but they have made arrange-
ments to have the plans carried out by I
others, and it will be given just the
same.
Itis probable that the annual inspec-

tion will be held in the field.
Company E held a drill last night in

the street also. So did Company H. The
two companies divided attention with
the battery recruits. They paraded up
and down Sixth and Seventh streets,
and were watched with great interest.Every company room was used for
drilling purposes. Squads of raw re-
cruits were taught how to handle a
gun and how to march. Lieutenants
and sergeants acted as Instructors. Themen are learning rapidly, and they will
all make a good appearance when they
don their uniforms and start for thefield.

Nearly every company has uniformsenough to clothe .very one of the re-
cruits In addition to their old members.
But guns will have to be provided by
the government or state. The exppcta-
tion is that equipments will be sent to
the regiments when they get to therendezvous in the South.

Every company ln tho regiment hasnow sent a full roster of volunteers,
which will be given to the governor
and sent to Washington. Very few ofthe old members have declined to vol-
unteer and those who have decided to
remain at home have good reasons forso doing.

If the call for volun-
teers is issued today the men may be
expected to start for the field without
much delay. Every preparation for an
early call to arms has been made andno time will be lost by the regiment
in getting South.
It is expected that before the Minne-

sota troops are sent South they will
rendezvous at some point near this city
They will go either to Port Snelling
or the fair grounds. There are twenty-
eight companies in the state and Fort
Snelling can quarter only eight. The
others must camp out in tents if theygo there. The state has not sufficient
tentage for all the troops. For thatreason the fair grounds is favored as
a rendezvous at this time.

SHATTUCK BOYS ORGANIZE
GRADUATES OF THE INSTITU-

TION WILLING TO FIGHT

At a Meeting: Held at the Commer-

cial Club It Was* Decided to Or-
ganize a Regiment nnd Place It

at the Disposal ot Gov. Clough

Both Cities Interested In the

Murvement.

The Shattuck boys willraise a regi-
ment.

At a meeting at the Commercial club
last evening, attended by half a hun-
dre dgradiiates of the school, a general
plan for an Immediate organization of
a regiment to be know as the "Ex-Ca-
det Volunteer Regiment of Minnesota

"
was outlined, and a score enrolled as
members.

Great interest is being taken by the
graduates of the school ln the new
regiment, of which the Shattuck men
are to form the nucleus. Among those
present at the meeting were repre-
sentative men of the two cities who
at one time or other were Shattuck ca-
dets.

D. W. Hand was elected president,
and S. F. Ames was selected as secre-
tary and treasurer. The executive
committee was appointed by the chair
as follows: H. B. Straight, R. Warner
Jr., W. B. Lincoln, F. C. Bancroft and
L.E. Carson.

The general plan of the organization
is to secure recruits who have grad-
uated from military schools of the state
and such other recruits as the officers
may afterwards accept.

An effort will be made, through the
executive committee, to communicate
with every Shattuck man in the state
by appointing one man in each county
to confer with the other ex-cadets in
his vicinity.

President Hand stated that fully 600
Shattuck men were scattered through
the state, who would join the new regi-
ment.

Lieut. B. F. McCoy suggested that
the "live spirits" at distant points be
made recruiting officers for their re-
spective counties.

Dr. Woods thought a canvass should
be made of those present to ascertainjust how many of those in the room
would join, as they all were actively
engaged in one kind of occupation cr
another, and such a course would be
the most practical and serve as a basis
of organization, if sufficient support
was secured.

Thereupon a committee, consisting of
Dr. Woods, D. W. Hand and R. War-ner Jr., was appointed by the chair to
draft suitable resolutions, to be signed
by those present.

