There was less excitement a>t the
armory last evening than on any other
night during the week. The faot that
no company drill was on the pro-
gramme served to lessen interest for
outsiders, and as most of the men had
drilled steadily fer five nights they felt
like taking a night off.

Every man in the battalion believes
the state troops will be called out to-
morrow, and they are prepared to take
the field. They have all arranged their
affairs on that understanding, and they
will report at the armory at 10 o'clock
this morning for final drills.

Squad drills were held last night by
Companies H and C. A number of
recruits were drilled in the hall.

The new army bill, which has just
been made law, reduces the member-
ship of a company from 106 to 84. This
will necessitate a change In the make-
up of the companies in this city. Those
who are not able to join a company
on account of the restricted number• allowed will have to join new com-
l»anies as they are raised and organiz-
ed. The First and Second regiments
have the full ten companies, but the
Third has only eight. There will be
room in that regiment for two more
companies, and after they are filled
new regiments will have to be orga-
nized. The new regiment will consist
mainly of recruits, but it will be of-
ficered by old militiamen. This will
make vacancies among the commis-
sioned officers and willlead to a num-
ber of promotions at the outset.

Yesterday was the eighteenth anni-
versary of the organization of Com-
pany D, and it was also the fifty-first
birthday of Capt. Ed S. Bean.

Today is the sixteenth anniversary
of the organization of Company E.

Under different circumstances thecompany would have held a formal
celebration of the day.

Tlie Tender* of Individual Services
Continue to Po_r in As Soon an
the Word Come* From "Washing-
ton Minnesota. "Will Get There
"With What Is Called for Com-
ing; Week Will Be Exciting.

Gov. Clough looked for a communi-
cation from President McKinley yester-
day, but it didn't come.

The governor remained in his office
until late in the afternoon, thinking
that advices of the call for volunteers
would be received. It was understood-
that the call would be forwarded to
all the states at one time. In that
event, none of the states will receive
official notice until tomorrow morn-
ing. Every national guard company
in the state is ready to march on
emergency orders'.

-
When Gov. Clough receives advices

from the war department on Monday
morning, he will immediately, through
the adjutant general, issue the neces-
sary orders, as commander-in-chief of
the military forces, to the national
guard companies.

The authorities will brook no delay
in the matter of moving troops, in fact'
an effort will be made to make Min-
nesota the first of the Middle West-
ern states to land her quo^a of troops
asked for first at the seat Of war.

Just before Gov. Clough left his of-
fice last night, he told a Globe Re-
porter that he was of the opinion that
the entire three Minnesota regiments
would be called into service. He had
telegraphed the president tendering

A recruiting officer [ will be appointed
by the war department. This will he
in name only. In all probability the
national guard medical corps will be
appointed as examining board to ex-
amine the guard individually. All
members who do not come up to the
requirement will be dropped and others
substituted in their places. This will
necessitate the continuous labors of
the physicians of the medical corps,
of which Dr. John F. Fulton is chief.

The state has equipment sufficient
to equip 2,000 men for war. Any ad-
ditional companies will receive their
supplies at Chattanooga.
It is not unlikely that the present

officers of the state guard will retain
their regimental positions, and the
company officers will be' reappointed
by the governor.

Another order Will be issued Monday
to all guard companies to ship any ex-
tra equipment to St. Paul immediately
by express.

This will centralize all equipment
here. Rations will be issued to the
companies by the government as soon
as they reach St. Paul. They will
camp either at $V)rt Snelling or the
fair grounds. '.-." j

M'KINLEY TO PUSH THE WAR

EARLY RECONSTRUCTION OF

HIS CABINET PROBABLE

K. V. Smalley Tolls About tlie Con-

dition of Things in Washington

War Sentiment Stronger West

Than East Believed the Strag-

gle Will Stimulate Business in
Many Lines.

E. V. Smalley, editor of the North-
west Magazine, returned yesterday
morning from Washington, D. C,
where he has been for the past two
months. In chatting with a Globe
reporter, Mr. Smalley said:

"There is a great deal more war sen-
timent in the West than in the East.
In New York nearly all the bankers
and business men were opposed to war
and believed, up to their last minute,
that there would be no war.

"Public sentiment drove congress
into it, because each party was afraid
of the other; each was determined that
the other would not get the credit of
being the war party.
"I saw the exciting scene ln the

house when one member threw a book
at another, and the curious thing about
it was that the members sitting at a
distance from the combatants climbed
on top of their desks and ran along
the tops of the desks to the scene of
the fray. It was something never be-
fore witnessed in.the house. The mem-
bers scrambled up like school, boys.-

"It is the general opinion in the East
that the war will last about six months.
Iexpect it to last a year. It took this
country two years to whij) Mexico,
which was much inferior ln strength
to Spain, and whose territory was
contiguous to ours, so that we were
able to invade her at many points.
The war was a small affair, and the
United States did not have at any one
time 10,000 men together in a single
force. The Mexicans had no navy, but
they made a plucky fight on land, tut
their soldiers were of better fighting
material than those of Spain.

"It is not believed in the East nor
inChicago that the war willinjuriously
effect general business. On the con-
trary, lt is thought that the rapid dis-
bursement of $100,000,000 will have the
effect of stimulating business in many
lines. Unemployed men will every-

I where go into service and willnot long-
er be competitors In the labor market,
so that it is probable that wages will
advance.

"The price of wheat is going still
higher, which will be a good thing for
our Northwestern fanners.

"The war will cause an early recon-
struction of the cabinet, which willgive
McKinley a more energetic and wide-
awake set of advisers than the men he
called on a year ago to become chiefs
of the government departments. Mc-
Kinley has been obliged to be his own
secretary of state, owing to the feeble-
ness of John Sherman, and Judge Day
has been practically his chief clerk.
Long, secretary of tho navy, belongs
to a peace society in Boston, but
fortunately the assistant secretary,
Theodore Roosevelt, is a beligerent and
capable man who has put our ships
into good fighting condition.

"McKinley looks after the war de-
partment pretty closely and has a long
consultation every day with Secretary
Alger.

"It Is evident already that the presi-
dent is going to push the war with
great energy. In Washington Ifound
the general belief to be that the policy
of Spain will be to avoid naval en-
counters and to tire us out by preying
upon our ocean commerce, hoping in
the end to get the great European pow-
ers to intervene for peace on the ground
that the war is a serious disturbance
to the commercial interests of the
world.

"The only open question now seem 3
to be whether a military expedition
shall be sent at once to Cuba or shall
wait until the yellow fever season is
over. Some of the general officers thinx
that with careful sanitary precautions
our troops could make a campaign
without serious losses from fever.

"Our patriotic boys who are so eager
to enlist ought to understand that sol-
diering does not always mean battles
and excitement. Most of the volunteers
are like to find themselves cooped up
in hot barracks and old forts along the
seashore with no chance to tight any-
thing but fleas and mosquitos. Not|
