The first patent right ever granted to a
woman In the United States was issued in

1809, ar.d was on a devloe for weaving straw

with silk or thread. The number of women
who each year take out patents ls constantly

Increasing. For nearly twenty years after the
establishment of the United States patent
office, or from 17S0 to 1809, there was not a
single latent granted to a woman; but from

January to December, since 1892, over 300
patents have been annually granted to women.
Tho Inventive genius of the feminine mind Is
shown by the wide range of articles upon
which patent rights have been granted to
them. They stretch from improved baby car- j
riages to machines for making straw braid,
and from needle-threading devices to portable
field hospitals for army use.

A silk factory ln which women alone are
employed has been opened ln a suburb of Lon-
don.

Mrs. Ella F. Young, assistant superintend-
ent of the Chicago schools. Is In entire charge
of thirty-three of the schools.

Miss Alice Serber, the first Russian girl to
be admitted to the practice of law in this
country, was sworn inrecently before Justice

principles of finance was then only dormant.
There was one great scheme that was the
principal stand-by of the women then for
raising money. It was the fair. Today the
fair has gone the way of the lecture platform
and the singing school, and It would not
longer hold the popular favor. No community
dared lift Its head unless it had either given
one, or was going to give one, and the
great test of the patriotism of any town was
the amount it could raise by Its fair for the
cause.

The trained nurse has come to stay, and
there is no danger that the supply will for
a long time exceed the demand. Yet while
this ls true. It must be admitted that a great
many families needing trained assistance, in
times of Illness cannot afford the expense of
the regular trained nurse.

Boston is the first city In the country to
recognize this need and make an effort to
meet it. The special work ls the training of
women attendants carried on under the
auspices of the Massachusetts Emergency and
Hygiene association.

Its proposed aid ls the training of women
to be attendants ln the care of convalescents
and feeble or elderly persons. Besides pos-
sessing natural aptitude r girl must take a
nine weeks' course. This training by no
means makes her a rival of the trained
nurse, and she Is not allowed to charge more
than $7 per week. Her work is confined to
convalescents.

This ls a new profession for women. For
these trained assistants occupy a position
midway between that of the old-fashioned
nurse and the modern trained nurse, and in-
deed they may be said to have a profession
which thus far ls unique.

Mrs. Minnie Warner Irving, of California,
has pre-empted a tract of land in San Ber-
nardino county, built, with the aid of an
old carpenter, a brick cottage, and proposes
to run a bee ranch. Her enterprise thus far
has cost her $400.

The work of factory Inspection Is one of
the newest fields of woman's work, and as
yet a comparatively limited one, but there Is
no other in which feminine ability has been
more conclusively demonstrated, and therecan be no doubt that as time goes on it will
be more and more occupied by womeu. in-
deed, they are so peculiarly fitted for cur-
tain departments of the work that at the
time the legislation providing f:>r heir em-

ployment ln New York state was passed
every fair-minded man admitted Its necessity.

Twelve hundred dollars a year is the salary
for men and women inspectors, alike.

Eliza Archard Conner, in the Philadelphia
Press, utters an omnlous threat to men.

"The spirit that actuates the Century
Wheelmen of New York," she says, "in their
effort to keep women from going along on

If the energy expended in pursuing these lat-
ter undoubtedly interesting, but unnecessary
schemes of study could be expended In an In-
telligent and persistent effort to understand
a few of the principles Included ln household
economics, the club movement among women
would be productive of more tangible results.

The second national congress of mothers
will be opened In Washington tomorrow, and
will continue until Saturday. When the first
congres was announced, over a year ago, the
news created much curiosity, a good deal of
ridicule, some derision and more Interest.
Leading women's c'.uts, rejecting on the nu n-
berless "mothers' meetings," "home depart-
ments," "study classee," kindergarten and
kltchengarden associations and the like, al-
ready extant, wondered what a mothers' con-
gress would find to.do.

The first day of the congress will be de-
voted to reports; the second and third days
to a discussion of "Relations of Mother and
Child;" the fourth and fifth days to "Du-
ties of Both Parents." The subject of the
last day Is "Conditions Which will Insure
to Each Successive Generation a Higher
Type of Humanity."

Definite state organizations willbe effected
the last day of the. convention.

The congress has no salaried officers, and
ls supported by private subscription, but at
this meeting it will be put upon a finan-
cial basis, as are all national societies. It
ls also to be made an International congress,
and definite state organiztions willbe formad.
A quarterly review of the movement will be
published. The congress is under the super-

vision of a board of officers, of which Mra
Blrncy is president; Mrs. Adlai Stevenson,
first vice president; Mrs. Arthur A. Blrney,
vice president; Mrs. John R. Lewis, vice
president; Mrß. Mary E. Mumford, vice
president, and Mrs. James H. McOlll, treas-
urer; and there are seven committees.

Delegates have already arrived In Wash-
ington, and others are coming from Texas,
California, Stouth Dakota, Nebraska, Florida
and Maine. Even far-off India and Japan
have been heard from, denoting the wide-
spread interest the movement has aroused.

/ In this country women have earned a liv-
ing by writing or 'soliciting advertisements;
but so far no woman has offered herself as
a living, walking advertisement to show off
special articles. But \u0084in London so many
women have adopted this method of earning
a livelihood that the National Union of Wom-
en Workers, of which Mrs. Lydia A. Booth
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ls president, has Issued a protest through the
loading women's journals of that city.

Mrs. Jane Marsh Parker, of Rochester,
Mont., has the distinction of being the foun-
der of the only Ignorance club ln this coun-
try. Instead of starting out with the as-
sumption that the members have an abund-
ance and to spare of knowledge upon every
Bubject, the principal plank in its platform
ls: "We know nothing, but seek knowledge."
The club is christened "The Rochester Fort-
nightly Ignorance club."

The working woman's clubs in Massachu-
setts are self-governing, co-operative and
usually self-supporting organizations, doing
educational work ln intellectual and Indus-
trial lines. Recently these state associations
were formed Into a national league, so thit
tho individual clubs, the state associations
and the national league are parallel to the
organizations of woman's clubs and doing a
similar work of education.

Some of the finest specimens of mural art
ia the Twin Cities are to be found In the
dining room of a house on Seventeenth street
ln Minneapolis, formerly occupied by Dr. and
Mtb. Wang.
