In view of the growing interest in live stock
in the Northwest and the develupment cf the
market at South St. Paul a comparison te-
tween “then and now” will be instractive.
The union stock yards were started in 1883
and the receipts of cattie here that year
were 32,000 head. The rise was constant
unt:l 1891, when the total was 137,0.0, but
in the general depression of 1832 the re-
ceipts fell to $1,000, and after rising to 110,-

000 in 1893 they receded to 75,000 in 1894. Since
then the rise was gradual to 92,000 in 1876, ani
in 1807 there was an unward bound to 179,-
000, with indications that these figurcs wll
be largely exceeded in 1898,

A feature of much interest to the small
farmers of Minnesota and territory tributary
to the St. Paul market is the apparent de-
cadence of the great ranges of the West
and Northwest, through neglect of grass
preservation and lack of know.edge of the
respective qualitles of nutrition possess:d by
each. At a recent mecting of stock men a
discussion arose as to the value of d'ff:reat
grasses common to the grazing territory,
Several exchanges of opinion resulted, a'l of
which went to prove that the parties d.d not
know anything on the subject At last a
facetious member offered this resol.tion,
which was adopted unanimously:

““Resolved, That none of us know, or
care to kpow, anything about grasses, na-
tive or otherwise, outside of the fact that
for the present there are lots of them, ‘he
best on record, and we are after ge ting
the mest out of them while they last.”

In connectlon with the subject of grazing
cattle in great masses, the peremptory con-
dition is demanded that the ranges them-
selves shail not, in future, be overstocked.
The experience of the past has convinced the
cattle growers of the West that a more cqual
distribution of stock, to insure opportunities
for the development of pastures, is abso-
lutely essential to the future profitable con-
duct of the industry. A plan has been prac-
tically agreed upon In certain localitles to
zpportion pastures between winter and sum-
mer allotments; that is to say, there must
be a constant reserve. For the winter ranges

rections  will be exclusively reserved, and
these shall not be encroached upon until
the grasses have ripened and dropped their

seed. Other districts may be only used for
spring and s mmer.
A writer on live stock growing to whose
miion this improved method was called,

two years, under such treatment, he nearly
doub.ed the capacity of a pasture of about
four sections. Riding over this pasture,
notes were made of the different varietizs
of grasses. About fifty were found, more
than double as many as were growing on
adjoining lands where his cattle were anl
had been running during the spring and
summer months. The reasons for this are
obvious, and the good sense of the plan
is plainly apparent. This gentleman never
allows hls stock to run on any one pasture
longer than for sixty to ninety days, when
they are transferred to another. There is
good reason to believe that by adopting this
plan the pastures could in a few years be
brought back measurably to their original
capacity for supporting stock.

1ding in wheat began with the American
naval victory at Manila uppermost in the
speculative mind, Traders believed that the
end of the war waa possibly already in sight,
and that it would be followed by a cessation
of the urgent forelgn demsnd. At the start
professionals sold July wheat freely 1lc below
Saturd lose. They did that in spite of the
fact that Liverpool started 1d higher, and did
not convince themselves of having perhaps
too hastily commenced discounting the termi-
nation of the war until later guotations from

Liverpool showed steady material additions
to initial 14 advance, The Chicago bears
amended their original, views on seeing the

continued foreign strength and the result was
a recovery in the course of an hour of all
the early decline.

Deliveries on May contracts amounted to
about 2,000,000 bu, going to Leiter. The world’s
ghipme to Europe last week were in the
nelghborhood of 9,000,000, ngainst actual con-
pumptive needs of about 6,500,600 bu. They
are, however, buying ahead a little over there,
and apparcntly glad to be permitted to do so
for cbvious rasons. Tho quentity afloat for
Eurcpe increased 1,760,000 bu, Liverpool stocks
skowed a heavy decrease for the month, and
is now dewn to 756,000 bu. Atlantic port ex-

orts for the day were only equal to 263,000

u in wheat and flour. Chicago received 281
cars of wheat against 250 last year. Minne-
apolis and Duluth got 746 cars, compared with
532 the corresponding Monday of 1897.

Rumors of the surrender of Manila caused
geveral sharp breoaks after the market's early
recovery, The visible supply decreased 2,-
651,000 bu. Fine weathcr reports were offset
by predictions of frost in the West.

July started 1c lower, ot from 93%c to 94c,
improved gradually to 94%c, dropped to 94%e,
and advanced agaln to 94%ec. It had several
ductuations betwcen 95¢ and 94%c, and one
dip as low as 82%c. It recovered from the
latter to H5¢c, declined again to 94l4c, and
onco 1oore rose to 95e, but closed at 943

Fine weather for corn planting wes the dom-
fnant influence in the corn pit.
