This is a period of the year when people
are looking around for nice, fresh vegetables,
fruit and things of that kind; and the market
is full of them. Just now strawberrles are
In full bloom; and strawberry short-cake is
on every counter .ln the city that is worth
patronizing. Down in New York, several
years ago, there was a restaurant on Park
row which occupted a frontage of sixty feet
on that thoroughfare, and the enterprising
proprietor strung _out a canvas sign on which
was printed the words ‘‘Strawberry short-
cake.”” A newspaper wit took that matter
up and the next day referred to it as “a
long sign for a short cake.”

The strawberry trade just now, in St. Paul,
Is very active; the prospects are that there
will be a light crop. The supply is largely
from Northern Arkansas, south of the Bos-
ton mountains, where the crop has been ex-
ceedingly heavy; and receipts have been large
from that section up to within the last few
days. Heavy rains, however, have inter-
vened and there has been considerable injury
to the growing fruit. The damage is es'imated
at about one-half per cent. The crop north of
the Boston mountains and extending into
Southwestern Missouri, will probably not be
more than about one-half what it was last
vear. Thls is due principally to the drouth
last fall, during which period the plants died
away to the roots and lost considerable in
vitality. The season, thus far, in that lo-
cality has been characterized, also, by ex-
cessivo rains, which will no doubt tend to in-
jure the crop materially and cause heavy
losses to the producers.

J. S. Robertson, of Presley & Co., has just
returned to St. Paul from a trip through the
South and Southeast, as far as Florida. He
has carefully noted the conditions that pre-
Fvall in all the sections over which he traveled.
He said yesterday that Georgia will probably
have a good crop of the famous Elberta
peaches; also that the prospects for big crops
were good all over the district through which
he journeyed. He pronounced the Michigan
peach crop as fair.

There was a good deal of anxiety last year
with regard to the apple crop; but this year,
it blossoms count for anything, the yield
is likely to be as large as that of 1896, when
apples were so plentiful that it did not pay
to pick them from the trees and pack them
fer transportation. The Missouri, Arkansas
and Kansas crops are likely to prove failures
on account of frosts, which, unforturately
descended upon the buds as they were form-
irg In the warm days of early April. But
New England and Northern New York are
showing up well.

The Callfornia crop has also bean ma‘erial-
ly damaged by light frosts. It is said that
the apricots are practically all killed in that
section of the country, and that the peach
crop will suffer a damage of 50 per cent, and
the prune crop about 25 per cent. Strangely
enough, the delicate pear blossom has esca:ed
damage and there is every indlcation that the
yleld will be normal if not very much larger
than heretofore. In California the damage
to the pears is regarded as of no consequenc?
whatever. The Sacramento river bottoms ara
the heaviest sufferers, if there has been any
suffering at all, because the long finger cf
Jack Frost touched the lower levels. The
Baca valleydistrict also recelved some damage
while the uplands and mountain districis are
comparatively in excellent form so far s
promise of yleld 1s concerned at the preseit
time,

There are excellent prospects for gocd crops
in Oregon, Washington and Idaho. The cnt.re
Pacific slope gives promise of a splendid
yield. The fruit products of the Pacific c-ast
states are gradually coming into notice in the
Eastern markets and the system o? refrigera-
tor cars bring the yield into easy reach of
the tables in New York, Boston, Philadelphi:,
Baltimore, Washington and the l.ke. This
fact gives to that section of the couniry an
unusual degree of patronage. St. Paul is a
sort of a central station in the way of trans-
portation and a gocd many orders for Bastarn
markets concentrate here at this season of
the year. The commission men at this point
have about as much as they can attend to
frecm this time on until the great seassn
of the autumn causes a gradual drawing to-
gether of the mouth of the annual cornucopia.

Oranges are coming in in limited quanti-
tles, but thelr day is over. Thelr fragrance
and julciness belong more to the winter
period than to those of summer. The banana
is taking the place of the orange and the
pine apple is attracting the sense of those
who are captivated by troplcal flavors without
regard to their disgestive organs.

The strawberry season is now fully ‘started.
The supplies that are now received, as stated
above come largely from Northern Arkansas.
Gradually shipments will be reccived from
more northern latitudes until by June 1 the
fruit of Minnesota and territory immediately
contingucus to St. Paul will crown the season.
The best are always those that are secured
nearest at home. The real choice berr'es
which come to this market are those which
are produced by the vegetable farmers within
a radius of ten or fifteen miles of St. Paul,
and the price is likely to be well sustained in
favor of local growers, because, strang:ly
enough, our own latitude during the past ycar
has been favored with respect to weather
conditions, while the Southwest has reccived
a good many heavy shots on account of frosts
and freezing rain storms.

CHICAGO COARSE GRAINS,

Corn and Oats Dull as Compared
With Wheat.

CHICAGO, May 3—Corn ruled dull and
neglected, more incliced to go down than up.
Local receipts were 651 cars, seaboard clear-

ances 696,000, Foreigners were inclined to
resell recent purchases. The closing spunt
in wheat infused some strength into the corn
pit, and the early losses were wiped out.
July opened unchanged to ¢ higher at
8414,@34%c, declined to 33%c, rallled to 343%c,
closing 3c net higher at 341.@84%o.

Oats ruled firm, but without especial fea-
ture. Chicago recelved 298 cars; seaboard
clearances were 600,000 bu. The large ship-
ments helped the market, which rallied
sharply, with wheat near the end. July
opened %c higher at 26%c, advanced to 27c,
and closed %c net higher at 20%ec.

Provisions were dull and rather heavy, ap-
parently weighted down with receipts of
hogs at Western market, numbering 77,000
head, compared with 55,000 last year. 'frade
was small, and packers were sellers. A
glight decline was the result of the day's
business. The following were the day’s losses
in July dellvery: Pork, bc; lard, T%c; ribs,5c.
