SOUGHT SUICIDE TWICE

JAMES SIMPSON'S UNSUCCESSFUL,

ATTEMPT AT SELF-DESTRUCTION

"When Locked Up in the Central
Station Charged With Drunken-
ness He Tien Himself to the Door
With Hlm SuspenderH

——
Repeats

the Performance in the Counts
i Juil a Few HourM Later.

James Simpson, of St. Paul, who was
arrested last night by Officer Twohy,
charged with being drunk and disor-

derly, made two unsuccessful attempts
to take his life. The first attempt was
made in his cell at the central station,
and the second effort was made ln a
padded cell in the county jail.

Officer Twohy noticed Simpson acting
peculiarly and put him under arrest.
At the station the prisoner gave his
name as James Simpson and claimed
to be a plumber, single and thirty years
of age. He was given a cell in the
men's ward. Capt. Rouleau remembered
Simpson as being the man who was
sent to Rochester some time ago, and
instructed Night Jailer John Miner tokeep an eye on the prisoner.

The jailer looked into Simpson's cell
about a half hour after the man was
locked up and found him on his bunk
gasping for breath, his neck encircled
by a piece of his leather suspenders.
It seemed that Simpson had made a
sort of rope out of his suspenders and
strips torn from his shirt, and had at-
tempted to hang himself to the iron
bars above the door. The man's weight
was too much for the improvised rope
and it parted, but not before almost
strangling him to death. The jailer cut
the rope. Simpson's neck had swollen
badly and death was near.

Simpson was then conveyed to the
county jail in the patrol wagon. He
fought like a demon and it took the
united efforts of Driver Frank Fraser,
Conductor Bumgardner and Jailer
Miner to carry him into the jail build-
ing. There he was put in a straight
Jacket and finally quieted down and
begged the jailer to take off the jacket
promising to behave himself.

The jacket was removed and Simpson
laid down and apparently went tosleep. The jailer stepped down stairsfor a few minutes and when he return-
ed found the prisoner hanging to arope of knotted strips of blankets
which he had looped around his neck
and fastened to the top of the door
His feet almost touched the floor. Thejailer cut the would-be suicide downThus, twice in one night. James Simp-
son's life was saved by a hair's breath.
He was again strapped up in thestraight jacket and left ln that posi-
tion all night.

Simpson is well known to tho police,
having, it is said, been arrested four
times before for drunkenness. On these
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occasions he was very violent and
fought desperately.
