WORDS OF ENCOURAGEMENT
FROM VETERANS OF "61

Grund Army Men of the TwinCities

Go to Camp Ramsey mid Pay a

Social Call to the Throe Ke»l-
nionts Loyal South In Now Their
Krlcnd, and They Are Joined as
One.

The men of '61 bad hail and fare-
veil to the men of "98 at Camp Ram-
sey yesterday afternoon. Nearly SCO
Grand Army veterans from St. Paul
ar.d Minneapolis went to the camp and
marched about the grounds with fife
ar.d drum corps playing and flags fly-
ing, ar.d eevera] prominent members of
the orgSaimitan delivered speeches to
the volunteers. It was a past genera-
ti.-n paying honor to the new, and to
the spectators the occasion was invest-
ed with a peculiar pathos. There were
men who had fought in some of the
hardest battles of the Civil war en-
couragicg men who are to fight in
Cuba, and among thorn all was a feel-
ing nf regret that they were not going
to liiiht with them.

It was intended that the visit of the
Grand Army posts should occur Satur-
day, but Col. Boblfter, the brigade
commander, told the committee hav-
ing the arrangements in charge; that
one or two of the regiments mijiht be
Bent away earlier than Saturday, po

an order was Issued hastily Tuesday
for the Grand Arn.y men to go to the
i. Hip yesterday.

The veterans arrived at camp about
3 o'c'ock and marched with the Minne-
apolis p.-.sts in the lead to Col. Reeve's
headquarters. They were received by
Company D, of the Thirteenth regi-
ment, which was drawn up on the pa-
rade ground. As the veterans passed
before the men the latter presented
aims.

Phe posts stood in double rank at
tho foot of the declivity and th? other
companies of the regiment were formed
behind Company D. so that the space
was filled with volunteers standing at
parade rest.

Col. Reeve, Lieut. Col. Price and the
field and staff officers of the regiment
stood in a group to the right of the
line.

TALKED TO THE BOYS.
When all was ready Capt. Van Sant

nMunted upon a box and announced
the purpose of the visit of the Grand
Army men.

"We are here." he said, "to bid you
Godspeed and a safe return."

Capt. Van Sant then introduced
Judge Dobbin, of Minenapolis.

"The remnant of the army of Grant,
Sherman and Sheridan has come," he
said, "to bid you God-speed and good-
bye. We come to say to you what was
said to us nearly forty years ago. We
went from home singing: "We Are
coming-, Father Abraham, three hun-
dred thousand strong.' You are going
to d'> your duty. Memories of Chicka-
maoga, Gettysburg and other battle-
fields will nerve your arms in ds-fense
of the flag we all love, and we consign
the flag to your keeping, confident that
It is in safe hands, and that you will
bring it back as unspotted as it is to-
day."

At this point every flag in the pro-
cession was unfurled and the soldiers
and spectators broke into enthusiastic
cheers.

"The men," continued Judge Dobbin,
"w ho stand before you today met a
foe worthy of their prowess. They
were received with no shouts or huz-
zas. Today you willreceive the plaud- i
its ar.d of your brethren of the South.
This is the hour and day we who i
fought for the Union have watched !
and hoped for and prayed for. Today j
the loyal South is vicing with the j
North in prosecuting this war.

"Another thing. The Old Guard has ;

one good fight in it yet, and If you {
need us we will respond promptly.
You are surrounded by loving friends
who have an interest in you, but there
are none who have a greater interest
in you than the men who know what
war means. We will watch your move-
ments with envious eyes, and we will
take you by the hand when you re-
turn. We tender you our best wishes
and an affectionate good-bye."

JUDG-E HICKS' ADDRESS.
Capt. Van Sant next introduced

Judge Henry Hicks, who spoke as fol-
lows:

EXCHANGE OF CHEERS.
At the conclusion of the speech-mak-

ing Capt. Van Sant proposed three
cheers for the volunteers, and every
veteran waved his hat and responded
while the drums beat a long roll:

Col. Reeve was then called upon, and
he proposed three cheers for the Grand
Army, and every volunteer cheered
with a will.

The Grand Army posts next pro-
ceeded to the parade ground at the
south of the barracks, and there the
Fourteenth regiment was drawn up in
three sides of a square to receive them.
The veterans formed the fourth side.
The color-bearers stood in the center of
the square with the officers of the reg-

'
iment. There the programme was re-
peated. In response to the words of
the veterans, Capt. Elisha B. Wood, of
Company X,Long Prairie, who is past
commander of the state G. A. R., de-
livered a short address.

'"What could be a prouder title," he
asked, "than companion of the men be-
fore m-e. or a happier work than to
train such men as these for conflict?
This is one of the happiest days of my
life. It is a gracious and a kind thing
for the eld Grand Army men to brint?
words of cheer and encouragement to
us. We will feel we have your good
wishes and prayers and of the best
people of all the earth. And when we
fight Spain we can feel that we are
not fighting our brothers. We are to
fight for our country."

