Something Must Be Done.

Do the pcople of St. Paul, the parents
who send the twenty-three and more
thousand children to our public sch-ols,
realize that those schools are in dan-
ger? Do they know that the impair-
ment that Fezan when speculative holi-
ers of real estate succeeded in having
the property valuation lowered will ba
greater next year than it is this, or was
last? If they do not know it, it is t'me
they woke up to the fact, and it is
time that they were bestirring them-
selves and taking some action to stop
retrogression and begin restoration.

What is the condition that confronts
the school board? No matter what
their desires, they are bound by the
steel bands of the law. They can only
get the proceeds of a two and a half
mill tax levied upon a property valua-
tion that was shrunk from $126,000,000
in 1893 (whén the comptroller noted in
his report that the estimate of con-
servative men put the real valuation at
$200,000,000), and from $125,359,639 in 1895
to $96,603,490 in 1896, less than half th=
conservatively estimated valuz in 1893,
the panic year.

If the valvation for 1898, to remaln
urchanged as to the real estate for
two years, is to be what it was made
in 1896, there can be realized through
the 2.5 mills to which the law restricts
the levy but $241,000 instead of -the
$:13,000 obtained und-r the valuation in
i895. Adding the state school tax and
apportionment, the total mcney in sight
for the board next year is about $399,-
000. The income is dccreasing, and the
demards growing. Two thousand chil-
dren were added last year to the enroll-
ment. As many more will bz this year.
The buildirgs are crowded, and some
overflowing. New rocms and bulidings
are needed and more teachers. In soma
schools the rooms were o0 crowded this
year as to greatly impair the value of
the teachers’ work. The condition wiil
be worse next year. The board must
cut its garment to its cloth. It wiil
have to refuse improvements, repairs,
new buildings cor rcoms, and cut wages
again. That limit has been reached
where valuable teachers will stard it.
We will lcse the best of them.

This is the actual condition. What
are you going to do about it? Sit still
and see your schools, of which you
have been so justly proud, recede? You
have rejected one avenue of escape in
refusing the proposed charter. No legis-
lature can help you. A new charter or
amendments to the present one might
be framed and submiited at the fall
election; but, after the manner in which
their gratuitous work was received by
the voters, it would not be surprising
should the charter commission refuse
to act again. There is but one way out,
and that must be taken at once, if at
all. That is to retrace the steps taken
in 1896 and restore property values.
The conditions warrant it; business Is
improving, trade is good, the panic is
over. If this is to be done, there can
be no delay, for the biennial assessment
of real property is now on. Mr. Seng
and his assistants are the partles on
whom pubiic opinion must center itself.
If 3 few men could szcure the rsduction
of valvations in 1896 to the extent of
$30,000,000, the parents of 23,000 school
children should be able to get it put
where it will provide funds for the
adequate scheoling of their children.

Germany Is All Right.

There has been a persistent effort to
create the impression in this country
that the attitude of Germany was hos-
tile to the United States, culminating
in a fabricated interview of Ambassa-
dor White with the emperor, in which
the latter was made to express such
sentiments diplomatically veiled. It is
true that the tone of almost the entire
German press was severe in its criti-
cism of our declaration of war, but it
does not lie with us to rebuke them
for that. The president did not want
a war; did not recommend it in the
message in which he put the responsi-
bility upon congress, which, instead of
granting his request for authority to
intervene, declared war and brusquely
ordered Spain to vacate. This was done
after Spain had made every conces-
sion demanded by our government, It
is just as well to bear these facts in
mind when considering the attitude of
the press of Germany.

But that tone did not imply hostility
toward us or sympathy with Spain.
Doubtless some of the papers, organs
of the Junkers and Agrarians, haters
of republicanism on general principles,
strenuous opponents of their own So-
cial Democracy, prototypes of our pro-
tectionists, promoters of the tariff war
with this country, were motived by
sentiments of hatred. But it was in-
credible that the mass of the Ger-
man people, as the North German
Gazette expresses it in the quotation
we give this morning, could feel other
than friendly towards a country to
which millions of Germans had gone
and “made a second home.” The caus-
tic comment of Hohenlohe on these pa-
pers, as well as all that the emperor
is known to have said, indicates that,
however much commercial rivalry with
England has raised barriers of un-
friendliness, the ties of race are strong-
er than those of trade, and we may be
sure that whatever the complications
of the future the Germanic peoples will
not be in hostile camps.

