AT CHICKAMAUGA

Twelfih and Fourteenth Regiments
Will Go There as Soon as Trans-
portation Arrangements Can Be
Made—Thirteenth Will Be Fitted
Out Before Leaving San Francisco

for . ¢ Orient.

Just® two weeks ago yesterday the
Minnesota volunteer army were mo-
Lilized in St. Paul.

Yesterday Gov. Clough received the
long-eapected, much-heralded order in-
structing the immediate transport of
tne Minnesota boys t¢ the front. Im-
mcdiately following, the colcnels of the
threc Minnesota regiments also receiv-
ed their instructions.

The omnicial instructions were not
lenzthy, but ordered the troops to go

to their destination just as they are,
and there receive equipment and sup-
plies to serve them through the vigils
of a campaign in Culba or the Philip-
pine islands.

The lollowing telegram was received
with reference to the movement of the
Twelfth and Fourteanth regiments:

To the Governor of Miunesota: Orders
have been issued by telegraph today to the
colonels of the Twelfth and Fourteenth

regiments, United States volunteers, to
proceed at once with their regiments to
Camp George H. Thomas, Chickamauga

Natjonal Park, Georgia.
—H. C. Cerbin, Adjutant General.

The zoverror also received the fol-
lowing telegram from Seeretary of War
Alger with reference to the equipment
for the two regiments ordered 10 Chick-
amauga:

“To the Governor of Minnesota: Two
regiments of irfantry of your state
having been mustered inte service will

be ordered today to proceed to Chick-
amaug Ga. It is desired that state
authorities furnish all supplies possi-
ble in the way of clothing, camp and
garrison equipage, and all the appur-

'3 to a soldier in the field, in-
cluding

tents, which are very much
needed. On arrival at Chickamauga
these troops, with those of other states,
will be thoroughly equipped and mov-
ed to the front. This was found to be
better than to attempt to thoroughly

equip regiments at state rendezvous.
Ordnance quartermasters and subsist-
ance departments are concentrating at
Chickamauga supplies to meet the situ-
ation.”

Gov. Clough said toa Globe report-
er yesterday that he was glad that the
government had decided to equip the
troops at Chickamauga. He had sug-
gested to Secretary Alger several days
ago that this be done, as he thought a
large number of troops could be much
easier outfitted and to greater advan-
tage than to furnish them with neces-
Si equipment in the several states.
Since the war department had made it
possible to expedite matters to such
good advantage, troops would be mov-
ed just as soon as transportation was
provided.

The question
brought up by
was an easy one.

The troops were now

in possession of all the equipment be-
longing to the state guard and the
United States. The government was
welcome to the state guard property,
but it was not improbable that con-
gress would reimburse the state for
such equipment.

CLOUGH LOSES HIS GRIP

REGIMENTAL COMMANDERS HEAR
FROM WASHINGTON
.

Told to Obey No Orders Issued by
Any One Not Connected With the
War Department, Which Takes
a Great Responsibility Off the
Chief Executive's Shoulders—
Would Despoll Van Duzee.

A rude shock was given to Gov.
Clough vesterday by Adjt. Gen. Cor-
bin, in Washington, who sent instruc-
tions to each of the regimental com-
manders at Camp Ramsey that they
are to obey no orders issued by any
one not connected with the war de-
partment. No names were named, but
the order was accepted as a gentle hint
that Gov. Qlough's orders don’t go with
the war department.

The order foilowed close upon the
heels of an order given by the governor
to Col. Van Duzee, whom he directed
to turn over a quantity of arms and
ammunition to Col. Bobleter for the
men of the Twelfth regiment. Col. Van
Duzee was about to comply with it
when he received an order from the
adjutant general to keep the arms and
to disregard orders issued by any one
else. Col. Van Duzee immediately de-
clined to obey Gov. Clough’s order, and
the equipments were not delivered to
the Twelfth regiment.

Col. Bobleter and Col. Reeve receiv-
ed similar instructions from Washing-
ton, and thus an end was put to the
governor's sway at camp.

