usual interest, and a study of the map
with the probable positions of the
various squadrons in mind, as these are
indicated in the latest reports, war-
rants the conclusion that a naval battle
of the first magnitude is a matter of
hours, or at the most, days.

The war has reached a critical stage
and on the issue of the expected con-
flict much depends. A defeat for the |
Spanish fleet in the open sea or in the I
harbor and under the protection of the
defenses of any one of the Cuban ports
would, so far as it is possible to look
into the future, mean an early end ot
the war, and would, pernaps, render
unnecessary an Invasion of Cuba in
force. The effect of such a blow, even
ifit was lost on Spain, would make
the Inevitable end more than ever ap- |
parent to the powers, and in the natur- |
al order of events would result in pres-
sure at Madrid to bring the war to a
close.

On the other hand a partial success
for Spain would mean a prolongation
of the struggle, and would result in
the United States more than ever con-
centrating its energies and its resources

Ifor a struggle. But this last contin-
gency is not taken into-account in of-
ficial circles, where the almost universal
opinion is that there willbe no trouble
in taking care of the Spanish fleet once
itcan be located.

PRETTY NAVALPROBLEM.
As the pieces stand on the naval

board the problem is a pretty one. Ad-
miral Sampson, with that portion of his
fleet which took part in the bombard-
ment of San Juan, is at Puerto Plata,
the principal sea port of the Dominican
republic and situated on the north
coast of the Island of Haytl. The aux-
iliary cruiser Yale sailed this morning
from St. Thomas, going in a westerly
direction, and the Montgomery, accord-
ing to the report, is still at that place.
The Harvard is at St. Pierre for re-
pairs and willriot be available for some
days.

The flying squadron under Schley,

j and the Oregon, with the Marietta and
the Nictheroy as consorts, do not at
present seem to be active factors in
the problem. Before they can be ex-
pected to arrive on the scene the Span-
ish fleet will probably have reached

|Cuba, if that is the object of Its
strategy. If the Spanish fleet can be
bottled up in a Cuban port Sampson
will be capable of taking care of it
without other aid, though the battle-
ships of Schley's squadron and the Ore-
gon would be of great assistance if the
fleet of the enemy is to be attacked
while under the protection of shore bat-
teries.

That the object of the Spanish com-
mander is to reach the coast of Cuba
and perhaps Cienfuegos is indicated by
the latest reports of his movements.
Leaving St. Pierre with the greater part
cf his fleet, he has apparently swept
in a circle, and is moving toward the
island through tho Caribbean saa to
the south of Hayti and Porto Rico.

HE MAY INTERCEPT.
If Samison is advised in time there

is a possibility of his squadron running
down' between Cuba and Hayti from
Puerto Plata and intercepting the
Spanish fleet in the vicinity of Ja-
maica, but whether or not he has been .
advised to do this, in tho absenc9 of
o;ficial Information, is pure conjecture.

Accepting the stated positions of the
squadrons as accurate, it is difficult to
see how a. naval battle is to be avoid-
ed. Whichever way he turns the Span-
ish commander is almost certain to run
into an American fleet and, unless his
cenfliet be with the Oregon, with the
odds against him. There is just a pos-
sibility that by a sudden dash the
Spanish ships could slip through the
islands to the open sea and thence sail
home, but this is not a probable ma-
neuver.

All Indications now point to a naval
battle in Cuban waters, and probably
in the harbor of some Cuban port.

WILD RUMORS.
Regarding the story that the Spanish

fleet before its appearance at Mar-
tinique was offthe coast of Newfound-
land, and there received orders from
home and a supply of coal, naval offi-
cials are extremely skeptical, and they
are equally slow to believe that in case
the Spanish admiral is able to elude
the fleets of Sampson and Schley he
has any intention of bombarding any
of the cities of the Atlantic coast. The
story from London regarding an at-
tack on Charleston was openly scouted.

Rumors were still current today of
the presence of Spanish ships off the
New England coast and the possibility
of attacks on the city of Boston or
some adjacent piace. but nothing was
known about the matter that was not
public yesterday.

ANYTHINGBUT A FIGHT.

Admiral Cervera's Instructions
From tlie Spanish Capital.

LONDON, May 14.—The Star says a
Madrid dispatch, via Paris, throws in-
teresting light, gathered from an offi-
cial source, on Admiral Cervera's
movements since he left the Cape Ver-
de islands.
It appears that he headed for St.

Pierro. Miquelon, on the coast of New-
foundland, where sealed instructions
awaited him. There colliers from Sid-
ney were met, and the Spanish fleet
coaled.

