INSULTS FOR AMERICANS

GERMAN UPPER CLASSES ARE

SHOWING UNFRIENDLINESS

America Accused of Heine v Xatiutn

of Hypocritical Trndemnen, Who
Forced War With B|>aln for Fi-

nancial Gain German Exporters

Greatly lUxttirlied 'by I>o>» of

Trade.

BERLIN. May 14.— While there has
1 been a marked change in the anti-

of Germany, there has been no change

Iiii the opinions of the people, which
continue to be most hostile to the Unit-

ed States, especially among the upper

classes.
An American lady who married a

German nobleman, both of them being i

Inconstant touch with the highest so-
ciety, paid to the correspondent of the
Associated Press:

"You have no conception of the bit-
ter feelings against America. It is Im-
possible for me to po anywhere with-
out hearing my country abused on all
sides. We are accus-d of being a na-
tion cf hypociitical tradesmen, who j
l'oieed a war with Spain with no other !
object than our own financial gain."

The war news continues to arrive j
here twelve hours late, and the Lokal ',

Anzieger is the only Berlin paper with j
enterprise enough to get a few brief
specials from New York direct.

When the reports arrived of the re-
turn of the Spanish fleet to Cadiz, the
:i<r\vspapers emptied the vials of their
wrath upen their erstwhile proteges.

The exporters, who are greatly per-
turbed at the serious loss on which
have already resulted from the anti-
American tone of the press, which
losses are reported today to have al-
ready amounted to several million
marks, and which threaten to be fol-
lowed by a permanent transference of
orders to a friendlier nation, are mak-
ingFtienuous efforts to curb the news-
papers.

The semi-official communications
jr.rge on the subject by the govern-
mt-nt of G:-rmany. piotesting that Ger-
many is friendly to America, may be
regarded as due recognition in govern- ,
ment circles that unfriendliness to-
y ,i.rds the United States means loss of
trade.

Baron yon Buelow, the minister of
foreign affairs, has reiterated to Unit-
ed States Ambassador White Ger-
ixr.any's intention to observe neutrality

during the war. He explained that the
absence of a formal declaration upon
the part of Germany was simply due to
the fact that Germany is not in th«
habit of making such declarations, even
In the case cf wars which are more Im-
portant to her Interests than the pres--
ent

Japanese wars.
The newspapers are discussing the

probability of national Spanish bank-
ruptcy.

DECLINES TO INTERFERE.
The Papal nuncios of Munich and

Berlin, have had several interviews
with Baron yon Buelow and Prince
Kohenlohe, the imperial chancellor,
with the view of trying to bring about
the Intervention of Germany in the war
between Spain and the United States.

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The answers they have received are,
in substance: "Germany doea not deem
the time r:pe for Intervention."

The proposition of the Russian and
German newspapers to make Europe in-
dependent of America for grain sup-
plies by the establishment of state
granaries is being discussed. The gov-
ernment press contends there are no
means to accomplish this, and that
Russia, especially, Is unable to suppiy
the deficiency. Itis further pointed out
that there was- a famine in Russia in
1891, and it is added that famine at
the present moment is threatening-
many districts of Russia.

The officials of the German office are
watching events in the Philippine isl-
ands in the closest manner possible.

German subjects at Manila have al-
ready filed claims for damages against
the United States, but the foreign of-
fice people say they must await the
conclusion of the war before anything
can be done In the -matter. It is said,
however, that the German admiral
commanding in the far East has been
empowered, in case of riots at Manila,
to land troops to protect the consulate
ar.d German residents of that place.

Emperor William, at Metz, has re-
ceived Gen. Count yon Munster-Leden-
burg, the German ambassador to
France, who furnished his majesty with
reports on the election sentiment and
on the Hispano- American war feeling.

The emperor is -elated at the recep-
tion he has met with at Metz. Even
the old French families participated in
the torchlight procession in his honor.

Prince Henry of Prussia has been
accorded a brilliant official reception at
Pekin. A very large crowd of people
witnessed the prince's arrival by a spe-
cial train. His royal highness proceed-
ed to the German legation. A long
series of official and private entertain-
ments has been arranged.

WASHINGTON, May 14.—1n view of
reports that German, Freioh and Brit-
ish ships are centerirg at the Philip-
pine islands, much interest has b:en
excited in naval circles as to the
strength of the several fleets of th'ise
powers.

There is little or no apprehension In
official quarters that the gathering of
foreign warships is meant as a menace
to American interests in the Philip-
pines. At the same time the strength
of the foreign forces in Asiatic waters
is interesting. From reliable sources
\u25a0the status of the Asiatic squadron is
a« follows:

Germany's fleet consists of eight first-
class modern vessels. Admiral Hoff-
man is the commander-in-chief, with
the battleship Kaiser as his flagship.
Second in command is Vice Admiral
Prince Henry, a brother of the empiror
of Germany, whose flagship is the bat-
tleship Deutschland. The eight ships
of the German squadron are as follows:

GRIFF HAD THE HIGH HAND

EUCHRED MAYOR DORAN, WHO

TRIED TO CLOSE HIM UP

"Mayor" Griffin Promptly Tola the

Detective to Get Oat of Hl*Place
and Stay Oat He Had Paid 111-

Money and He Proposed to> Get

the Worth of Hlh Cash.

Mayor Doran yesterday made a futile
effort to close up "Mayor" Griffin's sa-
loon, 33 East Seventh street.

Since "Mayor" Griffin quietly sub-
mitted to the arrest of half a dozen of
his bartenders in the crusade inaugu-
rated against him a week ago. he has
changed his mind about being made
a "fall guy," as he expresses it, and is
now determined to resist the interfer-
ence of the police with his business,
even to the use of force, ifany of the
police officers attempt to make his
place their headquarters.

The stand of Mayor Doran is upon
the ground that, as "Mayor" Griffin
has not been granted a license, he has
not the right to operate his saloon.
Griffin contends, however, that he has
deposited $1,000 with the city treasurer
to pay for the license, for which he has
made application, and that, according
to allrules of precedent and the advice
of his attorney, he Is privileged to dis-
pense his wares.

Yesterday, Mayor Doran had Detec-
tive Campbell dispatched to "Griff's"
with orders to arrest any one in the
place selling liquors. "Mayor" Griffin
quietly told Detective Campbell that
he would not tolerate him loitering
about the saloon, waiting to pounce
upon the bartender when the first cus-
tomer should lie served.

Detective Campbell was "up against
it." He could not serve both Mayor
Doran and "Mayor" Griffin, and s6 he
dodged the responsibility by requesting
"Mayor" Griffin to go to the police sta-
tion and lay his case before Mayor
Doran's chief.

Griffin and the detective went to the
station, but Chief Goss was out. De-
tective Campbell sought the other
mayor. Then followed a consultation
with the corporation attorney, who
was not certain as to what lengths

the police could go in keeping Griffin
from making sales, so an armistice was
declared until the law of the question
can be looked up.

"Mayor" Griffin was thoroughly in
earnest when he Informed Detective
Campbell that, if necessary, the police
would be thrown bodily out of his sa-
loon. He says he has consulted his
attorneys, who instructed him not to
put up" with any further interference
with his business. He contends that
there are as many as forty saloons
in the city which are allowed to run
unmolested, whose proprietors have
merely made application for a license
and have not, as he has. deposited any
money with the city clerk. He says
it has been the custom for years to op-
erate the saloons by this rule, and that
he does not propose to longer submit
to what he terms persecution.
