DRAMATIC AND MUSICAL.

MELBA.

Madame Melba sang the leading role in “La
Taaviata™ last night in the presence of more
-than 5.000 people, at the Exposition building,
in Minneapolis. The production will not bde
reckoned great in the musical annals of the
Northwest, for, although the opera is an ex-
cellent medium for the exhibition of the pow-
ers of Madame Melba, it could not well be
satisfactorily rendered with the aid cf a
chorus that had not been driiled with the
principals.

Madame Melba was in marvelous good volce,
and the impression that she left on her audi-
tors was that if she had not been a great
singer she might have readily become a great
actress. She sang the role of Violetta with
exquisite pathos, but even the great charm of
her voice could not efface the fact that she
was made up exactly as Mme. Bernhardt
would be if she were acting Camille, and her
stage business was identical with that of the
great French tragedienne, The excellence of
the portrayal of the role in some measure de-
tracted from the musical feature of the per-
formance, for it is not generally expected of
the diva that she must act. Mme, Melba
acted the part that she sang.

The tragic music depressed Melba. She feels
too much what she is playing. There were
more tears in the notes she sang than were
ever written by Verdi, and the beautifully
sympatihetic possibilities of the human veice
were never as exquisitely demonstrated as
they were in the great barn-like structure
which Melba fllled even with her murmurs
last night. Her voice is of the quality that
flows, rather than pierces, but the musical
murmurings of her good-bys in the death
scene were echoed in a sob that fllled the
great building in which she sang,

The- singing of the role was at once a de-
light and a disappointment. The delight at
the wonderful portrayal of human feeling in
song was somewhat overshadowed by disap-
pointment because the prima donna was not
afforded the opportunity to show the beautiful
color of her tones in vigorous outpourings.
There are but three arias in the opera whers
opportunity is afforded for the exhibition of
a voice llke Melba’s, and the effect in each
of them is lost to a great extent by the en-
vironment.

He saw no reas-
on for f{illing the vacancy caused by
the 1esignation of Mr. Newman, and ex-
rressed himself as being satisfied with
the ability of those in charge to carry
on the work on the lines laid down by
Mr. Newman.

The decision of Mr. Hill will come
somewhat in the nature of a surprise to
a moraing paper, which has nearly
every day bean appointing second vice
presidents for President Hill since the
arnouncement was made of the resig-
nation, in hopes of accidentally hitting
upon the right man,

C. P. RATE WAR.

Something May Come Out of Next

Ior the
past month or six weeks a deep cut wss made
each week untl] the rate was down to such
a basis that the roads were all losing money.

A train load of dairy products at 65 ceits
per 100 pounds from Chicago to New York
(twenty cars) means $3,120 to the road carre-
ing the stuff. At 20 cents per 100 pouzds o: 1y
$960 is made, a loss cof over $2,000. The rate
war was simply a case of dog eat dog end
the different lines finally came to their senses.
Dairy stuff has to be carried on fast sched e
trains and the xepense is very high.

It is expected that the Minnesota dairymen
will rush their products through to the Kast
while the 2)-cent rate is still in effect.

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MONEY MARKET IS EASY |

NEW YORK BANKS HOLD A
SURPLUS OF $47,000,000

This Is the Largest Reported Sinoce
Last July—Movement of Money
to the Interior Has About Ceased
and Cash Is Accumulating in the
Banks—Expansion in Loans In.
dicates Better Conditions.

NEW YORK, May 14.—The Financier says:
The New York banks, according to thelr
statement for the week ending May 14, hold
a surplus reserve of nearly $47,000,000, the
largest reported since last July.

The downward tendency of the money mar-
ket, which manifested itself earlier in the
week, finds a logical explanation in tho state-
ment, with its reported heavy gains of cash.
The amount actually added to the reserve was
not so important in determining the immedi-
ate course of the market, as the cause under-
lying the changes for the week. Thus it is
known that the movement to the interior,
which has been a constant factor in the siu-
ation for weeks past, is almost, if not quite,
wholly at an end, and the diminishing proba-
bility of an early bond issue has brought
banks to the point where they prefer to put
their money to use, rather than allow it
to lie idle.

The government continues its heavy dis-
bursement and gold imports are also adding
to the stock of money in sight. The whois
outlook, therefore, favors an easy market,
not only here, but elsewhere,

The expansion in loans is a favorable indi-
cation of better business conditions, and,
while some of the increase reported for the
week is due to stock exchange activity, there
is more doing in mercantile paper, and the
banks have not been slow to increase thelr
investments in this line at rates considerably
under those quoted for some time past.

The national bank reports now being made
are expected to show unusually heavy re-
serves held by the interior banks, apd this
will be important in determining the’ course
of money for the rest of the season.

In New York the banks have fallen off
heavily in principal items, but in Chicago
and other citles gains seem to be the rule.
A reflex movement to this center would, of
course, demoralize the market, but once
it is known that a bond Issue is not to be
made for some time to come, such a move-
ment is bound to follow.

The business conditions throughcut the West
are so favorable, however, that use may bz
found for a great deal of money that other-
wise would be added to the idle capital here.

That money can maintain its present level
is doubtful. The gains in deposits for the
week were made in great part by four or five
of the leading banks, and the loan Increass is
alsp traceable to them, but the cause operat-
ing to produce them will soon be reflected in
other institutions, with results not at all
difficult to foresee.

SLAUGHTER UNWARRANTED,

Veterinarians Who Kiiled 400
Horses Made a Serious Mistake.

BISMARCK, N. D., May 14.—D. R. H.
Tracy was called to Cheyenne, S. D., =a
few weeks ago to examine a herd of 1,000
horses pronounced infected with glanders by
the South Dakota veterinarians.

Four hundred of the horses were killed by
order of the veterinarians before the arrival
of Tracy, who stated the disease was not
glanders and stopped further slaughter of the
animals. A hot dispute resulted and the mat-
ter was submitted to the government bacte-
rioligist at Washington, who this morning
informed Tracy that the disease was not
glanders. The horses were owned by Mrs.
Rosseau, and the South Dakota veterinarians
who ordered the killing of the 400 horses
will probably have to stand a damage suit.
