MUST BE PHYSICALLY 0. K.

RECRUITS FOR THE UNITED
STATES ARMY

Capt. Cooke Rejects Twenty-Eight
Out of Thirty-Six Examined Yes-
terday—Not a Mam Accepted
‘Who Does Not Fill the Strict Re-
quirements Laid Down—Three
Turned Down for Thelr Errors.

Capt. L. W. Cooke, the recruiting offl-
cer in the Phoenix building, Seventh
and Cedar streets, is recelving plenty
of ‘applications, but not making much
Leadway at that. The examination to
which men are subjected is
most sever2. The men must be flve
feet four inches or over, and those of
the minimum height must weight 128
pounds. This is only the foundation
for the examination which follows aft-
erwards. Following the preliminary
examination, the men are stripped, ex-
amined znd tésted by gymastic exer-
cises. I'r. Jones and Capt. Cooke work-
ed together yesterday, in order to ex-
pedite matters, to enable them {o
catch up their back work.

In all thirty-six men were examined,
out of which twenty-elght were reject-
ed. It will be seen from this that only
the men of the very best physique are
taken. Of this number twelve were ra-
jected on general appearances. Capt.
Cooke’s long service in the army has
€nabled him to tell at a glance whether
a man would make a good soldier or
not. The first batch of applicants were
muech better than those received dur-
ing the last two days.

The eight men enlisted yesterday,
however, - are pronounced = excellent
types of soldiers. It is also a noticeable
fact that out of the number who pass-
ed yesterday, six of them-gave as their
reason for enlisting a desire to serve
their country, while only two joined as
a means of livelihood. Three of those
muslered in yesterday had offercd their
services in the volunteer army, but
could not get in.

Capt. Cocke said yesterday that from
the most conservative estimates made
by military men, there were fully 12,00)
men in the state who were anxious to
join the army as volunteers. The con-
ditions of enlistment as imposed by ra-
cruiting officers all cver the country are
now practically the same as the volun-
teer army.

It was re-
miarked that Capt. Cooke is czrtainly
discharging his duty to the letter in
the matter of examination of candi-
dates.

One old patiiotic Scotchman put in an
appearance late in the afternoon and
wanted to enlist. Upon being refused
on account of being past the age limit
the old man fairly wept from disap-
pointment.

E. W. Geodner, cne of the recruits
who passed the examination, is row do-
ing clerical duty in Capt. Cooke's office.

Three men were rejected yesterday
for making false statements to Capt.
Cooke. The questions asked upon the
preliminary examination are d:talled
and cover much ground. Beforg ex-
amining any of the applicants, Capt.
Cooke talks with the men with a view
to finding out what kind of men he is
getting into the army. In this way he
requires all applicants to give a good
account of themsslves.

One man was rejected yesterday, be-
cause one of his parents had died of
consumption. Two were rejected for
general | unfitness, and one was d's-
qualified on account of impaired vision.
The men are being mustered in as fast
as they are recruited.

MARKETMEN WILL REMAIN

S0 THE BOARD OF ALDERMEN
AGAIN DECIDES

Question of Giving the Entire Lower
Floer to the Manufacturers’ Asso-
clation Is Turned Down—An At-
tempt to Pass a Vetoed Bill Fail-
ed—Telephone Company’s Bonrd
Referred—Thanks for Bigelow.

The meeting of the board of alder-
men that was held last night was of
the order that is llkely to transpire
when ithe life of the board approaches
a finish. There was a tendency to
‘“joshing,” and a disposition to recon-
sider old measures, such as usually
characterizes the end of the year.

In the midst of it all, the board
succeeded in putting out of the way,
so far as the present body is con-
cerned, the prospect of the Northwest-
ern Manufacturers’ association getting
possession of the Market hall.

It was brought up last night by Ald.
Shepard, who asked for its passage.

President Bigelow took a look about
the room, and noticed that S. C. Olm-
stead, representing the market people,
and President Johnson, of the manu-
facturers, had every appearance of
men having speeches to make. He
proceeded to head them off by calling
attention to the fact that the matter
had been presented under every aspect,
and, when Ald. Sanborn said that he
had not heard any of the speeches, he
was informed that that was his luck,
not his deservings. He said that, as
far as he understood it, the proposition
to oust the marketmen at this time
of year was not a fair one, and he
would have to vote against it.

To shut off debate, the president
ordered the yeas and nays, and ruled
that it would take a three-fourths vote
to pass the measure. The ruling was
not necessary, as the measure was lost
by a vote of 5 to 5. Then it was re-
considered again, and finally lost.

An effort was made by Ald. Kenny
to pass the resolution to pay the claim
of Nels J. Ness against the city. The
measure had been vetoed by the mayor.
The veto was sustained by a vote of
6 to 4, but Ald. Kenny saved it from
extinction by moving to reconsider,
and had it referred to a committee.

The city engineer was ordered to
make plans for the building of a bi-
cycle path on Minnehaha street,_trom
Payne avenue to the city limits—it
being understood that, when the path
was built, it must be paid for out of
the bicycle path fund.

The bond of the Minnesota Telephone
and Telegraph company, which was
epproved Thursday night by the as-
sembly, was referred to the committee
on streets, and the franchise that had
been granted by the assembly to the
Mississippi Vallel)(', company was con-
firmed by the aldermen.

Fhe Bgoadway and East Seventh

street paving resolutions, which had
threatened to cause a rupture between
the council and the board of public
works, were disposed of by sending
the report of the board of public works
Yack to that body with instructions
to make a more complete report.
_The board passed a resolution of
thanks to President Bigelow, and he
refrained from making a speech, but
sald “Thank you.” An adjournment
was taken until two weeks from last
night, when the body will adjourn sine
die.
