BROTHER'S FUNERAL

Famous- lloruemun'ﬁ i’la.n- Are

Somewhat Upset by His Brother's
Death — Dr, Shepard Scratched
in the Brooklyn Handicap—Lo-
cal Talent Is Playing Ornament
for This Race.

Fred Foster, the horseman, was in
the city yesterday to attend the funeral
of his brother. He returned to Chicago
last night.

Since Mr. Foster left St. Paul he has
bzen up and down the line of the gamut
of fortune and now has a most promis-
ing string. Local horsemen were much
interested in Mr. Foster's advent, but
the unfortunate circumstances under
which he made his visit left it as an
impossibility that he should see many
people. He had to leave almost imme-
diately after the funeral of his brother
Tom, who was the most popular one
of the family locally. The funeral was
a very large one.

Fred Foster will be in St. Louis for
the greater part of this year, and will
not take his horses to Chicago before
the Washington Park races. He has a
good string, but the death in his family
here will interfere with many of his
plans, the most important interference,
so far as the racing public is con-
cerned, being the withdrawal of Dr.
Shepard from the Brooklyn handicap.
The horse is one of the best in the
country and had a good standing In
the winter books. He is carrying a
good deal of money belonging to the
far-seeing talent now, but he will not
run.

The favorite for the handicap, as
things stand according to Mr. Foster,
and the safest to win out is Ornament,
Mr. Foster's friend, Eddle Murphy, Is
of the same opinion as the racing man,
and there is a good deal of money go-
ing on Ornament locally.

“My plans are disarranged,” sald Mr.
Foster. ‘““As things stand I will keep
the horses at St. Louis for some time,
then send them on to Louisville. I am
obliged to take Dr. Shepard out of the
handicap. Yes, I think he could have
won. He has been fored down in the
books to such an extent that he must
have finlshed a favorite, and I very
much regret having to take him out.
I cannot possibly run him now.

“My other horses? ‘" Well, the best
thing I have is Elmer 'S. He is a mag-
nificent colt, and will be “in the front
of the big two-year-old events of the
vear. He has three strains of blood
that ought to tell. He is by Julian,
dam Miss Kelly, by imp. DPellmar. He
is a full cousin of Oriflamme and Bel-
man; his granddam, Lady Gray, was
the dam of Robin Gray,.a four-mile
horse, and the only horse that ever
beat Parole.

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AMERICAN NAVAL EXPLOITS

THE YANKEE TAR HAS HAD
HIS SAY ON THE SEA

How Porto Rico Pirates Were Pun-
ished——A Brush at Valparaiso—
Lieut. Almy’s Lesson in Diplo-
macy Taught Refractory Mexicans
—~Capt. Lawrence Kearney's Re-
ply to a British Officer.

WASHINGTON, May %2.—Some re-
cent exploits on the sea have set Amer-
icans talking about their national rec-
ord in naval warfare. In connection
with these reminiscences it may be re-
called that the present war is not the
first in which Porto Rico has figured in
a hostile way. Seventy-five years ago
it was a nest for Spanish pirates who
preyed upon our commerce. Commo-
dore Porter accordingly sent a written
protest to the authorities of the island;
and TLieut. W. H. Cocke, commanding
the brig Fox, attempting to enter the
port of San Juan to recelve their an-
swer, was fired upon and killed. Porter
threatened to bombard the town, but
was dissuaded by an abject apology
from the authorities. Later, in the
same year, Lieut. Platt, learning that
an American merchant of St. Thomas
had been robbed by these Porto Rico
pirates, who had stored their booty at a
little port called Foxado, sailed thither
on his brig the Beagle, and, in com-
pany with another leutenant named
Ritchie, demanded the return of the
property. Both officers were arrested
and kept imprisoned for twenty-four
hours. As soon as Porter heard of it
he started straight for Foxado and de-
manded redress. News reached him on
the way that the Spanish authorities
were preparing to attack him on his ar-
rival. He put a large force of blue-
jackets and marines ashore at a con-
venient point, stormed the Spanish bat-
teries on the land side and whipped the
enemy into submission.

