One of the most interesting subjects dis-

cussed daily among live stock dealers. Is the
outcome of next season's offerings of range
cattle. The scarcity oi" stock of this class
was recognized before the close of last
season's shipments. It has naturally leen a
difficult task to collect accurate Information
on this point, because of the vast area of ter-
ritory covered by this industry. The Orange
Jud. Farmer has, however, just completed
an elaborate investigation of the subjee'. The
conclusions reached are to the e.Te.t that
the number of cattle !n the trans-Missouri
sections is even smaller than has been sup-

posed. Some of the most prominent looal'ties
in Montana, Ida! o, Washington and Oregon
report from one-quarter to one-third fewer

cattle on the ranges than a year previous.

The Dakctas and Nebraska, together with
portions of Kansas, are, however, said to be
possessed of a fair supply when the animals
on the ranges and on the feel lots aie counted
jointly.

It is also stated in connection with this
general inquiry that the cost of range catt c
is considerably higher, as compared with the
early months of 1897. It is shown that Pa-

cific coast ranchmen and many ln Nevada and
Arizona paid for 2-year-olds and lo:g year-
lings from $0 to $10 per head more than a
year ago, while in Wyoming, Montana and
Idaho the advance is from 20 to 50 per cent,

as compared with the prices of a little more
than a year ago. In New Mexico and T.xas
the increase !s from 10 to 30 per cent. In
these tv/o sections there ls a deold d!y un-
equal distribution, and a considerable short-
age is Indicated by the returns from T xas.
Colorado is reasonably well stocked.

In the main the stock ln all sections ls
well conditioned, and this ls true cf sheep as
well as of cattle. This fact is attributed to

the mildness of the past winter and the ab-
et-nce of severe storms aud low temperature
ln localities where such weather conditions
ordinarily prevail, causing much suffering,
as well as consequent loss among herds and
flocks.

The generally accepted theory 13 that a
further hardening of prices will be exper-

ienced when the movement, from the ranges

begins in August. Meanwhile the animals
being supplied from the feed lots, are ex-
pected to keep the market steady, wkh only
the customary fluctuations resulting fiom the
volume of the dally receipts as measured by

the consuming demand at the time of ar-
rival In the yards.

The lowa Homestead calls attention to the
desirability of shade in connection with the
pasturing of live stock. This fact recalls,
once more, to mind, the natural advantages

pessessed by Minnesota in this respect. Time
and again allusion is made to the Importance
of standing timber to the growing of cat-
tle and sheep for protection from both heat
and cold. The farmers of this state, or the
large majority of them, are not put to the ne-
cessity of providing pasture by planting trees
in their grazing areas, ar.d waiting for thrm
to grow, as is the case in the Dakotas, for
Instance. In such localities, the Homestead
recommends the selection cf the box elder as
the most approved species and one which can
mere readily stand the rough usage that
young trees must necessarily undergo, but
one which, when fully giov.n, supplies an ex-
cellent mass of foliage and an abundance of
shade.

ST. PAUL TRADE.
Boot and shoe houseß report very satis-

factory orders for Immediate use, and large

for fall. Dry good 3move well, especially
summer fabrics, the volume of business ex-
ceeding last year's. Hardware and sporting
goods are ln steady demand, and in nearly

all lines a satisfied feeling exists, with col-
lections good. Factory Inspectors find that

more men are employed in manufacturing in-

dustries thou a year ago.

ANOTHER BREAK IN WHEAT.

ItWas Attributed toiFavorable Crop
Reports.

CHICAGO, May 24.—Selling by longs with
weaker cables and the fine crop prosepets
caused another break in wheat today. July
is l%c lower and September declined l%@2c.
Corn lost l@l_c, and oats lV&c. Provisions
show declines to 27% for pork, 20c for lard,
and 12V_@15c for ribs.

The bulk of speculative business ln wheat
today was confined to September and Decem-
ber. Scalpers sold short, making a weak and
drooping market. July was heard of only at
considerable Intervals, and was apparently
kept well Inhand by Leiter brokers, and the
latter also took occasion at times when Sep-
tember and December appeared to be getting
weak to let the crowd know the high worth
of May and June wheat.

Reports were of a favorable character gen-
erally regarding the domestic crop situation
and from Oklahoma, to the effect that har-
vesting had commenced there and would be
in full swing by the end of the week.

Chicago receipts were 467 cars, against 12
last year, and Minneapolis and Duluth got
858 car loads. Atlantic port clearances of
wheat and flour were again heavy, being
equal to 695,0.0 bu.

VICTORY THEFIRST CAUSE

Final Advance Waa Due to Covering

toy Sliorin, and There Was Ample
Evidence Tliat the Market Wai.
Being Manipulated toy Profetf-
alonala—Money Continue* ln a
Condition of Extreme Ease.

NEW YORK.May 24-The stock market con-tinued more or less professional today and
there was palpable evidence of manipulation.
The success of the campaign for the rise as-sisted by ono or two factors of strength In-vited an extended interest and induced abroadening tend-ency ln the speculation. The
advance wa» primarily due to the rumorssubsequently discredited, that the United
States fleet had won a victory over theSpaniards ln West Indian waters. The finalstrength of the market cannot bo attributed
to these rumors.

The final upward rush of prices was large'y
duo to covering of shorts who had become
alarmed at the easy advance of prices and
the persistent reslstcnce to decline, espec-
ially after the contradicting of the reports
of a successful naval battle. This covering
of shorts made final prices the best of theday. Yet gains were well over a point In the
International and granger groups of the rail-
road list and ranged up to marly six points
for Metropolitan Street railway in 4be speci-
alties.

The widely diffused effect of the rumors of
naval victories was shown by the advance in
Americans before the opening here, in Lon-
don and on the continent, and the coincident
decline in Spanish fours.

Weakness in some of the specialties unset-
tled the market after the opening here, but
the upward movement was in full force be-
fore the end of the hour, on strong Londonbuying, especially of St. Paul, and was un-interrupted by light reactions during the re-
mainder of the day. The stocks of irtin c:m-
panles continued to show strength and the
Southwestern railways, as a group, showedsome strength and activity.

Dealings In odd lots were still largely ln
evidence and were not a small factor In the
undertone of strength of the market.

The money market continutd in a condition
of extreme ease, and sterling exchange re-
acted a fraction under the influence of buy-
ing of securities for London account and afurther decline in the London discount rate,
whioh is now well below the New York rate.

The week's exports of merchandise to NewYork, which were valued at $12,149,857, thelargest total on record, indicating that the
recent rise In exchange as ln nowise due to
lack of supply.

With the continued tendency towards ease
ln the London discount rate, the demand for
sterling for collateral is likely to cease. It
ls evident that this country can command
further supplies of gold if they prove desir-
able to have.
