THAT IS THE AIM OF ST. PAUL
WOMEN

New Auxiliary to the Northwestern
Manufacturers’ Association—The
Commercial Club Held a Meeting
Yesterday for the Consideration

Fall—Mrs.Oppenheim Re-elected.

The first meeting of the Ladies Aux-
illary to the Northwestern Manufactur-
ers’ association and Commercial club
was held yesterday at the club rooms
to make the preliminary arrangements
fort- the fall exhibltion of mechanics and
arts.

It was decided unanimously to con-
tinue the executive officers, with Mrs.
Ansel Oppenheim as president.

’I‘he. object of holding this exhibit is
to bring out the distinctive charac-
ters of the manufacturing industries of
the city.

The committee will invite architects,
fu_rnlture manufacturers, ornamental
wire designers, and other manufactur-
ers of the city to send In designs of
their work.

For example, there will be competi-
tions among the ladies in fitting up
rooms with St. Paul-made furniture—a
room in pink will compete with one
in blue. Even the walls will be fin-
ished with kalsomine produced in St.
Paul.

Many industries not represented in
the March exhibit will be introduced.

The Northwestern Manufacturers’
union was represented vesterday by
Secretary Whellams. Secretary Stine,
of the Commercial club, was present, as
was also F. E. Perkins, of the exhibit
committee.

In presenting the subject to those
present, Mrs. Oppenheim sald:

This meeting has been called for the
purpose of arranging plans in order
that we may continue the good work
begun at our exhibition in March. We
have evidence that that exhibition bore
fruit and was a real benefit to our city.
No matter what form our exhibition
may take, the object we always have in
view is the promotion of home indus-
tries. I learn from my friends that the
ladies of New York and Washington
are organizing and -preparing to take
an active part in this movement.

In opening the exhibition in March, T
said that this movement, that is to say,
the promotion of home industries, is
of national importance. The war is
opening the eyes of our people to its
importance. Americans are beginning
to realize that it is poor policy to build
up ;he Industries and wealth of foreign
nations in order that they may in time
of trouble, as many of them have done
show their teeth. Qur country is enter-
ing more actively into the commercial
ccntest that is going on between the
great nations of the world. The fun-
damental preparation for that contest
is the improving of home products and
the building up of home industries,
You might as well say that a man
conld be a great athlete without first
solving the problem of his dally bread
as that we can take our place in the
ccmmercial world without first build-
ing up our home industries.

How is this work to be carried on?

It is by each section fostering and
blplding up its own particular indus-
tries and developing its own individual-
ly. No one is golng to do it for us,
and the community that does not do it
f(;r itself must remain behind in the
race,

You all know the material and artis-
tic advantages of St. Paul, but alas!
natural advantages alone cannot make
a prosperous city. This history clearly
teaches. The motive power is the spir-
it and genius of its people. In what-
ever age, nation or community there
are individuals who, through their in-
telligence and energy, set the wheels of
social progress in motion, that age,
nation or community becomes great
and flluminated, and, whenever that
vitalizing force is withdrawn, that age,
nation or community will become ob-
scure and fall into decay.

If the ladies of St. Paul can, through
their influence, create a municipal pa-
triotism in our ecity, a patriotism that
will cause our citizens to take an in-
terest in everything that appertains
to its welfare, that will cause them to
despise nothing that can advance our
home industries, then I say to you, ‘a-
dies, that the destiny of our clty'lles
in your hands.

NO SURETY BOND FOR HORST

ASSEMBLY WILL BE CONTENT
WITH THE USUAL

Assemblyman Reardon Thought the
City Had No Right to Pay for
Such a Bond—East Seventh
Street Paving Matter Is Passed
Up to the Board of Aldermen for
Their Consideration,

The asgembly, at its meeting last
evening, dodged the question of the
paving of East Seventh street from
the railroad bridge to Hope street, and
if the improvement is to be made this
geason it will be ordered by the gen-
ftlemen who will make up the assambly
for the two years commencing next
Tuesday.

C. P. Stine, secretary of the Commer-
cial club, presented a resolution pass-
¢d by the directors of that body re-
questing that immediate action be tak-
en for the paving of the street this
season.