When the committee reported it wasquite late, as the early part of theevening had been spent waiting for alarge party of college men from Min-neapolis who were expected, but whofailed to put in appearance. Many of
the members had gone home, but thoseremaining signed the resolutionswhich were as follows:Whereas, The United States of Americaare on the verge of being, if they are notln fact, involved in war with the govern-
m^nt and people of the state otfSpain, andWhereas, We, the undersigned have re-ceived the advantages and benefits of mili-tary training and discipline invarious mili-tary schools throughout the country par-
tially aided and supported by the said gov-
ernment of the United States, andWhereas, We feel a deep sense of grati-
tude to said United States of America, ourcountry, for those innumerable other bene-fits and blessings it secures to us at alltimes; now, therefore,

Resolved That we, individually and col-lectively desire to offer our services andenlist as volunteers in aid of our countryin said impending war with Spain.Resolved, further, That we do hereby
form an organization designed to consti-tute a voluntary regiment composed of ex-militaryschool cadets and other recruits.H. B. Straight, the Marlborough.

Offices willbe opened up in the Ger-
miania Life Insurance building., whero
recruits willbe received, and be a gen-
eral rendezvous for visiting Shattuck
men while in the city.

Inasmuch as it will be impossible to
get in under the first call for volun-
teers, it was voted to secure the co-operation of Shattuck and other college
men before the second call for volun-
teers. The work of the executive com-
mittee will be systematic and not a
Shattuck man in the state misled ln thecanvass.

Before adjourning it was agreed that
the recess should be subject to the call
of the president.

After adjournment, a well known
Shattuck graduate, who was instru-
mental in bringing the college men to-
gether, said: "Now that we have got
the thing started Ithink we will have
clear sailing, as Ihave several letters
from class mates saying they would
joinifa regiment was organized.

"Itls the intention to place the regi-
ment at the disposal of the governor
just as soon as sufficient progress has
been made to warrant such action. It
will probably be done at the next meet-
ing."

About eight hundred itrong, four companies

of the Second regiment anft seven troops ot
the Tenth cavalry, from Mfintana and NorthDakota, passed through St. Paul, bound for
Chattanooga.

About six thousand strong the residents
of St. Paul were assembled at the station
and greeted the soldiers" with almost frantic
enthusiasm. They shouted, they chaeredthey sang and they danced. Hats were .brown
into the air and flowers were tossed into the
faces of the gratified troopers. Old mt-n
forgot their years and jumped about ikeschoolboys; young men and women sang ra-
triotic songs and shouted themselves hoarse.

Never before in the history of this city has
such a scene as was enacted last night been
witnessed. The wide platforms of the depot
were thronged to the edges with a great mass
of people of all ages, color and race. Station
and social rank were overlooked; they were
gathered for one purpose

—
to do honor to

the brave sons of Uncle Sam who were rush-ing to the front to defend the nation's honor
and reputation. '-"-

Crowds Arrive Early.

The crowd began to arrive at the depot
before 6 o'clock, and by 7 o'clock It had
attained such magnitude that it was diffi-
cult to force a way through the gates. The
special trains bearing the soldiers were ex-
pected at 7:15, but they did not begin to
arrive until 9:30.

The first train to arrive was a Northern
Pacific special bearing the Second regiment
troops of Fort Yates and Fort Harrison, in
command of Col. William M. Wherry. The
regiment consisted of the following compa-
nies: ;

Transferrins: the. Soldiers.
The Second was -transferred from the

Northern Pacific to a special train of the
Burlington route, Consisting of eleven
coaches. A freight, ..rainii of twenty-four
cars, carrying the regiment horses, ammuni-
tion, provisions, etc., preceded the passenger
train.

At about 10:30 o'clock the Northern Paciflc
special bearing the Tenth cavalry from Fort
Asslnnaboine pulled into the station and the
colored troopers werje^accafded as generous
a reception as were -fit-Sir '^vhite brothers at
arms.

The Tenth was composed of the headquar-
ters roster, the band' and tr;oops C, D, F, G,
H,Iand K. They Were in. command of Col.
Guy V. Henry- The general's staff con-
sisted of Lieut. Col. _*. A.''Baldwin, Maj. T.
J. Wint, Maj. W. F. Carter, surgeon; First
Lieut. L. A. Fuller, assistant surgeon; Adjt.
M. H. Barnum and Quartermaster Lieut. L.
D. Rockenbach.

The Tenth also brought in a special train

in two sections, bearing 600 mules, rations,
etc.