Then Col. Van Duzee was called upon
for a speech, but he replied that he
was not an orator

—
he preferred to

fight
—

so the veterans gave three cheers
for the regiment, and the volunteers
responded with cheers and a tiger for
the Grand Army.

Again the drums beat and the column
marched away to the Twelfth regiment,
which was drawn up in the field below
Its tents in square formation. Judges
Dobbin and Hicks repeated their
speeches, and then Maj. Espy, of St.
Paul, was called upon. Maj. Espy ex-
horted tho men to remember the Maine
and do their full duty when they en-
counter the Spaniards in Cuba.Col., Bobleter was asked to say some-
thing, but he said he preferred to re-
main silent until it was time to fight.
The Grand Army men then cheered for
the regiment and the regiment cheered
for the Grand Army, and that ended
the day's exercises.

ARE A CREDIT TO MINNESOTA

CAPT. SWIGEKT'S PRAISE OF

THE VOLUNTEERS

Sny» the Troop-, at (amp Ramsey
Will Compare With Any In the
I'nlon, and 'When They Get In the

Field Will Astonish Thane "Who
Know Nothing? About Them
Blues nud CnrtridgeN Arrive.

The arrival of rifles and cartridges
and a quantity of shoes and socks and
uniforms broke the monotony of life at
Camp Ramsey yesterday and made the
men think they are really going to thft
front. The several quartermasters'
headquarters looked like primitive
gents' furnishing stores in a Klondike
mining town. Boxes of hosiery and
gloves w&re piled high in Quartermas-
ter Lind's tent and In the adjoining
tent were huge boxes of guns and am-
munition. With the guns was a supply
of 'bayonets.

A numibor of uniforms delivered at
the armory on a state contract were
taken to the camp and distributed
among the men in the Thirteenth regi-
ment who needed them.

Lieut. Leonhauser, IT. t>. A., the gov-
ernment quartermaster at the camp,
said he received only 240 pairs of 3hoes,
the other things did not come through
his department. There was 150 stands
of arms and 75,000 rounds of ammuni-
tion in the consignment to the camp
The guns ar.-.i cartridges will be dis-
tributed to the men in the Twelfthregiment. The uniforms ordered by the
government are expected to come to-
day.

As soon as the men are properly
equipped Col. Bobleter will notify the
war department that his brigade is
ready to move, and immediately it Is
expected at least two regiments will
be ordered away. There was talk
about camp yesterday that the Thir-
teenth regiment would go to the Phil-
ippines after all, and tha Twelfth toTampa, while the Fourteenth would
remain here or go to Washington. The
commanding officers, however, declaredthey had no idea of the intentions of
the war departmr-nt and were as much
in the dark as anybody.

Capt. Swigert, the government mus-tering officer, was as busy yesterday
as at any time since his arrival atcamp.

"My work has only begun," he sad
to a reporter for The Globe. "Itisentirely clerical now, but it has to beabsolutely accurate. It is difficult for
the m.e>n to understand that the records
made a.t this time are important. Themilitary history of every man in the
brigade depends upon these muster
rolls and a mistake will cause trouble

It is astonishing that the I
rolls are as good, as they are, for many
of them were written under the most
unfavora-ble conditions. Many were
written on boxes by the uncertain light
of tallow candles when the captains
could hardly distinguish their own pen-
manship. They are very complicated
affairs and three copies of each had to
be made. The work was tremendous
when you look it over andr think how
it was done.
"Iam very proud of this state," con-

tinued Capt. Swigert. "I am certain
this brigade was the first sworn into
the volunteer service in all the United
States. Inever saw such quick work.
The doctors accomplished a herculean
task In a short time. The state na-
tional guard was splendidly organized,
and to that was due the rapidity of
the volunteer movement. The Minne-
sota troops will compare with any in
the Union, and when they get in the
field they willastonish those who know
nothing about them."

Brig. Gen. John Bacon, U. S. A., was
among the visitors at the camp yester-
day. He expressed gratification at the
appearance of the troops and compli-
mented Cols. Bobleter, Reeve and Van
Duzee upon the excellence of the men
and their quarters.

The Thirteenth regiment guard
mount has been robbed of its chiefest
charm by the disbandment of the reg-
imental band. Leader Watson enlisted
for the volunteer service, but a num-
ber of his musicians refused tb do so
because the pay is too small. So on
Tuesday they left camp, taking with
them their instruments. Guard mount
Is now accompanied temporarily by the
fife and drum corps only. Leader Wat-
son is recruiting a band from among
the enlisted men in the regiment, an-1
he has ordered instruments from Bos-
ton. They cannct arrive before Sun-
day. He thinks, with practice, he will
have as good a band as his old one
was.

The Twelfth regiment is the only one
now that has a band. The Fourteenth j
is organizing one.