Fro;n— March to May.

The senate has passed a bill propos-
ing an amendment to the constitution
which provides that the term of presi-
dent and vice president, and that of
the representatives elected to the Fifty-
sixth congress, shall be extended from
March 3 to noon of May 4, 190L. As
the inauguration of our presidents take
on more and more the pomp and cere-
monials of coronations, and we get
further away from the simplicity with
which Jefferson assumed the presi-
dency, It becomes more and more es-
sential for the comfort of the partici-
pants, inasmuch as the ceremonies

are out of doors, that the date be set
farther into the spring time, and the
“ray winds of March,” that make

stivet spectators in the city of great

distances “tremble and shiver,” be
avolded. We have had presidents tak-
ing the oath of office on the steps
of the capitol with snowflakes falling
on their bared heads, and they have
stood, wrapped in greatcoats, on the
reviewing stands while the military
and elvic bodies passed shivering by.
It was especially noted, as indicating

his endurance, that, at his last inau--

guration, Cleveland occupied the stand
and seemed unmindful of the chilling
winds that swept down the avenue.

Aside from this escape from the in-
hospitable March weather of Washing-
ton, the amendment has no merit. It
has the demerit of postponing for two
months the inauguration of a president
chosen the preceding November, and
proportionately increasing the solid ob-
jections to so long or to any greater
interval than is needed to determine
the result of an election. The amend-
ment fails to meet and remove what
has been the subject of just criticism,
the absurdity of postponing for thir-
teen months the assembling of the new
house of representatives. It is true
that congress has the power now to
change the date of meeting from the
first Monday In December of each
yvear, but the fact that congress.has
never done it, and that, except as
some great emergency has called con-
gress in extraordinary session, repre-
sentatives chosen in November of one
year do not get intv action until the
December of the following year, is
sufficient reason for making manda-
tory the assembling of congress in first
session simultaneously with the begin-
ning of its term.

That intense dread of the people
which characterized the Federalists,
that was so potent in the formation of
the constitution, and which showed it-
self in the removal of the selection of
the president and senate from the peo-
ple, revealed itself in the provision for
the December meeting of congress, and
that inertia which makes change so
difficult has since retained it. It has
had the effect of making this republi-
can government far less responsive to
popular will than is the hereditary
monarchy of England. There, when
scme great question of pclicy, such as
was involved in our election of 189)
and 1892, comes to demand solution,
the question can be submitted to a
plebiscite and the judgment of the vot-
ers taken and their representatives
chosen to give that judgment effect be
in their seats within ‘two or three
months. Could the Fifty-second and
Fifty-third congresses have met in
the December following their
election, we would not have
witnessed . the shameful trifling
with the plain mandate of the people
twice expressed that we saw; nor,
after the election of 1890, would ws=
have had the astonishing rejoicing of
Republican press and partisans that
the will of the people could not be giv-
en effect.

—The newspapers will have to bear a
share of the backlicks of the war. News
print has advanced a cent a pound; the
subscription price remains statiorary.
The rise is due mainly to the utiliza-
tion by the paper combination recently
made of the pretext offered by the act
of Spain in making sulphur contra-
band. Thereupon the price of ecrude
seconds went from $22 to $38 a ton, an
advance of eight-tenths of a cent a
pound, and the paper mil's shoved paper
up $20 a ton, covering in the increase in
price of a ton of paper the increase
of cost of the sulphur used in making
it many times over. Sulphur is used
in the manufacture of sulphite fiber,
from which print paper is now almost
wholly ‘made. Our main supply of sul-
phur comes from Sicily, and Spain
made it contraband to prevent its use
in this country in making powder.
Italy, upon whom the decree falls
heavily, has made protest, representing
that but about 3,000 of the 100,000 tons
imported into the United States g0 to
the making of powder. It Is not prob-
able that the protest will be of any
avail.