The incident created a great deal of
talk in camp, for it showed that the
governor is not as big a military man
as the secretary of war, although a few
may have suspected that he was. Ever
since the men were mobilized Gov.
Clough has posed as the commander-in-
chief of the national guard and of the
United States volunteer troops in the
state of Minnesota. The adjutant gen-
eral's order makes him merely com-
mander-in-chief of the national guard,
which, at the present time, consists of
Gov. Clough and his staff and two bat-
talions of artillery.

The doctors said there would be no
difficulty in getting pure water as long as
they had the filters.

The army shoes were sent to the regimental
quartermasters, who sorted them and dis-
tributed them among the several colapanles,
according as requisition had been nade.

A number of articles are expectad to ar-
rive today, though the bulk of cquipments
will be sent to Chickamauga and Sar Fran-
cisco. A quantity of travel rations has been
delivered at the camp, but there w:li be more
received today.

MINNESOTA REGIMENTS WILL
START T0O THE FRONT

As Soon as Their Transportation
Has Been Provided—Twelfth and
Fourteenth Going South—Mon-
day at the Latest Will See Them

Away——Lieut. Col. Price and
Capt. Jo!nn C. Hardy Resign.
“Break camp” was the order - that

came from Washington yesterday to the

nesota regiments at Camp Ramsey.

Col. Bobleter was instructed by Adjt.
Gen. Corbin to proceed with the Twelfth
regiment to Camp George H. Thomas,
at Chickamauga, and report there to
the commanding general. A similar or-
der was sent to Col. Van Duzee, of the
Fourteenth regiment, and late in the
afternoon Col. Reeve was directed to
move with the Thirteenth regiment to
San Francisco and report to the com-
mander of the Presidio at that place,
Although Col. Reeve was not instruct-
ed to prepare for duty in the Philip-
pines, there is no doubt but what those
islands will be the final destination of
the regiment.

There was intense joy in every com-
pany in camp when it became known
that all the regiments were to move.
The men in the Twelfth were so elated
that they gathered in their company
Streets and cheered and threw up thei
hats and danced. For awhile there was
pandemonium in the camp. There was
just as much pleasure among the men
of the Fourteenth, for they had been
led to believe that they would be held
in reserve. As for the men of the Thir-
teenth, they were jubilant because the
order set at rest rumors that were
afloat that they were to 80 to Chicka-
mauga or Tampa instead of the Pacific
ceast.

Cols. Bobleter and Van Duzee said
their regiments would be ready to start
by Monday. They did not believe trans-
portation could be obtained for them
before' that day, and that would be
good time. The men who have no arms
and uniforms will go without them.
Equipments ordered for the regiments
have been sent by the war department
to the rendezvous to save time. As
soon as the men arrive at Chickamauga,
and San Francisco they will find their
equipments awaiting them. Col. Bob-
leter sald the Twelfth regiment re-
quires 500 fatigue uniforms and 250, ri-
fles and bayonets and 500 knapsacks
and haversacks. But, even 80, his reg-
iment is better off than the Fourteenth.
Col. Van Duzee has no tents, and he
needs 500 uniforms, knapsacks, haver-
sacks and guns and bayonets.'

The Thirteenth regiment needs a
large number of uniforms and guns and

a complete outfit of tents. The men are

OFF FOR FRISCO TONIGHT

THIRTEENTH REGIMENT WILL
LEAVE THIS EVENING

It Takes the Omaha, Union and
Southern Pacific Routes—Other
Regiments Will Go South Via the
Albert Lea and Wisconsin Cen-
tral Routes——Contract for Trans-
portation Awarded Lu:t Night.

The Thirteenth regiment will leave
for San Francisco tonight.

Yesterday morning Col. Dudley, of
the quartermaster’'s department, re-
ceived instructions from Washington
to make all ne ry arran ts
for the transportation of the Thirteenth
regiment from St. Paul to San Fran-
cisco.

Col. Dudley immediately apprised the
different railroads that their bids on
this business must be in by evening,
and there was a decided flurry among

e passenger men. The bids were all
turned in by 6 o’clock, and were from
the following lines: Northern Pacific,
Great Northern; Chicago, 8t. Paul,
Minneapolis & Omaha; Chicago, Bur-
lington & Northern; Wisconsin Cen-
tral; Minneapolis & St. Louis, and the
Chicago Great Western railway.