Admiral Cervera's instructions then
were to raid Portland, Boston and
Newport, and if Rear Admiral Samp-
son bombarded Havana, to draw him
off.

The news from Manila seems to have
changed the plans.

The next proposed move was to de-
coy Rear Admiral Sampson to PortoRico, and then sail rapidly for Havana
and destroy the few ships left there.Finally, should Admiral Cervera, on
reaching Santiago de Cuba, learn that
two American squadrons were coming
to meet him, thus leaving the sea free,
his plan would be to avoid them, sail
straight for Charleston, and bombard
that city.

SPANISH FLEET INVISIBLE.

One Torpedo Gunboat Is at Fort de

AFTER BRIEF ILLNESS

Prominent In Iuauruiice and Mason-
ic Circle* Benjamin \V. Brun-

hoii. One of tile Pioneers of S(.

Inul, Also Summoned Hence

Known to Many Residents of the
City Other Deaths.

*ril:lam E. Burton is dead. He
passed away at his home, 691 Dayton
avenue, late yesterday. May 4 Mr.
Burton was taken sick with meningitis.
His condition was considered serious
i>>i a few days, when there came an
improvement, and Friday his speedy
recovery •was anticipated. A change
for the worse followed Friday night
and twenty-four hours later he was
dead.

Mr. Burton -was married in 1879 to
Mi;\u25a0 -s Emma Jacobs, daughter of G. P.
Jacobs, by whom he had six children, I
three hoys and three girls. The I
mother and children, with Mr. Bur- i
ton's mother, constitute the remaining
houses old.

Mr. Hurton was born in Gorham,
Me., where he received his early edu-
iti'<n in the public schools, afterwards
graduating from Gorham academy. In|
IS7I, then eighteen years old, he re-
moved to St. Paul, where be has resid-
ed ci niinuously. Soon after locating
in St. Paul he was engaged as book-
keeper By the Second National bank
and remained with that institution
until IS7B, when he was appointed
deputy treasurer of Ramsey county.
He remained In that office during the
three terms that the late Henry M.
Rice, ex-United States senator, was
'treasurer. Mr. Burton was afterwards
himself elected county treasurer and
served two terms from ISB3 to 1887. He
engaged in the real estate business
after his retirement from office, being
successful in that line. For the past
five years he has been engaged in gen-
eral insurance, giving most attention
to the accident business. As the gen-
eral agent of the Masonic Equitable
Accident association he traveled ex-
tensively over the Northwest, and*
there are few insurance men more ex-
tensively and favorably known.

Mr. Burton held membership in the
different Masonic bodies in St. Paul
from blue lodge to commandery, was a
imember of Qgman Temple of Shriners,
and belonged to the Masonic Veterans

:of Minnesota. He was a member of
the Sons of the American Revolution,
being a descendant of a Massachusetts
veteran of 1776.

moved to St. Paul. He is a lawyer and
a. very competent surveyor and engin-
eer. He assisted in surveying the town
l>lat of St. Paul, and having secured
properly east of Trout brook, laid it
out into an addition. The original cost
of the land to him was comparatively
little, but the property is now worth
many hundred thousand dollars.

"In ISGI Mr. Brunson entered the
Union army. Company X, Eighth regi-
nent, ard served three years.

CENTRAL HIGH SCHOOL HELD ITS

The annual field day of the Central
high school was broflght'"oft very suc-
cessfully yesterday b^fpr&a large gath-
ering of enthusiastic hlgn school stu-
dents at Lexington , Athletic park.
None of the events WwSs marred by
accidents such as hq.ye occurred in
former years. This largely due
to the keeping of the crowd In the
grand stand and off the track.

The field day was an Interclass af-
fair. The points were awarded, five
for firsts, three for seconds, and one
for thirds. The Juniors carried off the
palm with seven firsts, one second and
five thirds, a total of forty-three points
to their credit. But the victors had no
walkaway. The other classes followed
closely; 1901 with thirty-three points,
1900 with twenty-sevea ..and '98 with
twenty-three.

The juniors gained the lead with as
many firsts as the other three classes
as follows: 1901, two firsts, seven sec-
onds, two thirds; 1900, four firsts, two
seconds, one third; '98, one first, five
seconds, three thirds.

The prettiest finish of the day was in
the quarter-mile bicycle, and came

very near being a dead, heat. O'Brien
came down the track towards the
grand stand several feet in the lead
and going like a young whirlwind.
When scarcely 150 feet from the tape,
Grpff made a terrific effort, and gained
upon O'Brien until, in crossing the line,
O'Brien was barely four Inches in the
lead.