EARLY DAY TROUBLES.

Most of our troubles in those days
were in the other hemisphere. Com-
modore Downes, in February, 1832, was
informed that the Malays had captured
an American ship, the Friendship, hail-
ing from Salem, Mass., and maltreated
the ship’s company. The commodore
organized an expedition from his own
staff on the flagship Potomaec, headed
by .

Attorney Eowen, of  Cotulla, Tex.,
Assassinated.

COTULLA, Tex., May 23, — W. G.
Bowen, one of the most prominent law-
yvers of this town, ‘was assassinated
here late last night.

Bowen had been down town for a
few minutes after supper, and, on his
return about 9 o'clock, he was shot
twice in the back, not over twenty
steps from the house.

Mr. Bowen was unarmed. .

BRUSH AT VALPARAISO.

20C American vessels, which had gone
there to be loaded with guano, but
had been kept out of their cargoes for
more than a year, while vessels of
other nations were taking loads aboard
and clearing without hindrance. The
captain made a rapid Investigation and
convinced himseif that the Yankee
skippers were not at fault, but that
Gov. Lopez had put them to all this
discomfort for a purpose. He sent a
messenger ashore to say that he would
like to have the governor visit his
ship. The governor sent the messenger
back with the remark:

“Tell your captain that I will see
him with pleasure at my palace.”

Baliley fairly boiled over with rage
when he heard this.

“What's that?” he exclaimed. “Did
he have the impudence to send such
a message to me? Go back and say
that I want him here, on this deck, in
one hour. If he is not on time, I'll send
a guard to fetch him.”

The governor came. Bailey pulled out
the papers which showed just how
long each American ship had been
waliting for her cargo. At the close of
this demonstration he said:

“I am now going up the coast for
thirty days. When I call here again
I want to find every one of those ships
loaded. If not, I shall take your isl-
ands from you and load the ships my-
self.”

The ships were not only loaded be-
fore his return, but already on their
way home.

LESSON FOR MEXICANS.

Licut. Almy, of th: Faualton, visited

Tampico, and demanded tke releasa of
six American vessels which had been
selzed and held by the Mexican author-
ities. The Mexicans demurred to giv-
ing them up at once, but suggested
tkat the whole matter be turned over
to the diplomatic branches of the two
governments to settle by correspond-
ence,

“No,” was Almy’s response. “We may
leave the final settlement of the mat-
ter to the diplomats, if you please. But
first I will trouble you to release those
boats.” And this was done.

In November of the same year Cipt.
Lavalette, with his frigate Wabach,
visited Beyrout, Syria, to investigate
outrages said to have been commiited
vpon American citizens there, includ-
ing one particularly atrocious murder,
The captain took the law into his own
hands, and the persons implicated in
the wrong-doing, with one exception,
were arrested, tried and properly pun-
ished by him.

BRITON MET HIS MATCH.

The Martin Koszta affair has been
described =0 many times in print that
there is no nced of rehearsing it here,
Another incident, of which little has
been made by American writers, and
which is usually dismissed with a par-
agraph in the books of travel or his-
tory that have occasion to mention it
at all, receives fresh cress at th: hands
of an old naval officer in Washington
who knew the service in ¢he days be-
fcre '61. It s the story of the raising
of the British flag over the Hawaiian
islands by Lord George Paulet in 1843,
The American influence which has
domirated the politics of the islands
for three-quarters of a century, this
officer says, was distasteful to Paulet,
and furnished the motive-spring of
his action; this combats Edward Ev-
erett’s opinion, expressed In his corre-
spondence with Darndiel Webster, that
Paulet was simply fearful of French
aggression. The Hawailans, accord-
ing to the latter narrative, had adopted
a flag of their own which bore so of-
fensive a resemblance to the American
flag that Paulet warned them nct to
raise it, or he wculd strike it down and
open fire upon Honolulu.