Following the reading of this reso'u-
.tion a petition signed by 142 property
owners and merchants was read which
also asked that action be taken which
would .cause the street to be paved at
an early date. -

Both the resolution and the petition
were ordered received and filed, the
‘only comment made being a question
zsked by Mr. Johnson as to whether
any of the signers of the pctition ask-
ing for the paving of the sireet wouid
have to pay any part of the assess-
ment.

ke report cf the committee on streets
recommending that the adverse r port
of the board of public works be adopt-
ed with the proviso that the street be
paved in the spring of 1889, was then
taken up. Mr. Tompson, chairman of
the commititee, made a lengthy exp'a-
nation as to the action, the pith of
wkich was that the property owners
could net stard the expense th's year
but had promi:ced that they would make
nc objections next year.

The preliminary order for the pav-
ing originated in the board of alder-
men and this gave the ass:mbly a
chance to escape golng on record on
the adverse order from the board of
public works. It was stated that as
the aldermen first passed the order it
would be following the custom to have
that body first pass on the report of
the board of public works. According y
the order was directed to bz returned
to the beard of public works with in-
structions to have it presented to the
beard of aldermen first for approval or
rejection.

The board will hold an adjourned
meeting this evening, and If the paper
can be sert to the board of pubic
works today, it may be brought up at
the meeting of the aldermen this even-
ing. If not the matter will go over un-
til after the new board qualifies next
Tuesday.

The question of whether the city
treasurer chould furnish a surety or
personal bond was discussed at length
by the members. The committee on
ways and means reported in favor of
the treasurer furnishing a surety com-
pany bond, instead of a personal one,
as has been the custom. Accompany-
ing the recommendation was a resolu-
tion directing that no more than $1,750
be paid from the emergency fund of
the city for the purpose of furnishing
the treasurer with a surety company
bond.

The eight members present, with the
exception of Mr. Reardon, voted for the
passage of the resolution, but Mr. Rear-
don objected to the city squandering
money in this way. " The city charter;
he said, provided that the treasurer
should furnish a. bond acceptablée to
the couneil, and, in his opinion, it
would be illegal for the city to pay the
premium for a surety bond.

As it required a four-fifths vote io
appropriate money from the emergency
fund, Vice President Kirke, who occu-
pied the chair in the absence of Presi-
dent Craig, declared the resolution lost.
The matter was then referred back to'
the committee on ways and means, it
being thought that perhaps the treas-
urer would be willing to pay the pre-
mium himself, rather than place him-
self under obligations +to the persons
who would go on a personal bond.

City Treasurer Horst, seen after the
meeting, stated the he would not pay
one cent for the privilege of furnishing
a surety company bond.

A resolution prepared by the comp-
troller, making a change in the man-
ner of paying warrants in case a surety
bond should be given by the treasurer,
was referred to the committee on ways
and means. Under the plan proposed
by the comptroller no money would be
raid over the counter in the treasurer’s
office, the payment of all warrants be-
ing made by checks drawn on the vari-
ous banks where city funds were on de-
posit.

The redraft of the ordinance settling
the differences between the city and the
Milwaukee Railroad company was in-
troduced by the corporation attorney
and passed under a suspensin of the
rules. The features of the ordinance
were published several weeks ‘ago, the
only change in the measure being that
the company is~allowed until Dec. 1.
1898, to complete the bridge over its
right of way on Summit avenue.

A resolution prepared by the comp-
troller provided that the mayor, city
clerk and comptroller were authorized
to issue and negotiate 4 per eent bonds
to the amount of $300,000, to run ten
years. The bonds are to be issued for
the purpose of refunding bonds coming
due this year. The resolution furthcr
provided that the water board should
have the prior right to invest the money
now in its sinking fund in the bonds to
be issued.

Final orders were passed for sewers
on Margaret street, between Forest and
Cypress streets, and on Carroll streat,
to a point 200 feet from Fairview street.

A final order was passed for the re-
moval of the wooden block pavement
on Ninth street, between Locust and
Neill streets, and the surfacing of the
street with gravel. The engineer esti-
mated the cost of the work at $500.

Resolutions thanking Presldent Craig,
Vice President Kirke and City Clerk
Jersen for their courtesy were passed.
As were also votes of thanks to the re-
tiring members, Messre, Reardon, John-
son, Daly and Larson.

An adjournment was taken to Tues-
day morning, at which time, as Mr.
Johnson put it, “The members would
meet and extend the right hand of fel-
lowship to the men who will warm our
chairs for the next two years.”