Crowda Arrive Early.
Hours before the first train arrived thou-

sands of people came to the train yard to

secure the best possibje places of. vantage,
and as each new comer was sure that a
better place could be secured somewhere else,
the crowd surged to and fro over the plat-
forms from One end of the long train shed
to the other without noticing the 'distance.
Each moment brought newcomers, until the
people were simply one big black mass of
humanity.

False alarms were many, and the thous-
ands would start up at the toot of a dis-
tant whistle only to fall back disappointed
as the form of a lone switch engine hova
into view. Finally the cry of "Here they
come" was wafted down the yards from the
far end of the sheds, and the headlight of
a big Northern Paciflc engine was seen. The
people crowded and jammed their way across
the yards to the track the special came in
over, and it was a wonder that many were
not crushed beneath tbe wheels of the loco-
motive.

Depot Superintendent McMillan stood upon
the cowcatcher of the engine and beat the
seemingly insane men and women away from
the rails with his cane* Many a boy owes
his life to the prompt action of the experi-

enced depot official.
When the train came to a stop it was im-

mediately surrounded by the enthusiastic St.
Paulites, who crowded upon the car plat-
forms and hailed the arrival of the boys

with delisht. A lice of soldiers was
drawn up, forming an. .isle from the North-

ern Pacific train to the train of the Burling-
ton, and through this isle the soldiers were
marched and boarded the east-bound special.

"Wives ahd Children.

The officers and their wives and children
were transferred to"a Pullman car at the
end of the Burlington train.. The families were
composed of Miss Alice . and Miss Rita
Wherry, Mrs. Turner, Miss Marion and Miss
Laura Turner and a two-year-old baby boy,
"Mrs. Phillips,Mrs. Wilsc-n and Mrs. Pickering
and son. All but the Misses Wherry, daugh-
ters of the commander, left the officers at St.
Paul and started for their respective homes in
different parts of the country. The colonel's
daughters insisted upon accompanying their
father to the front and will keep house for
him in his canvass home. \

"Why," exclaimed Miss Rita Wherry, a
typical Southern girlof rare beauty, "we con-
sider ourselves able to live in a tent and
share the hardships with our father. Why

Idon't know what he would do without his
girls, and Iam sure that we could not live
without him."

Many of the soldiers were married men
and had their wives with them, but the ma-
jorityof them had left their wives and babies
in their Western homes."

Tenth Cavalry Arrives.

The Tenth cavalry arrived from Fort As-
sinnibolne an hour later than the Second In-

fantry, and when their train plowed its way

through the throng the white folks did not

count for much, for the heroes of that special
hour were dark-skinned fighters. All the lo-
cal colored population was out to welcome
the colored cavalrymen and every one who
is any one among the local Etheopians was
attired in his or her best clothes.

The infantrymen were attired In- plain blue
blouses, blue trousers and gray campaign

hats. They carried heavy blanket rolls, guns,
haversacks, canteens and tin cups. The col-
ored troopers made a more striking appear-

ance with their yellow stripes. Each one car-
ried in his belt forniidable-looking pistol
and a generous supply of ammunition.

This Ib the first trip East of the Tenth cav-
alry 6ince its organisation, and the men are
happy at the transfer- The chaplain at As-
sinniboine was left)in charge of the fort
Gen. Henry, thought that he could better be
without a chaplain ,than one officer, and so
the preacher of th6\u0094 gospel is compelled to
get up early in the morning and inspect the
guard mounting.

"Three cheers for the boys. God prospsr
them, and a. tiger for the freedom of Cuba."

The roof of the iron structure fairly
quivered as the voices of the hundreds, who
had remained to see the soldiers off, rang
out and a prominent Summit avenue man re-
marked to his companion, as the two wal..ed
through the depot building:

"Who said St. Paul hasn't got the war
fever?"

These Arrived Earlier.
Four companies of the Second infantry ar-

rived at St. Paul at 10:30 o'clock yesterday
morning from Fort Keogh, Mont They
came over the Northern Paciflc and left by
way of the Burlington.

This contingent embraces the headquarters
of the regiment, and is commanded by Col.
John C. Bates, who entered the volunteer

Iservice in 1861 from Missouri.. The soldiers
occupied a first-class Pullman, seven tourist
and three baggage cars. The horses, mules
and property were carried on another sec-
tion, which stopped at Midway, where the
animals were watered and exercised.