BALANCE DWINDLING.

The Government Compelled to Pay
Oat Us Gold.

WAISHTNG-TON, May 11.—When ask-
ed today as to the reason for so large
disbursements in gold, Assistant Secre-
tary Vanderlip explained that with the
present large stock of gold in the treas-
ury (about $180,500,000), with the daily
revenue coming in, paid, as it is sub-
stantially in gold, it was imperative
that disbursements should be made in
similar funds.

The fact, too. that the daily payments
are now and for some time will con-
tinue to be in excess of the receipts
makes it plain that the large gold bal-
ance willbe reduced. This willcontinue,
he said, until by the proceeds of sales
of the bonds to ba provided for the re-
ceipts are augmented.

Comparing the amounts of the several
kinds of money now In the treasury
with the figures for Nov. 11 last (six
months), it ia found that the amount
of gold has increased from $155,055,050
to $180,696,944. The amount of free sil-
ver has decreased from $16,142,214 to $*>.--734,109, and the amount of United
States notes has decreased from $30-
--437,958 to $31,011,653. The amount of
treasury notes is shown to have been
decreased by over $2,140,000, and na-
tional bank notes about $1,900,000. Dur-
ing the same time the deposits in na-
tional banks have Increased about ?10,-
--000,000 on account of deposits of money
received from the Pacific railways.

For some months prior to the declar-
ation of war the receipts from customs
were increasing. This is shown by the
records of the department, from which
it appears that since August, 1897, the
receipts from this source were as fol-
lows:

August, $6,987,702; September, $7,943,-
--100; October, $9,713,494; November, $9,-
--830,025; December, $11,660,788; January,
IS9B, $14,269,492; February, $15,040 680-
March, $15,450,431.
InApril the customs receipts fell off

to $14,193,976. For the first eleven days
of the present month they amount to
$5,155,221.

So far the actual disbursements made
on account of the war amount to about$16,000,000.

PROBLEM OF SIPPLIKS.

Preparation, fo* Ham—|,, Action
Plainly Yl»ibl(>.

WASHINGTON. May 11.-Prepara-tions are visible, particularly in thequartermaster's and commissarybranches of the war department for theexpedition for Cuba and the Philip-
pines. On those two bureaus the offi-
cials depend for getting to the points ofembarkation the great mass of tentswagons and food supplies for the menwho are to go forward and for the ships
that are to transport them. For theCuban expedition the quartermaster's
branch is hurrying to the points on the
gulf the ships chartered by AssistantSecretary Meiklejohn yesterday, besides
the numerous supplies necessary for
the comfort of the troops and means
for the transportation of the munitionsof war, etc., overland when Cuba is
reached.

An order has been given for the pur-
chase of 20,000 hammocks for the use
of the men in tropical climes. For the
feeding of the men the commissary de-
partment has made arrangements for
the purchase and shipment to Gulfpoints, but mostly to Tampa, of over
4,000,000 rations, which, it is estimated,
will supply an army of 40,000 men- over
thirty days, assuming that they are
given fullrations during that time.
Itis probable, however, that portions

of this quantity of supplies are intend-
ed for the relief of the reconcentradoa
who are dying from starvation in Cuba.
The arrangements of the commissary .
department are such that the supplies
willbe shipped readily to their destina-
tion points in the United States.

As to the Philippine expedition, the
officials say it will be started at the
earliest practical moment. Prepara-
tions therefore are going- ahead at a
rapid rate. Most of the suppliesin the
quartermaster's line that are needed
for this expedition will have to be ob-
tained at San Francisco, and ifnot on
hand at the quartermaster's depot
there, and if the time is too short to
contract for them, they will be pur-
chased outright. For feeding the men
who will go on that expedition the
commissary department made arrange-
ments for a delivery at San Francisco
of over a million rations, enough to
accommodate an army of 5,000 men
for more than sixty days.

The understanding here was that
Brig. Gen. Xaderson, who has Just re-
turned to California, was to command
the expedition, but It now looks as if
the assignment had developed larger
importance than originally anticipated,
and that the command might be placed
in the hands of a major general, pos-
sibly Gen. Merritt.

MILES STARTS TODAY.

The Commander-in-chief Is* lo Go
to Tampa.

WASHINGTON, May 11.—A final de-
cision has been reached by Gen. Miles,
commanding the army, to leave Wash-
irg.on for Tampa, Flj.,tomorrow night.
The special orders on this subject hava
been issued and provide that the gen-
eral and his staff and other officers,
who accompany him, shaJl proceed t;>
Tampa and other points that may be
designated, "for temporary duty."

The following named officers will ac-
company the general: Capt. Francea
Michler, Capt. More, Lieut. Col. C. Q.
Gilmore, Maj. Gen. Jos. C. Breckinridse
and Brig. Gen. John I.Rodgers, of the
volunteer army; Col. Chas. R. Qreea-
lead.