—By the time all the results of the
effort to steal the board of public
works are reached there will be not
only several badly shattered legal repu-
tations that were staked on the suc-
cess of the trick, but there will be a
snug sum to be charged off to profit
and loss. The Copeland board carried
things with a high hand and went on
and ordered improvements and made
assessments and contracted printing
and other bills just as if there were no
more question of the legitimacy of their
official title than there is of that of
our captain-colonel to the mayoralty.
They rejected with scorn the offer to
have the two boards, the ins and the
ejectéd, act together, duplicating the
proceedings, so as to insure the validity
of whatever was done. And now, in
decisions - knocking out the underpin-
ning from every act of the Copeland
board, we are getting the fruits of that
little bit of partisan jobbery. When
that board was kicked out on quo war-
ranto it expected that its acts would
stand as those of a de facto body at
least. But the supreme court wipes
away that expectation and holds that,
as the act under which they seized the
office was unconstitutional, the Cope-
land board did not become even a de
facto board, and that each and all their
acts were absolutely and utterly vold.
The city will now pay the bills, and
the Republicans will be just as ready
as ever to play any other similar game
at the first opportunity.

UNDER SPELL OF MARS

EASTERN STAR SESSION DEVELOPS
A DISTURBANCE

Report of the Grievance Committee
Which Involved the Suspension of
Two Officers of a Minnecapolis
Chapter Was Laid on the Table
It Caused Much Ill Feeling-—
Several Delegates Withdraw.

The twentleth annual gathering of the grand
chagpter of the O, E. 8. broke up last night in
disorder at Masonic Temple.

The storm was brewing all day over the
temporary suspensgion of worthy grand mairon
and the assistant worthy grand matron of a
certain chapter in Minneapolis.

When the committee on grievances aired
its report at the evening session the two fac-
tions of the grand chapter lined up, and for
two hours and a half the noise of battle
hurtled in the air. When the smoke cleared
away over fifty members of the grand chapter
ter had left in a body, and more walked out
later in the evening, with the declaration that
they would never again attend another meet-
ing of the grand chapter in this state.

The trouble is an echo of the ancient Eastern
Star unpleasantness six years ago, which some
of the members of the lodge claim was need-
lessly caused by two members of the grand
chapter who stood at the time high in the or-
der.

Mrs. Flora A. Pattee, worthy grand matron
of the grand chapter, ordered the suspension
of the two officers of the Minneapolis lodge
several months ago, on the petition of eight
members of the lodge who preferred charges
against them., The meeting was held behind
closed doors and the strictest secrecy was ob-
served, but it was learned that the Minne-
apolis officers were charged with certain ir-
regularity in conducting a lodge election,

The suspension was only temporary, last-
ing until the meeting of the grand chapter.

The chapter took up the report of the com-
mittee, and through the efforts of some of the
delegates the report was laid over, which puts
the matter over until the next meeting of the
grand chapter in Minneapolis next year.

This was what caused all the trouble. What
seemed to be a majority of the members pres-
ent favored the immediate action by the chap-
ter on the charges preferred by the eight Min-
neapolis members against the officers. They
wanted the trouble cleaned up, and have it
over with. *

The greater portion of the grand lodge
members consider it a reflection to the grand
chapter that so serfous a charge against those
highest in authority in one of the strongest
chapters in the state should go without in-
vestigation.

It is no telling just where the trouble will
end. The grand lodge wound up the last of
its business last night with the installation of
officers at a late hour. Nothing further can
be done until next year, but there is dissen.
tion on all sides, and unless the ire of some of
the members cools down considerably, there
is apt to be a disruption, It is within the
power of Mrs. Pattee, grand worthy matron of
the grand chapter, to again suspend the Min-
neapclis officers until the next meeting. As
the matter stands now both the Minneapolis
parties can come in and claim their seats as
members of the grand lodge.

1t was stated last night by a well known
member of the grand chapter that it was
feared in many quarters that the Masons, of
which the Eastern Star is an auxiliary
branch, would take a hand in the matter.

Just how the report of the committee on

grievances came to be laid over nobody
seemed to know, as _there seemed to be an
overwhelming majority in favor.of imme-

dfate action. There seems to be an estranga-
ment of long standing between a certain
number of cfficers of several chapters,
brought on originally, it is claimed, by jeal-
ousy of two of the highest officers, some
years ago.

CORPORATION TAX.