Col. Dudley also requested the roads
to turn in bids on the transportation
of the Twelfth and Fourteenth regi-
ments from St. Paul to Chickamauga.
These bids were submitted yesterday.

At 10 .0’clock last night the awards
were made. The Thirteenth regiment
will go to San Francisco via the Chi-
cago, St. Paul, Minneapolis & Omaha
road, with the Union Pacific and South-
ern Pacific as connections,

The Twelfth regiment will go to
Chickamauga by way of the Minneap-
olis & St. Louis road, connecting with
the Mobile & Ohio. in

The Fourteenth will be transported
to Chickamauga by the Wisconsin
Central, in connection with the Big
Four and the Queen & Crescent.

The Twelfth and Fourteenth regi-
ments will probably leave Sunday. or
Monday, but no orders have been re-
ceived here as to the date of their de-
parture.

As soon as the awards were made,
the representatives of the lucky 'lmes
made haste to telegraph to Chicago
for the necessary equipment to carry
the troops, and the wires were ker')t
hot during the night. The Omaha’s
cars, which will take the Thirteenth to
the Pacific coast, will arrive here some
time before 3 o’clock this afternoon.
The regiment will go out on a train
divided into three sections, composed
of thirty-two passenger cars, four
freight and one stock car.

TEe train will carry 50 officers, 1,000
enlisted men, 15 horses, 47,000 pounds
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to take ten day's field and traveling ra-
tions. Each captain of companies will
receive coffee money allowed the men
en route to the rendezvous.

A great many of the men want to
march through St. Paul hefore they
take the trains to Southern and West-
ern points, and yesterday the colonels
debated the question whether they
should be allowed to do so or whether
it would be better to have them take
the trains at the camp. The matter
was not settled.

Two sensations followed quick upon
each other yesterday morning. The first
was the resignation of Lieut. Col. Went-
worth W. Price, of the Thirteenth reg-
iment, and the second was the resigna-
tion of Capt. John C. Hardy, of Com-
rany H, of the same regiment.

Lieut. Col. Price’s resignation was a
surprise, though it was known that
he was uncertain whether he could
abandon his business interests and go
to the war. He is the Northwestern
representative of the TLondon and
Northwest American Mortgage compa-
ny, and has a contract with the com-

company six months’ notice of his res-
ignation. He was able to get leave
of absence to go with the regiment to
Cuba, but, when the regiment was or-
dered to the Philippines, he saw that
he would be absent at least a year,
and he could not ask his company to
give him such a long vacation. He
was accordingly obliged to resign.

Col. Price has been a member of the
militia for the past seventeen years,
and during the entire time has faith-
fully served the state. He was one of
the young officers of the state militia
and exceedingly popular with all.

Col. Reeve expressed sorrow to part
with Lieut. Col. Price, His resigna-
tion was forwarded to President Mec-
Kinley, who accepted it.«

Capt. Hardy resigned because his
wife is ill, and he feared the excite-
ment of his departure would result fa-
tally to her. His resignation was also
forwarded to the president.

The resignation of w.deut. Col. Price
made vacancies all along the line, and
they were promptly filled.

Maj. Fred W. Ames was appointed
lieutenant colonel; Maj. Ed S. Bean
became senior major; Maj. Frederick
became second major, and Capt. A. M.
Diggles, of Company B, was promoted
to junior major. First Lieut. ¥. B.
Rowley was appointed captain of Com-
pany B, and Don Fitzgerald, a former
member of the national guard, “trgs

same company. Second Lieutenant
Kiefer was moved up to first lieuten-
ant.

Capt. Hardy’'s successor was not se-
lected yesterday. It was reported that
First Lieutenant Pearse, of Company
A, was asked to accept, but refused.

Minneapolis now enjoys a monopoly
of the regimental patronage. The regi-
ment is popularly supposed to be even-
ly divided between the Twin Cities,
but Minneapolis, in this instance, is
the larger twin.

Minneapolis has the colonel whose
salary is $3,500; the lieutenant colonel,
salary $3,000; a major, salary $2,500;
six captains, salaries $10,800; four first
lieutenants, salaries $6,000; six second
lleutenants, salaries $8,400, and two ad-
jutants, salaries $3,660, a grand total
of salaries for officers of $37,800.