The first event pulled off was the
100-yard dash. Only two men started.
H. Rogers, '99, won in J.O 4-5 seconds,
and G. S. Williams, '01, finished, a close
second. Last year's record was 10 3-5
seconds.

The quarter-mile blcyele was ridden
in 34 1-5 seconds. Harry O'Brien, '01,
finished first; Gordon •Groff, second,
and N. Parker, '99, an easy third. Rec-
ord last year, 34M; seconds.

The running high Jump was easily
won by Edwin Clappv '00, with excel-
lent record of five feet-one inch, against
four feet ten Inches^ made last year.
Roy Squires, '98, who >gobsecond place,
cleared five feet with apparent ease.
Ray Buck, post-graduatei stands third.

The relay race excrted_as great in-
terest as any on the --programme. '98
and '99, the only classes starting teams.
The first relay was run by Lemon, '9S,
and W. Dougherty, '99, who finished
very near together. .-Jn,-passing the
grand stand in the second relay, Car-
ling, who was somewhat behind, sprint-
ed and passed Brack, twit the effort
was too great and before the end of
the relay he had dropped fifty feet be-
hind, thus practically losing the race
for '99. In the third quarter, between
Erlcson and Lownsbury, the distance
was maintained, but in the fourth B.
Dougherty was rapidly overtaking; Dorr
when *he line was crossed. As it was
'98 had a cinch on the pennant that
goes to the winning team. The time
for the mile was 3:55^.

The twelve pound hammer throw was
won by R. Buck, with a throw of sev-
enty-nine feet three inches. Quitmeyer,
'98, stood second, and Ladd a very close
third. Record last year, eighty-four
feet.

The hundred and twenty-yard hurdle
was won by C. Lown&burg, '99, in 21 1-5
seconds. In crossing the third hurdle
Corling tripped and fell and Strane,
who was close behind. Jumped on his
head, but Carling pluckilygot up an<i
finished. Strane crossed the tape sec-
ond, but was put bacfc to third place
because he ran round a hurdle. As
there were only three finijsheFS this gave
Carling second place.

Th« running broad Jump was prettily
congested between O'Brien, '01; Wil-
liams, '01, and Ladd, '98, who finished
inthe above order.

The mile run was hr>tly contested be-
tween Bryan Dorr, '98, and Harvey-
Barnett, '01, and was not decided until
within a few feet of the tape, when
Dorr took a very small lead. Edwin

Rogers and Williams put up a pretty
contest for the 220-yarrl dash. Rogers
won in 24 1-5 seconds.

The mile bicycle was the event of
the day. Devine took the lead at the
?t?.rt and held it during the first lap,,
when he began to lag, and O'Brien
forgied ahead. From tffuat time the
field was constantly dhanglng1, until
the final spurt, in which- Groff took the
lead with O'Brien and Liggett close
behind for second and third respective-
ly. The mile was riddfen in 2:37%,
against 2:45 last year.

The great work of "Buck" Cutmbey,
1900, in the pole vault, drew great ap-
plause from the grand stand. Oumibey
is scarcely a five-footer, but he easily
out did his opponents. Shllty finished
second and Buck third. Height 8 feet.

The half-mile was run by Lemon and
Dougherty In 3 minutes 14 4-5 seconds.
Dougherty crossed the tape first.

The shot put was closely fought for.
Buck's beautiful puts were the special
feature. Buck made the school record
of 40 feet 8 indhes. Qultmeyer was
second and Rogers third.

Lownsbury won the 220-yard hurdle

\u25a0without difficulty. O'Brien got an easy
second and Strane third. Time, 32 1-5
seconds.

The half-mile walk furnished enough
amusement for the afternoon. Only
four men started and Vernon and. Doherty were put out for running as
they were getting- near the finish,
Warner and Carling finished first and
second respectively. Time. 5 minutes
59 seconds.

The two-mile bicycle race was more
of a loaf than anything else, although
the finish was done in good" shape.
The leaders were Groff, first; Liggett,
second; O'Brien, third. Time, 7 minutes
IE 1-3 seconds.

The 440-yard dash was won by
Dougherty in the slow time of 1 min-
ute 7 seconds. Lemon came in second
and Dorr third.

The records as a whole are much bec-
ter than those of last year and com-
pare very favorably with those of the
other high schools of the interscholastic
league, which holds its meet at Lexing-
ton park next Saturday.