Lying in the harbor was a little
Yankee sloop commanded by Capt.
Lawrence Kearney. The king sent
word to Kearney cf the trouble he was
in. The doughty captain re‘urned a
message: ‘‘Raise your flag and leave
the rest to me.” He then buttoned
himself into h's shatby uniform, en-
tered his glg and was rowed to the
British flagship, where he made his
way without cerem:ny to Paulet’s cab-
in. The British officer was a large,
splerdid-looking man, clad in gorgeous
colors and gold lace, and the contres:
between host and visitor is said to
have been very striking. With little
time wasted in preliminaries Kearrzey
began:

“My lord, I am informed by the au-
thoritics ashore that ycu have warned
them not to ho!st their flag under pen-
alty of your knocking it down and
firing on 'the town.”

“‘Quite true, sir, I have,” Paulet an-
swered

“Well, my lord, I have come to warn
you that if you fire on that flag, or
on the town, I'll fire on you.”

Paulet grew very angry.

“Do you know whom you are ad-
dressing?’ he demanded, fiercaly. “I
am Lord George Paulet of her majes-
ty’s navy.”

“Very gocd,” retorted the bumptious
Yankee. “And I'd have you to know
that T am Lord Lawrence Kearney, of
the United States navy—every whit
your equal, sir. And I mean what I
say, sir, when I tell you that I open
fire on you the minute you open fire
on the Hawalian flag. Good day, s'r.”

And the speaker walked out of the
cabin and back to his gig. His lord-
ship did not fire on the Hawai'an flag,
and soon afterward Admiral Thomas
arrived, Lord Geostge Paulet’'s superior
officer, and undid Paulet’s work, dis-
avowing any purpose to seize the isl-
ands for Great Britain. The diplo-
mat'c correspondence which followed
the incident led up to the international
guarantce cf independence unier whicn
Hawali has carricd on her public busl-
ness ever since.

CERVERA CORNERED.

Cannot Escape Without a Great Na-
val Battle.

KEY WEST, Fla., May 22, 6:30 p. m.—
The tranquillity of a tropical Sunday
has been undisturbed by definite news
from any quarter. A few naval uni-
forms on the streets are the only signs
of the proximity of this languid town
to the theater of war. There are only
one or two ships in the harbor, and they
are coaling with all haste to get away
to join their fellows in action, which,
all are convinced, is only a matter of
days, perhaps hours.

Speculation is still concentrated on
the whereabouts of Admiral Cervera’s
squadron, the general opinion favoring
some point on the southern coast. As
both sides of the island are now pa-
trolled by United States warships, the
naval authorities will not admit the
possibility of Cervera’s escape without
the most desperate conflict in the his-
tory of naval warfare.

Reports from Admiral Sampson's
squadron say that all is quiet off the
northern coast of Cuba. Nothing from
Commodore Schley is expected before
Monday or Tuesday.

A rumor reached here that four
American warships, while bombarding
Santiago de Cuba, had been driven off
by the Spanish fleet, but the story is
generally discredited here. Where it
came from is a mystery.

WITHIN THIRTY DAYS.

Troops Called for by the President
Will Be Mustered In.

WASHINGTON, May 22.—Mustering
into the United States service of volun-
teers in the state camps was practi-
cally suspended today to be resumed,
of course, tomorrow.

Reports recelved by Adjt. Gen..Corbin
up to 11 o'clock tonight indicate that
106,000 volunteers have been mustered.
It was expected that the mustering
would be completed by this time, but
delay has been caused by the inad-
equacy of the militia, both in numbers
and in equipment, in several of the
states.

Gen Corbin is of the opinion that the
quota called for will be filled during
the present week, within thirty days
from the time the orders were sent out
to the governors.