The Commercial club directors, at
a speclal meeting yesterday, adopted
the following resolution:

“Whereas, East Seventh is one of the
few direct thoroughfares connecting
the heart of the city with the entirs
easterly section of the city, and by rea-
son of the absolutely impassable con-
dition of said street, a great deal of
the farmers’ trafic from that direc-
tion is diverted into other channels
and one of the most desirable residence
portions of the city has now, for a
number of years past been deprived
of sufficient access to the city,

Bf it resolved by the Commercial club
that the common council of 8t. Payl
be requested to take such action as will
result in the paving of East Seveath
street from the bridge to Hope street.

SMITH HAS FULL CHARGE

SUPT. OF SCHOOLS CURTIS STEPPED
OUT YESTERDAY

New Superintendent Will Comtinue
as Principal of the Central High
Until the Present School Year
Closes——Prof. J. €. Bryant, of the
Humboldt Will Be His Probable
Successor,

A. J. Smith, the new superintendent
of the city schools, took charge yes-
terday aflternoon at 2 o’clock.

In turning over the office to his suc-
cessor, Supt, Curtis made a few re-
marks, which were heard by some of
the members of the board ard others.
lle stated that he had regretted that
so early an end had come to his ad-
ministration of an office .of which he
had taken charge under trying cir-
cumstances, but it was a source of
gratification to him that he had had,
as he felt, the support of those about
him gernerally, and that there had been
nothing of criticism of his methods, so
far as he knew.

He bore no malice toward - those
whese intrigues had brought about the
present change in adminisiration, be-
lieving that, if thelr efforts were in-
spired by unworthy motives, they
wculd find their just deserts in the fu-
ture.

Mr. Smith, in taking charge, said lit-
tle, but announced that at 10:30 tomor-
row morning he will meet the teachers
and outline his plans.

The new superintendent says that
so far as ‘his! authority extends
there shall be' no retrograde move-
ments in the schools. More time will
be given to the essential studies, and
absolute fads will have no place in the
system, though new ideas that have
demonstrated ‘their practicability will
be made use of.

Supt. Smith is promised the backing
of the board of education in everything
that is done, and a determined effort
will be made to gee that the schools
keep up with the times.

Gossip is busy naming the successor
of Prof. Bmith as principal. It is hint-
ed broadly that Prof. J. C. Bryant, at
present principalof the Humboldt
school, will be ;given the position. Prof.
Bryant has raised the high school in
West St. Paul to a high standard for
so new a echeol, and his chances for
the promotion are probably not han-
dicapped by the fact that he is a broth-
er-in-law of Inspector A. R. McGill,
of the board.

Supt. Smith will continue in charge
of the high school for the remaining
eight days of the school year, in addi-
tion to discharging his duties as su-
perintendent. :

The letting of the contract for text
books for the next five years will be
taken up by the ‘board within a few
days, but will probably not be dis-
cussed Monday. It is not likely that a
great many changes will be made, but
it is intimated that there will be more

Of the incorrigibles, 4 boys and 1 girl were
committed to the state tralning schocl.

Of the cases of drunks, disorderly conduci
and vagrancy, 4 girls were taken to the
rescue home for reformation at their so lcita-
tion. Several of the vagrants were found to
have homes in the city, and were settled d>wn
there, while others, who belonged el:ewhere,
were dlscharged to the care of the secre ary,
who asssted them to homes or friends; 6 Loys
were held In jall till their parents could be
communicated with and arrangements made
to insure the return of the children to their
homes.

Baldwin,

The Anoka farmers have won out in
their fight with the St. Paul water
board, although the case will be taken
to the supreme court for final decision.

Over a year ago fifty-six cases, by as
many farmers and all against the St.
Paul water board, were filed in the
Hennepin county district court. The
actions were brought to recover dam-
ages occasioned to hay lands by the
construction and maintenance of the
dam at the outlet of Lake Baldwin, in
Centerville, which was a part of the
structures of the St. Paul water works,
and which was used to hold back waters
for the purpose of pumping at the Bald-
win lake pumping station. An injunc-
tion was also prayed for.

One of these cases, that of Anton
‘Wenzell, whose lands are situated on
the shores of four lakes next above
Baldwin, was tried last March as a test
case by Judge Tarbox, of the Eighteenth
judicial district. All the cases referred
to were assigned to him for trial, as
they belonged to his district, which was
organized after the cases were brought.
He orders a perpetual injunction
against the structures complained of,
and allows Mr. Wenzell $1,900 damages
for injury done to his 'ha{‘ lands in the
years 1894, 1895 and 1896. The complaint
in the Wenzell case asked for $7,000
‘damages, and the amount asked in all
the cases was about $70,000 damages.
It is understood that the rest of the
cases rest substantially upon the same
grounds as those of the Wenzell case;
and at the rate established by this de-
cigion the total amount of damages will
be about $20,000.