A baby was born in the car occupied by

the Second Regiment band, on the Northern
Paciflc road, at 6:45 yesterday morning. The
father is Charles Erickson, of the hospital
corps. The mother and child are now at
the city hospital, having been taken there
upon the arrival of the train. Dr. Ancker
was at the depot and accompanied the mother
and baby to the hospital.

The Second regiment was a very enthusi-
astic aggregation. The cars were profuse-
ly decorated with the national colors and the
soldiers carried flags. The regiment band
played at the depot for a while, and when
the train started out the band, in a for-
ward car, 6truck up "Hail Columbia."

There were thousands of people at the
depot to see the troops and the boys in blue
were heartily cheered.

GOV. CLOUGH RECEIVES LOYAL

ASSURANCES

Individuals and Organizations Con-
tinue to Notify the Governor They
Are Ready to Fight the Spaniards

Volunteer Force Will Be Mob-

ilized in St. Paul and Sent From
Here lna Body.

Patriotism in large parcels is what
Gen. Muehlberg and Gov. Clough are
daily receiving evidences of from the
people of the towns and villages of the
state.

Yesterday afternoon Senator Geo. D.
McArthur communicated by telephone
to Gov. Clough. His excellency, taking
a short respite from the daily increas-
ingburdens of his official offlce was at
the Lee memorial benefit.

Gen. Muehlberg answered the 'phone
in his stead. Senator McArthur placed
a fullyorganized and officered company
of Blue Earth Oity citizens at the dis-
posal of the state. Their services will
be utilized in case they are needed in
addition to the national guard volun-
teer companies.

All day long there was a crowd of
people in the governor's office. Many
of them were there to volunteer their
services, and a few on other business.

"WillFight to. a Man.
The material indications of patriotism

from the citizens of the state has pleas-
ed, but not surprised the commander-
in-chief of the military forces of the
state and his aids, as fully thirty-five
companies have been volunteered, aside
from the regularly organized national
guard companies.

Gov. Clough says 'Minnesota could
raise 341,762 men. That is exactly the
number of voters who cast ballots at
the last presidential election. The gov-
ernor is quite sure this number could
be raised from this stalte, as he so
communicated yesterday in answer to
a telegram from an Eastern paper
making inquiry.

The telegram from the Eastern news-
paper also asked what the sentiment
is in Minnesota, and the reply was:

"There is but one sentiment in Min-
nesota."

Recruits in the Woods.
A tall raw-boned lumber jack walked

into the governor's office yesterday af-
ternoon.

"Is the governor in," he queried of
Clerk Angell.

equipment for 9,000.
Gen. Muehlberg said yesterday: "We

are now in shape to fully equip 2,000
troops from this state on a war foot-
ing. This would include all the ac-
coutrements of actual warfare, such as
knapsacks, blankets, guns and all the
other essentials. Nearly every guard
company has at its armory or meeting
place a good supply of necessary ac-
coutrements for a peace footing.

The troops would be supplied in StPaul, as the bulk of the supplies ate
located here. Nearly every company
has enough guns to 8.. around, but
there are several which are short in
this respect. We willdo nothing to fill
these gaps until we see what the gov-
ernment willdo.
"Ithink there is little doubt but thatnew rifles will be supplied to all na-

tional guard volunteer regiments just
as soon as they are mustered into the
service. The Krag-Jorgensen gun is
automatic and is easily manipulated,
and will shoot a number of times with-
out reloading. However, the govern-
ment has bought a good supply of what
are known as the 'English' rifle. They
are very effectual and not unlike the
Krag-Jorgensen gun. Tt really makes
little difference which of these the gov-
ernment accepts.

May Be Mobilized Here.
"Ithink when the call is made all the

reorganized national guard companies
will be mobilized in St. Paul within
thirty-six hours of the call. It will be
absolutely necessary to assemble the
three regiments and two batteries to
properly equip them with the ac-
coutrements of war which are located
in this vicinity. But little trouble will
be experienced ln mobilizing the guard
in St. Paul in a very short time."