The provision inserted at the instance
of the Democratic members of the com-
mittee, and which has during the con-
sideration of the bill been known as the
corperation tax, is much broader in
its scope. It provides:

That every corporation doing b

the United States, whether chfrte‘rl::‘ln?:d‘ex:
the laws of the United States or of any
state or territory of the United Sates, or
any foreign country, shall pay a special an-
nual excise tax, and sald tax shall be the
equivalent of one-fourth of one per centum
of the whole amount of the gross receipts
of such corporations derived from such
business. Provided, that this section shall
not apply to any corporation that is sub-
Jected to excise tax under a section of this
act, nor to religious, educational, benevo-
lent, el ynary or Yy corpora-
tions; municipal or other public corpora-
tions; fraternal beneficlary societies or or-
ders or associations operating upon the
large system and providing for the pay-
ment of life, sick, accident and other benme-
fits to the members of such societies, orders
or associations, and dependents of such
members; building and loan associations
which make loans to their share-holders:
nor shall corporations which buy and sell
raw or manufactured domestic agriculturat
products be required to pay any tax with
respect to such dealings, except as other-
wise provided in this act.

Another paragraph in this portion of
the biil impos:s an excise tax on banks
as follows:

Every person, bank, assoclation, company
or corporation engaged in the business of
banking shall pay a special excise tax,
which shall be egual to one-forty-eighth of
one per centum each month upon the aver-
age amount of the degoslu of money sub.
ject to payment by check or draft repre-
sented by certificate of depoesit or other-
wise, whether payable on demand or at
some future day.

Persens affected by these provisions
are required to make monthly returns.
Evasions of payment for ten days area
puniched by the addition of 10 per cenut,
and for attempts at knowing evasions
a penalty of $10,000 is provided.

TOBACCO TAX,

There are a great many ‘changes in
the tobacco sehedule. The tax on man-
ufactured tobaceco, snuff, etc., is in-
creased from 12 to 16 cents per pound;
the tax on cigars weighing more than
three pounds psr thousand is reducsd
from $4 to $3.50 per thousand on small
cigars, from §2 to $1 on cigarettes, from
$2 to $1.50 per thousand.

The house provision taxing tobacco
on hand is stricken out. There is a
reduction of the tax on tobacco d-alers
and manufacturers, whose annual sala
fall below $5,000 to $6, from the house
rate, which was $12, and tobacco ped-
dlers are exempt from the operations
of the act. There are also similar 3.-
ducttons on the Heensecs of cigar manu-
facturers.

The penalty for a violation of section
4, relating to adhesive stamps, i{s in-
creased so as to make the coffense a
niisdemeanor punishoble by a fine of
$600, or imprisonment for a year, or
both, Failure to cancel stamps is als)
made a misdemeanor, punishable by a
finc of $50, or by imprisonment for six
months. The paragraph authorizing
private dies is stricken out. Imprison-
ment is also added as one of the penal-
ties for issuing or asecepting unstamp-
ed documents. Indeed, this addition is
raade to almost all the provisions for
violating any peortion of the bill, the
effect being to make the bill far more
stringent than it was, as it came from
the house.

Then follows a provision that upon
cach sale, contract, agreement, or cther
evidence of a sale of any products or
merchandise at any exchange, or board
of trade, either for present or futuie
delivery, for each $100 in value of sail
sale, and for each additional $100 or
fraction thereof, In excess of $1¢7, 1
cent.

A proviso is added, requiring stamps
to the necessary amount to be fixed to
the bill, memorandum or other evid-nce
of sale. The penalty is the same as tha
previous proviso.

The act is made to take ellect on
the day next preceding its passing.

MINORITY REPORT.

The Republicans decided to make a
minority report, recommending the re-
llef of the bond feature and also the
provision for time certificates, but re-
ducing the amount of the bonds and
changing the language of both pro-
visions.

The bond section authorizes the sec-
retary of the treasury to borrow $300,-
000,000, or so much thereof as he may
deem necessary to meet the expenses
of the war, and issue therefor coupon
or registered bonds at not less than
par, in denominations of $25 or some
multiple of that sum, redeemable in
coin at any time after ten years, and
payable In twenty years, and bearing
interest at 3 per cent. The honds are
not taxable. The bonds shall be offerod
as a popular loan. No commissions
shall be paid thereon, and in alloting
the bonds and certificates the subserip-
tions of individuals, beginning with the
lowest amounts, shall be first alloted.