One important question of constitu-
tional law is covered by this decision.
The special charter of the defendant
provides that no action shall be brought
agalnst the defendant for any cause
unless within sixty days after the ac-
tion accrues notice is given and an ac-
tion is brought within a year thereafter.
This action was brought in November,
1896, and the notice given by Wenzell
was given In June, 1896. Nevertheless
damages were allowed for injuries oc-
casloned In 1894 ard 1895, on the ground,
as stated in the decision, that the pro-
visions of the charter referred to are
unconstitutional and wvoid, when ap-
plied to the present case. The mem-
orandum attached to the decision states
that the charter provision is legislation
giving special immunity and privilege
to an individual, which i{s not given to
others of the same class; and, further-
more, that when applied, as in this
case, to a common law remedy to en-
force a liability which is not created by
statute, those provisions would deprive
an injured party of that ‘“certain rem-
edy” for his wrongs which is guaran-
teed by the constitution. Several Min-
nesota decisions are cited to support the
point taken.

HOTEL MEN PROVOKED

THEY DO NOT LIKE THE CABLE
LINE SUSPENSION

‘Proprietors of the Metropolitan and
Windsor Hotels Want Something
Done to Help Them Out While
the Fourth Street Cable Is Being
Metamorphcsed Into a Trolley—
Mayor Doran Is Asiked to Act.

T. A. Barker, manager of the Metro-
politan hotel, and John Summers, in-
terested in the Windsor hotel property,
called on Mayor Doran yesterday to
protest against the discontinuance of
the Fourth street cable line.

The gentlemen stated that they had
been informed by a member of the
ccuncil that, the intention of the com-
pany to abandon running of cars on
Fourth street would have the effect of
forfeiting the franchise, but they were
particularly anxious to know if the city
cfficials could not take some action
which would keep cars, even if it was
only a stub line, running from Broad-
way to the Seven corners during the
time the device was being put in on
the Selby avenue hill.

Corporation Attorney Markham was
sent for, and as Vice President Good-
rich, of the street car company, was in
the building, he joined the party at a
conference in the mayor’s office.

Mr. Markham was of the opinion
that the council having passed an or-
dinance authorizing the company te
make the change there was no chance
to declare the franchise forfeited, pro-
viding the line was not abandoned be-
yond a reasonable time necessary to
make the change.

«The hotel men pointed out the effect
the taking of the cars from Fourth
street would have on their business,
as it would be impossible for patrons
of the hotels either coming into or
leaving the city to take any cars from
or to the union depot which would ac-
commodate them.

Vice President Goodrich admitted
that the arguments were true, but said
it was Impossible to run the cars on
Fourth street while the improvements
contemplated were being made.. It was
the intention of the company to put
new rails down and the tracks would
have to be prepared with concrete be-
fore the rails were laid. It would take
at least two weeks for the concrete to
harden and about the same length of
time to lay the tracks.

Mr. Goodrich was of the opinion that
inside of six weeks the work of putting
in the device and laying the tracks
would be completed and the line In op-
eration.

Under the ordinance passed by the
council the change is to be made and
the line operated as-an electric line be-
fore July 1.

It was suggested to the hotel men
that busses could be run between the
depot and the hotels while the line was
being changed, in order to accommo-
date their patrons, but this did not
seem to strike the bonifaces very forci-
bly, owing to the expense connected
with the plan.

PRUDEN WILL BE NABBED.

To Be Rearrested When Released
From Prison.

A bench warrant was yesterday issued by
Judge Bunn for the arrest of August Pru-
den, who will be released from the stale
penitentiary today. Pruden is wanted by
the local authorities for alleged participa-
tion in the robbery of William Booth, on the
Rice street bridge, a year ago.

Booth was held up by three men, N
in addition to ing robbed, was terribl
beaten. Frank Steffany, August Prudep an
James Lynch were arrested for the robbery.
Steffany was sentenced Jo four and a hzl
years at Stilfwater, and Lynch was dis-
charged, but Pruden was not tried, as his
attorneys reised the point that he was, at
the time of the robbery, at liberty on parale,
and must be sent back to complete his orig-
inal sentence. This was done, and, as Pru-
den’s gentence expires today, the bench war-
rant issyed revent him ting cut
of the state to avold a trial for his alleged
concern In the Booth robbery.

Booth {s employed at the Ryan, and was
robbed one night on his way home.
